It is understood that the Ariel is here on businessconnected with these military movements in the
island: that dispatches were brought by her from

authorities, and that she will likely take on boardmaterial of war from the ordnance stores here, totransport to St. Johns.

book publishers of New Y'ork, Boston and this city,
paid a visit to-day to the Manavunk Wood Paper
Pulp Works and witnessed the entire process of con-
verting cord wood into paper pulp and its manufac-
ture into paper. The works are very extensive, the
building and machinery having cost $500,000.

The great feature in the works is the economy in
tho use of chemicals which disintegrate the wood
and bleach the pulp, tho refuse being carried to an
evaporating house where tiic chemicals are rendereJ
fit for use again, only 20 per cent, of fresh stock being
added to make itequal to former strength.

At tho aJjoiuing Flat Rock Paper Mills, excellent
printing paper is made with80 per cent, of wood pulp
and 20 per cent, of straw pulp. From twelve to
fifteen tons of wood pulp are turned out daily. The
works have but recently gone into operation, and
already prices of paper havo been reduced three cenu-
per pound.

In an article Jik. the present, which must of necet-s;fy be circumscribed in length, a complete descrip-
tion of thos* mills ca n-t be given, fcuch a descrip-
tion would till a small volume

Let us make a hasty tour of the interior, and seewhat we find at a rough glance.
Entering the mills by the southern door, we nreushered into a spacious apartment, in which we findcords-upon cords of rough hewn timber. In the cen -

tre of this apartment is an elaborate machine used
lor cutting these logs of wood into thin chips or sha-
vings. ihe log* arc laid in a strong wooden trough,
at one end ot xvaich is affixed several largo knives <rcutters, which work by ingeniously arranged machi-
nery connected with it. The log is Dressed against
these knives, and the shavings or chips fall thick and
fast on the other side. These chips are conveyed to
a very large store-room overhead, which presents tho
appearance of hillocks M chip . piled up in all dirtc
tions. Adjoining the store-room is another of equal
size, in which cut straw is stored in large quantities,
which is used iu connection with the ivoud in the
manufacture of the paper.

Adjoining these s:orc rooms on tho north is an
apartment which displays the tops of the immense'digesters' used for the purpose of converting tho
chips and straw into pulp. The wood an.l straw,
alter beihg cur,is shoveled through two large troughs
that connect the storage room with the adjoiningone, containing the tops of the "digesters." The
raw material pours in, cascade style, through these
trough-, a d through ihe apertures at tbc top of the'digesters" into the body of tho same, and after un-
dergoing a variety of transformations, tho pulp isobtained, which, before undergoing the bleaching
process, is of a very light brown hue, and is taken tothe rag engine to be xvashed. Another apartment,
denominated the bleaching room, is well t-orcdwith
chemicals of different kinds, and contains huge irontanks, used in the preoaratory bleaching process.

After undergoing the bleaching operation, the pulp
looks about as much like the original wood <r straw
as it resembles n steam engine. It is soft and downy
m appearance, and white as the driven snow. In
this form itis confided to the care of those having
charge of the process of transferring it into white pa-
per, of great durability and fini>h.

The "digesters" in Messrs Heft A Co.'s mills nrecapable of turning out six thousand pounds of paper
PT diem. Tho above D a simple outline description
of an establishment for the manufacture of wood
paper, which reflects great credit on its projectors,
and is an honor to our city.?

Tiicßise2i.se ou the England Frobatdy aid
Cholera.

Three steamers have just reached this side of the
Atlantic with largo passenger lists, all of which leitEurope at about the same time. The England had
twelve hundred passenger?, the Atlantic nine hun-
dred and the Ilansa seven hundred. All these pas-
senger- are from German or English ports, and those
of the Ilansa and Atlantic are all healthy, while those
on tho England are said to have cholera. We are
disposed to doubt the truth of the statement, and tobelieve that a virulent form of ship ftf< r has been
called cholera without a sufficient consideration ofits true character.

