Five-Twenties
were a shade lower, closing nt 103% bid for first, and
103% hid for second and third issue. For Sixes ot
1881104% was bid, and 105 asked.

In State bonds the transactions include SI,OOO Vir-
ginia Coupon Sixes at 66, and S7OO North Carolina
6's at 82; Baltimore Ciry 6's were steady but quiet, the
only sale being one of SI,OOO 1886's at 99%.

Railroad shares were inquired for and we notice a
sale of 100 shares Northern Central at $45. For Bal-
timore and Ohio onlysll2 was bid, but none w;i. of
fered undor sll4. For Central Ohio $22% was bid,
and City Passenger closed at $lB% bid. There was
also some inquiry for bonds, and wo notice sales <<l
Northern Central 18S5's at 84, and of Marietta and
Cincinnati bonds at 80.

In the Miscellaneous list there was some move-
ment. Baltimore Chrome sold at 90®95 cts, Atlan-
tic Coal at 95 cts, American Gas Coal at 50 cts, Penn-
sylvania Oil at 45®50 cts, Gardner Hill at 90 cts, a d
Guilford at 40 cts. Wc notice a sale of 10 shares Bal-
timore and Cuba Smelting and Mining Company at
$lO5.

Money is active, but in good supply, and call loans '
are easily made at 6 per cent. First-class Commer-
cial passes at 8 per cent., and we quote second grade
at 10@12 per cent., and difficult to negotiate even
at these figures.

The New York Stock market has shown a slight
improvement to-day, but its undertone is still weak
and feverish. Specific stocks continue to hold a
sway over other securities which have lately lost the
confidence of many operators. Tho improving con-
dition of the Hudson River Railroad has been the
means of advancing its maiket value, and the
public have been invited to make investments .
in this stock as being more tangible than eoiuo '
of the other speculative securities. Itopened to-lay j
at 106%, and steadily advanced to 110% at 1 o'clock j
and at the close continued very firm.

Rock Island was firm, and in the afternoon sold at
120, but declined at the last board to 119%. It is still

uncertain in what manner the large surplus in the
hands of the company willbe applied; an effort is being
made to purchase the Mississippi and Missouri Rail-
road, but how far this willsucceed is very uncertain;
it is probable that the increase to their liabilities in
consequence of such a pureha'-e, (as it would compel
a fresh issue of stock,) might not be as profitable a:;
the original road.

Michigan Southern was moderately firm, withoutbeing unusually active. Outside speculation in this
stock remains merely nominal, and the transactions
appear confined to a few operators. At the eleven
o'clock Board it sold at 80%, and only fluctuated 1 £
during the day. closing at 80%(550%. Quicksilver
declined in the morning to 'ls, but subsequently re-
covered and sold at 45% in the afternoon. Chicago
and Northwestern common and preferred were each
steady ataslight advance over yesterday's quotations.

Canton opened weak at 51, and gradually advanced
during the day to 54%. itis difficult to account for
the erratic movements of this stock; it is supposed in
some quarters that its improvement is due to the
potnililityof a naval station being established here.
Inasmuch as the channel leading to our harbor is not
navigable to largo war vessels, Qia probability of the
Canton Company's property being leased for Govern-
ment purposes is small.

Government bonds declined in the morning ineon-
sequence of lower quotatiohs from Europe. Five-
twenties sold early at 103%, but advanced later in
the day to 103%. Seven-thirties opened at 100%, and
were quoted later at 100%.

Gold advanced to 127% at the first call, but exhib-
ited a general wcaKness through the day. and closed
at 127%. There are'still sales on seller's option, and,
apart from the anticipation of the May coupons, lit-
tle can ho said as to other causes which are likely to
effect its premium. The advance in the rate of Ex-
change. together with the anxiety expressed in Eu-
rope on the Prusso-Austrian question, appears to
have ceased to influenced its price.

Money continue.in abundant supply at 6 ® cent.
At New York foreign exchange is strong and ac-tive at higher rates. Bankers' sterling bills are quo-

ted at 107@107%. Importers are huyiftg as well asspeculators, and to this is attributable the sudden
turn inthe market. About a million of five-twenties are supposed to have been returned for sale by
the Hansa and Belgian, chiefly on German account.

No delay at the start?no watermen's "fiddling."
They strip, and arc forward ina twinkling. Suspense
is scon broken; they are off. A good start in good
style; but Oxford have the best of it, going away more
evenly (with a few feet to the good at Siminond's,)
settling down to thirty-nine strokes a minute. Cam-
bridge force on two a minute quicker: and are up to
them and ahead before thev reach the London Row-
ing Club boar house. Oxford keep on steady as ever,
and Cambridge career by them, not so rapidly as last
year, but still at a passable pace. At the Point,
Forbes takes Cambridge very wide, but they are
three-fourths of a length in front, and in making tho
"shoot" an entire length. The same at tho Crab
Tree, the boats not spurting upon each other, but
rowing each their own pace, and playing their own
game.

The positions are about-the same under Hammer-

never get so tar ahead as in former match. Nor dothe Oxonians here shoot away at such a pace as when
they took the lead last yesir. It is still kurd fighting,

Silver Lode I>fscoveritl in West Virginin-
itio Vein Liglttcou Indie* Thick.

A company boring for oil on the farm of William
Cunningham, situated inJackson count y, West Vir-
ginia, in going down wont through a vein of metaj
about eighteen inches thick. The company took no
particular notice of the borings, but continued drill-
ing untilthey became satisfied their efforts insearch
for oil were fruitless, when they abandoned the well.
In recurring to the strata through which the drill
had passed, the owners thought of the metal vein,
and immediately concluded to have it analyzed.

A quantity of the metal borings was sent to Xcw
York, where ithas been assayed and pronounced to
yield ninety-eight per cent, of pure nilvor. Under-
neath tbis vein, which is three hundred and forty
feet from tho surface, is a vein of silver quartz four
feet thick. Tho gentleman from whom we learn the
foregoing facts, gives the following account of the
strata in the well:?First forty feet, hard Hint rock;
next two hundred feet, soft soap stone: then a layer
of blue rock; next soap stone: then tbo silver vein
eighteen inches thick; next four feot of quartz, and
then a bed of black sand, similar to the sand found
in the gold mines of California.

This valuable discovery has been made on a small
farm, located above Letart Falls, six miles above
Kiplcy's Landing, West Virginia, and distant from
Pittsburg two hundred and forty miles. The ownershave been offered, since the discovery, two hundredthousand dollars for the farm, but they have refused
to sell at any price, as they design developing itthem-
selves. They are already at work reaming out thewell preparatory to sinking a shaft, the machinery
lor which, was brought up from Cincinnati on the
steamer Lconidas on her last trip.
