In Railroad shares there was no movement, and
the only sale of bonds was one of SI ,000 Marriotta
and Cincinnati at 80. Shares closed at sll2 bid, sll4
asked for Baltimore and Ohio, $44% bid, $45% asked
for Northern Central; $22% bid, $25 asked for Cen-
tral Ohio, and $lB% bid, S2O asked for CityPassenger.

In the miscellaneous list the business was limited,

Money is activo, but in good supply, and call loans
are easily made at 6 per cent. First-class commer-
cial passes at 8 per cent., and wo quote second grade

at 10@12 per cent., and difficult to negotiate even
at these figures.

The foreign exports from Baltimore this week
amount in value to $178,759. Included in tho ex-
ports were 5,115 bbls, flour, 1,414 bbls corn meal, 151

bbls pork. 1,900 bushels corn, 937 hlids tobacco, 18,141
gallons refined petroleum, and 16,069 gallons ben-
line. The gold value of the foreign imports at this
port this week is $88,657.

The New York Stock market has been steady to-
day, but a few stocks have shown signs of weakness.
Pittsburg has been carefully bought up at prices
ranging from 80% to 80%. Amovement is evidently

going on inthis stock, but to what end is not definitely

understood. Stocks as a general rule have remained
quiescent, from the fact that tho buyers and sellers
have been pretty evenly balanced, there has been no
undue demand for them, but when they havo been
offered for sale they have been readily taken. Mich-
igan Southern, Pittsburg and Northwestern havo
suffered very little fluctuation during the several ses-
sions of the board. The steadiness of these stocks is

rather ominous.
The disposition to sell short has been again mani-

fested'. but the "bears" ought certainly to profit by
experience and act with caution both with regard to
the extent of their contracts and to the possible loss
they may incur. To-day Erie closes at 73%, Michi-
gan Southern and Pittsburg at about 80%. The con-
trast between those stocks note and at the commence-

ment of the year is worthy of notice. Erie has fal-
len over 20 per cent. Pittsburg remains about the
same, while Michigan Southern has advanced 10 per

cent. Tho condition of these roads being equally
affected, or nearly so, tho logical conclusion to draw
from such a contrast is self-evident; still under tho
present regime of Wall street, perhaps the most dan-
gerous operation would be to sell short either Michi-
gan Southern or Pittsburg, and, in spite of the do-
cline, very few persons can be tempted to buy Erie.

The inoreased activity in the coal trade has given

a greater amount of this class of freight to tho Head-

ing Railroad, and has been the means of inducing

purchases, under which its price has advanced from

10-31.7 to 104%.
Quicksilver continues in demand: the expectation

of a dividend on this stock has been the cause'of its
advance, and late in the evening itwas quoted at
50%. Fort Wayne has been comparatively free from
speculation to-day, opening at 91%, it simply partook

of the general tone of the most active stocks, and
closes at 91%. The late advance in Canton has re-
ceived a chock, selling late at 52 after being 53%
early in the day. It is understood that large pur-

chases of this stock have taken place lately for the
purpose of controlling the next election of director;.

Government securities were firm. Five-twenties
averaged 103%, and sales of Seven-thirties were made
at 100%.

Gold has again declined to 126% at the close. Thero
has been less activity in itto-day, and its scarcity has
greatly subsided.

The money market is still abundantly supplied
with capital, the rate of interest on call loans vary-
ing from 5 tofi IS cent., according to collaterals.
"Foreign Fxchange is active at New York and
transactions have been made as high as 7%: but im-
porters show no disposition to buy, and a concession
in the rate would Jiavc to be made to sell any amount.

to that used for locomotion. The whole of the watertherein, wlien the fire was started,was below the grate-without the new apparatus, the boiler above the grate
would have been red hot ina fow minutes seventy
square feet of the upper heating surface in the crownsheet, or upper tubes, being uncovered by waterBy means, however, mainly of a chamber, a floatand throe valves, the pressure of the steam in theboiler adjoining the chamber forces up the coldest
water from the bottom of the boiler, to take the place
of the escaped st.eam from tho chamber. As the water
rises the escape valve shuts, and a portion of thecoldest water is brought into oontact with the hottest
steam. Ifthe steam is superheated, the pressure iuthe chamber bocomos greater than the pressure inthe boiler, and as the water cunnot return, it passes
from the chamber through a third valve, opening
outward into a perpetual basin, and thence into thoboiler.

During the experiments the thermometer showedthat the steam was superheated only about fifteen
degrees, and the experts present judged, from the
quantity of steam escaping from the safety valve,
that the boiler was generating at least as much steam
as would be the result of the same fire under ordinary
circumstances.
