No man dared openly to acknowledge fealty
to it throughout a large portion of the national do-
main.

The raising of this flag was the first proclamation
of returning loyalty in the Stateof Louisiana, When
it was for the first time publicly unfelded, lhe Goy-
ernment was engaged with a gigautic rebellion, the
first effe blow against which was given in the
capture ew Orleans, following the most brilliant
naval achievements upon record. The great rebel-
lion has now been crushed.

TRIAL OF THE CONMANDANT OF THE SAULSBURY PRISOS.

1t is already known that Major Gee, the comamand-
ant of the Saulsbury (N, C.,) prison, is on trial before
a wilitary court at Raleigh. Last week amotion was
made on the part of the accused to quash the pro-
ceedings. The Judge Advocate read an order from
the War Liepartment to suspend the mustering out of
the officers detailed to sit on the Commission, which
order being dated subsequently to the President’s
proclamation, was held to be tantamount to an order
to continue the trial.

city, is represented as being accused of having mur-
dered 30,000 persons and as replying, *‘It is false; I
only killed 3,000—fear killed the other 27,000,

do notadvance this adage as proof. that during
the prevalence of the cholers, precisely nine cases owt
of ten are the result of fear, but as the adage had its
origin in that section of the globe where the cholera
first appeared, where its ravages have been longest
continued and most destructive, and where experi-
ence of the malady, in all its phases, had the best
chance for mature, correct decision, it is probable
that, the adage was designed to give an indefinite idea
of the vast preponderance of fear over cvery other
cause in the spread of the malady, as based on obser-
vation and experience.
