THE EXCITEMENTS AI.DXG TIIE BOK-
OEK? RETRIBUTION FOR ENGLAND.

Tho Canadas are in trouble; and the forces
sent by England to put down the disturbances
cannot be relied upon, since the last despatches
from Eastport announce the mutiny of the
sailors on board an English gunboat. In view
of what is at last taking place in that quarter,
the people along the lino of States in this lati-
tude, have something special upon which to
congratulate themselves just at present, inas-
much as now when excitement rages along
the Canada border in connection with the
Fenian projects, they are left to quiet and a

chance to recover from the disabilities of the
war. Condemned for four years and more to
constant alarms ?as this line of States were
by rumored and actual invasions?constant
raids and all the other terrible concomitants
of a great struggle, a fierce rebellion which
surged up to the very lines, the return of
peace appears to have actually relieved this
section more than almost any other, since now
that the war is over, all the fierce and turbu-
lent spirits seem to have drifted away to the
scene of the new excitement, so that from
Maine to Michigan, every city is in trouble,
regularly organized forces occupying to some
extent the cities of the Canada side, and ac-

cording to the Detroit and Chicago papers,
gangs of thieves and murderers having taken

. up their abode on the American side to take
advantage of the disorganized condition of
things which exists, lying in wait to sec what
willhappen.

In one view of this matter, there is?it must
be confessed?something very like poetic jus-
tice in the case. In the very agony of our
own troubles, Canada on one side and Ber-
muda and Nassau on the other constituted the
starting points for numberless hostile expe-
ditions, smugglers, privateers, and so on, in-
tended as well for profit as to help the rebel-
lion: and when we remember that Montreal
and Quebec were the headquarters?so long
as the war continued ?for all the infernal plot-
ting and wickedness which ended with the as-
sassination of President "Lincoln, the Ameri-
can people need not give them any great
amount of sympathy now that those people
themselves are in trouble with the "Fenians."

And if we look at the case of England her-
self and her now subdued and anxious attitude
as she has to deal with her own troubles, the
matter is no less striking, in the sense of re-

tributive justice. The London Times and a
subsidized press all over the Kingdom were

never weary of preaching up the rights of re-

bellion. But now at the first nmtterings of
the storm which threatens her own peace and
lier rule in Ireland, how quickly all the old
machinery for the suppression of "sedition,
privy conspiracy and rebellion" is brought
into play; and how remorselessly and fiercely
she hunts down everybody, from Head Centre
Stephens, to the most stupid or insignificant
of his followers. Eloquent over the suspen-
sion of the writ of habeas corpus here, and
never weary of lecturing us because of our

. employment of military commanders to keep
the rebellious States within bounds, she her-
self is found summoning to the suppression of
the Irish emeute one of the most notoriously
cruel of her India generals, the man accredited
with blowing the natives from tlie mouths of
his cannon, and this selection seems to have
been made as if to appal the people of Ireland
in advance.

The horrors of Jamaica are also fresh in
the minds ot the people of litis country and of
the world; and it might be of some use to re-
mind her presses and people of all this, only
that circumstances prove that it ail passes for
nothing when she has a purpose of her own to
serve. Eager to see a government whose
growing power she dreads, disrupted and ren-
dered powerless, 110 sense of justice, no de-
mands of neutrality or national comity availed
anything, as in every way, short of actually
going to open war, she lent her workshops
and ship yards and foundries to the furnishing
of piratical cruisers for the destruction of our
commerce, and the supply of arms and mu-
nitions of war to the States in revolt.

The people of this country have not had to
wait even for a single generation to see this
all regretted, not on the score of having done
wrong, but because it now militates against
the peace and the interests of British sympa-
thizers with the rebellion. We have earned
our present chances of peace, won them
through horrors aggravated to the last degree
by British cupidity, envy, and fear of our na-
tionality; and it troubles us very little now, to
see them commended for the time being to a
modicum of troubles kindred to these, how-
ever matters may result.

