THE CHOLERA.

This is now the subject of universal com-
ment. In medical societies, the press, and
scientific journals, it lias become the absorbing
theme. Nor is this remarkable. Nothing re-

corded in history will compare in extended and i
fatal ravages to cholera. No disease has more (
completely baffled human scrutiny as to its |
cause, pathology and treatment. Ten years
ago, few physicians regarded it as contagious, '
now it is almost universally conceded to he
evidently communicable in this way. In its
deadly march from the Ganges, it has kept
steadily in the current of population, pursuing
the great traveling thoroughfares, even in the
teeth of the fierce monsoon which would have
swept back any non-contagious epidemic. The
physicians of India, wherever it originated
and has always lingered, are unanimous in
pronouncing it contagious.

In like manner have medical men been per-
pleted in the treatment of this malady. Suc-
cessively opium, lead, kreosote, alcohol, the
lancet, calomel, camphor, chloroform, the
inhalation of oxycc", emeries, ieo, clootririty,
have had their advocates. Remedies which
for a while seemed successful in one localityhave
either failed or proved pernicious in another.
Thirty-four years have elapsed since cholera,
leaving its oriental home, first swept over the
world, and in that time successive incursions
have made men of science painfullyfamiliar with
the phenomena attending its development and
progress. It would, therefore, be surpris-
ing if some facts had not been gleaned of ad-
vantage in preventing or modifying this fear-
ful epidemic, although little or no progress has
been made in its cure.

What, then, have we reason to believe, from
long observation, are among the general
causes of cholera? They are precisely such
as produce a large number of zymotic dis-
eases, namely, imperfect ventilation and sew-
ferage, filth of all kinds, decomposition of veg-
etable and animal matter, dense population of
cities, and especially crowded houses. Among
the special telluric influences which arc sup-
posed to favor its speedy and extended devel-
opment are a protracted state of dryness in
the atmosphere; a high range of the ther-
mometer ; confined and quiescent air, with
increased pressure, and an almost total ab-
sence of ozone.

Statistics, carefully made up, go to show i
that the violence and fatality of cholera are in-
creased in proportion to the prevalence of the 1
general causes to which allusion has been <
made; and the reverse is equally true. 1

"VI hereas in towns which have been prepared j
lor its reception by a diligent regard to clean-
liness and ventilation the disease has usually
seized upon few victims, and soon disappeared; |
it has always lingered in its most destructive -
forms where these precautions have been neg-
lected or imperfectly attended to. And yet !
with the knowledge of this fact, little is usually |
done by the municipal authorities and health i
commissioners, until the fatal epidemic is at
our very doors. The dread of expense is one
common reason for this neglect, and a few
hundreds of dollars arc bestowed grudgingly,
where thousands should be spent cheerfully in 1
the work of prevention. Such miserable policy 1
is false economy, as the result often proves. '
I ltimately the city purse is drained to provide ffor the victims of municipal folly, after cholera
has established headquarters, and is relent-
lessly doing its work of death. Let no con- !
tracted views, no illiberal prejudices animate d
those who have in charge tho health and lives t
of whole cities. i

In our own city of Baltimore, although 2much has been accomplished, there is much
to do in the way of prevention. It is true,our intelligent Health Commissioner, l>r. 0Morgan, has been at his post and diligent in I
the execution ot the duties required of him, i
but lias he the means at his command to per- (
feet the work of cleaning the city in the shortest
possible time? As the principal health officer, ipossessed of an intelligent appreciation of the 'importance of sanitary measures, he should be i'
clothed with ample powers and ample means {j
to execute his work in his own way. N0 time 1
is to ho lost. Ihe cholera is already hovering i>
about our coast, and within a few miles of our
largo cities; and in nearly all of them choleraic 'j
diarrhoea, the inevitable forerunner of the tl
disease, exists to a greater or less extent.
Ihe high range of temperature so sensibly felt
for the last day or two is favorable to its early j]
detelopment.

A Dlsiul'eelanl.
There is a disinfectant which has been much used

in the army, and which we can most strongly recom-mend as a preventive for the cholera. It is a com-
bination of permangaric acid and chlorine, first em-
ployed for the purpose by Professor Darby, who was
for some time Professor of Mathematics in Williams
College, and afterwards of Chemistry ina College in
the State of Alabama. The name by which it is
known is Darby's Prophylactic Fluid. In the army,
when there was danger of mortification or erysipelas
from wounds, a quantity of the liquid was applied
and the wound bound up in perfect confidence of a
good result, and neither gangrene nor erysipelas made
their appearance. Wo have been informed that whenProfessor Darby was at the head of a young ladies'
school, the scarlet fever several times made its ap-
pearance among the pupils. He had already dis-
covered the efficacy of tho compound of which wespeak, anu took care to use as a purifier of the atmos-phere, and thescarlet fevernever went beyond a sin-
gle case, either in his school or in any other to which
he had recommended its use.Among the active chemical agents which the dis-
coveries m modern chemistry have brought to light
is ozone, which, according to the adepts, is oxygen ina peculiar state ot activity?an activity supposed by
some to depend upon its electrical condition What-
ever be its nature, it is the destroyer of miasmaticexhalations, seizing upon tho unwholesome effluviainthe atmosphere, and consuming itas a Uame seizes
upon fuel. When a quantity of the compound wchave mentioned is exposed to the atmosphere, ozone
makes its appearance, although there wasnone which
could previously bo detected.

Of the efficacy of Darby's Prophylactic Fluid the ex-
perience of surgeons in the army during the late war
has been too extensive to permit us to doubt. It is
not a deodorizer merely, but a disinfectant?a de-
stroyer of the insalubrious element in an atmosphere
which cannot be breathed Without danger. At this
season, when the warm weather which gives activity
to the decomposition of animal and vegetable sub-
stances, is close at hand, and when the cholera is on
its way to our metropolis, it deserves special atten-
tion.
