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LATEST FROM EUROPE.

ARRIVAL OF THE STEAMER HIBERNIA.

LATEST CAHHESCIAI. SIVRS.DC.

FAETHKR FOIST, April 30, ?The steamer Hibernal,
from Liverpool on the 2Gtli inst., passed this point
this afternoon, on route to Quebec, with Liverpoo
advices of the 19th.

The sales of cotton at Liverpool for the four days
previous amounted to 37,000 bales, of which P.OOO
bales were taken by speculators and exporters The
market opened with an upward tendency, and prices
advanced Id., but subsequently became heavy, and
the improvement was lost, the market closing nomi-
nal and irregular.

THE GERMAN QUESTION.
German advices continue to be more re-assuring,

and there is a growing belief in peace.
A Vienna telegram of the 18th says: Bavaria.

Wurtemburg, Saxony. Baden and Darmstadt, are
quite united on the German federal question, and
should war occur, they would ail he on the side of
Austria. Their agreement, encourages a hope that
peace willnot be disturbed.

The Berlin correspondent of the London Tines says
that Count Bismark ha' repeatedly tendered his re-
signation within tho last few days, but has been una-
ble to obtain tho sanction of the King to his with-
drawal. A medilieation of the Cabinet willprobably
be accelerated by the Emperor of Anstria's having
informed tho Emperor of the French, that under cer-
tain circumstances, ho would not object to lay the
question ot the Duchies before a European Congress.
The writerjsays, most positively, that no concentra-
tion of troops has taken place in any part of Prussia,
and that there is not a trace of any measure capable
of being construed as aggressive.

Peace meetings continue to beheld in tho targe
towns throughout Prussia. The text of Prussia's re-
ply to the Austrian dispatch, of tho Ist instant, is
published. It dwells especially on the admitted
movements of Austrian troops on the Prussian fron-
tier, by which Prussia was led to take defensive
measures, and says if Count Mensdorff, after tin
Emperor had passed his word that no aggression is
intended by Austria, still eontinuestn make military
preparations, it cannot be expected that Prussia, an
equally clcardcnial of hn'tiln intentions having been
given by the King, should relinquish those defensive
measures which were called forth by the attitude of
Austria. The Prussian answer to Englana's remon-
strance is said to be cold and haughty. The Aus'rian
answer says:

"Austria does not ask an inch of land in the
Duchies, nor will she accept it. Prussia, wishes to
annex the Duchies, and Austria, is bound to support
the rights of the Scbleswig and Ilolstein people; she
willnot dictate to them, but requires that, the willof
the people and the Diet should be rospeeted. The
Prussian and Austrian people should be withdrawn,
and the people should choose their government by
universal suffrage. Austria accepts their decision,
even if in favor of Prussia."

A Copenhagen telegram says that the Government
of Denmark has received communications which will
compel it to assume a less positive attitudo in tho
German dispute, and ithas adopted resolutions of an
important character.

RUSSIA.

There was groat rejoieings at St. Petersburg and
elsewhere on account of the Emperor's escape from
tbe attempt to assasrinate him. The man who at-
tempted the Emperor's lifo is a Russian, a land-
owner of small means, who considered himself in-
jured by tbe emancipation of the serfs! He dis-
charged a pistol within a few feet of the Emperor,
and the shot would probably have taken effect had
not a peasant turned aside the assassin's arm. This
peasant has been ennobled for his effort. It is said
that tho Emperor, with perfect presence of mind,
himself seized the culprit, asking him quietly,
"What have I ever done to you that you should sack
my life ?"

_ "And no person exercising or performing the du-
ties of any office which by law is required to be filledby the advice and consent of the Senate, shall beforobis confirmation by the Senate, receive any salary orcompensation for his services, unless he be commis-
sioned by the President to fill up a vacancy whichhas begun to exist by reason of death, resignation,
or expiration of term of office, during the recess of
tho Senate and since its last adjournment."

Mr. Johnson asked what would bo the effect ofthisamendment. The right of rlie President to removeor appoint officers of the Government bad alwav.
been conceded, and had been recognized by the Su-
preme Court.

