Tho position taken and the word; uttered
by t ? Chief Magistrate of the nation on a re-

cent memorable occasion, as above set forth,
are those to which in connection with his high-
ly honorable career as one of the foremost,

defenders offree government, the people must

at present look, and do look, to sustain them
in the yet critical trials which may beset them
before the provisions of the constitution aro

fully vindicated and recognized, and the nation
once more commended to a splendid future as
the recognized exponent and champion of
free principles for the whole human race.

Could the safeguards of popular government j
foil now, cither through the assaults of old '
enemies or the treachery of pit tended friends,
the woild would indeed be set L-ack in its an-
ticipated progress, and the people be com-

pelled to surrender themselvt anew to anarchy
or to those principles of despotic government,
which in all time past contemning the idea of
self-rul< have crushed out all freedom of

popular sentiment by the dogma of "divine
right" and the law of force.

Fortunately, after having gone through with
one of the most terrible and desperate strug-
gles ever imposed upon a uation, we are driven
to neither of these miserable alternatives ?we

are not compelled to take shelter under the
strong arm of a military despot on the one
hand, or to submit to worse than the "thirty
tyrants of Athens" on the other. Deprived
of the head of the State by the savage and in-
fatuated hatred of the assassin, we were for-
tunate enough to see the government pass to

his legitimate successor with no convulsion,
no jar; and when Andrew Johnson reverently
taking up the power thus devolved upon him,
uttered the remarkable and impressive words
as his brief but emphatic inaugural? "The
duties are mine, Iwill perform them with the
help of God the story was fittingly told of
that sublime determination, which unappalled
by the public terrors of the hour, made him
not hesitate to take the place of a ruler, who
just then murdered for his devotion to the
State, possibly foreshadowed in his ending the
fate which might be his own.

Not in history?familiar or common as may
seem these events to us of the present day?-
is there a nobler example of courage and de-
votion to high principle, to human freedom,
to the defence ef the right, than is recorded of
this man of the people; and passing by the
sneers and cavils of those who yet can see
nothing of merit in the glorious career oi one

who towers the giant of the revolted section
in his brave purpose to confront the swords of
traitors who beleaguered him in the capitol of
the State confided to his charge, the manner
in which he has since wielded the vast powers
which have devolved upon him, should alone
immortalize him upon the page of history.

It is worth while 10 remind ourselves of all
these things, in time, because the meed of
praise now coming to him from the liberal and
enlightened of all lands, from illustrious pub-
licists, men not immersed in our wretched
feud.s and petty rivalries, only foreshadows the
verdict of impartial communities and of pos-
terity; and ifthere are those here still deter-
mined to persecute and embarrass him in iiis
wise and forbearing efforts to save the Union
and the Constitution, to preserve popular
rights, and to give us an enduring peace, sucn
need not expect to escape the condemnation
of history, the deserved censure which waits
on the petty, the envious, or the malignant.

Glorious as has been bis record?for the
character and position he lias won might al-
ready satisfy the most grasping seeker after
fame upon earth ?who can suppose, scan Ins

or Chief Magistrate in a year of un-
equalled power as we may, that for any trifling
and selfish purpose, as such are commonly es-
timated, he would do what he never yet has
done?betray the people 1 Accused indeed of
"treachery," of having been untrue to his an-
tecedents, what more has he done even in the
eyes of the most relentless, but "temper jus?
Hoc with mercy'' to suit the changing and im-
proved fortunes of the llepubl\u25a0 . how could it
be expected but that with opposition going
down before hiin, with the en amies of the
nationally grounding their aims, he should
exercise the noblest prerogative of power?-
the power to forgive ?

And if he is to he relentlessly followed for
this; if he is yet to be pursued with raucor
and hatred because of it, let it be remembered
tbat he must share the charge to the end of
time, with the most illustrious martyr of the
age, his lamented predecessor; and when it
comes to this issue, who will envy the men
who confessedly still cherish the fierce pas-
sions called into bt-ing and activity by a bloody
war; who dare say that they are right, that they
are christian or even humane statesmen, and
that he is not? Talk as they may of needed
justice; of the wrongs of the Republic; or of
aught else that may serve to fan the flames of
civil war now dying out, it must come to that;
and as the liberals of Europe now are doing,
the world will finally concede to him those
noble qualities of forbearance, wise forbear-
ance?without which no statesmanship can be
called such, or is of any avail.

In all the past?let it be noted?implacable
vengeance was the rule with governments as-
sailed, whilst forgiveness was the exception;
and if, in this age, and with more enlightened
ideas and forms of government, we claim
more than was ever conceded to the old des-
potisms, to their chronic fears of overthrow,
and their edicts of blood based upon cowardice
and cruelty, let us justify our assumptions;
let us prove to the world that we indeed have
the courage to do right.

The President has led off in this eminently
loity and noble policy, and the liberal minded
of the land, the people, will sustain him against
men of small ideas, of narrow fears; men, in
short, who have not yet comprehended the
true nature of the struggle just closed. To
the nation and to the world, the Constitution,
in this great conflict, was more than slavery;
more than sectionalism; more than the ex-
ploded assumptions of "State rights;" and
this great fact must be recognized to-day.
And recognizing this, it is as much the duty
of the President to see that it is not rent
asunder or destroyed now that the conflict for j
the life of the Government is ended, as it was !
to defend it in defending the Union, its grand
consequence.

