Hudson and Rock Island being advanced, while j
Michigan Southern, Pittsburg and Fort Wayne each |
declined. Cumberland, Erie, New York Central and
Northwestern were the same as on Saturday evening.
Soon after the first Board the market was very much
depressed, Michigan Southern falling to 78%, after
opening at 79%@80, but at tho eleven o'clock *'rcgu- I
lar"Board the tone of the market strengthened, and |
stocks generally advanced, Erie and Reading, how-
ever, formed the exceptions, the former soiling at 73%
and tho latter at 105%. At the succeeding calls the
market was dull, and prices fluctuated until near ;

Dear Sir? l enclose ycu two papers, one which I
address to Mr. Frns. Geo. Shaw, president New Yolk
X.F.R. A., and one an extract from the Philadel-phia Press. The lirst will speak for itself. Of the
second, dear sir, Iknow not what you may think. I
regret that uiy presence in Washington became
known to the Reconstruction Committee. I was sum-
moned to appear before the committee and put upon
my oath, and I answered the questions put to ME AN
1 candidly believed. The synopsis given in the /YES*
docs not contain a full and clear statement of all I
said, 1 feel somewhat anxious about it on account of
the position !. hold. I feel very anxious that our
new school law should prove a success, and wish to
labor to that end. I hope, sir, that Ihave not offend-
ed you, nor lost your confidence.

I need not state thatthu superintendent of schools
of Florida is not of itself sufficiently remunerative to
allow any one to accuse me of mercenary motives. I
have not. accepted of tho appointment of postmaster
yet, as 1 still feci a moral obligation to devote my
energies to the work already commenced. 1 greatly
respect, aud love Mr. .Duncan, and bciievo that he is
the most efficient man toawaken an interest in both
classes of persons. [ doubt about his practicability
to establish a successful and permanent system of
public education, lie will,I fear, connect the re-
ligious education too closely with the secular, and,
being a strong Methodist, must of necessity lean in
Tha t direction. Now, while ho can net like the main-
spring. I think 1 can act as the balance wheel, while
your Excellency IS the regulator, to "keep us from
moving too slow or too fas:.

Ha ve I, dear sir. "thrown the fat in the fire 1" Ihave written to you candidly. 1 have not attempted
to explain anything I have said. Iknow you will
speak or write rather frankly to me, and state your
mind in candor. * * * *

Ina lew days Ishall start out again on my mis-
sion. As you see from the accompanying paper, I
have $5,001) already secured. 1 shall try and raisoall
I can until I hear from you.

Rev. /, AF. Hobbs, Lancaster, Pa :

Kir: Y'our letter of tho I2LH of March was received
on too 21st ult. You enclose your testimony before
the Reconstruction Committee, which as follows:

"The Ilev. L, M. Hobbs testifies, that in Florida
the feeling against the Government was bitter, much
more so than it was three or four months ago. There
was a time when the people seemed very much dis-
posed to do anything that the Government would re-
quire of tliern. They are now quite bitter, aud savwhat they would not dared have said three months
ago. They talk treason on the streets without any
coneealoicnt. The great majority of them do so?the
majority of tho lower classes. A fewjintelligent citi-
zens whom ho regards as honorable gentlemen, de-plore the expression of such opinion, but they are
very much in the minority, and con have but verv
little influence in the affairs of the State government,.
Tho change in tone is because of the leniency mani-
fested by tho present administration."

You then proceed to say that you do not know
what, I may think of this testimony?that you hope
you have not. offended me nor lost my confidence,
and ask if you have "thrown the fat into the tire,"
etc.

After much anxious deliberation, in answer I have
to say that your statement before the committee has
given me more nain than anything that has occur-
red since L have been in the- Executive office. In
frequent conversations wi'h myself and many others,
you have led me to believe that your opinions werediroetly onposi'o to those you expressed before tho
committee. _ You had frequ< nfly spoken to me of tho
kindness with which you had been everywhere re-
ceived in this State, and of the general disposition
manifested by the people to aid in the great and good
w ri; inwhich you aim I were ' ngaged.of educating
the colored people. You had also spoken frequently
of the good order and niet which prevailed in the
country, and of the universal disposition of the peo-
ple to adapt themselves to the new order of things,
and become again good and orderly citizens of the
United Stales. Only a few days before you left here
for the North you told me you would have occasionto make known these sentiments inpublic addresses.It was understood between us tnat your addresses
would bo punlished and bare a good* effect in dis-
abusing the Northern mind as to the true conditionof tho South. and that you would send them to me,
and 1 would have them published here with a view
to give our people a good opinion of Northern men.

After all this, the first I heard irom you after you
Icfl here was the above recited testimony before the
committee. I have certainly no right to complain of
your giving expression to any opinion honestly en-
tertained cither before the committee or elsewhere,
but I fed a deeper regre: than I can express that you
should have imposed upon me and abused my confi-
dence by expressing one sot of opinions to me, when,
in fact, you entertained another. You know how
earnestly I desire "to bring aboutan era of good feel-
ing and fraternity," and to make the people of the
South feel that those of the North, are their brethren,
not only in name, but in fact. To use the language
v,i the President, "It I know my own heart, and every
passion which enters it, it is my desire to restore theblessings of tbo Union, and tie lip and heal every
bleeding wouod which has been caused by the fratri-
cidal war."

