Gen. Thomas has issued an order to forbid
plowing over or disturbing the graves of our soldiers
at Atlanta.

?The Perry Monument on Gibraltar Rock,
the foundation stone of which was dedicated with
imposing ceremonies, in the presence of a vast crowd
from the Lake Erie cities and towns, on the 10th of
September, 1858, and the second stone of which was
never laid, is at last to be built.

Austria withdraws her Ambassador
from Prussia.

TFIE CITY OF WASHINGTON OVER BUE,

Great Anxiety for Her Safety.

NEW YORE, May 1.?The steamer Scotia has arri-
ved from Liverpool with advices to April 21st, via
Queenstown 22d. Nothing had been heard of the
steamer City of Washington, then three wedks out
from New York, Heavy premiums were being de-
manded upon her.

GREAT BRITAIN.

The Houso of Commons continued to debate the
Reform bill. A division was net likely for several
days.

Head Centre Stephens has been feasted by the
Marquis de Boissy at Paris.
IT P to the night of the 20th a belief in the pacific

acjustment of the German difficulties grew stronger,
and the telegrams received all spoke of concessions
by Austria and other rumors leading to a conviction
that peace would be maintained, and the funds in
England and on the Continent materially improved
under these pacific influences.

The London 'Timet oi the 20th,however, announced
that it had received news tnat on the previous day
the Emperor of Austria and Count Mensdorf. against
the advice of some other Ministers, resolved to with-
draw Count Karolin, the Austrian Ambassador, from
Berlin, which decision being made known to the
Prussian Minister at Vienna.it was expected that he
would depart immediately. It is added inexplana-
tion that Count Mensdorf, on receiving the Prussian
answor on the 15th, telegraphed to Berlin a repetition
of the Austrian demand of the 7th, and received a
fresh refusal on the 19th, hence a council was held
and a hold course adopted. The Times believes this
action is to be followed by a significant military
movement, viz: the withdrawal of the Austrian troops
from Holstein, where they are held in check by a
superior Prussian force. This would enable Austria
to assume the offensive; and, the Timet says, the
abandonment of Holstein by Austria willbe regard-
ed as an act in anticipation of war, %nd cause a
general alarm. It docs not, however, consider war
to be inevitable.

The liabilities of the Barnes Banking Company of
Liverpool, which suspended on the 19th, are estima-
ted at three and a quartermillions sterling. A favor-
able liquidation is expected. It was feared that some
large failures would result in Liverpool, but itis sta-
ted the temporary embarrassments will be sur-

mounted.

NASHVILLE, April30. ?The court martial inthe case

The case of Isham Henderson was resumed to-day.

chased of his agents small quantities of forago; the
accused pastured a large lot of Government stock for
the witness in the summer of 1864; the witness pur-
chased mules of the accused as they were brought in
after passing inspection; he supposed, until recently,
that the bond for the good title to the animals sold

\u25baby Henderson was on file in his office; since then he
learned that itwas never filed; the witness had no
contract with Henderson, and no verbal agreement
different from that with other parties; the receipts
for the mules were filled out on printed blanks, sign-
ed H. Bruncr, by the clerk of the corral; after the
presentation of these receipts for vouchers they
were cancelled, and destroyed to prevent being used
again.

After some unimportant testimony relative to the
accuracy of tho accounts kept at tho corral and the
modes of ascertaining incorrect entries, the court ad-
journed tillto-morrow. The original book of entry
at tho corral has been found, and will facilitate the
progress of the ease.

Arrest of a Defaulter?Burning of a Gov-
ernnieut More House.

BOSTON, May I.? On Wednesday last Henry C.
Wheeler, of New York, was arrested on board the
steamer Asia. Mr.Wheeleris President of the Bruns-
wickand Florida Railroad, and also connected with
the projected Atchison and Pike's Pcaie Railroad
Company, who claim that Whoeler withheld and se-
cured bonds to the amount of $200,000. Wheeler was
taken before the Supremo Court and committed, in
default of $200,000 bail.

Extensive Fraud* in New York State.

just come to light in eastern Washington county,
through which the Cambridge Valley Bank has been
swindled out of about $20,000 in discounting the
notes of Batty A Hoag, of Easton. Other banks in
Washington and Saratoga counties have suffered in
the same manner to the extent, it is reported, of
$40,000.

Batty & Hoag owned two large farms in the town
worth $25,000, with a millin Michigan worth $14,000,
and $16,000 in stock in tho National Bank. When
their notes fell due it was discovered that they had
disposed of all their property to E. W. Griffen & Co.,
of Albany, and fled the State, since which they have
not been heard of.- The liabilities are estimated at
SBO,OOO.

IMPORT AST FROM THEPACIFIC COAST

Arrivalof the Steamer Costa Rica-Bom-
bardment and Destruction of Valparai-
so by the Spanish Fleet? Great Dcstruc-
tion of Property.

K KW \ ORE, May I.?The steamer Costa Rica, from
Aspinwnll on tho 53d ulfcr, has arrived. She biings
$1,318,0 0 in treasure, aDd 550 California passengers.

The steamer Gold City had brought to San Fran-
cisco news of the fight inthe State of Oaxaco, Mexi-
co, in the latter part of February, between the Impe-
rialists and Liberals under General Diaz, in which
the latter were successful, driving tho Imperialists
before them, capturing 701 muskets, 5 pieces of can-
non, 45 boxes ot ammunition, 200 mules, and a large
amount of.moncy.

