Tho p]an comprised in the final Report of
the Reconstruction Committee is at length
IK tore tho country, and its framers commend
the nation to still further waiting as the price
it is to pay for a final settlement of affairs.
Other nations have thus the additional chance
afforded them of debating with themselves
whether the nationality will ever be really
'"reconstructed" or not; and, in their eyes,
we are for three years more to be considered
a dismembered government, two-thirds alive,
the other third, paralyzed or dead; and this
until the dominant majority may choose to
concede to the condemned, vitality?life: for
without popular representation, the States an*

not even "territories" in the privileges they
Imve on the lloor of Congress. Whether Ten-
nessee may he graciously excepted, we are
not informed; but one thing we believe?that
the American people, the great loyal majority
whose privilege it is to pronounce upon this
programme, will never consent to have the
nationality virtually disrupted for almost the
period of the war?three years more.

To be sure, extreme ultraism appears to
have little showing in this tendered adjustment
ofour difficulties, Mr. Sumner's peculiar views
not having been consulted apparently; but
when we think of three years more of a whole-
sale proscription of the loyalmen of the South,
ol leaving them as mere denizens of con-
quered territory, the plan seems more fatal to
the permanent peace of the country, to its sub-
stantial security and prosperity, than any
other almost that could hare been devised.

For one, we protest against this continued
disruption; this attempt to do indirectly, what
they have not the hardihood to do in a straight-
forward manner?the reduction of the States
in question to the position of worse than ter-
ritories, contending still?as we do?for the
great leading principle with which Mr. Lincoln
started, and which at that time tho whole
nation endorsed?that the States never were
out ol the 1 nion. And we insist that if any
other principle or policy is recognized; if for
any cause the I nion ts to be considered
broken, disrupted: if States aro to be kept
out uc a' the dictum of sectional majorities,
it is no longer tho I.nion provided for by the
Constitution, but a Cnion dependent for its
being on the breath ol* President-making poli-
ticians.

The nation never went to war for this, never
made the sacrifices it was called upon to make
for any such pitiable conclusion. And when
the people find that the desire to perpetuate
partizan rule overrides the first principles on
which the Union is based, what safeguards
can they have against any attempted usurpa-
tion whatever'.' who knows what will be the
next enormity proposed when party purposes
are to be subserved?

Let it be noted, that all the acts of the
President most loudly complained of by the
politicians, arc in the direction of leucine/
power ;n the hands of the people, where ii
Vfjhijullybclonys. His veto of the Freed-
men's Bureau bill, meant this; and was a
direct protest against the extension of unwar-
ranted official power. And now when we
have a plan emanating from Congress, which,
without any apparent scruples, provides for
an absolute monopoly of power for three years
of peace, which has not the excuse of an ex-
isting war for such a remarkable assumption
ol power, we are complacently commended to

the wrong doing as to a boon conceded, be-
cause not interfering with other great and
prescriptive rights, such as fixing the status
of voters; claiming that in this it has shown
the semblance of forbearance!

Nevertheless, if the country at large, a
majority ot tho States will indeed accept such
a basis lor a final peace, if they choose lo
yield themselves to the manipulations of those
politicians, what can be done? Three years
is a long time to wait for true unity, and this,
after the war has already bf; u terminated for
a whole year. But does any one believe that
this anomalous condition will promote real
peace, that it will foster good fooling; that it
will encourage social and commercial inter-
course.' nay ? will citizens of Slates not under
such disabilities as ihes: proposed for ihe
fated "eleven,' consent to einiyrirfc to these
commonwealths to share the emasculated priri-
hjes doled owl to them

And ii not, what becomes of the bright cal-
culations heard not long since all over the
North, of the projected potent influences of
emigration in teaching these communities to
love the Union, to develop their resources and
all that?

These tire .serious considerations; and before
this '-plan'' can be accepted, they must be
met. 1.0 our apprehension?we sav ayain?-
no better plan could be devised to estrange us
as States still further, to foster distrust, to
provoke enmity; to weaken the bonds of the
I nion. And the wrong doing must act and

react oil all the States, ft is the nature of
injustice of any sort, to plague him who in-
dicts it, as well as liim who is made the vic-
tim of it; and with our immense national in-
debtedness; with the people restive under the
ceaseless visits of the tax gatherer, and the
persistent high prices of the necessaries of
life, growing out of all this, can Congress
afford to cripple us still further in our ad-
vance, will they go still further to prevent the
two sections from working together to rescue
the nation from the terrible disabilities brought
upon it by internal troubles and civil war?

For one, we desire a settlement on some
terms; for the disappointment of being com-
mended to perpetual wrangling has become
more unendurable at last, than the actual
presence of the war. Then, all had made up
their minds?since the challenge was offered
I>j the South to tight it out; and men girded
themselves for tho conflict; they accepted it
almost as the only and imperative alternative
that could be presented, to settle old issues
which had been agitating the country tor more
than a quarter of a century.

