Inreviewing the market to-day, there arpears to
be less animation in the general operations on change,
and itwould seem that tho whole machinery of Wall
street is at a stand still. It is abundantly evident
that tho large operators are mostly doing nothing,
and tho fiuctuations of to-day may be safely attribu-
ted to the manmuverings of the satelites who usually
follow the supposed courso of the leading speculators,
but whose margins and means are insufficient to stand
the risk of longer delay. The stagnation in specula-
tive securities has been the means of certainly in-
creasing the disposition to sell stocks, especially on
the part of thosqwho are considered outsiders, and
the public generally aro exhibiting a greater desire
to realise than for some time past, still itmust beac-
knowledgcd that the enormous facilities which are
offered to carry stocks, aro such asto stillfavor "bull'*
operations, for the present at least. Notwithstand-
ing that many stocks appear to bo far above their real
value, itis hardly safo to presume that tho tirno for
selling "short" has arrived, although inany instance
where stocks aro held at a profit it would be a matter
of decided prudence to "sell."

State Bonds varied to-day, but the transactionstherein were extremely limited. Tennessee's ad-vanced 4, North Carolina's declined 4, Missouri's
advanced 3-a, while Virginia's are without change at68. Governments were steady, Five Twenties ruling

Tho New Yoni bank statement this afternoon ex-
hibits an expansion that was littlelooked for. Tho
increase of ten millions in the loans clearly shows
that large amounts have been borrowed for specula-
tive purposes, as legitimate trade has been extreme-
lydull. The deposits have increased seven and a
halfmillions, while the specie lino has only been in-
creased two and a halt millions. Money continues
abundant and very easy.
