in Gold, withlarge transactions, some $75,000 chang-

ing hands. It opened at 135, and advanced steadily
to 137%, at whichfigure sales were made at the sec-
ond Board. It closed at 137% bid. 137% asked.

Five-Twenties of 1862 continue to droop, a further
decline of % being established in them to-day. They
opened 101, and sold down to 100%, closing at 100%
bid, 100% asked. Fortheother issues 101,andl01% was

bid. Seven-Thirties remain pretty firm, second
series selling to-day at 102@102%, and closing at 102
bid, 102% asked. First and thlru series closed at 101%
bid. Sixes of ISSI sold at 108%, and Ten-Forties left
off at 95% bid, 95% asked.

State bonds were altogether neglected, but there
was considerable activity inIlaltiiuore city o's, about
sll,ooo 1875's selling from 98% down to 98, and one or
two small lots of 1890's at 100. Railroad bonds were
insome demand, Baltimore, and Ohio's selling at. 93%

latter figure, but this comprises all the transactions
in Bank stocks.

In the miscellaneous list there was nothing what-
ever done. Baltimore and Cuba Smelling and
Mining was very howy closing at $.50 bid, SBO asked.
For t anta Clara only $3% was bid, and Maryland
Anthracite closed at $-5 bid, $6% asked.

The New York stock opened weak this morning at
a slight decline from last night's quotations. The
most speculative stocks wero again hammered
rather severely, and a gcner.'.l decline has been the
result. Erie suffered more than any other security,
it opened at 09% and rapidly declined to 66% at 2
o'clock, after which it became in demand and ad-
vanced to 68 at 5 o'clock, which is about equal to tbe
latest quotation from London. The "short" intere.-t
in Erie has rapidly increased within the last few
days, and its great decline to-day is attributable
to the "bears" who have pressed a large amount of
the stock on the market. At 5:45 P. M. large lots
were again offered on tho stroct, which had the effect
of producing a still further decline, and at 6 P. M-
sales were reported at 08%. ?

New York Central has be en well sustair.ed to-day
and closes at 93, after selling during the first call a'
92%. The manipulators of Reading seem to have
good control of the stock. Itopened at 107% and ad-
vanced to 117;% at eleven o'clock, closing at the same
figure after having sold at 107 at half-past two.
Michigan Southern declined to 77 at the one o'clock
Board, but rallied in the afternoon to 78%, closing,
however, at. 78. Pittsburg sold during the morning
at 83%, but declined to 82% at one o'clock. Abetter
feeling existed illtho slock later in the day and at

the close it was quoted at 84.
Rock Island was weak at tbe several Boards. It

sold in the morning at 91%, and declined to 89% at
the close. Fort Wayne opened at 93%, aDd declined
to 92% at the ine o'clock Board. Tho demand for
covering short sales materially assisted it later in
the day, and at SP.M. itsold at 94. Northwestern
"common" revived to 27 at the close, after having
sold at 26% at one o'clock. Tho "preferred" fluctu-
ated considerably during the day. Opening at 55%,
it advanced to 56% at tho 10 o'clock call; then de-
clined to 55% at one o'clock, after which it became
steadier, and sold at the late Boards at 56. closing
firm at 50%.

Ohio and Mississippi Certificates have been little
affected by tho depression in tho general market, and
they sold in the afternoon at £7, having touched 26%
at one o'clock. Canton opened weak at 57%, and
Bold at the Stock Exchange soon afterwards at 57%.
Heavy sales wcra noticed in tho street at the conclu-
sion of the season, and at one o'clock it was freely
offered at 55%. It revived later in the day, and was
quoted at '6% towards the close. Cumberland de-
clined to 43% during the morning, but advanced in
the afternoon to 44%.
It is more than probable that the forco of the late

attack on the market is already spent, and that at
the decline stocks are sufficiently cheap to warrant
purchases. It should be borne in mind that the
stringency in the money market could easily be al-
leviated by tho Government, who have at the pres-

ent moment a large amount of unemployed capital
on hand, and although by no means a necessity, yet
it i 3 perhaps a matter of policy, that a portion of its
reserve should find its way into Wall street, to pre-
vent any serious consequences which would be likely
to accrue from any groat derangement of values,
which must follow an inordinately tight money
market.

Government Bonds were a shade lower to-day. but
generally firm at quotations. Five-Twenties of 1862,
Bold during the morning at 191%, and advanced in
the afternoon to 101%; those of 1804 sold uniformly
at 101. Ten-Fortics sold at 95%.

