TORONTO, C. W., May 30,?Tho news of tho collec-

tion of Feniaos towards tho CanadiaD border durina
the last few days created but little concern until to-
day, when despatches were received announcing that
tho Fenians were in threatening attitude at Buffalo
and other places, and tho belief is general that
Sweeny intends endeavoring to make his promise
good.

The Evening Telegraph, published at five o'clock,
says;

We have just roceived the startling intelligence
that.Mr. Thomas own) yard, the general manager ofthe Great >V estern Railway at Hamilton, received atelegram about half an hour ago from a British con-sular agent at Buffalo, requesting him to stop alltrains that arc going from tho Suspension Bridge.
Y> e have it irora tho best authority. We also under-stand that Mr. Swinyard has telegraphed to the mil-
itaryauthorities hero. This caused considerable ex-cHement. but no alarm; for tho utmost confidence is
telt in the Government's neutrality, to
prevent armed invasion at a time when the Cana-
dians have no troops on the frontier.

The Mayor of Buffalo telegraphed the Mayor of
Hamilton this morning that six hundred Fenians
had loft Cleveland for that city.

Rumor has it that the Government will to-morrow
call out the volunteers again.

Tho Great Western managers have sent all surplus
rolling stock into tho interior.

NEW YORK, May 31.?A special despatch to the
Herald, dated Toronto, midnight. May 30, says :

An Ottoway despatch states that the Governmentis fullyaware of tho movements of tho Fenians and
prepared.

Assistant Secretary of State, Washington:
Sir: From our American papers I notice chat the

question of trichina? in hogs also commences creatingsome excitement in the States. The report of theterrible mortality in Germany, caused by the eatingof pork infected with trichina', created great excite-
ment here; and many examinations of pork and ham*
as well inthe raw state as salted, smoked and cooked,
have been made. From tho careful manner in whichthese examinations have been made, and from thepublished results. I am fully persuaded that pork,thoroughly salted an smoked, and well cooked, is asharmless as pork ever has been. It is the eating ofthe unboiled or but very imperfectly smoked andsalted meat, as sausage, etc.. so largely consumed in
Germany, where tho and danger of livotrichnse may be expected.

I shall take the liberty here to allude to a few ofthe examinations which have been made here andtheir results, not so much becauso they may add any-thing new, but that they may bo useful in sustaining
laots already reported upon.

One of the first experiments was ma ; e with asmoked ham which was found to contain trichinie inthe capsules, notwithstanding the ham had beensmoked and salted. The finding of these trichina)
created a great panic at the time, and the policefinally succeeded in finding the counterpart of theham. Experiments were at once made with them
both. I shall not hero aetail the minute examina-tions, but merely give the general result. One pound
of this ham was fed to a pig, which a previous exam-ination had satisfied tho examiner to be perfectly
from trichinae. The moat was eaten by tho pig withgreat avidity.

After an expiration of some length of time the pi,was killed and examined, and found to be perfectly
free from trichina. A piece of raw pork was nextexamined and found to contain a live trichinre. Theexperiment with this pork was on rabbits. The
two rabbits which were afterwards f. d with this
meat were afterwards found to contain trichina?, butto ne very great extent.

A third experiment was made with a smoked ham,
and tho animal eating thereof was found to contain
an astonishing number of trichina), tho examinercalculating the number to have reached a couple ofhundred thousand. Tho weight of tho muscles of
the rabbit was nearly a pound, and it is certainly re-
markable how so small an animal, containing so
enormous a number of parasitical animals, never-
theless felt as well as tho other rabbits, and had asgood an appetite as any of them.
It a query how so largo a quantity oftrichina; could have developed themselves front thosmall amount of meat which had been fed to the

rabbit, and the examiner therefore concluded that
the rabbit therefore musthave oaten some other meatinfected with trichina) aside from that fed to it, thus
causing a greater infection. This opinion was furtherstrengthened by the fondness of the rabbits for meat.Some of the rats found on the premises were, there-trlctnnm, auu .,Xi r?..?u
~

A number of other examinations of rats have taken
place with the same results, and there can ho no
question that the rats are a great cause to infecting
the hoss with trichina).

