The New York stock market opened firm this
morning at a general advance of %to % U cent,
above the closing quotations last evening.

Erie has presented a new phase to-day. Itsold at
59'% before Boards this morning, and steadily ad-vanced to 61% at the close without tbe least reaction
tuking place in the meantime. It is impossible tojudge the next movement in this stock, but it is uni-
versally acknowledged that within the past day or
two the short line has been increased rather than
diminished, and the continued advance to-day is in
all probability due to tho demand for covering shortcontracts, which, wbilo it continues, is likely to en-
sure a higher market value. Aside from speculation
there are many capitalists throughout the whole
country who aro willingto buy Erie in the neigh-
borhood of 60, and hold it as an investment.
