GENERAL NEWS.
—Bayard Taylor and George H. Boker are
going over the plains to Colorado for a summer ex-
cursion.
—The body of a woman was found in the
Ohio river near the State line on Friday morning
last. Ier name is unknown. On her person was
found $30,000 in greenbacks.
—There is not now from the mouth of the
Susquchanna, between Port Deposit and Clark’s
Ferry, a distance of near one hundred miles, a bridge
passable for vehicles or foot passengers.
—Wheat in upper Georgia is believed to be
out of danger and is promising well. Cotton is not
promising. There will not be a fourth of a crop.
Planters are still plowing up and planting corn.
—The London Orchestra says that when
Mr. Sims Reeves, the English tenor, went to New-
castle last month, the bells of St. Nicholas rang bim
in, as if he had been a New Year, a Queen’s birth-
day, a judge of assize, or a confirming bishop.

—Stonewall Jackson never would open a
letter which came to him on Sunday, nor ever, if he
could help it, send away a letter which, in the ordi-
nary course of mail, would have to make any part of
its journey on that day.

—The farmers of Durham, Maine, have
lost several thousand dollars worth of stock by the
hands of some unknown scoundrels who have been
cutting the throats of horses and oxen there in mali-
cious mischief.

—Archibald McNeil, a porter in a New
York store, stole a letter containing $10,000 in U. 8.
7-30’s and fled to Canada. He wastraced to Montreal
and thence to Quebec, where he was found just as he
was about to take a steamer for Europe, and $5,000
recovered.

—Gen. Trotter, of the Freedmen’s Bureau,
at Chattanooga, Tenn., bas discontinued issuing ra-
tions gratis.

—A military commission has been econvened
by order of Gen. Grant, and is now in session at Nor-
folk, for the purpose of investigating the causes
which led to the recent riot in that city.

THE CANNUCKS ENTHUSIASTIC.

BurraLo, Juno 1.—Notwithstanding the vigilance
of the authorities in this region, and the United
States steamer Michigan Leing understeamand hav=
open, and the fact of the city swarming
ian spies, several regiments of Fenians
v crossed over into Canada last night, inelud-

ivg their troops from Keatucky, Tennessee and In-
diana, and a regiment from Ohio and one from this
cily.

At this point they erossed in ¢ hoats drawn by
tugs, and when nearing the Canadian side they sent
up wild Irish cheers, with their green flag floating.
Colonel O’Neill, of the 30th regiment, of Nashville,
is in command at Fort Erie.

Large numbers of persons are
viewing the sight from this shore.

Colonel O’Neill threatened to bayonet a man who
attempted to appropriate tho use of a large woollen
shawl, found in a public house, and the Fenians say
that no depredations on private property shall he
permitted.

All the telegraph wires to Canada are eut, on the
Canada side, except those via t ugpension bridge,
The Agent of the Associated Press has left for the
scene of operations. It is reported that the mail
agent was fired upon this morning as he was crossing
in a small boat.

The Fenians are now reported to be marching to-
ward the Suspension bridge, 22 miles from here.

UNITED STATES TROOPS MOVING.

Bosrox, June 1.—Two comypanies of regulars left
here for the North thismorning from Fort Warren, un-
der command of Col. Livingston. The newly raised
Fenian cavalry regiment, under command of Col.
Santar, late of Mosby’s guerillas, is a part of the ex-
pedition from this city. The Fenians say that Gen.
Fitzhugh Leo will courmand the cavalry wing of their
army of invasion, and they further say that the blow
will be struck early next week, probebly on Monday.

New York, June L—A despatch from Buffalo this
morning, dated at A. M. s:—"The reporter of
the Erpress has jost returned from a point one mile
and a half below lower Black Rock, and says the head
of the Fenian column, six hundred strong, had reach-
ed that point. Nine wagons loaded with ammuni-
tion and arms preceded thom. They declare that
they will elfect a crossing before daylight.

SECOND DESPATCH.
New York, June 1.—It is reported that Fort Erie,
in Canada, opposite Buffalo, has been captured by
the Fenians, who are represented to be three thou-
sand strong, two thousand of whom are further said
to be marching unopposed into the interior, and to
have already eut one of the telegraph lines.

THE FENTANS MARCHING ON CHIPPEWA.
Burraro, June 1.—Railroad officials from Fort
Erie report that the Fenians have torn up the track
in several places and burned down some buildings
back of the village. They are seizing all the horses
within their reach. They have taken twenty-five or
thirty prisonors, but these were released on parole
after a few hours detention.

At 12 o’clock the Fenians started down the river
towards Chippewa. All communication with Canada
is now cut off at thispoint. The United States steam-
er Michigan is stationed opposite Fort Erie and com-
mands the river.
FURTHER PARTICULARS,
BurraLo, June lst.—An agent of the Associated
Press has returned from an interview with a promi-
nent llead Centre, who says that from 1,500 to 3,000
men had effected a landing in Canada from this
point, and are hourly receiving accessions both in
Canada and from this shore. They are well armed
and have six pieces of artillery. It is said there will
be a general descent along the whole fromtier, and
that the Fenians will have as many as thirteen bat-
teries of artillery in Canada. The Fenians here have
telegraphed from this point to various cities to bring
on men and goods, as 2 landing has been effected.
The men that went from here were apparently pick-
ed, and most of them, it is said, served in the Fed-
eral and Confederate armies. No decisive action, or
even skirmish, is anticipated for at least two days,
which will allow the British troops to concentrate
and the Fenians to fortify themselves. The obstruc-
tion of the Welland Canal and a movement on To-
ronto, is thought to be the present object of the
Fenians. The Head Centre referred to asserts that
no pillaging will be allowed, as they don’t make war
on the people of Canada, but on the British Govern-
ment.
Colonel O'Neil commands the troops that made
the landing from here. He is styled Commander of
the Irish Republic in Canada. It is reported that
General Sweeny crossed over into Canada with the
body of the Fenian force, but this is denied by those
who should know. It is said that men are constant-
ly crossing from this side, and without difficulty, as
there is no United States force here to prevent them
doing 80, and the United States steamer Michigan
has had no orders or authority to stop parties from
crossing. It now appears that a concentration is to
be made not far from here in Canada, and after re-
ceiving expected reinforcements, the Fenians will
move on some important city. This may, however,
not take place for two or three days,
SYRACUSE, June 1.—Quite a number of Fenians
left this city last evening and this morning, some
bound East end some West, and officers connected
with the Fenian Government are busily engaged in
forwarding more men.
Quite an excitement prevails here in regard to Fe-
nian movements.
ToroNTO, June 1, 434 P, M.—The city is very much
excited by rumors of the Fenian invasion at Fort
Erie. From an early hour this morning volunteers
have been huirying to the military rendezvous and
sent to the scene of action. Telegraphic rumors are
coming in very fast—many of them without the
slightest foundation. The city press are issuing ex-
tras hourly, and the note of warlike preparation is
everywhere heard.
The Fenian force at Fort Eric is variously estima-
ted at from 1,500 to 3,000 men.
