If it be true, as reiiorted in the Italian papers,
that Viotor Emmanuel has invited Garibaldi to
organize a large volunteer corps of 15,000 or 16,000
men, and command it "under his entire responsi-
bility."it is no longer doubtful that hostilities be-
tween Italy and Austria willsoon begin. It is known
that Garibaldi considers himself bound, as a soldier,
to obey no instructions from tho Italian war office,
but to consider the slightest wish of Victor Emman-
uel as a command. Of the regular Italian army, as
many as 850,000 men are in arms. The cost must bealmost exhaustive to such a nearly bankrupt king-
dom as Italy: but the prize inview is large, and, at
all events, Venetia never would be peaceably re-
signed by Austria without an immense sum being
paid for it. If war. then this purchase money will
be disbursed in the other way, without gain to Aus-
tria; indeed, with a loss of tho military expense. By
this time, Austria must have, ready for the feld,
6'51.000 men and 1,000 guns. It is intended to leave
150,000 Austrian soldiers to retain possession of Vene-
tia and the Quadrilateral. The balance of 450,000
soldiers is what Austria will bring against Prussia.
Independent of the arming of any other Power.Austria and Prussia have now 1.000.000,1X10 soldiersready for the strife. It is believed that Garibaldi's
instructions are to head twenty battalions of volun-
teers?ls.ooo or 16.000 men. fitted for the guerilla ordesultory warfare, which he prefers?and land themou the east coast of the Adriatic. A des-cnt on the
Dalmatian coast (Austrian territory), is considered
as most probable, and. with the present discontentin Hungary, it is hoped, by Italy, that an insurrec-
tionary movement there would perplex Austria. It
need scarcely be added that the generals of tho "reg-
ular" Italian army are much opposed to any oom-
niand being given to Garibaldi. This was to be ex-pected.-Phila. Press.

.Nti?It has come to the knowledge of this Depart-

ment that the Governor of one of the States of the
United States has issued instruments signed by him-self, and bearing the seal of the State over which he
presides, which instruments purport to be passports
to citiiens of the United States.

These proceedings having been brought to the at-tention of the President of the United States, I am
directed by him to inform the Governors of the sev-
eral States that the granting of passports by them,
or by other State authorities, is deemed to be incon-
travention of the Constitution and laws of the Uni-
ted States, and of the laws of nations, and that all
such instruments are illegal and void, and that such
instruments willin no case be recognized by this De-
partment, or accepted or recognized by the Govern-
ments of foreign States.
