CONGRESS.

SENATE.?In tho Senate yesterday several petitions 1
were presented, asking an extension of the timo for I
collecting tho tax on the circulation of State banks.
Mr. Grimes reported a bill authorizing tho Secre-
tary of the Navy to accept League Island as a naval
station. A joint resolution authorizing the distribu-
tion of surplus American State papers was passed.
Mr. Hendricks endeavored to call up tha resolution
fixing the time for adjournment, but after consider-
able discussion tho Senato refused to fix the day by
a vote of yeas G, nays 25. The tax bill was then ta-

ken up and considered, and pending discussion on
the bill, the Senate went into Executive session and
afterwards adjourned.

DOUSE. ?In the House amessage was received from
tho President transmitting a report from the Secre-
tary of tho Treasury showing tho amount of direct
taxes collected in the insurrectionary States since
August 5,1801. Tbo Houso refused to concur in the

LYNCH LAW IX ONEIDA C'OFXTY. X. Y.

Tiio XoicricsiM Looinis Family Driven Out
ami their House Burned.

[From tho New York Post.]
.

On Sunday morning a strong party of citizens, liv-mg at or near tho southeastern part of the county of
Oneida, inthis State, consummated a long-chcrishcd I
purpose of destroying the house and other buildings Iin tho town of Sangorfiold, belonging to tho notorious jfamily of thieves known as the Loomises. Itwill be
remembered that we gave a lull description of this I
lawless family and their gang, extracted from tho re-port of the Prison Association. sometime ago; also, ithat a mob attacked thorn last fall and murdered one ;of them. This time there appears t. have been apurpose to drive them away, which would seem mustbe successful.

We collate the following particulars from tho UticaMorning Herald :

"About daylight, or a short time before, tho Loom isresidcnco was surrounded by a large number of per-sons. variously estimated at from sixty to one huu-d-reu; the houso entered, and all tho inmates taken
prisoners and put in irons. Then commenced asearch on the premises.
_

"The following persons were taken prisoners:
Ehoda Loomis, Cornelia Loo mis, Grove L. Loomisand I luuib Loomis. They were ironed, but therewere several occupants of the house over whom a
strict watch was kept, but were not arrested. Soon
alter, the party being removed from the houso. a
L>utc. boy, in tho employ of the family, was takenup and hung t<> a tree, inorder to make liimconfess,
ifpossible, what ho knew of the doings of tho family
and others that were there. This did not amount tomu^h.

'"After releasing tho Dutchman tho party tooki'lumt) Loomis and hung him up in tho same man-
ner, and called upon him to confess. He was served
in this iranner three times, and the last time, upon
being let down, was found to be perfectly senseless.Between the hangings ho affirmed that he had notseen tne man Alvnrd for five years; also, th man
that shot officer Filkins was a brother of ThoiuasMott, now in Morrisville jail; that ho also fired thoborn of Mr. Morris Terry in Waterville last fall, andMr. Conger's buildings at Sweet's Corners, some timeago; that he (Mott) was paid by tho Loomis family
to do it; also, that Alvord was, on Sunday morning,
shot twice by officer Filkios, and that Grove tookhim away last Saturdav. Plumb further said thatMott and others, for whom there were papers, were
away from his house now, but proclaimed his readi-ness to assist in finding them. Grove also expressed
himself in the same manner. Tho party then pro-
ceeded to rciiiovo the horses and other live stock out
Oi harm's way, and then fired the barn and shanties,
destroying everything. The hop house was tho last
building fired. A small barn or shanty, that waaback in the woods, was notdeatroveJ, being the only
tuinE left standing on tho premises. Mrs. Loomis
said the party was composed ot persons mostly from
Madison county; that she did not know of there be-ing any from Waterville connected with it. Others
say officer stone, of Madison countv, and a large
posse of aids, wero present, and that thev, with aparty from North Brookfield, wero tho main movers
m tho a flair.

"Plumb Loomis was taken to Morrisville in iron.s.
Iho others were released on condition that they left
those parts within 30 days. Ifseen about the vicin-
ityafter that time they forfeited their lives."

