The New Y'ork stock market opened withconsid-
erable firmness this morning, hut in the afternoon
there was a marked pressure to sell, and prices gen-

erally gave way 3-5 to % per cent. Erio was, as usual,
the most active stock, and sold on the street before
Boards at 59%, but gradually declined throughout
tho day, and closes dull at 58%. New Y'ork Central
reached 99 at two o'clock, but fell off at the close to
98%. Reading was indemand to-day, and advanced
to 109*75 in tho afternoon, but with the general
market itreacted towards five o'clock, at which time
sales were reported at Ifß%. It is understood this
cveniDg that the directors of tho road havo resolved
to declare a semi-annual dividend of five per cent,
on the stock.

There seems but little interest manifested inMich-
igan Southern, and tho dealings therein have beon
small. Itsold at 79% intho morning, but gradually
declined to 79 at SP. M. Illinois Central lacks ac-
tivity,but is quoted at 121, with few sales. Pitts-
burg reached 87% this morning?an advance of 1%
per cent, above its closing rate last ovening?but in
consequence of heavy realizations itreceded to 8(3%
at two o'clock. Itwas firmly held later in tho day,
and towards 6 o'clock P. M. was in demand at 86%
@86%.

Rock Island was steady at the several Boards,
averaging 95% throughout, hut was somewhat weaker
on the stroot, subsequently closing dull at 95%. Fort
Wayne exhibited more activity to-day, and advanced
to 98 at the two o'clock call, and closes at the same
figure, having sold at 97'5 at tho lost Board. The
Northwestern stocks were dull, tho "common" sell-
ing to a limited extent at 30% and the "preferred"
at 59. Alloffers of each stock, however, meet with
ready purchasers. In consequence of the continued
improvement in the earnings of this company, and
the better management of tho road, itis confidently
expected, by many parties in New Y'ork who are
wellversed in the company's affairs, that tho pre-
ferred stock may henceforward be looked upon as a
safe 6 to 7 per cent, dividend-paying security. Should
this ultimately prove correct, itis so extremely cheap
at present prices that it is unusually hazardous to
sell "short."

Canton declined to 58%, and Cumberland was
steady at 45%. State bonds varied. Tennessee's
sold at 97, Virginia's at 67 and North Carolina's at
84, while a small lot of Missouri's brought 79%.

Government Bonds show an improvement, and
Five-Twenties of '64 advanced to 102%.

Gold opened on the street at 154, and with some fluc-
tuation during the day it declined to 152% at tho
close. Afailure was reported in the gold room yes-
terday, but tho liabilities of the party aro not yet

ascertained; they are probably large, as the amounts
dealt in are not untrcqncntly out of all proportion to
tho resources behind them. The shipment of Gold
to-day was merely nominal. Cash Gold has been
scarce, and as much as % per cent, has bcon paid for
uso.

The money market continues abundantly supplied
with capital, and Call loans arc eaiily negotiated at
5 per cent.

The New York Time", under date of tho 19th, says:
The gold speculation of Saturday and Monday fairly
broke down to-day, sales being made below 150cent, a difference of twenty per Cent against the highest
point to which the price was rushed up yesterday
morning. The fall to-day was made more precipi-
tate than itmight otherwise have bcon by the failure
of one of tlie leading Bull operators. As lie was un-able to make good his engagements, a very consider-
able amount of gold was soid out for bis account,
cash, to-day. As intimated inour weekly review onMonday morning, tho speculation above 140@145%t
cent, was inaugurated on no reasonable commercial
calculation. The export demand was about drawing
to its close. There was not tho slightest chance ofcreating distrust in tho Currency?Greenback orNational Bank.

The money crisis in London and the cotton crisis
in Liverpool bad been fairly turned even before one-
half our recent gold shipments had arrived out totheir relief. The Customs demand tor gold could notbe large, while the price of gold was rapidlyadvanc-
ing in June, and would be whollyqualified by tho
gold interest payments early in July. But the sug-gestion of any one or the whole of these reasonsagainst the violently upward speculation was not ex-pected to avail for its immediate arrest. The gam-
bling purchases in tho Gold Room on the fallaciousbelief that the entile supply of gold inNew Yorkcould and would be cornered, wore bound to run theirrace.. Ve believed then itwould be a short one, butcertainly not so short as only two days' experience
has proved it to be.

OCR FIVE-TWENTIES OX THE COXTISERT.
To the Editor of the jYew York Timet:

The following passage occurs in a letter of a Ger-
man friend of mine, (a merchant of long experience )
dated Bremen Juno 2, per ifansa. It strikingivil-lustrates tho view taken there inwell-informed Ger-
man quarters that a Continental war would load to a
hoarding of United States gold-bearing Bond*, in
preference to tho old-fashioned hoarding of gobi in
Louts d'Ors and ducats, which any regimental com-
mander might press from tho holders by forced loans
or requisitions.

A thousand ducats can be divided up to pay a regi-
ment of a thousand men, but a thousand dollar bond
cannot be used in that way, and besides, it can be
more easily secreted.

Therefore, look for a hoarding of Five-Twenty
Bonds by tho landowners and peasantry of tho Con-
tinent. and for n. strong investment demand by the
unfortunate Englishmen who have saved something
out of the wreck of the numerous burst-up "Limited
Corporations."

But to the passage. It is as follows,
"A great investment demand for 5-20i*-iw netting

in front the peasantry elite of people, especi-
ally since the war looks inevitable. They consider
the stock, and probably justly so, the safest thing to
hold in such a crisis."

Have not a spear of hay in the bam. or a single oat,
and havo not taken care of horses sinco I drove on
the canal, which means that we have no room for
horses or donkeys either.

bores, seedy students, soldiers, sailors, negroos,
Froednien's Aid Society agents, rebels, or abolition-
ists, evon though ministers inneighboring towns andcities have tola thorn "be sure and cs Liiere." '

it be for tho laudable object of furnishing unborn
African children with reel flannel night caps and line
tooth combs.

In short, the minister does not livo here now, and

that is, ifhe likes the looks of the animal?and
the jitrtinenzen are to his mind, he visits the
parents and proposes to marry the daughter.
The parents make inquiries respecting his
position, and especially respecting the quantity
of money he may possess. Should the reports
be favorable, they refer to the daughter, tell
her the conditions, and if they suit her they
are declared to be engaged. Cards in the
form: i-Herr Mueller, Traulein Schmidt, en-
gaged," are immediately sent to the friends.
