OOTERSOR SWASH'S SPEECH.
The great speech of Governor Swann to the

masses gathered in Monument Square on

Thursday night, is so full of needed warning,
is so clear in its enunciation of the President's
policy as the one thing needed to rescue the
country and the State from the dangers that
yet impend from radical measures, that no

wiser thing could be done by the Union State
Central Committee than to have a large edi-
tion struck oft' for circulation all over the
State. Taking up the histories of parties here
from the beginning of that terrible crisis
which has placed the State and every interest
in it in the most frightful peril, he shows con-
clusively who are the men to be relied upon
to conduct it through the dangers and troubles
it has still to encounter: and that unless those
who alliliate with the vindictive ultraists of
Massachusetts and Pennsylvania, are effectu-
allyrebuked and put down, we have yet the
most serious complications to expect the worst

evils to dread. Whilst the drift of the radical
measures is stoutly denied, Governor Swann
shows that the purposes of the men who have
done their best to bring about political and
social equality at the National Capital were
but poorly concealed; and where the record is
so plainly against those who for six or seven
months have kept the country almost as much
troubled as it was during the actual existence
of hostilities, because party aims would not
permit them to give us peace, it will be a
failure of ditty unpardonable, if the President
and those who endorse his policy arc not over-

whelmingly sustained.
That the bold and outspoken utterances of

Governor Swann will call down upon him
anew a shower of maledictions from those who
prefer the leadership of Thad. Stevens, Sum-
ner and Wilson, to that of the President, all
must expect: but for one we are quite willing
to let the best of them try their hands in
savage criticism upon the speech of Thursday
night, with the full belief and assurance that
the cause ofpeace and good government would
gain thereby.

We may then expect to findthe Prussian government exposed to tho strongest
solicitations of his ally,and Italy, perhaps, commit-
ted to a struggle by some rash act of those whom shebas summoned to her banner. It i? announced that
tho Kin? was immediately toarrive in Florence, and
that General Cialdini was also to bo there. Councils
of war willno uuubt follow: and Italy willcalculate
her chances in attacking her enemy with or withoutthe help of an ally. But if Austria remains on thedelensivo, thoso who attack the Quadrilateral willhave DO easy task. Something more than zeal andpatriotism is requisite to turn a strong army oat ofsuch a position.
If any gleam appears on tho dark horizon it is to

be found in the temper and behavior of tho Prussianand other German populations. Tho King of Prus-
sia and his Minister may well hosilute when they seewhat uuse. y they have caused and what spirit maysoon bo roused. The conscription presses with tre-mendous severity on the Prussian people. The coun-try, though richer and more industrious than for-merly, has not increased in population lo a degree
which will admit of such enormous gatherings ormen. Tho army which is actually in tho field is saidto amount to two hundred and eighty thousand tight-
ing men. with fifty-fivo thousand accessories. There
are one hundred and ten thousand depot troops andone hundred and twenty thousand of the first ban ofthe Lanuwehr ingarrisons. la times of enthusiasm
Jike 1813 these calls fur flesh and blood may bo an-swered without unwillingness; but a war to please aMinister, or even to gain aseacoust and a fine harbor
must not make too great demands. The require-
ments of the .State have now been beyond all bounds.

A population of loss than nineteen millions is ex-pected to support an army of more than half a mil-lion of men on active service. To make up the num-ber, the clerk is taken from the counting house, thotradesman from his shop, and the peasant from theheld. Women are everywhere performing more thantheir usual share of tho hard and coarse work of thoworld. An act of hostility on the part of Austriasuch as the entrance of Marshal Benedok into Prus-
sian territory, might make tho people forget thesehardships in hatred of the enemy, but at presont thediscontent is chiefly with their own government.Nut untilthe enemy has struck a blow will the King
have a really zealous and warlike arutv. As long aspeace is preserved thorc is tho possibility that this
disposition of the Prussian people may have sonicinfluence upon the ministerial policy. The middle
States, which havo not yet given up hopes of rceon
ciliation.are.no doubt, encouraged by this disin-clination for war to persevere in their efforts. Theirown limited power, however, and tho cumbrous ma-chinery of the Confederation, are likely to interposegreat obstacles to-effoctivo action.

With the abandonment of the Conference the ef-forts of the neutral Powers have naturally come to anend; though, if there were to appear any chance
oi resuming profitable negotiations, itwould, doubt-
less, not be neglected. Every Power is interested incheeking a war which \u25a0 ay spread over tho greaterpart of the continent. Evon distant Spain and l'or-
tu/al think it necessary to '.Tito measuro.* fr insuring
their neutrality. As regards Central and SouthernEurope the prospect is g'oomy enough. Nor are theoutlying portions of tho Turkish Empire yet soserurothat we can afford to dispense with tho supervision
anu guardianship tha' the Powers have exercised Ifthose Powers are engaged in ivaran ambitious empire
like 11 us?:a may attempt a return to a policy that hasonly been temporarily abandoned. Though wo can-not think itright that the neutral States shouldfurther interfere with the belligerents, they might
take counsel together for tho benefit or the rest ofEurope, and use their influence to prevent any am-bitious Power front turning the general confusion toaocount.
