(TITOS the following incident of (Jen. Scott, relatedduring a conversation with the writer in April, 1805:Watts, my aid, saved my life the
morning before the battle of Chippewa. The cir-
cumstances are as follows: At the mouth of Street's
flSli'i c

empties into the Niagara river, im-mediately adjacent to the battlefield of July 5. stooda house occupied by a Mrs. Street. As there werono males belonging to her family, she had applied to
mo.tor protection, and I had given her a safeguard

first cup of coffee, and was about to raise it to my
mouth when I experienced tho truth of the proverb

"Myaid. George Watts, perspiring very freely, had
risen from the tabic .and stepped across the room to '
another table, noar tho window, to get his pocket
handkerchief out of his dragoon helmet or casque,
which lie bad previously placed there. My cocked
hat lay upon the snmo table, and I lost it in conse-
quence. Looking out of the window, he turnod to
ir.o and said quietlybut significantly. 'ID three min-
utes the house will be surrounded with Indians!' I
set down my untasted coffee, rushed from tho room,
cleared tho piazza and steps with one bound, and ran
'like a man' for tho bridge which communicated
with our own side of the stream. Thus George Watts,
by his promptness, saved my life, for the wholo thing
had been arranged by Mrs. Street, with the intention
of murdering and scalping me. She had given tho
signal bv waving something from tho houso as soon
as we had sat down to breakfast.

"The same night, nfter my victory at Chippewa. I
made Mrs. Street's house our hospital, and its rooms
and the court-yard, in which I had caused tents to
bo pitched, wero filled with our wounded. When I
visited tho houso I found tho treacherous woman
and her daughter, a very pretty person, engaged in
attending to the wants of the wounded British offi-
cers in ilio second story. 1 saw tho iattcr carrying
refreshments to a wounded British officer to whom
she was engaged to be married. As she had been
moving through tho rooms titled with blood from
injuries and amputations, her dress was completely
drenched to the knee. Both mother and (laughter
avoided catching my eye. and I avoided any
attempt to make them do so, for they were women,
and, as such, 1 could not feci vcngoanco, although
they had attempted to compass my death. As I said
before, upon this occasion 1 owed my life to Lieut.
Watts."

Bales for tlanngenient of Cows.
Never buy a cow of a dairyman, for if he i 3

a good manager he will sell only his poor
animals.

To determine which cows are best for keep-
ing, try their milk separately and weigh their
butter ?for sometimes a cow may give much
milk and little butter, and vice versa.

A cow newly come in should not drink cold
water in cold weather, but moderately warm
slops. Calves intended for raising should bo
taken from the cow within a few days, and
they will be less liable to suck when old.

Young calves should be fed with new milk
for a time, then skim milk, and then sour
milk, taking care that all the changes are
gradual, by adding only a portion first; and
gradually a little meal.

Hearty eaters are desirable for cows, and
they may be usually selected while calves. A
dainty calf will be a dainty cow.

Heifers should become accustomed to be
freely handled before calving, and drawing the
teats. They will then not be difficult to milk.
Begin gradually, and never startle them.

In milking cows, divide the time as nearly
as practicable between morning and evening,
especially at time of early grass, that the udder
may not suffer.

Persons who milk should keep their nails
cut short; animals are sometimes hurt with
sharp nails, and tire unjustly charged with
restlessness.

Old cows should be fatted at fifteen years.
The dairyman, therefore, who has fifteen
cows, should raise a heifer calf every year to
supply the vacancy ; if the herd is thirty cows
he should raise two calves, and so forth.

Heifers dried up too early after calving, will
always run dry about the same time in after
years; therefore be careful to milk closely tho
first year, until about six weeks before calving.

Tut: PROCESS OF PRESERVING BEEF AND

PORK. ?Take a clean barrel and pack the meat
into it, dry, with salt sufficient to preserve it.
In a short time there will be sufficient liquid
to cover it. This 7s all, only when it is warm
weather if there is any mould, or "white
scum" begins to form around the edge, next
the barrel, put iu a little more salt, and it will
very soon be gone, and so whenever this
reappears.

After one year, or whenever your meat is
gone, and you want to put in a new supply
for another year, pour out the brine into some
other vessel, with the sediment and any salt
that may not have been dissolved.

