S 1 have the honor to communicate to you the
result of the observations specially made by the
United States naval astronomical expedition to de
termine the solar parallax—the sun’s distance from
the earth.

It will be remembered by the dep
Dr. Gerling—an eminent geometer of Germany—
suggested the practicability of determir t
fundamental astronomical datum from observations
of Venus near the inferior conjunction instead of
awaiting the rare phenomena of transits of the
planet across the sun’s dise; that an expedition to
the southern hemisphere was proposed to  the de-
partment by myself for the pur ' making the:
observations, which, in connexion with similar ob-
servations to be made at the Naval Observator B
would test the method; and that the earnest com-
mendations of the measure by physicists, both in
Europe and this country, induced Congress to au-
thorize the expedition by a special graut in the ap-
propriation bill approved 3d August, 1848,

We were absent from the United States nearly
three and a half years, and the observations consti-

tuting the more immediate object of the expedition

extended through parts of each of the years from

November, 1849, to September, 1852, inclusive,

So many classes of observations were embraced
| in the plan of operations adopted by the department
that our small party was almost constantly occu-
pied in observatory’ duty proper, and it was not
possible to prepare any of the data for the final
computations until after the return of the expedi-
tion to the United States.

With regard to the individual case, there was noth-
ing neglected or omitted in thi country., On the
question of prineiple, he was sorry to adwmit that
men lived among us who might entertain dangerons
and criminal designs; but it was not the English
custom to punish men for intentions not caer into
effect.  Multitudes of foreigners lived here not by
our wish, nor even by their own, but with whom we
could not interfere so long as they counfined them-
selves to mere designs, without committing overt
acts of criminality.

spirators. In fact, the English police, when any
dangerous conspiracy became known to them,

thought it their duty to warn the Sovereign whose
life was threatened, and to those advices he believed
that the Emperor of the French had been more than
once indebted for useful information. He wished,
however, to hear from the Government, whether
any steps had been taken to advocate a wish to
frustrate or suppress their atrocious conspiracies
against foreign monarchs. He would not, in the
slightest degree, infringe the sacred right of asylum,
even though it was so flagrantly used. No govern-
ment would ask Parliament to grant any measure
whose effect would be to infliet punishment on sus-
picion without tangible evidence of guilt. This
question required most serious consideration. If
any means could be found to prevent these abomina-
blé attempts at assassination, he was sure that the
Legislature would give their cheerful and ready ac-
quiescence.

Lord Granville alluded to the eriticism passed by

Lord Derby on the policy and the conduct of the
Government with regard to India and China. It
was not, he said, customary for her Majesty’s min-
isters to enter into miscellaneous explanations, when
there was no definite question before the House,—
They were prepared to defend their conduct at all
[mints‘ The war with China had been discussed at
ength many months ago, and referred to the coun-
try, whose opinion was sufficient. It would have
been most agreeable to the Government to have at
once expressed their detestation of the crime lately
attempted at Paris, and their congratulations for
the providential escape of the French Emperor.
For such a course would have been unprecedented
without notice given, and a formal motion laid be-
fore the House e regretted that the mistaken
conclusion of certain officers in the French army
should have obtained publicity, but it was, he
thought, unworthy of a great nafion to be biassed
in its course by the intemperate utterances of a few
individuals. The country he was convinced would
never give up its right of asylam, nor could any
Government ventare to suggest such a surrender,
either in the case of their own subjects or of for-
eigners. Some measure designed to prevent the
repetition of atrocities such as had l;lh'{_\' been at-
tempted, would, however, be introduced on Monday
in the other House, and without entering into the
detail of that bill, he invited their lordships to give
it their serious consideration.

Lord Malmesbury commented upon various points
of the recent Ministerial policy. He expressed his
regret and abhorence of the crime lately attempted
against the life of the Emperor Napoleon.
