General Scott entered the Senate Chamber about j
one o'clock, l.ong before his entrance the scats of 1
Senators were nearly filled by ladies, to whom in j
courtesy they were surrendered. Wh n the vete-
ran soldier entered the door lie was hailed with loud j
applause both from the densely crowded gallery and \
the floor of tliecliamb r. lie was led forward by
Senator Thompson, who introduced him to the I'ri- j
sident as follows:

"Mr. President?l have the pleasure of introdu-
cing to you Lieutenant General Winfield Scott?a j
gallant soldier, who, 1 can only add. is an honor to :
riis country, an honor to Virginia, and au honor to '
his native county, (Dinwiddie,) which I represent
here."

The President of the Senate spoke as follows :
'?Lieutenant-General Scott: As the presiding offi- !

cer of this body, it is my agreeable duty t; 1 welcome
you to the hall of the Senate of Virginia. The j
people of your native State, through their repre- j
sentatives in the Senate, greet you and bid you |
welcome. In doing so we honor our whole country
as well as yourself I will not indicate in your j
presence tlie deeds and services which have render- I
ed your name immortal. The history of vour coun-
try will be your most eloquent eulogy, ft is indeed |
a source of patriotic priae that we have in our
country such a distinguished soldier and eminent
patriot to participate with us in the inauguration ;
of the Equestrian Statue of the Father of his Coun- '
try. As the organ of the Senate, I therefore most j
cordially welcome you in our midst."

Gen. Scott, after a moment's silence, replied as
follows:

MR. PRKSIDENT ANDSENATORS: 1 cannot give ex- '
pvession to the deep emotions of pleasure I experi- |
ence at this reception in my native State. Little
did I expect to meet with such honors here, and from
you. 1 find myself in the midst of my countrymen
?my dear countrymen?natives of the State which
was the cradl: of my first hopes, my first ambition.
In my long career?more remarkable perhaps for its j
length than its brilliancy?l have ever felt the re- j
sponsibility 1 inherited by my birth. I have always 1
said, what will Virginia" say of me; and when, 'in
the course of ray public life, I have always remem-
bered at its mist important points that I bore a por- ;
tion of her honor on my shoulders. I have said
that if I proved recreant I would be doubly censur-
ed in her estimation and that of the country. It
was in the school of Virginia that I imbibed those
principles which have guided me through life, and
it i 3 by the example of her Washington, and the
other great Vi'ginians, that I am inspired with the
desire to be remembered bv my State. That desire
has been accomplished far beyond my most sanguine
expectations. Honors upon honors she has heaped
upon me, and I could not if I would ever forget tier

favors. At the end of the war of 1812?'15 she pre-
sented me with the sword I now possess. She has
given my name to one of her counties, and after the
lapse of a third of a century, when mv small servi-
ces might be supposed to fiave been forgotten, she
honored me with a vote of thanks and a gold medal.
I allude to these things in a spirit of gratitude and
not of vanity. The time has passed away for that.
1 have arrived at that age when the passions are
mellowed and the imagination ceases to be fiery and
irregular?an age of quiet and enjoyment; and tlie
scenes of this day will fill me with grateful memo-
ries, and I will bear its recollections with me to that
final resting-place to which, in the course of nature,
lam rapidly tending. With a Virginiaheart 1 ten-
der to all Virginians my gratitude and mv att'eetion.

After the applause following the speech had sub-
sided, the President of the Senate introduced Gen.
eral Seott to the members of the body. Many of
the ladies present also sought and obtained an intro-
duction.

Subsequently Lieut. Gen. Scott was conducted
into the hall of the House of Delegates by Mr. Ed-
munds and the other members of the committee,
and introduced to the Speaker of that body.

The Speaker (having previously risen from his
seat) said: ?"Gen. Scott, it affords me great pleas-
ure, sir, to welcome you to this liall, and introduce
you to gentlemen composing the popular branch of
the Legislature of Virginia,and to extend to you for
them, and through them for the people of this Com-
monwealth and the Legislature of A irgiuia, a hear-
ty welcome to your native Ltate. 1 would do vio-
lence to my own feelings, and would, I am sure, do
violence to your own gallantrv, if I did not include
the ladies who are assembled here to-day in this
cordial assurance of welcome.