In times like riie present, when an anticipation of
the appearance of this dreaded disease is a subject of
public anxiety, there is a tendency on all hands, and
even on the part of certain professionals, to pro-
nounce everything cholera that looks like it or has
any one of its more striking symptoms. Cholera is
not reported as prevailing at the port from which the
England sailed, and it is therefore explained that it
was probably brought by the German passengers.
But it did not appear on the Ilansa, all of whose pas-
sengers were Geiiuans of tho same class. Tlie point
.?f difference between the ships was that one wasgreatly crowded and the others xvere not. Thecrowded state of the ship was enough to induce dis-
ease. which was, perhaps, a deep tj pe of ship fever,
that, with improper food or water, had severe abdom-
inal complication?. There was, perhaps, no more
cholera on tho England than on the Atalanta a few
mouths ago. Allt.no probabilities are against it.

It is a point of some importance for tbo considera-
tion ol the Health Commissioners that if this ship
had reached our port, there would have been abso-
lutely no quarantine accommodation for her hun-
dreds of fever-stricken passengers?not even a shed
or an old hulk to receive them?but they must havo
remained on the infected ship exposed to the fever
poison for days. Only one old vessel?the Falcon-
has been set apart lor the purpose. She xvaa at. the
navy yard, and, if she had been in the lower bay,
could only have received seventy-five of the twelve
hundred. Is it not time some remedy were found for
this ??AT. Y. Herald.

IMPROVEMENTS AT WATERING BLACKS.? The enter-
prise, long in contemplation, of building an avenue
at .Saratoga to tlie lake, has been commenced and
will be vigorously prosecuted until completed. The
route, as laid out, commences on Congress street, at
the intersection of Regent street, and takes the old
road for a distance of three miles eastward. This is
a single trunk. From this point thero are three
lines, touching at different points on tho lake;_one
straightening the old road to Moon's Lake House;
another banding to the south, and skirting to the

[From the Philadelphia Lodgor, 12th.lTho most tcrriblo tragedy ever committed in thi<>city w*s disclosed yesterday afternoon, though I e-lioved to have been perpetrated on Saturday last,
the victims were Christopher Hearing, a drover, hisWife, his four children and his niece, a young womanabout twenty-bye years obi. Mr. Hearing occupieda farm on Jones' bine, some distance from PointHouse road, belonging to Mr. Theodore Mitchell, ofhiladelphia. ilo had lived tnero for several year*
nnd nail been a resident of the neighborhood fortwelve or hiteen years. Besides his own family, he
had a hired man living with him, a German, whosename none ot tho residents thereabouts could give;also a lad, called "Cornelius," seventeen years oldWho was bound to Mr. Hearing, and had been withaim seven or eight years.

Tin: last seen of Mr. Hearing alive was on Saturdaylast, when he came to the city on business, andcalled upon Mr. Mitchell, his landlord. After trans-
acting his business, he seems to have made a purchase
of some meat, which was found in his wagon, and tohave driven to his house with his niece, before re-ferred to. who had been spending a few days at Bur-
lington with some friends.

Since Saturday all lias been ijuiet at tho form,
l.io neighbors thought it strange that they did notsee either the children or tho adult members of :'noliimiiyabout, but no one undertook to ascertain thereason until yesterday. About two o'clock one ofthem, a Iriend of Mr. Hearing, went to the house amifound it fastened up. Prompted by curiosity, heraised one of the sash and entered. No one waswithin, and while the interior wa a not entirely inor-der, it did not. exhibit such unusual disorder as tocreate suspicion of foul play. The ham and stablewere then visited, and in the former the foot of aman was seen protruding from under pile of hey.bay was removed and a most shocking sight waspresented. Not only was tho minder-.! bdyof MrHearing uncovered, but t '-at of bis niece also. Bothwere in iulldross, ha having even bis gloves no, andbulb had t heir heads nearlysevcred from theirb -die.