That the Canadas are in any particular
danger of being wrested from the possession
of England, seems not at all probable; and as
for the project with which the Fenians are ac-
credited of seizing any islands in the Gulf of
St. Lawrence, were it so, nothing could be
more foolish. \\ hatever the Fenian organiza-
tion propose to do, they had better keep from
being circled by any piece of water which can
float a gunboat, for the race from any discom-
fiture at such a place is limited; their fate
would be sealed.

Meanwhile, with our immediate neighbors?-
the Canadas, absorbed with their own troubles
and perils, and Europe too much busied with
prospective wars to pay any attention to us,
we are left measurably to make up as rapidly
as we may the losses so heavy to both sides of
the great struggle. Could we but adjust our
complications, could something but be con-
ceded on every hand here to the absolute need
of harmony, there is no telling what immense
strides we might make in a comparatively
brief space of time toward a new instalment
of national wealth and greatness. We insist
upon this, less in the interests of party, than
in the interests of the nationality. Believing
that extended trade, commerce, manufactures,
and so 011, are the best panaceas for our
present troubles, that where men can be
profitably occupied they have no wish and no
time for distracting political schemes, we wish
to see that permanent lull in angry contro-
versies which will permit the nation to start
anew. Without concessions from all con-
cerned, we see not how this is to be accom-
plished; and for ourselves, determined to do
nothing which can aggravate the troubles kept
on foot by demagogues, we shall still do what
we can to throw oil on the troubled waters ofpolitical controversy.

round-house or avaporaiing establishment. This isthe main feature ot the works. It is known that oneof the reasons why pulp has not been made fromwood and other substances more successfully is tin,
high price of soda, and the necessity for its consninV.Tien inlarge quantities. By a process of evaporatio'
which seems to be very successful here, the refuseliquor which has done its duty in disintegrating thewood fibre ia compelled to yield back its soda at asaving of 80 cent. This economy is ihecauseof thegreat success oi this wood pulp process

In addition there is an alkali-house, where thereare large ttanks and niter vats. The wood boiling
house is 75 by 132 teet, and contains 10 boilers capa-
ble of producing 30,000 pounds of pulp (when dry)
every 24 hours. H ere also are large blow, condensing
and hot water tanks, of great capacity. After the
wood has been reduced to chips of small size, itis
raised by steam pgwe* W Uw tvR viUw.stuUdiwis and I

thrown in. When the boilers, under which are strong
heating furnaces, are tilled, the liquor is run from
the tank?, by means of: hos\ into the boilers, the fire
set going, and the wood boiled to a pulpy substance,
of a dirty white color. When it arrives at tho con-
dition required, the pulp is carried off in large iron
cars, of which there arc five run on tracks bolow. to

the building where, perhaps, a fow hours before it

had been a hard, knotty lost.
Adjoining the wood boiling house is the chopping

establishment, 82 by 124 feet, where the logs am cut
into chips. The wood-choppers consist of two mas-
sive circular chunk- of iron, resembling a solid i
wheel, about 6feet in diameter, withlarge steel knives
?set in slats left in the iron for their introduction.
The knives are moveable, and can be placed or dis-
placed at pleasure. They revolve with great velocity,
and are capable of cutting froui 30 to 40 cords of
wood every 24 hours. The chips, as they arc cut, fall
into iron cars, and aro carried off as needed, llem
are a'so three large pulp engines, each capable of
holding 1.000 pounds of pulp, also two 84-inch wet
cylinder cleaning machines, capable of cleaning from
25,000 to 30,000 pounds of pulp. There is also in this
room the bleach-mixing apparatus, which is quite an
important auxiliary inthe manufacture of chips into
paper. The whole of the machinery of this building
is driven by two large Turbine water-wheels.Toward the river is a bleaching-houso, where the
oulp is bleached, and the drying-machine rooms, 3d
by 118 feet, where are located one 84 inch thirteen
dryer, three feet cylinder machine, capablo of drying
from 14 000 to 18,000 pounds of pulp every 24 hours.
Those works are controlled by Messrs. Jessup k
Moore, tho great paper dealers, and Mr. Martin
Nixon, the descendant of old William Ryttinghuison