Mr. Trumbull said his amendment did cot involve(his question atall. An act had been passed i i Feb-
ruary, 1863, creating the office i f Comptroller of theCurrency, which provided that that officer should htddhis office for five years unless sooner removed by thePresident, ftp and with the advice and consent of theSenate. Tho them President, .Mr. Lin. In, had a -

proved this bill, and ho (Mr. T.) was of the opinion
that the present President had voted for it. lie <ie-r.ted the power of the President to remove or appointany officer during the session of the .Senate withoutits eonsent. The President could not make an office,it required both the President and the Senate. The
object of this amendment is to prevent the filling up
of offices during the recess of the Senate, which couldhave been filled while it was sitting, There was noConstitutional question involved in itat all. ThePresident had no power to pay salaries, he could notdraw his own salary ualess by the consent of Con-gress. Congress could allow compensation to theseofficers, or no compensation at all, just a' it pleased.

Mr. Johnson said that though the amendment
might not violate the letter of the Constitution, it
did the spirit. Had they tho moral right, and wouldthey be justified in passing it ? Were not honorable
members setting a precedent that might return to
plague the inventors? The present dominant party
11 Congress might become the minority party. Ihey
might have elected their President, but tho seatshere might bo filled with members represaniing dif-
ferent views, and with this precedent and authority
set those members, they might prevent tho Presidentfrom filling the oiliees with his own friends: theymight starve him out. Mr. Madison had written aletter on this subject at a time when the war between
Congress and the President was much more bitter
than itis supposed to be now. He would only sup-
pose that a difference existed between the Executiveand Congress now, as no one imagined that Congress
wanted to make war on the- President; he was cer-tain his friend from Illinois (Mr. Trumbull) would
be the last man to do such a thing, but he would ask
what possible good could be done for the country by

tion complex than to simplify it. The Senator hadreminded him of that sagacious animal, the foxwhich was said to throw its pursuers off the seent bytaking the back track. The Senator had thrown theSenate off the track. lie had alluded to prospective
difficulties with Austria. He (Mr. S.) also bad deep
solicitude on this matter, but was unable to sec whatconnection ithad with the subject under discus-iuuThe Senator hail also alluded to the opinions of Mr"
Madison and others, which had no bearing whateveron this amendment. The Senate, in the passago ofthis amendment, would be simply exercising its con-stitutional right, and it was not worth while to talkany more about it.

Mr. Trumbull said this amendment was not aimed
at the present President of the United State, butmerely to check a practice which had grown up ofwaiting until the adjournment of the Senate to ap-point officers to tillvacancies occurring during the
session. Ibis amendment only prevented such per-
sons from receiving compensation until the Senatehad confirmed them. It was no new provision, noattack on the Executive, and he did not think itwould produce a war with Austria. ILaughter

Mr. Sherman said the power of the President toremove was a mere inferential power from the power
of appointment. Nowhere in tho Constitution isthere given himthe power to remove, and there i°nothing to prevent Congress from making laws tolimitand restrain the power of the President to re-move, but in his opinion, this amendment was a very
hard and violent measure which ho would dislike tosee adopted. He did not lilto these provisions to bo
put on pur appropriation bills, as they looked toomuch like conditions. If the Judiciary Committeewould bring in a just and wise bill on' the question
settling the power of the President in this matter, hewould give it his support. Now was the time to do
it. lie would not say that awar existed between the
President and Congress, but a jealousy did exist, and
now was the time for Congress to pass a law restrict-
ing the power of the President. He would go as faras the Senator from Illinois (Mr. Trumbull) in this
matter, but could not vote to prescribe these tests inappropriation bills.

Mr. Henderson said he had partially prepared abill which would cover this whole subject, lie hadexamined the matter carefully, and hud come to the
conclusion that tno President had no Constitutional
power to remove at all. Mr. Madison had claimed
toe power of removal cs the Senator from Maryland
(Mr. Johnson) stated, but how did he exerciso it?
During his whole eight years of office he mado but
three removals. Mr. Monroe made but nine, and
John QuiAy Adams but two. For years of the Gov-
ernment, there were but seventy-five removals. Of
late years, however, each Executive had seized onthese offices, and used them as if they were his own.
There are ten offices now where there were formerly
one, and was the President as soon as Congress ad-journed to iu;n out every man in office, and put in
men who would support "my policy," as ho calls it''
Mr. President, 1 don't know what the Presidentwould do: Idon't think I am any better than he, nor
he any worse than I, and I know Iwould do it, if Ihad tho power. When it is known that the Execu-
tive can control, without let or hindrance, the dis-posal of the vast number of offices tinder the Govern-
ment, it will be a day fatal to the liberties of the
country. Why, Mr. President, I have seen in the
newspapers calls on the President to disperse and ar-
rest this body.