And now, is it not tlie duty 0f the truly
patriotic, of the moderate men of the land; of
those who have combatted not for mere theo-
ries, but who have worked for practical re-
sults, to rebuke the impracticables who for
months now have done what they could to
divide the Union party, and who have demon-
strated that they have no policy that can be
called such. Is it not time to repudiate men

who seem to have forgotten what they set out
to do when the late struggle commenced.
They led off with the fullest endorsement of
Mr. Lincoln s ever memorable declaration in
bis first inaugural that the States were not
out of the Union ; and after the American
people had stood by that great, leading prin-ciple, on a thousand fields of carnage, is it to
be tolerated that now with the Government
absolutely and fully triumphant, a few mea
who have become intoxicated with the pos-
session of power should be permitted to turn
short around, repudiate their own declara-
tions, and anew divide the Union? by their
action affirming the power of secession ordi-
nances to take a State out of the Union?

And ifthe people are not prepared to fobow
to so disastrous and unwise conclusions, should
they not, at once, and finally, manifest a pur-
pose to stand by the man who, in refusing his
assent to a baleful heresy, has shown himself
(he best end most courageous friend of tha

Constitution, the Union, and of the nasses?
We believe they will stand by him- that they
will recognize indeed that "hon A conviction
is his courage," that "the Constitution is his
guide;" that he is right in affirming that "in
the people is his faith."

And moreover, as it is not the purpose of
those Unionists who support the President to

be read out of the party by the followers of
Sumner and Stevens, it is right and proper
that some definite declaration of principles
should be put forward, in order to serve as the
rallying point in the political contests that are
before us; and fully subscribing to the Plat-
furm of the National Union Club, recently
put forward at Washington, we commend it to
the attention of all who regard constitutional
liberty more than the triumphs of men or of
parties; ar.d who believe ?finally?that until
we have peace, unity, the cessation of en- |
deavors to keep the States divided as a means
of retaining sectional power, that the great

j ends for which the nation fought have been but
j half attained.

PLATFORM OF THE NATIONALUNION CLUB,

1. Rwohed, That wo are now, a? heretofore, ur-
?leutly attached to the Union of the States under the
Constitution of the United States; that we deny the
right of any State to secede, and hold that al! at-
tempts at secession are null and void; that ail the
States are now States of this Union, as before tho
robelliop, and wo deny tho power of the Genera!
Government, under tho Constitution, to exclude a
State from the Union or to govern it as a Territory.

2. Resolved, That our confidence inthe ability, in-
tegrity, patriotism, aud statesmanship of President
Johnson is undiminished, and we cordially approve
the general policy of his administration.

3. Resolved, That we ondorsu the resolution of Con-
gress of July, 1861, declaring the object of tho war on
our part to he the defence and maintenance of tho
supremacy of the Constitution and the preservation
of the Union, with the dignity, equality, and rights
of the several States unimpaired.

4. Reeolced, That, in the language of tho Chicago
platform of 1860, and as quoted by tho late President
Lincoln in his first inaugural address. "Tho inuin-
ter.dEco inviolate of tho rights of States, and co-
pe.Lilly of the rights of each State to order and con-
trol its own domestic institutions according to its own
judgment exclusively, subject only to the Constitu-
tion of the United Stales, is essential to the balance
of power on which tho perfection and endurance of
our political fabric depends."

5. Rwaived. That under the Constitution of tho
United States is reserved to the several States the
right to prescribe the qualification of electors there-
in; and thatit would bo subversive of tho principles
of our Government for Congress to force universal
suffrage upon any portion of tho country in opposi-
tion to tho known wishes of the citizens thereof.

6. Resolved, "That this Union must be and remain
one and indivisible forever;" that the war for its
preservation having been brought to a triumphant
close, and the supremacy of the Constitution vindi-
cated, the rights oft.be States under tho Constitution
aro to be maintained inviolate, and that loyal citi-
zens within the Statos and districts lately overrun
by rebellion are entitled toali the rights guaranteed
to them by tho Constitution.

7. Retained, That nil the States of the Union are
entitled by the Constitution of the United States to
representation inthe councils of the nation, and that
all loyal'members duly elected and returned, having
the requisite qualifications as prescribed by law,
should be admitted to their scats in Congress without,
unnecessary delay by their respective llou3e, each
House being the iuuga of the election, returns, and
qualifications of its own members.

8. Reeohed, That treason is a crime which should
bo punished, and that v,-o are opposed to compro-
mising with traitors by bartering "universal am-
nesty" for "universal suffrage."

P. Resolved, That tho payment of the national
debt is a sacred obligation, never to be repudiated:

and that no debt or obligation incurred in any man-
ner whatever in aid of treason or rebellion should
ever be assumed or paid.

10. Rcsohed, That wo cordially endorse the res-
toration policy of President Johnson as wise, pa-
triotic, constitutional, and in harmony with the
loyi.l sentiment and purpose of tho people in the
suppression of the rebellion; with the platform upon

which he wis elected; with tho declared policy of
the late President Lincoln, tho action of Congress,
and the pledges given during the war.

11. Resolved, That the nation owes a lasting dobt
of gratitudo to the soldiers and sailors of tho late
war for tho suppression of the rebellion, and that tho
families of the I'aCen heroes who died that tha coun-
try might live, are the wards cf the people, and
should bo cared for by the Government."