I had chosen you as an instrument to assist me
In this work, by appointing you to the responsible
'?slice of Superintendent of Schools for Frcedmen iu
this State: you have disappointed me; your course is
well calculated to tear open and make the wounds,
which were last healing, bleed afresh. Hereafter,
whenever t shall .-peak of appointing to a Stu to officea Northern man, 1 shall be warned to remember the
ease of tho Rev, Mr. Hobbs. Hereafter, when gen-
tlemen from tho North appear among us, ready to
join with us in any good work, no matter what theirdeclarations offriendship may he, you have put it
into tho power of some to say, "take care and let ex-
perience put clog on your confidence."

As I have already stated, 1 do not deny your right
to entertain or express any opinion you please: my
complaint is that you have expressed one opioiun to
me and another to the Committee.

There is another thing I complain of, which is,
that you. according to your testimony, hove known
that a majority el the people of this State "talced
treason upon the street without concealment," sod
ye.t vt.u have not reported any instance, either to the
Major Genera! commanding here, or to myself. You
held a Commission from me. You knew that I hadsworn to support the Constitution of the United
Stales. You knew it was my duty, as itis m- fixed
purpose, to have all traitors punished. Y'ou ian'-j-
--thut itwas prejudicial to me and the State of which \u25a0you were an officer to have people "talktreason on
the street without concealment," and yet, instead of
reporting it to me. your report was "all is well," till
you got before tho committee in Washington, and
then you reported "all is wrong." Ifyou did notkavo confidence inme, tobelieve that I would punish
treason, ought not to have held a commission
ttmkrmc. If you had not confidence in me, you
ought at least to have had it in the Major General
coin mantling this department. Yon must hare known
that :t would injure both him and myself to permit
any one to talk treason, whether in secret or openly.

1 willremark that it is singular that a majority of
the people should have talked treason before you,
while not a word of the kind has ever reached me,though I am indaily communication with tho people
from every portion of the State. I have heard much
complaint among the people that the Suite is not al-
lowed its representation in Congress?much desire
expressed to be recognized as fullyin the Union-
much regret that the President's pnliev does not pre-
vail?but not one word huso Iheard from any per-
son, whatever, that was calculated or intended to in-
cite a war against tho Government cr destroy the
Union. To be candid with you. Imuri say that I
do not. believe that you have heard more than I have,
for tho desire of tho people to be in the I nion andnot out of it, is so universal and notorious, that I
cannot believe that any other has been expressed.
That you have heard our people express bitter com-
plaints against those who are known us "Northerndisunioniets," I have no doubt; that those eompiaiats
have grown in bitterness the last three or four
months, is also true.

But after our people have manifested their loyalty
and desire to return to the Union, by taking tho oath
prescribed by the President "to support the Consti-
tuti nof the United States and TE Union of States
thereunder, and to abide by and faithfullysupport
all laws and proclamations which have been madeduring the existing rebellion with reference to the
emancipation of slaves" ? after their Convention has
annulled the ordinance of secession, repudiated alldebts contracted by the State since the date of seces-sion?declared all the slaves free? opened to them
all tho courts? admitted them as witnesses in PILeases in which they are interested, and declared thatthey "shall enjoy the rights of person and property
without distinction of color"? and adopted the
amendment to tne Constitution of the United Statesprohibiting slavery everywhere in the Union? l say,
after our people have done all this, and everything
else they understood the Government to desire themto do, that any portion of them, much less a ma-
jority, should talk treason, either openly or secretly,
is too much for my credulity.

It is singular that you should have interpreted tho
solicitude and impatience of the people to be recog-
nized AS fully in the Union into manifestations of
treasf U. There is no treason in Florida. I will guar-
antee that if the President should call upon her for
volunteers to sustain the Union. Florida would fur-
nish as many troops as any other Stato inproportion
to her population.

J complain oj you alrufor saying that tho senti-
ments of the people of this State have changed for
the worse because of the leniency manifested ft;/ the
present Administration . I think you have done thopeople ot this State great injustice in describing themas ingrates who have abused the kindness of thePresident. I leel satisfied that they uuly appreciate!
the magnanimous course of the President, and thatupon all suitable occasions they will prove them-
selves wortby of it.

J think also that you have done the President of the
United States injustice by saying that his course has

led the people of one of the States to talk treason
and feel bitterness against the General Government.The action of tho President needs no defence fromme. By his reconstruction policy ho has done morethan all other men nut together to recall the affec-
tions of the people to the Government, and his recent
veto messages have satisfied us that we s'ill live un-der a constitutional Government. I do not know adozen citizens of this State who are not ready to
rallyaround the President insupport of the Govern-
ment.

I need hardly add that under the circumstances Ideem it try duty to appoint some o>h'r person thanyourself to act as Superintendent of Schools fi>r thefrcedmen of this STATO, AND that your commission isvacated from this date. I am, respectfully, your
obedient servant.