The city of Valparaiso has been bombarded by the
Spaniards, and the town and twenty milliondollars
worth of property destroyed. Great blainc is at-
tached to the British and American Admirals for not
interfering with their ships to prevent such a whole-
sale destruction, instead of leaving the harbor.

The Panama Star's correspondent after comment-
ing upon the barbarity of the bombardment of Val-
paraiso, which was defenceless ?without a gun to re-
ply or a vessel to stand by it?states that from fifteen
to twenty millions worth of property is destroyed,
nearly all belonging to British, American, and other
foreign merchants, including nirlhe commercial
parts of the town, the Custom House, Government
buildings. Ac.

The correspondent gives the following particulars
of the bombardment:?lt is said that the Spanish
commander had received orders from Madrid to de-
stroy. burn and desolate, to the extent of his power,
all Chilian and Peruvian towns and property on the
coast, and in pursuance of these orders, on the 27th
of March he sent into the commandant of Valparaiso
and notified tho foreign representatives that in four
days he would bombard the city.

The four days he allowed for tho removal of the
sick. Against this every foreign representative pro-
tested in the mo t energetic manner. The British
residents were promised protection, and the inter-
ference of Admiral Deamar and the English squad-
ron. Tho American Commodore Rodgers, promptly
placed his squadron for co-opcration against Spain,
should the threatened bombardment be atempted,
and the representative of France was equally ready
to take the responsibility, on his part, of joiningwith
the American and English commanders to*prevent
the atrocity, but at last the English Admiral drew
back. He said he could not interfere except diplo-
matically, and British interests must look out for i
themselves on shore.

Commodore Rodgers shrank from undertaking
active resistance to the Spanish fleet, when the Brit-
ish commander had receded from the position he had !
first taken up. Earnestly and most urgently did the
Ainorican Charge do Affaires, General Kilpatrick,
and Commodore Rodgers labor to save tho town, but
all in vain. While this was going on, time was lost,
and the day of the bombardment came on, and the
neutrals had still their property in the Custom Houso
and their stores.

On the 31st the frigates Sutleg and Leander, with !
the Devastation and storeship Nerons, left the bay to |
take a safe anchorage outside. The American ship 1
also had to get out of the wav, and about 8 A. M. the
enemy's vessels began to take up positions over
against the town. The Resolution was placed oppo-
site the Central Railway Station; the Ville de Mad-
rid and Rlanca, twelve hundred yards from the Cus-
tom House; tho Uncedora close in shore to destroy
the dwelling houses, and the Admiral's ship Nuinan-
cia remained outside signalling orders.

At 9A. M. the Blanca opened tiro on the Custom
House to the cry of "Viva La Rerna." The others
followed, each selecting some point on which to pour
its share of destruction. For nearly three hours the
fire was kept up without intermission. At 10.40 A.
M. a shell from the Uncedora set fire to the baths ad-
joining the hotel De La Union, and the flames rapid-
lyspread in three streets, but the Uncedora did not
dosist. The shot continued to rain on that part of the
town up to tho last moment of the bombardment,
with terrible and fatal regularity. On the other side,
the Custom House took fire at 11.45, but there was no
cessation of firing from the ships.

Indeed, tho Spaniards knew only one considera-
tion, viz: "that Valparaiso had been given up to them
to wreak their vengeance on it." At 12 BP. M. tho
Numaneia signalled to desist and tho vessels of tho
squadron drew off. The people of the town who had
crowded the surrounding hills during the bombard-
ment at onco rushed into town to extinguished the
fires. Such is the record of this event which leaves us
all paralyzed, many ruined, and commerce crippled
for a long time. Wo appeal to the sympathy of Eng-
land and America. We fear that this work so begun,
has only been begun. Caldera. Coquimbo and tho
ports of Peru will also be destroyed. Allof them,
except Callao. are defenceless places and they will
fare worse than wc have here.

The British residents of Valparaiso held a meeting
on the 28th of March, and appointed a committee,
who drafted a series of resolutions adopted at another
meeting, reflecting severely upon tin; vacillating
conduct of Admiral Denman and condsmniog his
pica or ,i or sumdont rTna tn nnpnse theSpanish fleet as humiliating to his countrymen, and
inexeusable, considering that the co-operation of the
powerful United States squadron was pressed upon
him by its commander. They also condemn the pas-
sive submission of the British Charge de Affaires, and
appointed a deputation to express to Gen. Kilpatrick
and Commodore Rodgers their high appreciation of
his efforts to prevent by a co-operation with the
British forces the bombardment of the city.

From Peru it is stated that there is not a whisper
of yielding to Spain. Allmoveable property is be-
ing conveyed to places of safety, and foreign com-
mercial houses have taken measures to secure their
property from the Custom House at G'allao.

Advices from Ecuador state that Guayaquil is being
fortified with heavy cannons from Peru. A treaty

has been 6igncd at Quito, in which Chili and Peru
engages to give subsidies to Ecuador during the war.

The authorities at Panama are attempting to col-
lect $120,000 from Hermann Jfc Co., as a fine for send-
ing the Uncle Sam with a cargo of provisions to the
Spaniards, but there is little probability ofthemoncy
being paid.

The news from the Barbacoa mines i 3 encouraging,
though several disheartened miners have returned.

Aspinwall is again rising from its ruins.
The Australian steam line from Panama com-

mences June 2d.
Don Jose Maria Castro has been elected President

of Costa Rica.