The very conviction?the war ended?that
the revolted section was effectually humbled ;

beaten to a stand still; so terriblychastised for
its follies, as to prevent its forever from assu-
ming the attitude of a formidable assailant of
the Government, has made us solicitous for
( ougress to accept the result; and noting that
through months ot weary disputing in either
house, the burden of the refrain has been the
prevention of another revolt, wc have felt as
if it was an imputation on both sections?on
the South, to suppose its awful punishment
had accomplished little or nothing?on the
A'orth, that it should fear a prostrate foe.

That the programme now presented?we
repeat?meets the full approbation of the
radical leaders, the most noted ultras, none
who have watched their course, can believe.
And if they have at length consented to it, we
may well conclude it was because the admo-
nitions recently coming up from the people
have had their effect.

That the engineers, the leaders ol the rebel-
lion could well expect any easier terms from
the Government, could expect anything less
than the penalties set forth in this bill, it
would be contrary to the vast majority of pre-
ceuents furnished by the wars of other coun-
tries, to even imagine. Guilty of the blood
of hundreds of thousands of both sections-
sacrificing the material prosperity of the South
for an indefinite period of time, and endanger-
ing tree government itself, they have done
well to escape with their lives, when their
myriad dupes have been ruthlessly sacrificed
to what these leaders should have known from
the first, was a vain endeavor. And, had
then rank folly ceased with the cessation of
hostilities, their troubles would have been far
less aggravated. Beaten utterly; compelled
to acknowledge the most signal failure: the
efforts of hundreds of them, since, have been

The time has come to recognize these facts;
to act upon them; to guard against the con-

sequences of folly so rank, in the future. The
Government is master of the situation : the
President?no matter what imputations have
been attempted to be cast upon him for his
endeavors to bring about a lasting peace?lias
not the slightest intention of making treason
respectable. Illustrious as tho combatant, of
treason, of disunionism, of attempts to destroy
the Government, he would be mad to stultify
himself, to contemn or blacken his splendid
record with the approval of ruinous dogmas
he lias all his life shown he detests. Kindly
disposed, however, and making proper allow-
ances for the want, of discernment or the
power to resist, which dragged the masses of
the South into rebellion, he F willing?so fat-
as the safety of the Government will permit
him to do it?to pardon the past, and to go
forward to a better future. Lot the people
give him that credit which is his due for dis-
cernment and true patriotism, and none need
fear that he will ever betray t" a disastrous
conclusion the fortunes of the Republic. In
his wisdom and firmness is at last the hope of
the nation.

Since the above was penned, we have -re-
ceived the telegraphic account of the conclu-
sions of the Cabinet, adverse to this Report
of the Reconstruction Committee, justifying
the belief already expressed by us, that wise
and patriotic men cannot be betrayed into its
support. The New York Notion shows it no
favor, as will be seen by what follows which
we give from its last issue:

It
consist* of an amendmont to the Constitution and
two bills.

forced. cvott if adopted. Who would exclude so ?J
n idhps of the population tr ui the polls throuekout
too lewrth arid breadth of thct-oiith, and what.-IK,uid

wo X'ale by their exclusion, supposine we could effect
it'! Tho bills aro better, but aro only bills. They
most properly disqualify for office, forever, ali the
hieh cx-ofiiciala of tho Confederacy. There is not a
word about sufiraco to bo found anywhere, which
consi'lcrii.s who the majority of the committee are,
must bo due to sheer want of oonfidoncc in tho pub-
lic. ',Ve fenr there is now little hope of anything till
the people have spoken at the fall elections."

THE I'At.S','E,FRAIMS KO.WBAKISVIK.XT.
Few reports ?we venture to say?could be

more unwelcome to the American public, than
thai which comes to lis of the bombardment
of Valparaiso, and the part taken ?or rather
not taken in it, by the commander oftlie Ameri-
can squadron there present. We had been led
to hope and expect, that upon the attempt of
the Spanish Admiral to carry out his threat,
our naval forces along with those of the Eng-
lish there, would have stood between the
Spaniards and the doomed city: and although
Admiral Rogers may have acted with strict
regard to the precedents in the case, wo for
one should have been heartily glad to have
heard of his having stepped in to the aid of
the weaker party, and given the old meddler
in the affairs of the South American Repub-
lics , ?virtually our allies, and certainly our
friends?a thorough drubbing. AVe believe
had he done so, he would have had the hearty
plaudits ot both Government and people here;
albeit Spain might not have liked any inter-
ference of the kind. AVe shall look anxiously
for some better explanation than we yet have
of the reasons why the American and English
commanders backed down.

Meanwhile, the atrocious conduct of Spain
in the premises, has gained for her the cordial
detestation of the entire Western continent;
something that may ultimately be turned to
her hurt; and ifafter this the South American
and Centra! American Republics do not com-

bine ro resist her persistent aggressions, her
purposes of re-conquest, it will not be because
they have not. had sufficient warning. Com-
modore Rodgers has lost a splendid opportu-
nity for distinction, to say the least of it: aud
whilst it is not our mission to right the wrongs
of the world at large, there will ever be a feel-
ing of regret with ail, it seems to us, that
somehow the Monadnock had not been privi-
leged to avenge on the Numancia the evils in-
dicted on the residents of Valparaiso.