Gold has been again very active. It opened at
133% and rapidly advanced to 139 at half-past one
o'clock. Thcrowerc large amounts offered at these
extreme limits, but few purchasers were willing to
risk the chances of still further inflation, and during
the afternoon it gradually declined to 136% at tho
close.

Money-has been in active demand, but borrower?
have been invariably able to negotiate call loans at
7 per cent. The "fancy stocks" have become useless
as collaterals, and dividend paying securities are re-
quired by banks and bankers generally.

A mass meet ing of the Unconditional Union men
(both sides art. however, unconditionally for the
Union) of Baltirjiore county, in favor of the recon-
struction policy of Congress, and opposed to tho re-
peal of the Registry Law, and also opposed to negro

suffrage, assembled at Towsontown, yesterday. Tbo
meeting was held in tho spacious room of the Court
House, and was calleiJ to order about 2 o'clock by

John H. Longneckor, Esq., nominating the following
officers, which was unanimously concurred in;

"President. Jacob Shamberger, of the 6tli district:
Vice Presidents?lst district. John C. Holland: 2d,
Wm. J' Jean; 3d, Francis Kendig; 4th, Win. Gain-
brill: sth, Benjamin B. Bush: 6th, Samuel Kramer;
sth, Morris Frederick: Bth, Robert S. Smith: 9th,
Henry L. Bowcn; 10th. Wm. C. Vance: llth.Jesso
Garrett; V.'th, George Councilman. 13th, F. G. F.
Wa'demeyer. Secret'ries?Charles A. Connor, John
M. Wbeelcr nnd Edwin L. Larsb.

Upon motion of John T. Eusor, Esq., a committee
of five wa appointed to prepare resolutions for the
action of the meeting. Tho committee, consisting of
J. T. Ensor, Nicholas Pearce, Jno. H. Longnecker,
Powell Griscom, and Wm. MeCullough, retired to
discharge the duty imposed upon them; when, at the
request of the President. John 11. Longnecker. Esq.,
the lion. Win. B. Stokes, of Tennessee, was intro-
duced to tbo audience, which numbered from two to
three hundred persons. The speaker was received
with considerable applause, and proceeded to ad-
dress the meeting in reference to the political topics
of the day. stating that they had just witnessed the
close of a gigantic civil war, but that a new one, a
political war, was just now beginning. Those who
had tor the past five or six years endeavored to over-
throw tbo Government by the sword, and had failed,
are now endeavoring to accomplish the same end by
the ballot box. [Applause.] There are but two par-
ties in the country?one true to the interests of the
Government and the other aiming at its overthrow.
[Renewed applause.!

Col. Stokes elahoratcjy reviewed his own political
status before and during the rebellion, and his ex-
perience during the war, as commander of Stokes'
Cavalry, and that he had been elected to Congress
by the loyal men of tho Third Congressional district,
of Tennessee, and was now as some say laying around
Washington, trying to get in. Ido not wont to rule
tho politics of your State, but why do you want two
parties The Johnson conservative party, as it is
called, I say I solmnly protest against it. We need
no new party?the Union party that successfully car-
ried out the war, is to-day patriotic, wise and bavo
courage enough still to run the Government. Was
it to satisfy the Union men?they are already satis-
fied?and if it is to satisfy the disloyal I protest
against it. lam not for blood: Xam not for war; but
at the same time I am not for rebels ruling the
country. [Applause.] Tho speaker, in referring to
Prosideot Johnson, said that his reconstructionpolicy of 1864-'6o, every Union man would endorso,
and where is the rebel, democrat or copperhead that
endorses it, and if the President leaves that policy Iwillstill stand on it. [Applause.!

Tho speaker read several extracts from the recon-
struction policy of the President, and said that when
Johnson backs down from that, you rebels, conser-
vatives or copperheads may havo him, for wc don't
want him. (Applause.) I want a President thatknows his duty and willldo it. Congress will do its
duty. The President vetoed the civil rights bill and
Congress passed it over his head?which was right,
as that bill gives rights to all. Tho President also
vetoed the Colorado bill, and Ithink his reasons for
that were pretty good. Col. Stokes elaborately re-
viewed tho provisions of tho registry law. and ably
argued against its repeal. In referring to Congress,
the speaker stated that though Stevens and Sumnerhave extreme views, ho could not oomrare them with
Jeff Davis, for those men voted money to save the
country. About admitting the Southern Represen-
tatives he did not care so much?he would not cry
about it. He was for the policy of Andrew Johnson.
Col. Stokes said in reference to negro suffrage that it
was only a question of time?that 160,000 to 180,000
men who fought for liberty willcome to tho polls and
vote, and you need not snuff your nose about it: for,
as I said before, it is only a question of time, and yet
said the sneaker, lam not for negro equality. Col.
Stokes continued at length, arguing infavor of keep-
ing the reins of the Government in tho hands of
loyal men, Ac.