A very elaborate examination has also been made
tofind whether tho methods of smoking and salting,
as nscd here, are sufficient tokillthe trichina; in the
hoes, and the result has been that though smoking
and salting would killthe trichinae, tho usual mode
of Boiling and frying was also found sufficient fo killthe parasites"

Ifa small rabbit can feel comfortable with a couple
of hundred thousand trichina; inits muscles, and that
tho rats, which were found to contain certain tri-chi'ie, were as livelyas rats woll can be. the poison
by trichinae sinks down to be a very small affair, if a
little precaution is used.
I trust our pork raiscrsand pork consumers willnot

be over alarmed, but cook, smoke, salt, boil and fry
our excellent American pork as usual, and feel per-
fectly safe ineatjng the same.

We have the trichina; here, but people have got over
the first scare, arid eat as much pork as ever.We have no rinJcrpent or cholera inthis country as
yet.

BREADSTCFTS COIIINSFROM EUROPE.
Our Consul at Liverpool writes under date of May

18th, some two weeks ago. Iadvised you of the ship-
ment from this port to New York of some 15,000
bushels of wheat. Inow have to inform the Depart-
ment of Stato that tho City of Cork which sails to-morrow, takes as freight 498 casks of French wheat
flour valued at £1,046 sterling. I think this is the
first instance of tho shipment of French flour from
this port for the United States, and probably the
first time flour has ever been shipped as merchandise
from Europo to America.

ENFORCEMENT OF QUARANTINE LAWS.
The Secretary of the Treasury has addressed a cir-

cular to Collectors of Customs, directing their atten-
tion to the joint resolution of Congress, approved
May 2Gth, 1866, and to the act of February 25tn, 1799,
respecting quarantine and health laws, lie says you
will,withont delay, place yourselves in communica-
tion with your respective Stato and municipal au-
thorities, and aid them, so far as tho force under
your control willpermit, in executing such quaran-
tine and health laws and regulations as may be es-
tablished by them to prevent the introduction of the
cholera into the ports of the United States. Should
jroufind the force under your control insufficient to
effect the object contemplated by the resolution, you
will,without delay, report to this Department with
such suggestions as you may deem important, and
await its instructions.

THE AUSTRIANVOLUNTEERS FOR MEXICO.
The following is au official translation from "La

France," of thelSth of May: "The embarkation of
troops of Austrian volunteers for Mexico has been
countermanded. Those enlisted hr.vo been dis-
charged, and the majority of them have been enrolledinthe army of the North."

FUNERAL OF GENERAL SCOTT.
The MilitaryCommittee of the two Houses of Con-

gress, accompanied by Speaker Colfax and others,
left here this evening for West Point.

The regular Cabinet meeting will be dispensed
with to-morrow, in honor of the funeral obsequies of
General Scott.

THE GOLD SALES.
It is expected that the report of the Secretary of

the Treasury, inreference to the sales of gold, will
be sent to the Senate on Saturday. It is stated that
it willshow total sales amounting to about $33,000,000,
at a premium since the Ist instant, of 30 14. Also,
that no gold was sold in March and Aprilfor a less
premium than 27.

SUCCESSFUL TRIAL OF A SUBMARINE NOVELTY.?
Yesterday afternoon there was a private trial of
the Pacific Pearl Company's Submarine Explorer, in
the dock foot of North Third street, Eastern District.
Tho officers of the company and a few friends only
were present. At 1:30 o'clock Julius 11. Kroehl, cn-
ginneer, with Frederick Michaels. August Getz and
John Tanner, enter tho explorer through her man-
hole, which being finally closed and the signal given
tho boat was submerged, and for an hour and a half
she traversed the bed of the dock. During the sub-
mersion the friends of those on board the boat ex-
hibited considerable anxiety for thoir safety, but
when at last she rose to the surface and Engineer
Kroehl and his companions emerged from her cham-
bers, (the former leisurely smoked his meerschaum,)
they gave vent to their feelings in repeated cheers.