A TRAGEDY NEAR MEMPHIS.

A IT?an Murdered?lils TSiree Murticrers
Shot Hie Man Who SSiootu Ihcm
Killed.
MEMPHIS, Tenn., June 15.?Last Tuesday three

men eallcd at tho house of AViu. Carmichael, about
fcix miles from the city, on the Holly Ford road, and
took Joseph Paine and Wm. Carmichael from tho
house into the woods, where they mortally wounded
the former, while the latter barely escaped with his
life.

A warrant for the arrest of tho murderers wasissued immediately after the information of the
murder of Paine was received, and the officers suc-
ceeded in capturing one of them, named Ewbank,
on Wednesday night. The next day 'yesterday), as
no officer could conveniently go out insearch of tho
others, W. J. Sainl reluctantly consented to be
deputized to serve tho warrant, lie rode out on the
Pigeon Roost road, taking Richard Graves, A. J.
Finkleton, and W. Carmichael to assist him in the
arrest of the murderers, and Ewbank to identify his
associates, he tfrving confessed the foul crime. On
their way, Daniel Henderson, a relative of Paino,
the murdered man, on learning their business,
mounted his horse and rode with them. £omo awy
thai Finkleton asked Henderson to go out. It is
more than probable that ho went with a purpose.

They found the other murderers, Wingate and Bo-
gett, living at the Johu Hersou place, on the Pigeon
Roost road, about eight miles from town. They had
been at work in tho field, but one was just then onbis way to tho house. Saint, by himself, approached
the latter, and told him he had a warrant, and would
arrest or shoot him. The murderer at once gave up
his arms and surrendered. The other, who was sur-
prised inthe field at work, did the same on summons.Tho party then started back toward the city.

Henderson rodo in front of ISaint, and commenced
cursing, as is said, and declaring that the murderers'
blood should bo taken then and there. Saint told
him he had disarmed them and received their sur-
render, and he would shoot any man who attempted
to harm them while in hi 3 keeping. He was acting
as an officer of the law, and the law should havo its
course.
?-Henderson continued to curse for a time, but at
length became silent. The prisoners wero coming
along peaceably, when, about dusk, Henderson drop-
ped behind the cavalcade. After dark, about eight
o'clock in tho evening, while Saint was still at the
head of the party, llondorson rode up and shot Ew-
bank in the back, the bali taking effect in the spine.
He roiled off dead lrom his mule. Henderson then
shot at Wingate, shattering his arm near the elbow,
and immediately turned upon Bogett, who was start-
ing to get out of the way, and shot, him twice, wound-
ing him so seriously that lie can scarcely recover.

As soon as Saint heard the firing, ho turned and
rode toward Henderson, telling him to desLt or he
would shoot him. His horse was rostive uuder the
pistol reports and galloped up near to Henderson.Tho latter at once tired upon him, but missed Saint
thwu I""'1 nenderfjon nnd h" f,n c - '"1 "1 hOTSA und
(lied m ten minutes. Allthis shooting occurred in
fifteen seconds. Henderson shot as fast ho could
cock his pistol and draw the trigger. Ho was so nearthe prisoners that every shot took effect. Before
Henderson died ho told a man living near tho scene
of the tragedy, that he was satisfied; he had had his
revenge. ISaint was an uncle of Henderson.

THE WAR OX THE COXTIXEXT,

Decree by the King ol' Pru^ia.
The following royal decree of the King of Prussia

has been officially communicated to tho Department
of State:

TRANSLATION.
Royal decree of 19th of May, 1866, relative to capturo

and confiscation of merchant vessels of enemies.
On tho proposition of the Minister of State Idecreethat, in the event of war, merchant vessels belonging

to subjects of hostile States shall not be subjected to
capture ar,d confiscation by my ships of war, so lung
as reciprocity be practised by the hostile States.

The preceding decree has no application to such
vessels as would bo subject to capture and confisca-
tion, even ifthey were neutral ships.

are, you can come here and blow away as much as
you like," And that is exactly the case now, Admi-ral; you can come here and oR)w away as much as
you like, but we cannot let you take the ships away.