After packing down your meats, as before
described, iuto the barrel, (which, of course,
has been rinsed out with clear water,) care-
fully pour off the clear brine, from the sedi-
ment, into the barrel. This pouring off the
brine from the sediment, and throwing away
the superfluous amount ofbrine, as it increases

| yearly, is all there is to be done with it,
instead of the many scaldings of the old way;

To MAKE SUPERPHOSPHATE.?A correspond-
ent of Irish Farmer's Gazette wants to learn
"the best method of making superphosphate,
with proportion of bones and acid." The
editorgivesthe following directions: "Saturate
the bones with as much warm water as they
will absorb, without running off ; open the
heap as if for making mortar; pour in the

[ sulphuric acid, in the proportion of one-half
cwt. to one cwt. of dry bones, and mix tho

| whole well up; make into a heap, and cover
well with fine, dry earth, turf mould, ashes or
sawdust; leave it to digest for a week or ten
days, and theu mix some of the above drying
stuffs to absorb the superfluous moisture and
render it of easy distribution."

TAKE CARE OF THE CHICKENS.? It is a
common thing for farmers to complain that
they get but little benefit from their chickens,
while on many accounts they are a positive
nuisance. The truth is, any sort of domestic

.animals will prove a source of embarrassment
unless tbey are properly taken care of.
Chickens need shelter, clean quarters, lime,
gravel, chopped feed, (meat, grain and vege-
tables,; and water, all regularly fed to mako
tliem thrive. If so treated they will delight
your ears all winter long with the music of a
significant cackle and your palate with savory
eggs. ? Wis. Farmer.

GRIJEN CROP TO PLOUGH UNDER.?A gentle-
man asked the New York Farmers' Club?"ls
buckwheat a profitable crop to plough under
for renovating the soil, when grass is 'bound
out' and the herbage yield small?"

AV. S. Carpenter thought peas were better
to plough under, as a green crop, than buck-
wheat. Some of the members suggested red
clover; but the majority thought a crop of
peas would afford much more fertilizing matter
than a crop of clover; and more than this,
two crops of peas may be grown iu one year,
while only one crop of clover can be raised in
two years.

THE BORER. ?We are determined, says the
Maine Farmer, to persecute the borers till they
shall seek other quarters than our orchards.
We are trying a novel experiment. We box
up the tree a foot from the ground, and fill it
with shavings or sawdust. If they attack the
tree, it must be above the box, where they can
easily be seem It is easily done, and we sea
no reason why it will not be a preventive.

POPULARIZING SHEEP. ?A New Hampshire
farmer has discovered that his orchard in
which his sheep were pastured was free from
borers and other noxious insects, and very
thrifty, while an adjoining orchard, in which
no sheep were allowed, was neither thriftynor
exempt from these borers and insects. He
thinks the presence and odor of the sheep
drive off' the insects.

HOLLOW HORN. ?A remedy, says tho Rural
New Yorker, for the cure of the hollow horn,
or horn ail in cattle, is to dissolve a table-
spoonful of copperas in warm water, and mix
it with the creature's mess, if it is not j>ast
eating; if it should be pour it down. This
dose will seldom need to be given more than
once. It has been our remedy for many
years, in a large dairy.

CURE FOR HEAVY HORSES. ?Mix equal parts
ol pulverized borax and saltpetre, and give
the diseased horse a tablespoonfula day; and
every other day a spoonful of sulphur. Give,
also half a spoonful of copperas twice a week.
Continue this mode of treatment five or six
weeks. The worst cases of heaves may be
cured in this way. The medicines may ba
mixed.

THE ONION MAGGOT. ?The onion maggot
may be destroyed, it is said, by pouring a
small stream of boiling water along the drills,
near the roots of the plants; the heat is
sufficient to kill the tender maggots, but not ta
destroy the plants.

THE CROPS.? We learn that the farmers of Smith,
Putnam, Overton and Jackson counties have com-
menced harvesting their wheat, which, although
below an average yield, is by no means a failure.
The corn inthose counties net er promised such an
abundant yield. The fruit crop is beyond all prece-
dent. The oldest farmers say that they have no re-
collection ol such a flattering prospect. The breadth
ol land planted is very large?none that has ever
been planted is lctt uncultivated. The tanners
throughout this entire country are represented as
being hopeful, as well as energetio and enterprising.