"You have returned to Virginia on this occasion
to unite in demonstrations of respect to a name we
all delight to esteem and honor; to unite in the
inauguration of yon emblem, commemorative of
him who was "first in peace, first in war, and first
in the hearts of his countrymen." [Loud ap-
plause.]

"We have before lis, sir, in vour person, tlie hero
of Chippewa and of Lutidy's Lane. [Applause.]?
We have the conqueror of Mexico. [Renewed ap-
plause.] We have in short, sir, the first captain of
the age. [Continued applause.]

"Sir. I am sure that your noble heart willappre-
ciate the declaration when I announce to you, as 1
feel authorized to do, that you occupy a place in
the heart of every Virginian.

"In conclusion", sir, permit me to say that it will
ever be a most pleasing recollection that I have had
the honor to perform this most agreeable duty and
to extend this most cordial welcome." [Loud ap-
plause.]

Gen. Seott replied, substantially, as follows:
"Mr. Speaker, I am somewhat accidentally in the

capital of Virginia. I could not allow the inter-
esting ceremonies which are about to be performed
on the public grounds to pass by without being pre-
sent on the occasion, and I came here, sir, to wit-
ness the demonstration in honor of the "Father of
his Country." But instead of being a looker-on, I
am met by the assembled Representatives of the
Commonwealth, and have been honored bv them
with a cordiality and kindness which I could not !
have expected.

"Virginia has always taken a lively interett in
those of her sons who have endeavored to do well
in the cause of the Commonwealth. It has been
tnv fortune to be benefited by that maternal feeling.
I have had conferred upon me honors, the recollec-
tion of which I have ever cherished. Soon after
the end of the war of 1815, I had conferred upon
me by the Legislature of this State, a sword of
honor?a beautiful token of approval, I regret to
say, I have not with me at this time. The sword I
have on is a Louisana sword, and hapnened to be
the only one within reach when I left Washington.

At a subsequent period Virginia did me the honor
to confer upon me a gold medal, which would set
forth the distinction by which I had gained the ap-
probation of the Representatives of a State that I i
am proud to own as my dear old mother. Later, !
thev conferred another honor upon me, by passing
highly complimentary resolutions ; and now, forty-
lour years after the first honor which was bestowed
upon me by the Legislature of Virginia. 1 am re-
ceived here with a warmth and cordiality which
makes me feel that this honor is the proudest of
them all. [Applause.]

" When I reflect upon all these testimonials of re-
gard I may say, without arrogance, that my life has
not been entirely in vain. From my earliest youth

1 was fired with an ardent desire to prove myself
worthy of this Commonwealth, and now, to receive
such generous applause, is truly gratifying to mv

feelings. It will cheer the remaining days of life";
willlighten ray path to the grave."

After a few more remarks of similar purport,
Gen. Scott concluded by reiterating his thanks for

the honors which had been conferred upon him.
The Speaker then vacated the Chair, and intro-

duced the illustrious guest to the members and
others, and after some time had been spent in the
interchange of salutations the House adjourned.

THE MONUMENT.

Crawford's monument is considered his master-
piece, and one of the greatest triumphs of Ameri-
can art. The basement is in the shape of a star,
with six points, upon each one of which will stand
a statue of one of those Virginians who so effective-
ly aided the pater patriae by their eloquence, their
genius, or their swords. Patrick Henry, with his

arms raised and extended, is energetically advocat-
ing independence; while Jefferson, in an attitude of
earnest contemplation, holds in one hand a pen, and
in the other the Delaration of Independence.?
When all of these figures are finished and in their
places, the effect willbe very striking.

In the centre of this group, and towering above

it, is the colossal equestrian statue of Washington,

which, including the charger, is twenty-five feet
high. The great chieftain is represented in full

continental uniform, at the critital moment in a

battle. His horse is reined up and partly thrown
upon the haunches, as if suddenly checked while

moving rapidly, while the rider " sits on the beast
with majestic ease, and, as if something had sud-
denlv caught his attention in the distance, he is
pointing forward and rather upward with his hand,

while his head and face are slightly turned to the
left, and might indicate that he was either calling
the object that had just struck his own eyes to the

notice of his companions, or was giving a command
to be executed at the spot to which he points. The
figure is erect, the chest thrown forward, the knees
pressed to the saddle, the heel nearly* beneath the
shoulder, and the sole of the foot almost horizontal.
The seat is a military and not a hunting seat, and
the whole impresses the mind with the idea of per-

fect ease, calmness, and command." So says G. P.
R. James, the novelist, who should be a judge.