jc pockets o. his paotaloons had been turpi 1 in-side out, aud his cony seemed to heve lei 11 seareh'das It for a money-pelt. They had doubtless been ear-ned there and tho hay piled over them to preventimmediate disc-very. the finding of these bodiesled to the belief that the mother and children bada similar fate, aud a search was at once insritti-teu for them In tho mean time, however, news ofthe murder had been circulated, end informationlad Lcen conveyed to the second district police i-ti-tiun, aud train there, by telegraph, to the centre! sta-tion. Chiefs Boggles and Franklin at once repairedto the scene of the tragedy, with High Const-doClark and several of the detective ofilcers. Coronerlaylor was also soon at the farm, but before he ar-rived the other bodies bad been found in 11 corn crib
attached to the barn, the mother and four childrenall lying together, and all, as Mr. Hearing and niecewere, with tho=r thr. ata cut and their bodies con-cealed under a pile of ha v.The mother had, in addition, tho top of her headcrushed in. Probably a more shocking sight was ne-ver seen than the mother and her murdered childrenafter they had been removed from tho crib. The police made a thorough search of tho prom-
ises, and found an axe, which was bloodv, and whichhad evidently been tisnd by the murderer. Thewounds upon some o ( the victims showed that thethroats had been cut with an axe. A careful con-soleral ion of all the facts and circumstances led tothe conclusion that tho wife and children were mur-dered before the husband and niece got home Onwhat, part ot the premises the slaughter took place
could not be determined.

The supposition was. that all of the victims hadbeen earned to the places where they were discover-ed. Ihe disappearance of the hired man and of theboy Cornelius led to suspicions against them. 1.was at first t nought that the boy had been murdered,out a thorough search ot the barn and out-house-was made, and no trace of him could be discovered
I no aired man had been only a short tiiuo with Mr.Hearing,and is not known to many of the neighbors,
he is represented to be about thirty years old, stout
aud muscular, and to have large whiskers.Coroner Taylor had the bodies removed from thetarm yesteruay afternoon, and tho inquest willtakeplace as soon as ttie preliminaries can be arranged.Christopher Hearing is represented to have beenan intelligent, industrious and reputable citizenSuch i- the character Mr. Mitchell, tho owner of the.
farm, gives him,and his neighbors all speak wellhim. ile at tunes had considerable money a bout him,
but did not, it is said, keep much übuui tho house
except 111 cases of necessity.

The country in which the farm is located is a vcrvretired spot, and tho nearest house is nearly aquarter ola mile off, the murderer or muidi rcrs hadhttje fear of interruption in their bloody work. Thopolice will leave nothing undone to detect and bring
to justice the guilty, ami all willcypren a hope forthe speedy success of their efioits. Tho scene of the
murder was visited by hundreds of persons yesterdayatternoon anil evening.

The belief Unit the murder was committed on Sa-
urdey is strengthened by the tact that a horse and
some cattle which had been locked up in thu stableand ham were suffering for the waut of foou and
water when discovered."* The fact also that decom-
position had begun is thought to strengthen it. Thebodies were uuito offensive.

A thorough search of the house, barn and groundswns made lor some distance around, but, singular torelate, no evidence was seen of anv struggle hue in ?
taken place, nor were there any marks of blood foundto tell ot tno tearful conflict. Mr. Her.rin ? ivr-seemingly struck while facing his murderer na theonly mark of a blow was over ihe left eye; hut tlißwas evidently suliicient to have knocked the unfortu-
nate man down, and when prostrate his throat was
cut, like the others, by the blow of an axe.

The more this murder is examined into tho moreastounding it appears. A mother and her four chil-dren butchered, it is supposed singly, after being or -
tieed Ironi the house, and with, in leaving any marksot the hellish deed behind, and then, upon the arri-
val of the husband and niece, lor theiu to have beendealt with in tho same manner, and still no spot o!
blood inhouse or yard. The only rational theory
'hat we have heard,was, that upon tho arrival
of Mr. Hearing and his niece, bo, discovering that
his family were nut in thehouse, started t find them,and alter leaving the house was met by the murder-er and slain. The niece then, it is thought, followed
her uncle, and was met by tho same fiend in humanshape aud killed in tho same manner.

Xhcaxo with which, it is thought, the murder was
commit led, was nearly a new one, and with bur littleblood upon it, and had the appearance of having
been cleaned. The wagon of the murdered man wa-
found in its place under the shed, and the beet which
he had purchased under the scat. The horse was also
in his stall with the harness removed from him; infact, everything about the premises was found to be
in perfect order, except in the house. Hero there
was evidence of close search lor valuables; drawersworo-pulled out, and ine top of an old fashioned
cioek removed in tho pursuit of money.

The nows of the murder spread quite rapidly inthe lower part of the city and in the neighborhood oithe Central Station, and created an intense excite-
ment in consequence of as almost unparalleled
atrocity.

Mayor McMichael ha." issued a proclamation, offer-
ing a reward ot tor the apprehension of themurderer or murderers.