aforementioned, who willmanufacture the pulp into
paper at their mills. By their erection it is estimated
that the daily production of printing paper willbe
increased about 13,000 pounds, and the daily con-
sumption of rags at the above named mills diminish-
ed to about the same extent, which must have a ten-
dency to cheapen the price of both articles; in fact,
the price of newspaper ha* declined three cents per
oound since the Wood Pulp Works wore put inop-

eration.
If. in the intricacies of masonry and mathematics,

T have made my meaning plain, tho reader will see
that this process in the first place so perfectly disin-
tegrates the wood that nothing but pulp remains. It
loes so at less cost by saving and securing the chemi-
cals (soda especially) that enter so largely into the
manufacture of paper. This economy is the great
aluc of the present experiment. Other woods be-

? .referable. The capacity of tho mills is very large;

NMV METHOD OF ROLLING IRON.?Of making im-
provements, says tne Boston Advertiser, there is no
\u25a0lid. What seems the ne plus ultra of one generation
is but an incipient step toward the progress of the
next. New processes of manufm turo follow each
other in rapid succession, keeping pace with the ever
increasing needs of agrowing population. A charac-
teristic of modern invention is the vast increase of
power obtained by the new machinery which they in-troduce, lessening manual labor, and rendering the
hardest metals as pliuble as clay in the hands of the
potter. A recent invention of anew method of roll
ing iron is one of the most important j-et made for
the working of this useful metal. It consists of a
process for rolling into irregular shape, by which
checkered surfaces, projections and depressions can
ho obtained with the same facility as plain surfaces
have heretofore been produced. This result is ac-
complished by means of adjustable discs, of any de-
sirable pattern, placed upon ordinary rollers, which
leave upon the bars drawn through them the impress
of tho figures which they bear.

Instead of solid rolls turned with grooves and peri-
pheries in the ordinary manner, tho inventor uses
the cast or wrought iron spindles, 011 which arcdipped cast iron, steel rings or disc 3, forming grooves

j or peripheries corresponding to those of ordinary rolls,
[ and susceptible of nn almost infinitevariety of combi-
nations. The spindles are allowed to project beyond
the housings of one side, thus giving an opportunity
for placing upon them overy variety of pattern discs,
uid requiring but a very few minutes to effect any
desired change, Thus one set of spindles, with theiraccompaning discs, willdo the work of a large num-
ierof rods constructed in the old solid form; ani
raetures of grooves on peripheries can be easily re-
tired without the lO6S of the remaining rortion of

the rolls?an advantage which willbe readily acknowl-
edged by all the iron workers. Usual forms can also
he made quickly and cheaply, since it is only neces-
sary to cut the simple and comparatively inexpen-
sive discs for them; whereas, oy the old method,
entirely new rollers must be made for each new formdemanded, and itis impossible to obtiin irregular
surfaces.

Next toHungary water, which is said to have been invented
inthe fourteenth century, the most ancient fragrant
comjiound now in use is eau de Cologne, which wasfirst prepared in the last century by au apothecary o.that city.

Allthe ingredients which compose i' come from thesouth of Franco ami Italy. Its perfume is derived
principally from tho flowers, leaves, and the rind offruit, of tho bittor orange, and other trees ol' the cit-
ron species, which blend well together and form a
harmonious composition. Tho only products of the
I nitcd States used in the manufacture of perfumery
tre peppermint, sassafras andtvintergreen. The most
noisome substances are converted into sources of the
sweetest odors. The fetid and poisonous fusel oil by
different methods of.treatment produces tho most
delicate scents of various flowers and fruits; the oilof gas tar yields the oil of hitter almonds, which isex-tensively used for perfuming soap; and even tbodrainage of cow-houses furnishes one of tho princi-
pal ingredients inthe most exquisite perfumes of aiady'afoilet.