The resolutions offered on January 29, by Mr.Julian, of Ind , declaring f,,r (ile prompt punish-
ment of Jefferson Davis, and his trial either by courtor military tribunal, came up as the unfinished busi-ness of lastlMondav'a morning hour..

Mr. Julian, of Indiana, briefly addressed the Honse
in support of the re'olutiors. He begged, he said,
not to be misunderstood on this question. He did
not ash for vengeance. What he desired, and whir
the nation desired, and a!! it would ask. is that ordi-
nary justice should be meted out to the icosl extra-
ordinary of criminals. Jr was time that treason
should bo made odious. The Constitution declared
that treason should be punished with dea'h. anu lie
did not wish to see tho Constitution violated in that
respect any more than in any other. Itwott'd notdo to say thai the treason of the rebellion had beenpunished enough already. Ho would favor amnesty
for the ignorant and misguided, but ho would punirii
the leaders, for nothing remains more plain than forthe nation to execute its malefactors. Thc-ir adequate
punishment involved the whole question of the re-
bellion. To trifle with it was to mock our dead he-
rocs, mako treason respectable, and place loyalty
under the ban. In the name of the millions who hadgone before their Maker, and in f tie name of the liv-
ing soldiers, ho demanded the punishment of .1efforsonDavis.

The resolutions were then referred to the ,1 udiciary
Committee.

RECONSTRUCTION COMMITTEE.

Mr. .Stevens, of Pa., from the Committee on Recon-struction, reported tho following Constitutional
amendment:
A BILL, to provide for the restoration of tho States ininsurrection to their fullpolitical right s.11 hereon, it is expedient that the States lately ininsurrection should, at the earliest, day consistentwith the future peace andsafoty of this Union, be re-stored tofull participation in ail political rights; andWhereas, tho Congress aid, by joint resolution, pro-
pose tor ratification to the Legislatures of tho severalMates, as an amendment to the Con dilution of the
I nitcd States, an article in the following words to
wit

A joint resolution proposing an amendment to thoConstitution ot the United States :
L*r it enacted l-t/the Senate and House of liept esetl-

tahvea of the United\ States of America in Congress
asscui licit, (two-thirds of both Houses concurring,)
lnat the following article be proposed to the Legis-
latures of the several states as an amendment to liteConstitution o* the United State.), which, when rati-fied by three-fourths of said Legislatures, shall bovalid as part ol tho Constitution, namely :

ARTICLE.

See. 1. No State shall make or enforce any law
v,'uieh shall abridge the privileges or immunities ofcitizens oi the United States: nor shall any State de-
prive any person of life, liberty, or property without
clue process of law, nor deny to any person within itsjurisdiction the equal protection of the laws.

Sec. 2. Representatives shall be apportioned among
the several States which may be included wi'hin this
_U 111011 according to their respective numbers, count-
ing the whole number of persons in each State, ex-cluding Indians not taxed. But whenever in any
State the elective franchise shall bo denied to any
portion of its male citizens not, less than twenty-one
.years of age, or in any way abridged, except for par-
sicipatioa in rebellion or other crimes, the basis ofrepresentation in such ttate sball be reduced in the
proportion which the number of such malifeitizensshall bear to the whole number of maie citizens notless than twenty-one yea 3 of are.

See. 3. Until tho fourth day of July, 1870, all per-
sons who voluntarily adhered (o the late insurrec-
tion, giving it aid and comfort, shall be excludedfrom the right to vote for members of Congress, andfor electors for President and Vice President of the
United States.

bee. I. Neither the United States nor any Stateshall assume or pay any debt or obligation already
incurred, or whi It may hereafter bo incurred, in aid
ot insurrection or ot war against tlie United States,
or any claim fur compensation lor loss of involuntary
service or labor.