Au Extraordinary Cabinet Meeting.
WASHINGTON, .May 1.?It is understood that at the

Cabinet meeting to-day, the P-esident invited an ex-
pression of opinion from the Heads of the Depart-
ments, respecting the propositions reported on Mon-
day last, by the Congressional Committee on Recon-
struction. An interesting and animated discussion
is said to ensued, in the course of which, if ru-
mor bo true, Secretary Seward declared himself in
very decided and emphatic terms against the plan of
the Committee, and in favor of the immediate ad-
mission of loyal representatives from the lately re-
bellious States.

Secretary McCulloch was as positive as the Secre-
tary of State, in his opposition to the plan recom-
mended by the committee, and expressed himself
strongly in favor of an immediate consummation of
the President's restoration policy by the admission
into Congress of loyal men from the Southern States
Secretary Stanton was equally decided in fais oppo-
sition to the committee's proposition, and was for ad-
hering to the policy which had been agreed upon and
consistantly pursued by the administration, and was
gratified that the President had brought the subject
to the consideration of the Cabinet. Secretary Welles
was unequivocally against the Committee's scheme,

and was earnest in his support of the President's
policy, comprehending the instant admission into
CoDgress of loyal representatives for the States late-
ly in rebellion. Secretary Harlan was rather reti-
cent, and expressed no opinion. Postmaster General
Dennison was in favor of carrying outthe restoration
policy of the President, but expressed some doubts
as to the precise time at which loyal representatives
from the Southern States should be admitted to seats
in Congress.

Attorney General Speed was not present at the
meeting, being on a visit to his home inKentucky.

The President was earnest in his opposition to the
report of the Committee, and declared himself
against all conditions precedent to the admission of
loyal Representatives from the Southern States, in
the shape of amendments to the Constitution or the
passage of laws, i;e insisted that, under the Consti-
tution, no State could be deprived of its equal suf-
frage inthe Senate, and that Senators and Repre-
sentatives ought to be at once admitted into the
respective Houses, as prescribed by law and the Con-
stitution. He was for a rigid adherence to the Con-
stitution as it is, and remarked that having sus-
tained ourselves under it during a terrible rebellion,
he thought that the Government could be restored
without a resort to amendments. He remarked, in
general terms, that if the organic law is to be
changed at all, it should be at a time when all the
States and all the people can participate in the alter-
ation. .

GREAT FIRE I.\ MEW HATES.

The New Hnveu Clock Company's Works
niul Eleven Dwellings liurned ?Loss
8200.00O ?Insurance 8100.000.

NEW HAVEN, Conn., April30. ?About one o'clock
this morning one of the buildings of the New Haven
Clock Company was discovered to be on fire. The
flames spread rapidly in spite of the efforts of the fire
department, until all the buildings of the company,
seven in number, were consumed.

Eleven dwelling houses in the vicinity were also
burned, with nearly all their contents. By this fire
twenty families are rendered houseless, and two hun-
dred persons thrown out of employment.

The total loss is estimated at $200,000. The com-
pany had an insurance of $160,000 on their manu-
factory, the risks being held in the office of Lester
& Webb, insurance agents of this city,but in what
oompanies is not known.

Itwas one of the most destructive conflagrations
that ever occurred in this city.

DESTITUTION IN THE SOUTH.
Mr. Eliot, of Mass., offered the lollowing, whichwas agreed to :
Whereas, itis reported on civiland militaryautho-

rity and by official reports to the Freed men's Bureau,
that an alarming condition of destitution among
the white population and freedmen, extending toabsolute want ot food, exists in various parts of theSouth and. especially in Arkansas, Alabama andEouth Carolina, and that without Government aid,thousands may perish by starvation before the rais-
ing ot another cron. Therefore,

Jiesolved , That tho Select Committee on Freedmeninquire into tho expediency of an appropriation ofone hundred thousand dollars for the immediate re-lief by rations ot food to those thus destitute, giving
the preference in such relief to those whose personal
property and supplies of food have been destroyed
by the ravages of war, to be expended under the di-
rection of the Commissioner of freedmen, refugees
and abandoned lands; and that the said committee
have the right to report on such subject for consid-
eration in the House at any time.

STEAMSHIP PASSENGERS.
The House resumed the consideration of the bill

to amend an act to regulate the carriage of passen-
gers insteamships and other vessels, and after brief
debate it was passed. [The bill provides for theprevention of pardoned criminals landing in this
country; the prohibition of fumigating ships with
tar, and requiring the vessels to carry chloride of lime
as a disinfectant. Sec. 12 provides for the survey of
passenger ships by the naval surveyors of tho several
ports, and the issue of a license on their report by theCommissioner of Immigration, authorizing the num-ber of pa-sengers to be carried by each vessel, and
makes tho clcaranco of each ship conditional tothe exhibition of such license. See. 13 provides for
tho establishment of immigrant offices at Boston,
New Orleans, San Francisco. Baltimoro and Phila-delphia, and the appointment of a superintendent
for each port, except for Baltimore and Philadelphia,
which two ports are to have one superintendent.
Sec. 15 appropriates SIOO,OOO to carry the provisions
of tho act into effect.]

A report from the Immigration Commissisner wasread. In speaking of Baltimore, the Commissioner
says:?"Baltimore, a central harbor on tho Atlantic
coast, has now a direct line of steamships to Europe,
and presents to tho immigrant superior advantages
for travel to the West, South and the Border States,
as willbe seen from the table attached to the reportof the Commissioner. The arrivals of immigrants in
past years at that port have been considerable, and to
those who recognize in the abolishment of slavery acause of future prosperity of the South, and the ne-cessity for introducing into the Southern States aleyal element, the expediency of an office at Balti-more must bo specially apparent.