Hon. Samuel McKee. 0f Kentucky, was the nextspeaker introduced. He stated that this was not thefirst time he had the pleasure of speaking to thopeople of Maryland. Not two years ago rebel raider 3were here in this immediate neighborhood, and that it
ought to bo considered a great, privilege that you arepermitted to assemble hero in spite of thoso who had
thus aimed at the nation's life.

The speaker went inelaborate terms of rebels gen-
erally throughout the war and, argued against, sub-mitting the reins of the Government into the handsof those who havo for years struggled to destroy it.
He was emphatically opposed to tho conservative
party, such a party never had achieved anything
great or important. He thanked God he was born aRadical, and expected to live and die a Radical.
Martin Luther, John Wesley and all other foundersof great religious sects were radicals, but did vou
ever hoar jot a conservative religious party? [Ap-
plause.!

After these men (the radicals) have saved the
country, have preserved the nation, they, the con-
servatives, rebels, or whatever name called, want to
take the Government out ofjtheir hands, or, say they,our liberties arc gone. Mr. McKeo portrayed the
wrongs practiced upon tho loyal men of Kentucky,
and said that such would bo the fate of loyal mc' nhere, if tho party headed by Montgomery Blair is
followed up; a man who so far fell from grace that hehad to be kicked out of Mr. Lincoln's cabinet. The
speaker inreferring to negro suffrage, said that the
Governor of Maryland had written a letter in refer-
ence to it. and seems afraid that the 171.090 negroes
in the State would mako laws for the Government
of tho 500.000 of the white population. ["Laughter.]
They say that Congress is in favor of negro suffrage,
which they know is false. Thero maybe politic; 1
preferences, but nationally they have said no such
thing.

After the conclusion of tho remarks of Mr. McKeo,
John T. Ensor. Esq., Chairman of the Committee on
Resolutions, reported as follows ?

RESOLUTIONS.
Resolved, That the Union men of Baltimore coun-

ty emphatically Renounce all attempts, como from
what sonroo they may. to place in power tho leading
rebels who at the head of this late rebellion, did allin their powor to destroy tho Government, that we do
not consider the simple taking of an oath by those
who have violated their oaths with impunity,"a suffi-cient guarantee for future loyalty, or sufficient pun-
ishment for treason, and we do heartily endorse theaction of Congress in refusing such men tho privi-
lege to participate in the councils nf tho nation.

Resolved, That those men of the South, who. during
the war, adhered to the Govern nent and opposed the
rebellion, should now bo protected from the oppres-
sion of rebel tyranny, and that the Southern Statesshould be renresonted inCongress as soon as they cau
be by men who have been true to the Government.

Resolved. That the legislative acta of enfranchized
rebels in Kentucky, and the manifestations of the
same spirit in our midst, eminently proves that our
regiAry law should not he repealed, and we do em-
phatically declare our opposition to its repeal; that
we regard tho question as issue tobe. not whether ne-
groes shall vote, but whether rebels shall vote, and
rale inthe counsels of the State and nation, and weconfidently rely on the intelligence of Ikepeople, and
firmly believo that they will not be misled by false
issues.

Resolved, That we are opposed to negro suffrage
in the State of Maryland, and endorse the action of
Congress inleaving this matter to be determined
and regulated by the States themselves.

The resolutions were unanimously adopted.
General Hamilton Ward, of New York, was next

introduced. Ho stated that it was the first time he
had snoken before the Union men of Maryland; that
he did not stand on "My Maryland," nor on Jeff.
Davis' Maryland, but on Union Maryland. [Loud
applause.,' Tho speaker then spoke of those gen-
erally who are not in favor of the radicals in
Congress, and was particularly hard on North-
ern Democrats, and giving more credit to tho

rebels of Mississippi and Tennessee thßn those
of Maryland, as the former, he said, had some ex-
cuse, on account of the secession ordinances passed
by tnose States declaring them out of the Union.