This is more remarkable as the boat is perfectly air-
tight, the men depending on tho fresh air "manufac-
tured" in the chamber of the boat assigned to them,
and they live on the surplus of oxygen gas in the
water, on the principle that fishes live. The boat is
worked by a propeller moved by hand. The hull is
of peculiar shape, constructed partly of wrought and
partly of cast-iron, and is divided into three cham-
bers, The experiment yesterday, which was the
fourth made, was highly gratifying to the officers of
the Company present.?A. Y. Tribune, 31tf.

G PAPER GAS ANDWATERPIPES.? For many purposes
paper pipes possess great advantages over others.
They are highly glazed inside, and thus diminish
friction; are impregnated with bitumen, and there-
fore not attacked by insects or acids. Besides these
points of superiority, they are sufficiently elastic to
permit water tofreeze in them without bursting, and
pipes of three, four and five inches in diameter and a
balf inch in thickness, have stood a pressure of 500
pounds to the square inch. These pipes are made by
passing a strip of leather through molten bitumen,
and then winding it round a mandril under pressuro.
They have been used with great success in Paris,
pipes as large as two feet in diameter having been
laid in the streets. Both gaa and water companies
have uied them.

private, and the wisdom, patriotism, and valor ofthe illustrious man in defence of his country arid the

a half a century, against foreign and domestic ene-
mies, inwar ami in peace, claim the liveliest grati-
tude and the deepest veneration of the American
people.

Resolved , That as a further mark of respect, to the
memory of the deceased, when the two Houses of
Congress adjourn to-day, they shall adjourn to meet
on Monday next, and that a joint committee, to con-
sist of seven members of the Senate and nine mem-
bers of the House of Representatives, be appointed,
who, together with the presiding officers of bothHouses, shall proceed to West Point to represent
Congress ut the funeral ceremonies which are to take
place to-morrow, and that said committee beat-
tended by the Scrgeants-at-Arms of both Houses.

U. S. CURRENCY.
Mr. Chandler introduced a bill to amend an acten tilled 'an act to provide a national currency se-cured by a pledge of United States bonds, and to pro-

vide lor the circulation and redemption thereof," ap-
proved June 3,1804, and amended thereto.

The first section provides for theamendment of sec-tion twenty-two of that act, so as to authorize the is-
sue of one hundred millions of dollars, in addition to
the three hundred millions provided in that section?-provided that not more than live millions shall be is-sued within six months from the passage of this act'and not exceeding two millions per month there-
after: and provided that any existing bunk, apply-
ing before October Ist, ISM. if approved by theComptroller as in good standing, shall have au- ;thority to become &a national bank; and provided
alio that banks of unimpaired capital inStates hav- .
ing the 1-ast ratable amount of circulating notes Ishall have preference in rcociviug such authority;
and provided further, that the entire amount given !
to national banks converted from State banks, shad 1
not exceed fifteen millions of dollars, and preference Ishall be given to ?uch States and Territories as have \
not secured their ratable proportion of circulating
notes, so as to equalize the entire apportionment of
four hundred millions.

Section second amends section thirty-one of thenational banking act so a> to require banks in New
York. Boston and Philadelphia to have on har d at
all times, in lawful money of the United States, at
last twenty-five per cent, of the aggregate amount of
the notes incirculation and deposits, ifbelow twen-ty-live per cent., such banks cannot make loans or
discounts, or pay dividends, until the required i ro-
portion is adjusted; provided that the tearing house
certificates shall be deemed to bo lawful money.

Section third so amends section thirty-twoof the
banking act referred to, that such association may
select, subject to the approval of the comptroller, an
association inNo v York, Boston or Philadelphia at
which to redeem its circulating notes at par.

Section four amends section forty-one of the hank-ing act, striking out exemption from State taxation.
PENSIONS.