TIME FOR ADJOURNMENT.
Mr. Ilendricks moved to take un the resolution

from the House fixing the time of adjournment. Mr.
11. s ;id the tax bill was to come up to-day, and asked
Mr. Fessenden whother it could not bo considered in
a week?

Mr. Fessenden thought itcould?
Mr. Fessenden hopod that it would not be taken up.
Iho Chair said the resolution had been referred tothe Committee on Finance, and as ithad not been

reported it was not before the Senate, and the motion
to take up could not bo entertained.

Mr. Ilendricks then modified his motion that the
committee should be discharged from the further
consideration of tho subject.. He thought they should
adjourn as soon as possible; tho country expeced it,
and would bo benefitted by it.

Mr. Fessenden did not think itpossible at tho pres-
ent time to fix any day for adjournment. There was
Considerable business yet to bo disposed of, and al-
though ho was as anxious a3 tho Senator from Indi-
ana to adjourn some time inJuly, ho did not think
it practicable to fix precisely what day.

Mr. Hendricks thought that the business of the
Senate was nowso far advanced that his motion
could be made with propriety. There wero many
reasons why an adjournment should take place, and
few, if any, why itshould be delayed. He was unwil-
ling to stay here, for tho sake of passing a new tariff
bill. lie demanded the yeas and nays on his motion,
which was disagreed to by tho following vote:

LAND GRANTS.

On motion of Mr. Henderson the bill to grant
lands to the State of K:n?as, to aid in tho construc-
tion of tho Kansas and Neosho Valley Railroad,
and its extension to the Red liver, was taken up.

Pending discussion the morning hour expired,
when, on motion of Mr. Fessenden, tho tax bill was
taken up.

THE TAX BILL.

On motion of Mr. Fessenden, tho time fixed for
tho collection of the tax on unmanufactured cotton
wa3 made on an 1 after the first of August next, in-
stead of the first of July.

The amendment of the Committee making the tax
two cc:ts per pound, instead of five, was agreed to.

Tho sixth section was amended so as to allow the
drawback provided for to threader knitfabrics man-
ufactured exclusively from cotton.

The eighth section was amended so as to make the
compensation of inspectors of cotton the same as in-
spectors of tobacco.

The section requiring the assessors of taxes to pub-
lish their notices in papers of the largest circulation
is amended by allowing the assessors to advertise in
any newspaper of their districts.

The provision allowing twenty-fivo cents to tho
assistant nssessors for each permit granted to any
tobacco, snuff or cigar manufacturer, was stricken
out.

An amendment was adopted that all distillers of
apj'les, grapes and peaches shall pay a license of $ 0.

An amendment was adopted providing that keop-
ors of borels, inns, taverns and eating hou-es having
paid the special tax imposed on them, shall be sub-
ject to no additional tax for selling tobacco, snuff or
cigars on the same premises.

An amendment was adopted requiring plumbers,
gas-fitters, architects and civil-or.gineers to pay a
license often dollars;

Pending discussion, on motion of Mr. Conness,
tho Senate went into Executive session and after-
wards adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
MESSAGE FROM TIIK PRESIDENT.

The Speaker laid before the House a message from
the President, transmitting a report of the Secretary
of the Treasury, showing the amount of direct taxes
collected in the insurrectionary States since August
5,1861. The amouuts herewith given are considera-
bly below the amounts apportioned to each State un-
der the direct tax law. The total amount thus lar
collected is as follows:

Virginia, $379,491.50; North Carolina, $266,253.81;
South Carolina, $205,882.61; Georgia, $54,521.76; Ala-
bama, none; Mississippi, $25,000; Louisiana, $30,-
167.16; Tennessee, $383,811.23; Arkansas, not report-
ed: Florida, $5,712.52; Texas, $47,423.68.

The rcpoti was ordered to bo printed, and laid on
tho table.

SAFETY OF PASSENGERS.

On motion of Mr. Kg*leston, of Ohio, uon-concur-
rrxoo was had oil the amenUmeut 10 iiouaobill,r-rlatuiß to the safety of tho lives of passenger*
on steamboats, providing for inspectors, eto., and a
committee of conference ou the disagreeing votes was
ordered.