COLLIERY EXPLOSION AT ASHTON?FORTY LIVES
LOST.? On Tuesday, the 2nd, about five p. m., a
shocking loss of life was occasioned at Bardsley,
near Ashton under Lyne, by an explosion of tire-
damp inthe colliery of Messrs. W vide A Co. There
were 181 men and boys employed in the workings of
what is called the Diamond Pit, and a portion of
them had been drawn up < about 40 in number) when
the explosion occurred. The pit is of great depth,
being estimated to dip 470 yards below the surface
of the ground: but the force of the explosion was so
great notwithstanding, that it blew off one of the
ropes from the wheel at the hand-stocks over the
top of the shaft. The cenductors were also broken,
and it became necessary to exercise much caution
iu winding up and down the remaining rope by
which such of the colliers as had not been killed
could alone hope for escape. The noise of the explo-
sion soon brought a number of colliers and other
people from the neighborhood to the spot, and in a
short time there was a good number of voluntecra
ready to descend the shaft in search of the sufferers
from" the explosion. Unfortunately, the number of
these turned out to he very great. William and

James Hibbert, the underlookers of the colliery,
undertook to conduct the volunteers into the mine
and direct their efforts. Of the 181 work-people in

the mine, 108 had arrived out in safety, 27 had been
brought up dead, and 26 others had been found more

or less burnt. This left 20 persons missing, accord-

ing to the mustor-roll in the company's office, but
there appears to be some discrepancy between it
bed the calculations of those employed in searching
ane mine, who estimated the missing at about 13.
As there is little or no probability of any of these
13 being still alive, the total loss of lives is calculated

to be about 40.

j gers of conspirators in the name of liberty, sealed

i the doom of the Republic. Hark Antony in the
play is not only eloquent, but historically right,

! when he says to the fickle populace of Rome.
| "Then you, and I, and all of ns fell down, while
! bloody treason flourished over us." Americans,
! therefore, can more sympathize with assassination,
; even as a remedy for the most galling tyranny.
| Our own liberty was achieved boldly by the sword,
i in the face of heaven, and in the light of day?not
. by midnight conspirators, or stealthy assassins.

And we came legitimately by our honesty. Our
English forefathers, if convinced that the liberties
of themselves and their jxjsterity demanded the

[ shedding of royal blood, took care to shed that
; blood honestly and publicly, and under the sane-

j tion and solemnities of judicial process. Had
Charles I. died by the poniard of the assassin, in-
stead of the executioner's axe, England might have

been what France is now, and the world would
have been deprived of that most signal and exem-
plary vindication of the great fundamental princi-
ple of a constitutional monarchy, the supremacy of
the law over the will and the person of majestv.

As Americans, we cannot but sympathize with
every honest and legitimate effort to advance the
cause of Republicanism abroad. But as Ameri-
cans, we are equally bound to detest and deplore
all attempts at the perpetration of atrocious crime
in the name of liberty, and we are the more indig-

j nant when we find that those attempts are as fool-
\u25a0 isli, wanton and absurd, as they were infamous

i and wicked.
It is in this light that our countrymen universal- i

ly regard the tragedy at Paris on the 14th January, j
?the attempt of Orsini, Pietri, and their eonfede- i
rates, to murder the Emperor ofFranne at the door |
of the Opera House by the explosion of fulminating !
shells, which resulted in the almost miraculous es- I
cape of the intended victim, but in the maiming, I
mutilating or death of over one hundred by- j
standers.

The miserable wretches who were the instruments i
of this wholesale attempt at murder will soon ex-
piate their crime by receiving merited punishment, i
The instigators and contrivers of this and similar i
plots are still at large, patching new and more in- '
genious plans in their scheme of social destruction
and demolition.

Prominent among these restless and reckless ene-
mies of mankind is the notorious Italian demagogue I
Mazzini. \\ e are aware that it has sometimes been
the fashion to speak of this man as a patriot, enti-
tled to our sympathy and respect. But, however
good may be his motives or sincere his professions,
unless we lend ourselves to the demoralizing dogma
that the end justifies the means, we cannot, upon ;
the principles already stated, do otherwise than re-
gard with abhorrence and disgust the acts and the
conduct which have characterized his course as a
political agitator.