ANOTHER VICTIMDISCOVERED.
PHILADELPHIA. April 11. ?All additional victim to

the horrible tragedy down tho neck, was discovered
this morning, the body of a boy named Cornelius
Casey, being found under tho hay stack. The inur
derer had crushed the child's head with a hammer
and cut his throat. Clothes supposed to belong to
tho murderer and stained with blood, have been
found.

The Bulletin gives the following description of the
supposed murderer: A German, named Anthony, or
Antone, aged 28 to30, height live feet seven inches,
very muscular, light complexion, light hair, slight
moustache and goatee, p.mplcs 0:1 face, round shoul-
dered, walks slow, taking long strides, speaks imper-
fect English. The polico are making every effort to
secure his arrest.

The dotcctives describe the assassin as being 5 feet

It inches, 25 to 28 years of age, round shouldered,
with no whiskers, but athin light moustache, inclined
to curl at the ends; downcast look, weight 175 to 180
pounds, loosely made, and shuffling gait, and speaks
broken English; supposed to have been intho array,
aDd formerly from Brooklyn. Property mbsing, two
revolvers (one large and one small)* a musket and
shot gun, black frock coat, black satin vest, black
pants, brown overcoat, a pair of long outside boots,
two compound interest notes of the value of fifty dol-
lars, one twenty dollar compound interest note, two
gold rings (ono set with a purple stone), one gold
chain with long links and chased bar at the end, and
four ton cent pieces.

The Whale Captured wir WiEuiiugton,

Carolina.
The Wilmington Journal gives tho following facts

relative to the capture of a whale bolow that city:
The whale recently captured h of the fin-back spe-

cies, and was first seen about sunrise 011 Tuesday,
March 20, and soon after grounded on an oyster rod
near Smithville. lie got clear, however, and a arted
up the channel, agitating tho water more than an
ordinary steamboat. Ile shortly afterwards ran
aground again, this timu opposite the residence oiMrs. Stuart. Mr. Warren, a gentleman in Smithville,
fired at him while inthis position; but he appeared*
perfectly regardless of a shot, and extricating himselfagain, started up the channel. A small schooner,
named tho Planet, then started in pursuit, and foundhim stuck on Snow's marsh, opposite Fort Fisher;
but on coming up with him it was discovered that he
had again extricated him elf, and was making di-rectly lor the schooner. This movement on the part
of tho whale caused a great deal of consternationamong the crew of the vessel, which was immediate-
ly faced about and all haste was made from the scene
of action; but 011 proceeding a short distance they
observed that tho whale, who was probably as badlyfrightened as the crew, had also changed his course,and was making all speed in an opposite direction,
and was in a short timo seen to run ashore near the
place where he had just gotten oil".

A small boat was sent to reconnoitre his position.
Finding him fast aground, and the tide falling, theschooner proceeded to Smithvilto to get the assist
ance of the sloop Flash, and also to obtain the ser-vices of a gentleman residing in Smithville, who had
had several years' experience in the whaling busi-
ness.

On their return, the tide having fallen considera-
bly, the hugh monster was discovered to bo almost
entirely out of the water. The first object was to
kill him: accordingly a hole was cut inhis side, andthe old whaler ran his sword in, until his arms wasalmost entirely embedded in hi* body. His heart
was eventually pierced, but even then it was nearly
two hours before he had ceased to breathe. In Lis
fury, he could throw a stream of water six inches indiameter fully a hundred feet high. His dimensions
were ascertained to be as follows; fifty-six leet long,
and twgnty-seven feet in circumference. The head
is about one-third of the entire length. Tbejawsare
sixteen feet long on either side, and nine feet wide
across the throat. The tail isitbout twelve leet wide,
ami serves him as a weapon. He is only about half
grown, and weighs thirty-six tons, or seventy-two
thousand pounds.

To give some idea of hisim nense weight, it is stated
that even after the upper jaw and skull were cut
away, it was impossible, owing to the immense weight,
toget the under jaw on the deck of the schooner, soit must remain in the water untiltho flesh decays be-
lorc the bone can be saved.

The carcass would have made sixty barrels of oilif facilities could have been obtained for cutting andtryingup the blubber. As itis. only about twenty-
five barrels, or eight hundred gallons, have beensaved.