Sec. 5. Congress shall have power to enforce, bvappropriate legislation, tiie provisions of this article.Aotr, therefurc, he it enacted,He.,That whenever the
above stated amendment sball have become part of
the Constitution, and any State lately in insurrectionshall nave ratified the same, and shall have modifiedits constitution and lawsin conformity therewith, the
Senators and Representatives from such State, if
found duly elected and qualified, may. after having
taken tho required oath of office, be admitted iutoCongress as sucb.

dec. 2. And be it further enacted, That when anv
State lately in insurrection sh dl have ratified tho
iuregomg proposed amendment to the Constitution,any part of tho direct tax under the act of August 5,lsbl. which may remain due and unpaid in such
fetato, may be assumed and paid by such State; andpayment thereof, upon proper assurances fromsucn State, to bo given to tuo Secretary of the Trea-
sury of the t niteu States, may be postponed lor a

Third. Heads of Departments of the United States,
officers of lbs army and navy of the United States,
and all persons educated at the Militaryand Naval
Academy of the Uhitcd States, judges of the courts
ol tho United States, and members ofeither House ofthe Thirty-sixth Congress of tho United Slates whogave aid or comfort to the late rebellion.

Fourth. Those who acted a? officers of the Confed-
erate States of America, so-called, above the grade
of colonel in the army or master in the navy, and
any one who, as Governor of either of tfco so-caUed
Confederate States, gavo aid or comfort to
rebellion.

Fifth. Those who liavo treated officers or soldiers
or sailors of the army or navy of the United States,
captured during tho late war, otherwise than law-fully as prisoners of war.

Mr.Niblaek, of Ind., rose to inquire if this report
superseded the one made some time since intho ease
of Tennessee, or whether the latter stilt stands before
the House.

Mr. Stevens then moved to mako the Constitutional
amendment the special order for Tuesday, May 8.

Mr. Ancona, of Pa? objected.
Mr. Stevens moved to suspend the rules, which wasagreed to?yeas 107, nays 20. The amendment was

then postponed until May 8. and made the special
order from day to day until disposed of.

Mr. Stevens, of Pa., said he was directed by tho
Committee to say, that as soon as tho testimony ta-

ken by the Reconstruction Committee was printed
a short written report on it would bo made to thoHouso.

ing. $1)3,000: quarters and fuel, .$15,000; for clothing,
$1,700,000; for commissary stores, $4,200,750; for medi-
cines, $500,000; for transportation, $15,000; forschool superintendents, $1500,000; for school houses,SIB,OOO. The bill was referred to the Committee oftho Whole, and made tho order for to-morrow.

to transmit to the House injorination, giving thenumber of pardons granted, to whom granted, theamount of property confiscated, ete.
RAILROAD TO THE NORTHWEST.

Mr. Garfield, of Ohio, introduced a bill to con-struct a continuous line of railroad from Washing-
ton to the Northwest. Ithis billrecites that as there
will be a continuous line of railway from Washing-
ton to Cumberland, Md.. when the Washington andPoint of Rocks railroad is completed, and as there is,
therefore, a link to be filled between Cumberland
and Pittsburg, it is declared by the billthat full au-thority be given to the Pittsburg and Connellsville
Railroad Company to complete their road between
Connellsville and Pittsburg, and the same is made aUnited States military and postal road.] The billwas referred to the Select Committee on Militaryand
Postal Railroads.

Mr. Garfield also introduced a bill to aid in theconstruction of a railroad from Pittsburg, Pa., to
Cleveland, Ohio.

[This bill declares the Cleveland and MahoniDg
Railroad Company to be a military and postal road,and authorizes it to construct its road between the
two points named.]

Itwas referred to the Select Committee on Military
and Fostal liailroad Companies.

TENNESSEE.
Mr.Kuykendall, ot 111., introduced a series of reso-lutions declaring that tho State of Tennessee isrestored in all ot her practical Constitutional rela-tions, the same as belore the war; which were referred

to the Judiciary Committee.
APPROPRIATIONS FOR PUBLIC WORKS.

On motion ot Air.Eiiot, ot Mass-, tfye House pro-
ceeded to consider the bill making appropriations
tor the repair, preservation, and completion of cer-tain public works heretofore commenced. This bill
makes toe following appropriations: For improving
the channel of the Susquehanna river below Havrede Grace, $23,40; for Patapsco river, $5,200; for t?ie
Delaware Breakwater, SI<JO,IOO, and the Secretary ofWar is directed to cause a survey of the Patapsco
river from Fort McUonry to its mouth.