DESTITUTION IN ALABAMA.

Mr. Kelly, of Pa., offered a resolution, which was
agreed to, requesting tho President to instruct theCommissioner of Freedmen to inquire into the desti-tution of the white people of the mountains of Ala-bama, and to afford relief for the same.

THANKS TO SOLDIERS AND SEAMEN.
Mr. Sehenck, of Ohio, from the Committee on Mili-

tary Affairs, reported Senate joint resolution tender-
ing the thanks of Congress to the soldiers and seamen
of the United Stales, which was passed unanimously.

BUREAU OP REFUGEES.
The House then proceeded to consider, as in Com-

mittee of the Whole, House bill making appropria-
tions for the use of the Bureau of Refugees, Freed-
men and Abandoned Lands, lor the fiscal year com-mencing Jan. 1,1866.

Mr. Eldridge, of Wisconsin, called for an explana-
tion of the appropriation for school houses. Hewanted to know if it was proposed to build school
houses side by side with those provided for the whitechildren of the South and which, as be learned fromthe gentleman from Massachusetts, (Mr. Eliot), had
been restored by the Freedmen's Bureau.Mr. Eliot said these school houses were intendedfor the children of refugees and freedmen alike.

Mr. Eldridge inquired ifit was proposed to mix the
races?

Mr. Eliot replied that the gentleman's Democratic
friends could probably inform him on that point.
[Laughtor.]

Mr. Ross, of Illinois,asked Mr. Stevens under what
clause of the Constitution of the United States he
finds the power of Congress to voto the public money
to build school houses to educate the children of the
South, and totax my constituents tor the same.

Mr. Stevens replied that he found the power under
the law of nations, which is a part of the Constitution
of the United States, and which gives us the right to
govern conquered territory.

Mr. Ross, of 111., moved to lay the bill on the table.

RECONSTRUCTION.
Mr. Boutwell.of Mass., gave notice that he wouldMr. Boutwell. of Mass., gave notice that he would

at the proper time offer an amendment to one of the
bills reported on yesterday, from the Committee on
Reconstruction; which was ordered to be printed.
It provides that whenever the proposed Constitu-
tional amendment shall have become a part of the
Constitution, and Tennesssee or Arkansas shall have
ratified the same, and shall have modified its consti-
tution and laws, in conformity therewith, and shall
have established an equal and just system of suffrage
for all male citizens within its jurisdiction, who are
not less than twenty-one years of age, the Senators
and Representatives from such State, if found duly
elected and qualified, may, after having taken the
required oath of ofliee, be admitted into Congress as
such; provided that nothing in tbe section contained
shall be so oonstrued as to require tho disfranchise-
ment of any loyal person who is now entitled to vote.

Mr. Bingham, of Ohio, also gave notice of a sub-
stitute which he proposed to offer for tho bill; and
which was ordered to be printed, it provides that
whenever any State lately in rebellion shall have
ratified in good faith, and irrevocably, the above re-
cited amendment, and shall have modified its consti-
tution and laws in conformity therewith, the Sena-
tors and Representatives from such State, if foundduly elected and qualified, may, after having taken
the oaths of office required by law, be admitted into
Congress as such.

NIAGARA SHIP CANAL.
The House then took up the bill to construct a ship

canal around the Falls of Niagara.
Mr. James M. Humphrey, of New York, opposed

the bill in a very brief speech.
Mr. lugcrsoll. of Illinois, followed in an earnestspeech in advocacy of the bill as being one of vital

commercial interest.
Mr. Cook, of Illinois, also spoke in favor of the

bill, and urged its immediate passage.
Mr. Van Horn, of N. Y., closed the debate on the

bill, declaring that in a military and commercial
point of view, the construction of a ship canal
around the Falls of Niagara was demanded by the
highest considerations of national interest. It would
give the great West water transit to the ocean, and
prove invaluable inthe event of a war with England.

Mr. Stevens, of Pa., then briefly supported the bill,
and was followed by Mr. Raymond, of N. \\, who
said, that he and the gentleman from Pennsylvania,
who had just spoken, probatdy were the only mem-
bers of the House who had no prejudices. [Great
laughter.] He was earnestly in favor of the passage
of the bill, as being the means of cheapening the food
for the people of New York.

Mr. Dodge, of N. Y., looked upon any bill that
benefitted New Yorkas benefitting the country, and
he should vote for it.

Nineteenth Annual Session.

_ I'LSST DAY'S PROCEEDINGS.
The Association met yesterday at 11 A. M? at the

Concordia Hail, and was called to order by Dr D HStorer, of Boston, the President, after which prayer
was offered up by Key. Mr. Spies, of this city.

The committee of arrangements, through theirChairman, Dr. C. C. Cox, Lieutenant Governor ofthe State, welcomed the Association in the following
remarks:
Mr. President and Gentlemen of the Association:

In obedience to an honored usage, as the organ ofthe Committee of Arrangements, f extend to vou umost cordial greeting. The performance of this duty
is to me no ordinary gratification. From variousStates, near and remote, you have gal bored, to-day
to learn more perfectly each other's worth in tholght of social intercourse, and to place another gar-
land, fresh oDd redolent, upon the altar of your fa-vorite science. I welcome you to these halls: to tho
homes and hearts of m yconfreres; to the courtesiesand hospitalities of Baltimore, and of Maryland'

m-\ ir forms n0 longer encountered on theronndsot daily practice?the sick room remain unvisitodby its regular attendant. From the theatres of pro-
fessional toil you have come to share another re-un-
ion of kindred spirits, animated, as all true disciples
ot learning should be. by sentiments of fraternal con-cord, and an earnest desire to enlarge the boundariesot science, and to elevate and dignity the nobie call-mg to which your lives have been devoted. Physiolo-
gy. Medical Chemistry, Pathology and Surgery, aroadding richly every year to our stores of knowledge,
and. fresh from book and bedside, you are here tocompare views upon recent discoveries, suggest im-provements in the imperfect systems of Medical Ed-
ucation, and add to tho already accumulated contri-butions, which gtyo interest tothe printed transactionsof the Society.