Mr Lane, of Indiana, from the committee of con-
ference relative to disagreeing * otes of the two liouses
on the bill supplementary to the acts relating to pen-
sions, made a report, which was concurred in, and
the bill now goes to the President.

RECONSTRUCTION.
The joint resolution from the Committee on Re-construction was then taken up, upon which Mr.Doolittle, of Wisconsin, was entitled to the floor.
Mr. Doolittle commenced by alluding to some re-marks made yesterday by Mr. Tiumbull in regard tooffices, and tho remark attributed to the Assistant

Postmaster General, that no* man should'eat the
bread and butter of the President who did not sup-
port his policy, and denied the statement.

Mr. llowc said 'no had mentioned in this debatohere that the Assistant Postmaster General had ut-
tered the remark ascribed to him, and ho now asked
his colleague what authority he had for denying it.

Mr. Doolittle said the Assistant Postmaster Gen-
eral had informed him (Mr. D.) that the statementwas totally withoutfoundation.

Mr. Howe said ho had seen that official on the
evening of tho day he (Mr. II.) had spoken of the
matter in tho Senate, and that gentleman had made
no allusion to the circumstance, but on his return to
his boarding-house, he found a note from him asking
his authority for the statement. To this, he (Mr. II.)
had replied that his authority was the member of the
House from the sth district of Wisconsin, and sifiqc
then he had heard nothing more about it. *

Mr. Doolit tle said,ho had no desire to discuss bore
personal matters any further.

He then passed to his argument on the pending
question, which was to insert the following as the
third section:

Sec. 3. That no person shall be a Senator or Rep-
resentative in Congress, or elector of President orVice-President, or hold any office, civil or military,
under the United States, or under any Slate, who,
having previously taken an oath, as a member of any-
State Legislature, or as an executive or judicial offi-
cer of any State to support the Constitution of tho
United Slates, shall have engaged in insurrection or
rebellion against the same, or given aid and comfort
to tho enemies. But Congress may. by a vote of two-
thirds of each House, remove such disability.

Ho said this section was making a new punishment
for an offence already committed, itwas naming no
distinction between those who voluntarily entered
him that "this Senate shouid pause beYorc tEw C

ished all distinctions inthe Southern States between
those who were forced inand those who went in wil-
lingly. There was another thing which this section
did. It annulled the pardons granted by tho Presi-
dent under the laws of Congress.

Mr. Johnson said the Supreme Court had.decidod
this to be substantially the case.

Mr. Grimes said that the position of the Senator
from Wisconsin was correct so far as it concerned
disabilities for crimes already committed. The ob-
ject of this section was not punishment for what was
past, but prevention for what might happen us inthe
future.

Mr. Doolittle read from the Amnesty Proclama-
tion, and maintained that full amnesty for the past,
and full restoration to citizenship was granted un-
der it.

Mr. Dooliitle then moved to amend by inserting
after the words "shall have," the word "volun-
tarily."

Mr. Davis advocated tho adoption of theamend-
ment.

Mr. Willey said that the effect of the amendment
of the Senator from Wisconsin would be, that we
should fiud that few, if any, had "voluntarily" en-
tered the service of the rebellion. Alexander H.
Stephens, when before tho Committee, had claimed
that he did not go in voluntarily.

Mr. Saulsbury asked if the spirit of vengeance had
not gone far enough. He read in the newspaper that
this was the 19th century, but.from tho evidences
around him ho was almost inclined to doubt it.

The question was then taken on the amendment of
Mr. Doolittle, which was disagreed to by a vote of 30 j
to 10; Messrs. Buckalcw, Cowan, Davis, Doolittle,
Guthrie, Hendricks, Johnson, Norton, Riddle and
Saulsbury, for the affirmative.

Mr. Doolittle moved to amend by adding after the
word "thereof" the words "excepting those who
have duly received pardon and amnesty under tho
Constitution and laws," which was disagreed to by a
vote of 32 to 10.

The amendincndment of Mr. Howard, inserting
the substitute for the third section, as given above,
was then agreed to?yeas 32, nays 10.