PENSIONS.
Mr, Perham, of Maine, from tho Committee on In-

valid Pensions, reported a bill extending tho benefits
of the pension laws to Provost Marshals. Deputies
and Enrolling Officers, who havo boen killed in tho
disehargo of their duty.

The bill also provides lbr tho increase of ponsion
to widows according to the number of dependent
children. Itwas then passed.

THE SALES OF GOLD.
The House then took up the following resolution

offered on yesterday by Mr. Wilson, of Iowa:
Resolved. That the communication of the Secre-

tary of the Treasury bo referred to the Committee on
Banking and Currency, with instructions to inquire
fullyinto all tho lacts and statcsiuents therein con-
tained, and that the committee also inquiro whether
any gold has been purchased for tho Treasury sinco
tho Ist day of January, 1865; the amount of such pur-
chase, by whom and of whom made, the amount of
premium paid, and the compensation allowed tho
person acting for the Government; also, that the
committee report tho dates and amounts of the sev-
eral sales of gold made sinco the Ist day of January,
1866; the names of the purchasers, the amount pur-
chased by each, tho time of purchase, and all tho
circumstances attending such purchases and tho
amount paid tho agent of the Treasury; also, that

; the committee have power to send for persons and
papers, and shall report the results of the inquiry
hereby directed, with such recouiiuendations as may
be deemed proper for tne interests of the Govern-
ment.

Mr. Lo Blond, of Ohio, said ho was not disposed to
vore on this without some information. Itreflected
on high officials.

Mr. Wilson, of lowa, said that there lnd been
grave charges made in the newspapers against the
Treasury Department, and it was due that they

should be investigated, and if truo, made known,
and if untrue, disproved.

Mr. Randall, of Pa , hoped tho resolution would
extend to other Departments, so that it could be
seen who had been fonigiug inthe South. He wanted
tho men who had obtained cotton permits to be held
up to tho public.

Mr. Le Blond, of Ohio, thought that if this House
went to work to investigate newspaper charges,
members here would havo nothing else to do.

The resolution was then passed without a division.
THE PARIS EXPOS TIUN,"

The House theu resolved itself into Committee of
the Whole and took up, after considerable opposi-
tion on the part of Mr. Washburne, of Illinois, tho
House bill with Senate amendments, making appro
priations for the exhibition of American industry at

the Paris Exposition iu 1867.
Several amendments wero offered and voted down.
Mr. Washburno, of Illinois, offered an amendment

that no appropriation Should bo mado under this bill
until the French troops should be withdrawn from
Mexico.

Mr. Banks, of Massachusetts, protested against this
underhanded, evasive way of striking a blow at the
mechanics of this country. This amendment was
not germane to the bill. He was in favor of driving
Maximilian from Mexico, and would do all he could
to aid the republic.

Mr. Stevens, of Pennsylvapia, said he was glad to
hear that the Chairman of the Committee on For-
eign Affairs favored the driving of Maximilian out

I of Mexico.
| Mr.Baukssaid the Committee would do its duty, and
! the gentleman from Pennsylvania would have a
chance to vote.

Mr. Washburne, of Illinois,said he repelled the
chargo that he had struck a back-handed blow at tho
industry of tho country. Tho mechanics felt no in-
terest in this Paris exposition. It looked as though
we wero going back to the hard-cider times in voting
gold for the office-holders and rags for the people.

After further debate by Messrs. Davis, of New
and Harding, of Illinois, the amendment of

Mr. Washburne was rejected. Tho Committee then
rose, and Mr. Pomeroy reported to the Houso that
non-concurrcnee in the Senate amendments *ras re-
commended by the Committee of the Whole.

Mr. Washburne, ef JUincis, theu moved that tho
Senate amendments be laid upon tho table; which
was not agreed to?yeas 40, nays 74.

Tho House then insisted on its disagreement, and
asked of tho Senate a Committee ot Conference.