As an appropriate commentary upon this text we
take this occasion to transfer to our columns from
an ingenious and reliable work upon "Secret So-!
cieties in France," by M. De LA IIODDE, (recently
translated, by the way. and published in this coun- '
try, by Lippincott & Co., of Philadelphia,) some
pertinent remarks on the character of political re- j
tugees generally, and an account of a transaction i
in which this same Mazzini acted a conspicuous
part. We commend the narrative to the candid
perusal of those who insist upon enshrining such
nefarious incendiaries as Mazzini among the heroes
and patriots of the age.

THE DRAMA.
Mr. Charles Matthews, the English comedian, ap-

peared for the first time before a Baltimore audi-
ence on Monday night, and acquitted himself to tha
satisfaction of a full, though not crowded house.
The plays selected for the occasion, though written
bv himself, we should scarcely presume to be such
as are best calculated to display the versatile hu-
mor which he so evidently possesses. Nor were
they of that dashing and decided cast that an actor
would ordinarily select for a first venture with an
unknown audience.

They were, we think, wanting in those dramatic

j situations which are necessary to relieve the unifor-

j mity of plots as unpretending as those of the pieces
alluded to. They were also deficient in that point
and sparkle which it is essential that the dialogue

! should possess in order to carry the hearer agreea-
bly through a story not in itself varied or exciting.
Yet with these draw-backs Mr. Matthews gave very
considerable gratification to his auditors ; and con-
tinued to display a force and tact in his delineations
that proved him not unworthy of the reputation
which has preceded him. His easy and natural dis-
play of his comic powers showed his knowledge and
study of those phases of the human character which

it is his province to illustrate. He therefore afford
: ed ample amusement without descendiug to that

j buffoonery of exaggerated gesture and unseemlv
; distortion of features to which inferior actors too

habitually resort to draw laughter from the house.

THE HAWKERS' LITERATURE OF FRANCE.? Few
even among the best informed readers of the litera
ture of the day will be prepared for the fact that,

side by side with the known productions of the
press of Paris, there has existed from time im-
memorial in France, another, and, in its own sphere
hardly less influential literature, addressing a to-
tally different public, enjoying a separate and pecu-
liar circulation, and possessing an organization,
both for production and distribution, almost entire-
ly independent of the ordinary machinery of litera-
ry commerce. Still less will they be prepared to
learn that the number of volumes thus annually put
into circulation throughout the length and breadth
of France amounts to nearly 10,000,000, at prices
ranging from a franc down to a sous; or for tho still
more extraordinary fact, that among this enormous
number, with the exception of a few of the modern
novels, hardly a single volume ?at least in the form
in which it is circulated bv the hawkers?is the
production of any writer whose works have ever
attracted the attention of our readers. So that we
are led to the singular conclusion that a substratum
of publications of enormous extent supplies the de-
mands and feeds the curiosity of the lower orders,
utterly unconnected with the higher creations of
French genius, coarser in form and in substance,
and very slightly affected bv the vicissitudes of
taste and opinion.? Edinburgh lleeieic.

HOKKID MURDERS AND MUTILATIONIS ALGERIA.?A
frightful crime was last week committed near Setif,
department of Constantina, in Algeria. A man
named Gilson, manager of a large farm belonging
to tbe deputy mayor of Setif, at about three miles
from the town, had just terminated supping with
his wife, two daughters, and an old aunt, when the
trampling of horses' feet was heard at the gate of
the court yard. The old woman went to open the
gate, and at the moment she did so an Arab tried to
plunge a dagger into her breast, but she raised her
hand, and the weapon went through it. Hearing
her cries, Gilson went out and saw several Arabs,
two of them on horseback. He was immediately
seized by them, dragged some little distance, and
stabbed" repeatedly, until he fell bathed in blood,
and apporently dead. Having, however, endeavor-
ed to raise himself, the Arabs seized him anew, and
drew a sword across his throat, nearly severing his
head from his body. After this they went towards
the house, but Madame Gilson and her eldest daugh-
ter, aged 16, closed the door, and pressed against it
to prevent them from entering. The Arabs, how

ever, soon forced it open, and then stabbed Madame
Gilson, until she was dead ; they next attacked the