Mr. Eliot addressed the House in favor of a gene-
ral system of internal improvements, especially on
the Western lakes and rivers. On the conclusion of
Mr. E.'s speech, the bill was passed without a di-
vision.

# PERSONAL EXPLANATION.
. Mr. Blaine, of Maine, rose to a personal explana-

tion, and said he had a letter from General Fry do-
lending himself from the assault made on him byMr. Gonkling of New York, a few days since. He

HEALTH OF THE CITY.? The Health Commissioner
reports 89 deaths in this city for the week ending
yesterday morning, which is an increase of 5 over
the number in tho corresponding week of last year,
though this increaso is small in comparison with the
increase of the population?therefore showing the
city to maintain its usual good sanitary condition.
Tho work already accomplished by the Health
Board, and the additional facilities that will be af-
forded by the ,Sanitary Commission and sanitary
agents, when fullyin operation, which will probably
bo in the course of a few days, or a week at furthest,
gives evidence that our city will,with the aid of its
citizens, he kept in a healthy condition during tho
summer months, and thereby, it is hoped, prevent
the visitation of an epidemic of any character. Seven-
teen of tho deaths during the past week were causod
by consumption: colic, inflammation of tbe lungs,
old age and whooping cough, 4 each; typhoid fever,
inflammation of the brain and measles, 3 each; can-
cer, child-bed, convulsions, dropsy, catarrhal fever
and organic disease of the heart, 2 each; apoplexy,
drowned, dipthcria, erysipelas, gastric fever, inter-
mittent fever, scarlet fever, inflammation of tho
womb, palsy and teething, 1 each, and 7 by croup.
Unknown adult. 4; unknown infantile 14 .and 11 still
births; 22 died under 1 year of age; 19 between 1 and 5
years; 4 between 5 and 10 years; 4 between 10 and
20 years; 10 between 20 and 30 years; 9 between 30
and 40 years; 8 between 40 and 50 years; 3 between
50 and 60 years; 5 between 60 and 70 years; 2 between
70 and 80 years; 2 between 80 and 90 years, and 1
betwoon 90 and 100 years. Forty-eight of the de-
ceased were males and 41 females, 22 of the whole
number being colored persons.

THREE CENTS.
PROPOSED WIDENING OP COMMERCE LANE AND

TRIPOLI'S ALLET.-ID the First Branch of the City
Council, last evening, Mr.Foreman, chairman of the
Committee on Highways, presented an ordinance
authorizing the widening of Commerce lane, on theeast aide, between Second street and Exchange
Place, so as to connect with Holliday street, the
street EO widened, as well as that at present knownas Commerce street, to be hereafter known as Holli-day street. The Committee say they consider the
improvement ono of great importance to the public,
as itwould unito Hollidayand Commerce streets by
a straight line from Monument street to tho wharves;
and the crowded condition of the thoroughfares in
tho immediate vicinity of this street is such as to
render the improvement necessary for the conve-
nience and speedy conveyance of merchandise, re-
lieving tho pressure on .South street, and preventing
to a considerable extent the crowding of vehicles at
the junction of Baltimore and South streets. The
same gentleman reported an ordinance providing for
the widening of Tripolet's alley, on the wost side, be-
tween Baltimore arid Second street!, and to change

its name. Both ordinances were laid over under the
ruler.

REOPENING OP A LTIILROAD.?The Winchester and
Potomac Railroad, running between Harper's Ferry
and R inchest or, which has been practically closed or
destroyed since an early period in the war, is now
thoroughly repaired, and freight and passenger trains
wi.l commence, on V. ednesday or Thursday next,
running over the entire route. Tho Baltimore andOhio Raiiroad Company has made the necessary re-
iairs, and willtemporarily operate the road, though
it is expected that the Winchester and Potomac
Railroad Company willsoon be in a condition to as-
sume its management and control. In addition to
the new tr-ck which has been laid, there have been
new and substantial station buildings, &c., erected
at Winchester, Charlestown and other points, con-
tributing much to the comfort and convenience of
passengers and shippers.