Mingled with a grateful appreciation of your pres-
ence insuch goodly numbers comes the regret that
these seats hoid so few representatives from our sis-ter States of the South. In lSfiO, upon a lofty emi-nence, which looks down from the East upon themost beautiful city of New England, we shook handswith our brethren and parted. Tho struggle for thenations lite, since so successfully achieved, had not
then reddened the annals ot our.history. Weary years
have dragged on, and in the process of time, at thoend ot that sanguinary contest, we would fain meet
again those from whom we have been separated, drawthe mantle of forgetfulness over the past, renew tothem the expressions of our regard, and with themdedicate the hour and the occasion to the sacredcause ot Learning, Friendship, and Truth.These absent ones will yet return, but there areothers who onco shared in these meetings whose
vacant seats willnever be filled. Eighteen years haveelapsed since the American Medical Associationthen in the second year of its existence, assembled inthis city. In the circle of years itbascomo back to usonce more, out sadly fraught with the changes of
time. \\ hile we open our arms to the living, let usnot be forgetful ot the honored dead. More than onobrilliant light has been obscured, CHAPMAN (VAR-
ICES-, KNIGHT,IVKS.SILLIMAX,MOTT,I'UAXCIS.DSAKR,
HOOKER CHEW, DAI.TON and others, leaving a proud
record ot probity, honor and usefulness, have gone totheir higher reward. A Roman author tells us that,
long after the illustrious men ot place bad descended tothe tomb, their images were presented on great pub-
lic occasions, dressed in the insignia of their officewhile the orator revived inthe hearts of those pres-
ent the memory of their lofty deeds. We raiuire nosuch memorial of our departed. They are with us inour councils?they seem to occupy these very seats?-
we almost hear their familiar voices, and retrace the
oft scanned lineaments of their thought-graven coun-
tenances. Something of the dead still lingers at these
anniversaries, animating us by enn bling example-
pointing the path of honor they have so successfully
trodden.

"Nothing shall cover their high fame but Heaven;No pyramid set oft' their memories.
But tho eternal substance of their greatness
To which I leave them."
The return of peace brings abundant cause forcongratulation. It is true the domain of scieoco pro-

perly knows no sectional str fc. No hostile step
invades its soil?no bugle calls to battle?its votariespeaceably unite upon a common platform, and lay
their offerings of good works upon one common altarLet us 'heretore banish every thought that might in-terlere withthe singleness of dovotion we owe to the
science of our choice, and, instead of the rank weedsof prejudice or hate, let us together cultivate theflowers of kindliness, fidelity and humanity.In the retrospect of the war it is our solace thatthe medical man, under whatever flag he may haveserved, was found truo to the teachings and aims ofthat sublime calling which, by common consent, hasbeen placed next only to the mission of the Saviour
and his self sacrificing ambassadors. While thebullet and shell have been achieving their deadlywork, the surgeon has been discovered cheering thoheart of the despairing soldier, binding up his bleed-
ing wounds, and removing, with as little conscious-
ness of pain to the poor sufferer as possible, the limbsthat had become shattered and useless by tile terrible
accidents of war. While other minds have been in-
tent on improvements in warlike implements by
which their fatal destructiveness might be enhanced,
the surgeons of the army have been accumulating
valuable facts for future reference, to be applied on'.y
to the relief of the diseased and wounded. The
SURGICAL HISTORY OFTHE WAR will, in coining years
stand forth a monument of tho industry, skill andattainment of the medical profession of the army
and navy ofthe United States.

With the dawning peace anew era opens before us.Spaces ot tabor extend far into the future?bloodlessfields of triumph to be won, surround U3 on every
side, lhe new age is pregnant with more potent in-fluences, grander events, than the past. Let us helpon the advancing work! Let us, as members of agreat profession, add something to the mHity
achievements which willmark the opening era. Lt
us light a fresh fiame upon our altars, which may
spread its illuminating rays to tho farthest recessesof this vast continent, and be seen and felt through-
put the world.

But I am exceeding the limits of this address ofwelcome.
Most of tho principal cities, as you know, havebeen from tune to time honored by the meetings of

tins Association. Philadelphia, Boston, CincinnatiCharleston, Richmond, New York, St. Louis, I)e-
--troit, Nashville, Washington, Louisville. New Ha-ven and Chicago have been visited, and some of themmore than once by the members of this body Ineach of these places we have been cordially receiv-ed and hospitably entertained, and each is associa-ted 111 our minds withagreeable and ineffaceable re-collections. We trust our own Monumental Citywill prove no exception to this pleasant rule, butthat after the few brief days of yonr sojourn in ourmidst, you will take with you to your homes some-
thing to remind you not ungratefully of the meet-
ing at Baltimore.

1 again greet you, gentlemen, from whatever sec-tion of the broad Union you come?North or South,
Last or West?and extend to you, once more, one
and all. a fervent and cordial welcome !