The Chair announced the following committee on
the part of the Senate to proceed to West Point, to
take part inthe funeral obsequies of tho late Lieut.
Ucn. Scott: Messrs. Wilson, Johnson, Lano, of In-
diana, Davis, Grimes, Anthony and Nesmith.

On motion of Mr. Fessenden, the Senate went into
Executive session, and at its conclusion adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
REPORTS ON THE FRKRDMRN'S BUREAU.

A message was received from the President trans-
mitting a supplemental report in answer to a reso-
lution of the Hou*e, inreference to the Freedmen's
Bureau in .North Carolina. This report is an elabo-
rate reply of Brig. Gen. Whittlesey to that of Gens.
Steadinan and Fullerton. Gen. W., in concluding,
says: "The leport of Gens. S. and F. does not exhibit
with any fairness, tho workings of the Bureau in
North Carolina. They made neither a thorough nor
an impartial examination. They visited only six of
the forty-one districts in the State. They made no
inquirios respecting its finances or the Governmentproperty in its possession. They say nothing about
more than $2,000,001) worth of abandoned lauds which
were held and restored. They made no mention of
more than-10,000 cases of difficultybetween frcedmen
or frcodmeq and whites, that have been adjusted.

They give no credit to the officers who have found
employment for many thousands of destitute refu-
gees, and homes for many hundreds of orphans, and
medical attendance and comfort for more than 20,000
persons. They say* nothing of the protection and
assistance afforded in organizing and maintaining
121 schools, with 151 teachers and 10,60t5 scholars.
1 hey have passed the real work of the Bureau by,
Bnd directed their attention to its faults: and after
all their fancied discoveries they make no distinct
charge?, but content themselves with insinuations
and conjectures which seemed intended to defame
officers whose record has hitherto been honorable,
and who inno respect are inferior to the Commis-
sioner but in rank."

The report was referred to the Select Committee on
Frcedmen.

COMMERCIAL INTERCOURSE.
Mr. Wilson, of lowa, called up House bill with

Senate amendments, to regulato commercial inter-
course between tho several .states, and moved that
the House concur therein; which was agreed to. So
the bill has passed both Houses, and onlyawaits the
signature of the President to become a law. The bill
as it has finallypassed, is as follows :

Whereas, The Constitution of the United States
confers upon Congress inexpress terms, tho power to
regulato commerce among the several States, to es-
tablish post roads, and to raiso and support armies.
Therefore,

Be it enacted, etc.. That every railroad company in
the United States whose road is operated by steam,
its successors and assigns, be and is hereby author- J

ized to carry upon and over its road, boats, bridges
and ferries, all passengers, troops. Government sup-
plies, mails, freight and property on their way from
any State tor another State, and to receive compen-
sation therefor, and to connect with roads of other
States so as to form continuous lines for tho trans-
portation of the same to the place of destination;
Provided, That this act shall not affect any stipu-
lation between the Government of the United States
and any railroad company for transportation or fares
without compensation, nor impair or change the con-
ditions imposed bythe terms of any act granting lands
to any sucn company to aid in the construction of its
road, norshall it be construed to authorize any rail-
road company to build any new or connection
with any other road withoutauthority from the Stato
in which such railroad or connection may be pro-
posed.

Sec. 2. Congress may at any time alter, amend, or
repeal this act.

RAILWAYMATTERS.

Mr. Moorhead, of Penna., was infavor of the pas-
sago of this bill, though he doubted very much if
Congress had the power to charter a railroad in a
State.

Mr. O'Neill,of Penna., opposed the billand claim-
ed that the Cleveland and Mahoning road vio-
lated tho charter incorporating the company,

Mr. Garfield, of Ohio, spoke in favor of the bill,
and charged a violation of faith on the State of
Pennsylvania in interfering with the road.

Mr. Eggloston, of Ohio, hoped the hill would pass.
Mr. Cofforth. of Pennsylvania, spoke briffly in

support of the measure.