The House took up tho bill to increase the army,
and pending a voto on tho 2Tth section, tho Houso at
439P. M. adjourned. '

EXPLOSION OF PHOTOGRAPH COTTON ?About 10
o'clock yesterday morning an alarm of fire was given
at No. 93 Cro-by street, the flames and smoke being
caused bv the explosion of some prepared cotton for
use in photographing. It appears that tho cotton
was spread out to dry by the manufacturer, Daniel
D. T. Davie, who states that Mrsl Clement, occupy-
ing the first floor, placed a lighted furnace near the

; cotton, causing tho explosion. The concussion was
! sufficiently great to cause the destruction of the win-
! dows and frames in the basement and second floor,
the damage amounting to SSO. Tho loss sustained by
Mr. Davio is about S3SO.?W, Y. Times.

EXCITEMENT AMONG COLORED INHABITANTS.?Last
night, at a iato hour, the colored denizens living at
the rope walk, were greatly alarmed by a visitor from
ihe woods, a large wildcat, which had succeeded in
making his way into a room occupied by a woman
named Ann Lucas, alias Jenkins.

MEETING OF THE UNION STATE CENTRALCOMMITTEE
APPOINTED BY THE GTH JUNE CONVENTION.?A meet-
ing of the State Central Committco appointed by the
6th of June Convention, opposed to President John-
son's policy, and who endorse tho action of tho radi-
cals inCongress, was held yesterday at Temperance
Temple. A temporary organization was effected by
tho election of lion. Jacob Touio, of Cecil county,

chairman, and Mr. Samuel M. Evans Secretary.
Upon a call cf the members being made, itwas found
that eight counties ?consisting of Dorchester, Queen
Anne's, Worcester, St. Mary's, Calvert, Somerset,
?Charles, and Talbot?were not represented.

On motion of J. L. Thomas, the election of perma-
nent officers was gone into, resulting in the election
of Robert M. Proud, of Baltimore city, as permanent
chairman, and Samuel M.Evans as permanent sec-
retary.

Col. McKellip, of Carroll county, offered the fol-
lowing, which was adopted:

Resolved, By the State Central Committee, that
holding our position as such under, and in pursuance
of the authority of a Stato Convention of the Unionponplo of Maryland, and upon a platform of princi-
ple? laid down by them at iho time of our appoint-
ment, we do not recognize the right on our part to
alter or change such platform, that duty devolving
solely upon the people in convention assembled, and
that intho appointment of an executive or business
committee, we do not confer upon them the right to
ma'.io platforms for us or for the party ingeneva!."

A resolution appointingtheeloven delegate: repre-
senting Baltimore city, as tho State Executive Com-
mittee, with the Chairman of the Union Stato Cen-
tral Committoo, as chairman thereof, was adopted.

A proposition that the chairman of tho State Exe-
cutive Commit tee be authorized to appoint a corres-
ponding momber from each county delegation, to
whom all campaign documents shall bo directed, was
adopted.

A resolution was adopted giving tho authority to
the State Central Committee from each county to
fill vacancies therein occurring by resignation or
otherwise. The time for holding the Stato Conven-
tion for the nomination of a candidate for State
Comptroller was fixed for tho third Wednesday in

COAL DIGGERS' STRIKE. ?Nearly one thousand coaldiggers assembled on the West Common at Allegheny
City, on Monday morning, to consider the practica-
bilityof demanding an advance to five cents per
bushel for all merchantable coal. The diggers wore
all disposed to act reasonably and abido the decision
of the meeting, whether favorable or otherwise.They represented nearly all the principal coal iniiesin Allegheny county, and woro uniform in the char-acter of their grievances. Every one of them in-sisted that the present rate, which varies from twoand a half tofour cents per bushel, is inadequate to
meet their current domestic expenses. They claimthat if all the coal thoy dig out of the mines was paid
for at a reasonable rate, they would not strike for
higher pay. It seems, according to their statement,
that out of every ono hundred and twenty-five
bushels of coal, they receive pay for only about four-
fifths. This is owing to the method adopted by
some of paying only for such coal as is screened.
The screens are usually very large, so that coal of a
merchantable quality, ingreat quantities, is delivered