unfortunate daughter, and cut open her skull,
plucked out one eve, greatly injured the other, and
cut off both her 'hands at the wrists. After this
they entered the house, and ransacked the drawers
and closets, taking away everything of value. Gil-
son's youngest daughter, who had accompanied her
father" when he went out, slipped awav unperceived
by the assassins, and reached a neighboring larm ;
tbe old aunt also escaped to another farm ; and the
occupants of these farms, on hearing this dreadful
tale, hurried towards Gilson's house. They met
the Arabs leaving it, and the assassins attacked

them with swords, driving them all awav, and
wounding some. The Arabs then retired. The
next day the French local authorities searched all
the houses and tents of the Arabs in the neighbor-
hood, and arrested not fewer than fourteen. One
of them was recognised by the aunt as the one who
stabbed her; another by the girl, who, though so
horriblv injured, is not dead, as one of those who
assailed her.

MARTYRDOM IN CHINA.?A private communication
inthe department of the Tarn, contains the follow-
ing extract from a letter received by Monsignor
Danicourt, bishop of the district, announcing the
execution, bv the Chinese, of the Rev. Ferdinand
Montels, a Lazarist priest, who was a native of
Castres:

"Father Montels was decapitated on the 28th
June, 1857, with two native Christians named Jean
Queen and Pierre V. The execution was command-
ded bv a military mandarin, at Kiang-si, near Ky-
gnan-Fou. Father Montels was proceeding to visit
a French missionary named Thau, who, being un-
well, had requested his assistance. In the course of
his journey he fell in with a detachment of the Im-
perial army. The Chinese searched his baggage and
found'in it his hair, which Father Montells had cut

off in order not to be taken for an insurgent, but
which he had preserved to show at a later period to
the insurgents, who were masters of the country he
inhabits, and to prove to them that necessity alone
had compelled him to shave himself. The military
mandarin, before whom the priest was brought,
would listen to no explanation, though Father Mon-
tels in vain claimed the protection afforded to mis-
sionaries by existing treaties. The mandarin com-
manded that his head should be struck off, as well
as those of the two Christians who accompanied
him."

British and French governments respecting certain
insulting paragraphs in the Moniteur. He consid-
ered that the French government by authorising the
publication of the insults had taken the responsibil-
ity.

Lord Granville said that a note had been received
from Count Walewski explaining the publication ol
the addresses, and the regret of the Emperor at the

appearance of anything oftensive to England.
A vote of thanks was passed to the army in India

by both Houses of Parliament, after some objections
made to Lord Canning being included in the vote.

by the enemy on the 2d. Goruchpose was also ta-
ken on the 6tli?seven guns captured and 200 of the
enemy killed. The British loss was only 2 killed
and 7 wounded.

The British and French forces landed at Canton
on the 28th of December. Tbe British landed 4,600
men and the Fench 900 men. The walls were esca-

laded on the 29th, and the heights within the town

were in possession of the besiegers by 9 o clock |yn

the morning. The Chinese feebly contested the ad-

vance of the English and French within the city.
The damage done to the town was but small. The

captain of the ship Acteon was killed.
The Times' despatch says that the bombardment

of Canton commenced at daylight on the 28th, and

continued all day and the ensuing night. The as-

sault was made in three divisions at 6 o'clock in the
morning. Gough's fort was taken and two others
were blown up. The Chinese continued to fire from
their houses, but the troops were restrained from
entering the city.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 23.

SENATE.
The Senate passed a bill to amend the act of

March 3rd, 1857, limiting the liabilities of ship-
owners.

Mr. Bell, of Tennessee, offered the resolutions of
his State Legislature respecting his opposition to
the Nebraska bill, endorsing the Lecompton Con-
stitution, and intimating that he ought to resign.?
lie referred to the date of the resolutions, February
10th, being four years after his vote which they cen-

sured. It had been usual, he said, when the con-

stituents of a member of Congress felt agrieved at
his course, to act promptly,

He referred to the fact that the resolutions en-

dorse unconditionally the repeal ofthe Missouri com-
promise, notwithstanding the mischievous results of

that repeal, have become patent and unmistakeable,
which, in the language of the President, have con-

vulsed the Union to its very centre, ?lighted the
flames of civil war in Kansas, amd prodnced dan-

gerous sectional parties throughout the confedera-
cy. He alluded to various elections in Tennessee
since the vote called inquestion. Showing that the

Kansas and Nebraska bill was but slightly alluded
to in the canvasses.