Dr. Cox then stated that he held in his hand apamphlet, showing tho unreliability of the evidenceagainst I>r. Pallen, of tit. Louis, besides other evi-dence, clearly establishing his innocence of thecharges against hiui and which caused his expulsion
from the Association, lie therefore, with great
pleasure, moved that these papers be referred to aspecial committee. Dr. Pallen was in the city, but
he had not presented his credentials in consequence
of this particular state of things.

Dr. Ordway, of Boston, opposed the reference to a
committee, and contended that Dr. Pallen should beas speedily and publicly invited to membership as hehad been hastily and unjustly expelled. The speak-
or was happy to say that he was one of those who en-tered a protest at Boston against this hasty, and he
thought, irresponsible action in the case of Dr. P.

Dr. Bevans,of N. Y., moved the previous question,
but withdrew it at the request of

Dr. Davis, of Illinois, who had hoped there wouldbe no disposition to discuss this subject at this time.
He thought it more advisable, at least for permanentinfluence, inasmuch as the action at Boston was now
on record. So far as the readmission of Dr. Pallenwas concerned, he comes here as the delegate of theSt. Louis College of Physicians, and needs no invita-
tion to attend inconsequence. He should present his
credentials and take his seat. But really, the speak-er thought, it would be the most desirable, under allthe circumstances, to refer these papers to tho Com-mittee on Ethics, as had been so kindly suggested by
the mover of the action had at Boston, and that they
be requested to make an early report.

Dr. Bevans renewed the call for tho previous ques-
tion.

Dr. Cox said that he had consulted Dr. Pallen per-
sonally, and gave hitnl election as to the course to be
pursued, and the doctor preferred the reference to acommittee.

Dr. Owens, of Aid., said he desired information inregard to this case, as he, like many others in the
room, were entirely ignorant of every circumstance
inrelation to it.

The Chair stated, for his information, that Dr. Pal-
len was charged with disloyalty and unprofessional
conduct, and was therefore expelled the Association.

Dr. T. E. Bond, of Baltimore, endeavored to ob-tain the floor, but the call for the previous questionwas insisted upon, and the Chair put it, and the As-sociation determined to refer to the Committee 011Ethics the papers presented by Dr. Cox.
Dr. Hooker, of Connecticut, being the only mem-

ber of the committee present, the chair added Dr
Brinsmade, of New York, and Dr. Davis, of 111.Dr. Cox announced that the Association wouldhereafter meet at 'J A. AI.,unless otherwise ordered.On motion of Dr. Cox. James E. Rives, of Pair-
mount, W. Ya? was invited to attend the sittings ofthe Association.

Dr. 'I. E. Bond obtained the floor, and after someprefatory remarks, presented a resolution instruct-
ing the committee on Ethics to express intheir re-
port the profound regret of tho Association at thehasty and unjustifiable action had in June last at
Boston, in the ease of Dr. Pallen, and expressing thehope that Dr Pallen would accept this as the frank
apology of the Association for the injustice done
him.

A member suggested as an amendment?provided
he is exhonorated from all tho charges.

On motion of Dr. Bevans, the resolution and amend-
ment were laid on the table.

The President then proceeded to read his annual
address, abounding with many practical suggestions
to the profession.

At its conclusion, the President was tendered a
vote of thanks, and his address referred to the Com-
mittee on Publication.

Dr. Hooker, ot Connecticut, chairman of the com-
mittee, submitted a favorable report in the case ofDr. Pallen, and after some discussion by Dr. Thayer,
of New York, Dr. Gallagher, Dr. Taylor, of lowa,Dr. Bond, ol Bal linore. Dr. Owens, of Aid., Dr. Ord-
way, of Boston, and others, the following was adopt-
ed unanimously:

The committee to whom were referred the papers
in relation to tho expulsioo of Dr. Alontrose A.Pal-
len, at the meeting of the Association in Boston, re-
spectfully report that they have examined the docu-
ments and evidence referred to thorn, embracing pa-
pers endorsed by General U. S. Grant, the Vice Con-
sul of the United States at Alontreal.and many citi-zens of Missouri, and are fullysatisfied that the state-
ments on which his expulsion was based, were en-
tirely unfounded, and therefore, regretting the injus-
tice done both to Dr. Pallen and the Association, we
recommend the following resolutions:

Resolved. That the preamble and resolution adopt-
ed by the Association at its annual meeting in Bos-
ton, June, 1865, expelling Dr. Pallen, be hereby re-scinded, and that Dr. Alontrose A. Pallen be restored
to his previous membership in the Association.

Dr. Ordway moved that a committee of three be
appointed to wait on Dr. Pallen and inform him of
the action of the Association, and invite him to a seat.

On motion of Dr. Owens, Dr. C. C. Cox was made
chairman of the committee, and Drs. Ordway and
Thayer were added to it.

Dr. Neviker, of Philadelphia, moved that all tho
proceedings had at Boston inthe case of Dr. Pallen
be expunged from the record: but the Chair suggest-
ed that they had already been published, and the
matter was dropped.