Mr. Lewis A. Carl, secretary, called tho roll ofwards, all of which wero found to be representedand most of the delegations full. Mr. A. C. Wil-liams, of the 6th ward, moved that the action of theState Central Committee so far as it refers to theRegistry law of the State, bo repudiated by this Con-

vention. This gave raise to some considerable dis-
cussion, participated inby Messrs. Boswcll, Cathcart,
Wardell, and others, resulting in the whole matter
being withdrawn.

A committee of one from each ward was appointed
, to reconsider the resolutions passed at the last meet-
ing of the Convention, and to act upon any other

resolutions that might be offered. The committeo
retired for a short time, for consultation, and upon
their return reported through tho chairman, Mr.
Albert D. Evans, that they found itinexpedient to
report any other resolutions than their original plat-form, a3 enunciated in the resolutions passed by
them at their meeting last week. The committee also
recommended that tho resolutions referred to be pub-
lished. as the platform of the party, signed by the of-ficers ot the Convention. The report of the commit-
tee was received with considerable enthusiasm, and
unanimously adopted. The mode of publication, the
papers inwhich to publish thorn, Ac.. was left to the
President and Secretary of the Convention. Upon
motion, a finance committee was appointed, consist-ing of Messrs. James Young, chairman; George L.J. Loane, A. C. Williams, Thomas H. Mules. AdamKayler and Col. S. G. Reed. Upon motion the Presi-dent, Mr. Young, was made chairman of the Execu-tive Committeo, appointed at the last meeting of tho
Convention.

THE STRIKE OF TITE SHIP CARPENTERS, CAULKERS
AND JOINERS.? Tho New York Tribune says that an
adjourned meeting of ship carpenters, caulkers and
ioiners, was held on Wednesday morning in that
city, and that long before the hour named for the call
the room was crowded with workingmen. who wcro
earnestly discussing the merits and demerits of the
meeting of tho shipbuilders in Boston on Tuesday
last. Shortly after 10 o'clock A. M., tho meeting
was called to order by Mr. J. W. Erwin, who read a
long letter from Mr. Rawlins, President of the Ship
Caulkers Association of Boston. Mr. Rawlins stated
that the various shipwrights of Boston were deter-
mined to hold out until their demands were acceded,
to, and enjoined the men of New York to do tho
same. He also said inhis recent visit to the differ-
ent seaports along tho coast of Maine he had suc-
ceeded inenlisting the sympatics of the workingmen
there, the majority of whom promised not to como
to Boston to work at any price, or for any induce-
ment that might bo held out to them.

GUERILLAS.?A Raleigh (N. C.) paper reports that
a large band of deserters, bushwhackers, robbers and
disreputable characters generally, have associated,
thomsclves into a regularly organized "company,"
under the leadership of a notorious villian named
Blalock, on John's river, in tho western part of that
State, with the avowed determination of resisting
all authorities in tho arrest or punishment of any of
their number for their crimes and violation ol the
law.

THE UNION DEAD.? The workmen engaged incol-
lecting and burying the soldiers arid civilians who
died in the service in and about Hampton. \ a., re-
port to Lieuten mt Colonel Moore. A. (J. M., that
they have thus far exhumed and reinterred in tho
cemetery at Hampton the remains of about four
thousand men. As mostof these men died of wounds
or disease in the hospitals located near Fortress
Monroe, their names, rank and regiments are all
known.

RELIGIOUS DIFFICULTIES IN PCBMC SCHOOLS.? In
Milford, Mass., tho children of Roman Catholic
parents were instructed not to conform to certain
regulations which have been instituted in all tho
schools which regulations consist in singing moral
and patriotic songs and bowing the head during
prayer. Xho consequence is that a large number of
the Irish children are out of school, and haTC ap-
peared in procession in the streets.

SQUIRREL HUNT.? A party of twenty-four gentle-
men, in Caldwell county, North Carolina, have just
returned from a great squirrel hunt. Half of the
number exhibited one thousand three hundred scalps,
and the other's nineteen hundred and twenty-six.
The largest number killed by one man was eight
hundred and twenty-seven.