free of the expense of digging, the miners receiving
pay for the largo coal which will not pass through
the screens. Again, they stated to our reporter that
the coal cars are of a capacity greater than is legal*
These cars ought not to hold over twenty-five bush*jis.
but in several cases they had been enlarged to ven
thirty-five and forty bushels of coal. Ihey com-
plained, also, that they are not allowed the privilege
of measuring their own work. This, they allege, is
done by parties in the paid interest of the proprietors
of the mines, who make short returns. Thus, in a
variety of ways, it is claimed, they are prevented
from receiving a fair return for actually per-
formed. In order to obviate any difficulty in the
future, arising from these causes, they now demandfive cents per bushel forall merchantable coal, without-regard to its size, agreeing not to ask any return for'slack coal. "tU&burg ('ovwierci<il.

TAXES COLLECTED IN* THE SOUTHERN' STATES.
The JSecretary of the Treasury to-day transmitted

to tbo House of Representatives, in answer to a ref-
lation, a report from the Commissioner of Internal
Reveuue, from which it ippears that the amount of
direct taxes, bv act of lSol, apportioned to Virginia
13 $937,550, of which $379,491 has been collected.
Apportioned to North Carolina $576,194; co'lected
$2'0,283. Apportioned to South Carolina $363,570:
collected $205,852. Apportioned to Georgia $584,367;
collected $64,421. Apportioned to Alabama $529,313;
none collected. Apportioned to Mississippi $413,084;
collected $25,000. Apportioned Louisiana $385,886;
collected $301,167. Apportioned to Tennessee $069,-
498; collected $383,811. Apportioned to Arkansas
$261,886; collections not reported. Apportjoned to
Florida $77,522; collected §5.712. Apportioned to
Texas $355,106; collected $47,423. Tho property held
by the Government, under sales authorized by acts
relating to direct taxes, was purchased at prices
amounting in the several Stares as fo lows; Virginia
$32,265; South Carolina $65,392; Florida $6,16*; Ten-
nessee. $8,360.

In Arkansas, lands were struck off for taxes unpaid
to bidders, who never completed their purchases, to
the amount of $18,600. The amount received from
sales in the reveral States are follows: Virginia,
$113,130; South Carolina, $281,433: Florida, $54,599;
Tennessee, $122,717. Arkansas, not reported. The
whole amount standing to the credit of tho Arkansas
Commissioners from taxes collected and the pro-

ceeds of sales deposited to the credit of tho United
States is $165,262. The Secretary of .the Treasury, in
his letter enclosing the above facts, says: "I avail
myself of this occasion to press an opinion
upon my observation of the operation of tho law
that an additional enactment authorizing tho as-
sumption by the States respectively of the remainder
of the direct tax due from each would, in view of
tho present impoverished condition of their people,
prevent much hardship in individual cases, nnd save
trwin practical confiscation tho property of many
persons against whom the Government has no
grounds of complaint, while no public interest would
be injuriously affected by the change.

Should this policy be adopted, tho collection of
taxes under t e present system might and ought to
be discontinued until an opportunity for assumption
be offered. Whether the amount :enlized from re-
sales of property bid in for tho Government should
or should not be allowed to the Slates respectively in
computing the taxes still due, is a question well de-
serving of consideration, which I submit without
comment.

INTERNAL REVENUE.
The receipts on account of internal revenue for tho

prcsont fiscal year up to the 19th instant inclusive,
amount to $299,018,436. leaving less than one million
of dollars to complete $300,006,000, tho estimate made
at tho Buroau of Internal Revenue. It is now be-
lieved that the receipts of the fiscal yoar ending with
tho 30th of this mouthy will amount to $3'Jd,009,000
from taxes for internal revenue alone.