Mr. Fillmore, who declared, that had he been a

member of Congress, he would have voted against
the Nebraska bill,received 66.000 votes in Tennes-
see for President, and Mr. Etheridge who voted
against the Nebraska bill was returned to Congress

bv an increased vote. He thought that at no time

since the repeal of the Missouri Compromise had
there been any settled indication of opinion in the

South on that question; and he believed, if a fair
and impartial vote could be taken on that question,
there would be an overwhelming majority pronoun-

cing it the most unfortunate measure Congress ever
passed.

Mr. Bell said he regarded the doctrine of instruc-
tions as contrary to the spirit and the literpl pro-
visions of the donstitution. Democratic Senators
were disobeying their instructions every day. There
were roanv important facts connected with the Le-

compton Constitution of which he had no satisfacto-

ry- knowledge, and he did not believe the Tennessee
Legislature knew more about them than he did.

Mr. Johnson, of Tennessee, said he regretted to

differ from his calleague, but justice to the Demo-
cratic party of Tennessee, required him to speak.
He reviewed Mr. Bell's statements, saying that in
1855 when he, (Mr. Johnson) was elected Governor,

the Nebraska bill was the main issue. In the Pres-
idential election of 1856, the Democratic party on

a like issue, were victorious in that State. No
doubt, therefore, a large majority of the people of

Tennessee condemn his colleague's course. He pro-
ceeded to discuts the question of popular sovereign-
ty. and to advocate the admission of Kansas, under

the Lecompton canstitution. He asked Mr. Bell,

whether hd would vote for the admission under that
instrument in consequence of instructions, or with-
out.

Mr. Bell said he would not, in consequence of
any instructions of the Legislature, unless he was

fullv convinced, and belioved the instructions were

founded upon a full understanding of the subject
in all its bearings and consequences.

After further debate the Senate adjourned.

HOUSE. ?The House on re-assembling, went into

Committee of the Whole on the Indian Appropria-
tion bill.

Mr. Burroughs vindicated the North from the
charge of sectionalism, preferred by Southern gen-
tlemen, referring to statistical facts showing the im-

mense preponderance of the expenditures of the
Government, in behalf of the South over the North,

and contrasting the superiority of the North over

the South in industry, wealth, population, educa-
tion, etc.

He proceeded to denounce Presidents Pierce and

Buchanan for their course on the Kansas question.
Mr. Smith, of Va., called him to order. Itwas

disgraceful, he said, in a gentleman denouncing on

this floor, a co-ordinate brunch of the Government.
[Cries of ??no,"' "no."]

-Mr. Burroughs said he would be happy if he
could say inhis heart that ho honored James Buch-
anan, but ho must bo allowed to speak his candid
opinion.

He was again proceeding, when Mr. Smith again
interrupted him amid much confusion, during which
his hour closed.

Mr. Curry, of Alabama, addressed the committee
on the Kansas question. He argued that the Le-
compton Constitution was, from the beginning to
the end, accompanied by all the forms of law; and
he urged the admission of Kansas under it, as in
strict ae ordance with the Kansas and Nebraska
bill, which was not intended as a temporary meas-
ure, but final and conclusive as a means for llie set-
tlement of the slavery question,

Mr. Morris, of Illinois, made a speech against the
Lecompton Constitution, ( which he called a swin-

dle.) He defended Senator Douglas, and said that
the best friends of the. President were those who
advised the latter of the danger to the Democratic
party from insisting on his Kansas policy. Mr.
Andrews, of New York, made an anti-Lecompton
speech, when tire committee rose and the House
adjourned.

ernor of an inspector of gas, which was read a first
r.nd second time and unanimously adopted.

I>K I.A HODDE'S ACCOUNT OF "YOUNG
ITALY"AM) MAZZINI.