Ina few minutes;the!cominittee appeared with Dr.Pallen, and he was conducted to the stand. Ad-dressing the President and the Association, he statedthat to say he was not gratified would belie his feel-
ings, and to say that the action had at Boston had
not deeply affected him would be equally untrdeHe had done nothing more than was right in supportof a cause which had failed, nothiug less thai! anyhonorable man would have done in promoting the
wh?i!h Sv.o

V? which he resided and towhich he was attached. On the bloody fields of thenow desolated South, even under the hottest fire, hehad always regarded it his duty as a physician to ad-minister to the sick and wounded, not caring whether
they were Idressed in a grey uniform or in blue.When the news of the action of the Association at
Hoston reached himby telegraph?while yet an exile
from his home ?he felt overwhelmed: that he had no
country, no home, no friends, and his despair was
only relieved by the consolation of a clear con*

science. He would have spurned with scorn any
man who had even hinted to him such a dastardly
act as hi had been charged with complicity iu. His
tbankg were due Dr. Dog for the courteous and

DUMB?VISIT OF THE CITY COUNCIL.?A number ofthe members of both Branches of the City Council,
accompanied by several ladies, paid a visit yesterday
to this prosperous Institution, incompliance with acourteous invitation extended to them by the presi-
dent. Edward Miner Gallandet. A.M. They were
cordially received by the President. Hev. L. Pratt.M. A., and others. After being comfortably seated in
the school room Prof. Gallandet made an interesting
address to the visitors, in which he heartily welcomed
them as the representatives of the city of Baltimore.
Mr. MeGuire, a member of the First Branch of the
Council, and chairman of the committee of arrange-
ments, replied in suitable terms to the welcome ex-
tended to them. Rev. Byron Sunderland, D. D., oneof the directors of the Institution, also made a felici-
tous address, coinciding in the heartfelt welcome ex-
tended to the visitors by the President. The latter
officer then stated that of the 75 pupils now in their
charge, 18 were from Baltimore. 6 of whom were fe-
males and 12 males.

write, Arc., is certainly as remarkable as it is useful,and brought forth the commendation of all witness-ing it. Iho reciting of the Lord's prayer by a num-
ber of the more advanced pupils doservos more thana parsing notice, and excited a lively interest on the
part ol the spectators. Extracts were read by thePresident from a number of essays written by tho
pupils in the collegiate department, which brought
lorth the highest encomiums, and showed to what ahigh degree tho minds ofthose otherwise unfortunatescould be and are cultivated.

After the conclusion of the interesting exercises in
the school room, tho visitors partook of a well got-
ten up lunch in another department of the building.
During the exercises at the institution, a committee
consisting of Messrs. McAllister and Lynch, visited1 resident Johnson and requested an interview for
the visitors at a certain hour in the afternoon, which
was granted by the Prcsidont, notwithstanding itwas
Cabinet day. Ipon calling upon him, though the
time too limitedfor any remarks from His Ex-
cellency, he cordially shook each one by the hand as
they were introduced by Mr. James Young, presiding
officer of tho First Branch of the City Council. The
party then proceeded to the depot and embarked for
home, evidently well pleasf.d with the experiences
of the day.

Particulars of Mie fire at Detroit.
. BURNING OF THE PASSENGER TRAIN.i he night express on the Detroit and Milwaukeeroad had been made up." and was waiting in thedepot for the engine. There were two passengercoaches, a sleeping ear and baggage car inside thobuilding, lhe sleeping car was partly occupied bypassengers, some of whom had retired to their berths.When the startling alarm that the depot was on firewas given, tho wildest consternation prevailed onboard the train. A man rushed through the cars

arousing the sleepers, all of whom made a rush fortho doors, pushing and jamming, shrieking and curs-
ing, the stronger overcoming the weaker and tramn-mg them under foot. Those in the sleeping carpushed forward to the forward coach, where theywere met by those in the latter going the oppositeway. .Meantime tho liauies, like a thousand hissing
serpents, wore coiling their way around the roof andratters, licking their way among posts and pillars
and enveloping the doomed train within their fiery
iolds. Dense volumes of smoke rolled through tho
averiues, and withtheir demon sister, fire, presenteda frightHII picture of impending defom to the franticcrowd struggling for egress through the narrow aper-
ture of escape.

Many rushed to their assistance, and as fast as oneor more emerged tfcey were forcibly thrown from theplatforms to make way for those following close be-hind. lhe names camo crackling on, and soon therear end ol the slooping car took lire, while severalpassengers were yet inside, begging and imploring
turad. The windows were smashed in and one ortwo rescued through the openings thus made, but the
rapidity with which the Humes advanced drove away
all further assistance, and it is feared that severalperished. _ It is almost certain that one poor old man,
infirm witn years and sickness, and another, whom,
.leaven torgive, was in a beastly state of intoxication,perished inthe' tiames. Whether there were otherslost cannot as yet bo ascertained, as, in the fright and
confusion and hurry to escape, but little attention
was paid to one another. So rapid was the progress
of the fire that some of the later ones in tho sleeping-cars escaped only partiallyclothed. Thev were com-pletely i stupefied and bewildered withthe sudden-
ness ot the outburst.

LOSS OF LIFE.
The absolute certainty that from six to twelve hu-man beings lost their lives on that occasion is themost deplorable feature of the catastrophe. In addi-

tion to those already mentioned, eye-witnesses state
that they saw several jump from tho Windsor intothe water, struggle for a moment, and sink to rise nomore. One Patrick Carrol, withwhom our reporter
conversed, stated that when the alarm was given on
board tiie boat all means of escape was cut off. Thewhole vast pile of buildings along the dock were one
vast sheet of flame, and the upper works of the boathad already ignited. Itwas some time before tho
vessel was cut loose, and by that time the flames haddriven the fear stricken workmen to the opposite
-oic. Some shouted agonizingly for help, stating
that they could not swim, and would certainly drown
Gne by one they dropped rnto tho water as the flames'drove them to that alternative. Carrol stated that

| tie was among the last to leave the boat, fearing thatif he plunged in lie would bo caught and dragged
down by tho drowning men. He at length took asmall box and leaped overnoard, but, linding the box
was ot no service, he abandoned itand struck out fora boat which had been launched to tho rescue. He
succeeded in reaching it almost exhausted; another
moment ho would, with his companions, havo found
a watery grave. He fears that two of the workmen
who could not swim, named Ryard and Mulrooney,
have perished. It, is supposed that in all from eightto ten persons ivero drowned before the boats ar-rived.