THE DISTURBANCE AT GOLDSRORO', N. C.
The Frecdinen's Bureaujlias received a comraunj-

tion giving tho particulars of the lato disturbance
between the whites and colored people of Goldsboro',
North Carolina, from which it appears that itwas
commenced by a ebmmiVsioner of t:.e townassaulting
a discharged colored soldier, who wes then beaten by
a crowd of whites. The black man was sent to prison
toawait the August term of the court, colored testi-
mony haviug been refused. The colored people ex-
pressed th irindignation at the treatment their friend
had received, and tho police were sent to arrest any
who were hoard to condemn tho action of the author-
ities. Some refu a ed to be arrested, whereupon out)
man waa shot and another mprta'ly wounded.
prejudice against colored men inthatsootiuii ui' North
Carolina is represented to be bitter and their treat-

ment oppressive.
ARREST OF TRIZE FIGHTERS.

To-day the police arrested Sam. Collier, of Balti-
mttrn.oua u.truoy Aaron, the victor and the vanquish-
ed in the prize fight which took place this morning on
tho Virginiashore. Tho men being too badly injured
to be removed from their lodgings, officers were left
in charge of them. Seventeen other parties were
arrested and escorted to the police station. The
parties, or a number of them, will bo held for a re-
quisition from the Governor of Virginia, on tho
chargo of engaging in and aiding and abetting a
prize fight.

RESPECT TO GEN.CASS.
The Department of State displays tho national flag

in mourning to-day, and the eastern entrance is
draped in black. The Navy and Treasury Depart-
ments havo also placed their flags at half mast, in
respect to the memory of the Hon. Lewis Cass, who,
during his L>;ng career of public services, occupied
the positions of Secretary or State and Secretary of
War.

Frightful Murders in York County, Pa?
Tiiree Persons iiilletl?Money tlie Mo-
tive, tc.
Tho Harrisburg Telegraph of yesterday contains

the following account of a horrid tragedy near Lenlk-
burg, York county, Pa:

We have just learned the particulars of a terrible
tragedy that has been enacted some three miles lrom
Lewisburg, York county, resulting in the murder of
three persons. George Squibb was a fanner in easy
circumstances, residing in Warrenton township, at
tho place indented above, and whose family consist-
ed of himself, his wife and a granddaughter, of
about fourteen years of age. It was supposed Mr.
S. bad ponsiderable money in his nossessiou, and it
seems that some fiend in human Shane determined
to secure this filthy lucre, even at the sacrifice of
several lives. On Sunday night *he monster visited
the house of Mr. Squibb, and Lbere murdered tho
whole family. The terrible affair was not discovered
until yesterday morning, when the neighbors found
Mr. S. lying on tue porch of his house, his body bear-
ing the marks of no less than fourteen cuts that had
been made thereon with a knife in the hands of tho
murderer.
ffilTbe old man's life was not extinct, but he was in-
sensible, and lived only untillast evening. Inside of
the house was the form of Mrs. Squibb, horribly
beaten and cut. She, too, was senseless, and there is
not the least hope entertained of her recovery, while
itis highly probable that the vital spark had fled ere
this reaches the eye of tho reader. Near by lay the
body of the granddaughter, cold in death. It was
also stabbed, beaten and "bruised. From tho fact
that all the victims were found divested of their
shoes, itis believed the murder was committed when
they were preparing to retire, which, according to
their custom, must have been at an early hour in tho
evening. Upon a search of the premises made
yesterday, about s3soift money was found, which the
murderer failed to lay his hands upon, but a married
daughter who lives in the vicinitystates that it was
supposed Mr. Squibb had S7OO or SBOO inhis posses-
sion, and it is probable that the robber obtained $350
or slso?a small recompense for his guilt as an assas-
sin. It is not known who committed the crime, but
he willyet be brought to justice, as "murder will
out."

The funeral of the grand-daughter took plaeo at
ten o'clock to-day, and was attended by a vast con-
course of citizens of tho neighborhood, among whom
the most intense excitement prevails inconsequence
of the brutal murder that has just been perpetrated
in their midst.

Misa Caroline E. Squibb, a daughter of the mur-
dered man, recently resided with Airs. Streeter, No.
381 F street, Washington city, and despatches have
been sent to notify her of the murder, but the opera-
tor reports that she has removed and cannot be
found.

An Irishman named Donovan has been arrested on
suspicion of having committed the deed and lodged
in jail.