??Since trance has the misfortune to serve as a
precedent for every revolt, it may follow that the
deteated insurgents ol other countries come among
us. and demand, as it were, our hospitality. Tosuccor the unfortunate, especially when th'ev be-
come so by our own lault, is a dutv of honor which
in our country can never be disregarded; hut then
it so happens that these refugees, in order to revo-
lutionize Europe again, set ardently at work to get
up a revolution among us. so that those men whohave granted shelter and securitv reward their
benefactors with perils and disasters. Far be it
front us to wound, by a single unfriendly word,
those true representatives of fallen nationalities
among us, who base their hopes of enfranchisement
upon other grounds than the ruin of the very asy-
lum which shelters them, tor such men deserve our

j sympathy and respect. Jiut as to those who prowl
about from one country to another, colporteurs ofengines against government, stage managers of re-

| volutions, dealers in civil war and brokers of public
catastrophes,?as for such men the generosity which

j is shown them is, in our opinion, the height of in
fatuation."

j "As to the Italian<t who had alighted upon France
j after the failure of their revolutionary efforts, thecity of Paris contained but very few of'them. They

l generally remained in the South, where they di.->
j tinguished themselves by acts of a character still
j more detestable. An association existed among
them, which was called "Young Italy," which haa
for its chief a man whose demagogue antecedents,
together with the recent events in Home, have given
him an unenviable reputation?l allude to M. Joseph
Mazzini. Everv member of the association was
bound to provide himself with arms; to yield abso-
lute obedience to his superiors; to labor unceasingly
fer the "extermination of kings," and was sworn to
assassinate without question whoever should bepointed out to him for that purpose by the commit-
tee. And this sanguinary oath was not one of those
common place and formal ceremonies which are so
freely administered in all secret societies, for per-
sons were admitted only after a rigid examination
which guaranteed fanatic devotion and ferocious de-
termination. A single lact will exhibit these men
at their work.

Four refugees. Emiiiani, Scuriatta, Lazzoreschi
and Andriani, who, though ready to tight the ty-
rant! of Italy, were not willingto become members
of the Mazzinian society, had declared themselves
openly to this effect, and this constituted the crime
of high treason, which was brought to the cognizance
of a secret assizes. M. Mazzini came from Geneva
expressly for the purpose of presiding at the trial
which was held at Marseilles agreeably to the forma
prescribed by the statutes. The several chiefs of
the society who were the free and accepted judges
of the gloomy tribunal, assembled by night at the
house of one of their number, and proceeded to ex-
amine indictments without the presence ofeither the
accused or their defenders. The proof, which was
documentary and parte, was produced and dis-
cussed. and in the absence of rebutting testimony, it
was easy to come to an agreement as to the enormi-
ty of the crimes charged. Emiiiani and Scuriatta
were condemned to death. The other two, the char-
ges against whom were less serious, were sentenced
to be scourged. A copy of the sentence is still in
existence, signed, "Mazzini, President, and Sa Ci-
cilia. Secretary." The condemned persons being
domiciliated at Ithodez, the sentence, bore the fol-
lowingaddendum: "The president of Khodez will
make choice of four executioners of this sentence,
who willbe held to a strict account of its execution
within a period of twenty days, and ifany one refu-
ses to execute it, he will incur the penalty of death,
iyofaato."

Here, then, we have all that summary mode of
proceeding, the ferocious penalties and the pitiless
character that marked the secret tribunals of bar-
barous ages. This phantasmagoria has been often
enacted, for the purpose of intimidating credulous
conspirators; but in this case the drama was only
too real. Mazzini, a perfect type of the crafty,
treacherous and sanguinary Italian, aspired from
that time to the domination which he finally suc-
ceeded in acquiring over his countrymen, and in
his revolutionary Jesuitism has made use of the
same means for which he condemns iiis enemies,?
dark and gloomy punishments, and terrors of the
imagination.

A few days after the sentence had been rendered,
while Emiliani was passing through the streets of
Rhodez. he was attacked by a party of Italians, who
plunged their dirks into him and fled. The intended
victim escaped with his life, and the assassins were
arrested, tried and condemned to the cells.

Emiliani. though suffering from his wounds, was
present at the trial, and after leaving the Court, en-
tered a cdfi'ee-house with his wife and his friend
Lazzoresclii. Scarcely were they seated, when a
man named Gairoli, made his appearance, went up
to M. Emiliani. and without uttering a woru,
plunged a dirk into his breast. At a second blow,
he struck down M. Lazzorecshi, and as Madame
Emiliani was hastening to the assistance of her hus-
band, he twice stabbed her. lie then lied, but was
captured after a desperate rcsistrnce.

The fright occasioned by the terrible tribunal was
such that two days afterwards, at the funeral of their
victims, not a single Italian dared to make his ap
peatance.

The assassin being tried and condemned, suffered
the penalty of hiu crime As to M. Mazzini return-
ing to Switzerland, as the tiger returns to his den
satiated with carnage, he cooly resumed his work
of destruction.