flic appalling loss of life among tho crew andworkmen employed, on board the Windsor is beyond

comprehension. Admitting that the flames spread
with the rapidity of the lightning's flash.it wouldoeem that when all hope of escape through tho depot
was cut oil, some one of tho thirty to forty on boardwould havo discovered that only a slight resistance
obstructed u passage from the dock to the yard be-
yond the depot, or that the idea would have suggest-
ed itsell when the vessel took lire to cut her loosefrom her moorings and drifther out of reach of the
burning pile. But tho men appeared to be perfectlyparalyzed. Many of them seemed to think that their
doom was settled, and dare not venture to face the
danger. The only ono on board who exhibited any-
thing like coolness or bravery was Mr. W. Firby,
mate, who had been left in charge of the boat.?
W hen the alarm was first given he went ashore to
discover the cause, but before reaching the spot thoexplosion took place, and he, -with the others, wasdriven on board, the forked tongue of the devouring
element following close at their heels, and, seizing
tho boat almost before Mr. Firby had sounded tho
alarm to cast off the lines, created such a panicamong the terror stricken workmen that they becamepowerless to help themselves or obey tho orders de-
livered to them.

The woodwork of the boat being as dry as tinder,
was soon a mass of dames on the port side, and littleor no effort being mado to stay their progress, thedoomed men were driven to the opposite side foot by
foot by the relentless enemy until their clothes tookfire, and their faces and hands began to blister. It
was then only that they plunged into the water, very
many of them to meet a quito as eertain but less ter-rible fate. The most urgent appeals were made by
the mate to them to keep cool, but as well might he

m l>ted *° 'luiet the roaring flames with athiinbletul of water. iSoine of the crew who wereasleep on the boat were aroused to late to reach the
deck, and more than one was seen to stagger wildly
forward lor a second, and then fall headlong into theburning cauldron. The assistant cook, named Thomp-
son, slept in the hold, and he has not since been soon;
it is supposed that he was suffocated. A fireman
named Freeman, who was also asleep inthe hold, has
not sinco been heard of.

THE OE COLUMBIA.

Letter of Gen. Hade Ilamptou to the Hon.
Keverdy John Hon.

The following letter, addressed by General Wado
Hampton to the Hon. Keverdy Johnson in relati n
to the burning of Columbia, S. C? was read by the
latter in the Senate yesterday:

, ? R WILDWOODS, Miss., April 21,1866.
lo the Hon. Reverdy Johnson, United State* Senate:

Silt?A few days ago I saw in the published pro-
ceedings of Congress that a petition from Bor jauiin
Howls, of Columbia, South Carolina, asking com-pensation for the destruction of his homo by theFederal army in February, 1865, had been pre-
sented to the Senate, accompauied by a letter fromMajor General Sherman. In this letter General
S. used the following language. 'They," the citizens
ot Columbia. * set lire to thousands of bales of cottonrolled out into the streets, and which were burning
when he entered Columbia. I, myself, was in thecity as early as nine and saw these tires and knew
that enorts had been made to extinguish them; but a,high and stormy wind kept them alive. I gave noorders for the burning of your city, but, on the con-
trary, the reverse, and I believe the conflagration
resulted from the great imprudence of cutting the
cotton bales, whereby the contents were spread tothe winds, so that it became an impossibility to ar-
*est the fire.

"I saw inyour Columbus newspapers the printed
order of General Wade Hampton, that on tho ap-proach of tho Yankee army all the cotton should boburned, and from what I saw myself, I have no hesi-
tation in saying that he was tho cause ot the destruc-
sion of your city."

This grave charge mado against mo by General S.
having been brought before tbe Senate ot the United
States, I am naturally most solicitous to vihdicate
myself before the same tribunal. But my State has
no representative in that body. Those who should bo
there are debarred the right of entranco. In those
halls there are none to speak for the South?none toparticipate in the legislation which governs her?-
none to impose tho taxes she is called on to pay?and
none to defend her or to vindicate her sons from mis-
representation, injustice or slander. Under these cir-
cumstances I appeal to you, in the confident hope
that you will use every effort to see that justice is
done in this matter.

I deny most emphatically that any cotton was fired
in Columbia by my order?l deny that her citizens
set fire to thousands of bales rolled out into thestreets?l deny that any cotton was on fire when thofederal troops entered the city. And I most re-spectfully ask of Congress to appoint a committeecharged with the duty ot ascertaining and reporting
all the facts connected with the destruction of Co-lumbia, and thus fixing upon tho proper author of
that enormous crime the infamy that he deserves.

I am willing to submit the case to any honest tri-
bunal. Before any such I pledge myself to prove my
positive order, by direction of General Beauregard,
that no cotton should be fired?that not one bale was
on fire when Sherman's troops took possession of the
city?that he positively promised protection to the
city?and that in spite ol this solemn promise his
soldiers burned it to the ground deliberately, system-
atically. atrociously. I therefore most earnestly re-
quest that Congress may take prompt and efficient
measures to investigate this mutter iulty. Not only
is this due to themselves and to the reputation of the
United Slates army, but to justiee and to truth.