The following from the city article of the Lon-
don Times, (Jan. 29th) touches upon a subject not
without its interest, on this side of the water,
where instances of breach of trust and embezzle-
ment on the part of confidential servants ofbanks
and other corporations, have unfortunately been of
too frequent occurrence.

Among the questions arising out of the revela-
tions of mismanagement and fraud on the part of
banking and other companies, during the past few
years, she most important is, what is the value of
the plea invariably urged, that the disaster was
caused solely by "over confidence" being placed in
the acting director or manager? In each instance
all the other directors seem to take it for granted
they will thus stand exonerated from the slightest
moral disgrace, and as few persons care much at

having to confess that they have been basely be-
trayed by those in whom they generously reposed
trust?the event, in fact, placing them rather in
the light of victims to a noble and unsuspecting
nature?there is usually very little humiliation or
contrition, and thus nothing like a warning'is ob-
tained to prevent a repetition of the evil. Of
course, as the director- are all shareholders to a
small extent, there is a little loss of money, which
is disagreeable, but if the fees received for doing
nothing during the years the company may have
existed, have not been sufficient to coverthis, a full
compensation has generally been obtained from
the pliancy of the manager, in promoting indirect
interests, or at all events, from the pleasure of
toadying the influential chairman or deputv-ehair-
man, who may have got up the concern solely to
serve some larger and private object of his own,
and of whom the manager was the mere creature.
It is also a great point for these gentlemen to be
able to sav to their deluded constituents, "We are
sufferers like yourselves," as if it should be a per-
fect satisfaction to them, that while their own pros-
pects have been murdered, there has also been sui-
cide on the part of the offenders. It is time this
system should be held up in its true light, so that
when next it is resorted to, whatever may be the
compassionate views of shareholders, the public at
all events, should he ready to designate it as it de-
serves.

How does it happen that the directors of so many
of our public companies contrive to select rogues,
impostors, or incapables as the objects of their un-
limited regard? Are there no honest men in exist
enee, o", if so, no signs by which they may be
known? Is there no fret-masonry among the clean
and good like that which palpably exists among the
vile? If foul birds know each other so as to nock
together, have the better species no similar in-
stinct? Common experience will easily supply an
answer. As a general rule, nothing is more diffi-
cult than for any one of had princsples to avoid
arousing in a very short time an intuitive repug-
nance on the part of any vigorous and straight
forward men under whose supervision he may be
brought by daily contact. It is rare, moreover,
for an individual to be appointed to the control of
a large establishment, involving the property and
character of others, until he has attained ah age
at which there is a past career that may be taken as
an an index to the future. What was the charm
that commended Mr. Leopold Kcdpath to the favor
of the Great Northern Railway Company so as to
cause him to be singled out over the heads of his
colleagues to till,without cheek of any kind, the
most confidential post in the establishment? Did
it consist in a knowledge of his previous character,
or in that unmistakeable stamp of integrity, sim-
plicity, and independence which speaks tor itself to
all upright natures throughout the world? Mr.
Robson, of the Crystal l'alace, likewise pursued
daily habits such as are believed in a short time,
whatever may be the attempts at concealment, to
give a turn even to the very countenance and modes
of expression, by which to any keen observer they
are constantly revealed.

Again, was there a native ingeniousness about
Mr. Stephens, of the London and Eastern Corpora-

| tion, to take captive all kindred spirits t The same
inquiry might be made in numberless other cases,
and itis believed that a strict examination would
almost invariably show that while the directors of
ruined companies were continuing their cordial
support to the instrument they had selected, his
true character was thoroughly appreciated in re-
spectable society, and also among the multitude of
lookers-on. The most recent example of professed
"over confidence" has been that furnished by the
directors of the Western Bank of Scotland in their
choice of their manager, Mr. Taylor. It will he
interesting if they should ever be called to explain
the causes of the entire surrender of the property
of 1.400 shareholders and the deposits of 40,000
creditors to the absolute keeping of this gentleman.
To account for such a gigantic instance of faith,
they can obviously urge nothing less than an as
founding life of talent and honor on his part, which
had rendered him, bv the unanimous judgment oi
the entire district, tilted by the most extraordinary

Whether suel, was the case people m London have

If, in addition, it should appear thattho
person they have selected to hold at his absolute
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
