We copy from the New York Times of yesterday,
the followingletter on the ourrency question. The
subject on which it treats is one sf vital interest to
the mercantile community.

In compliance with your request I shall endeavorto write down for you the views upon Currency Inave lately expressed to you in conversation.
I. As regards the medium to be used by any na-

tion or State for the convenience of the every-dav
business ol life, I think 1 can prove that paper cur-
rency, properly secured, is the only safe and conve-
nient medium that can be used. I shall not sav eco-
nomical. as that would be short of the truth."It is necessary to have a common measure of value

articles of commerce can be compared.Gold, for many reasons, which it is not necessary
for me to state, let us acknowledge to be the bes'tcommodity to adopt as the standard of value. A
nation placing gold in this all important position
ought naturally to use every precaution against in-
fluencing the supply and demand undulv. Unless
provision is made to supply by paper the requsite
working currency, the supply of gold will inevita-bly be undul v influenced. A"very moderate increaseof wages and general activity in business will absorbmillions, and thus invidiously thwart all ordinary
calculations in business. Tlie process, when operat-
ing at the riglit'point, is the natural check to correct
overtrading, but ifit is allowed too wide a tield, theresult is fatal to commercial prosperity. Let us
look at its operation in England, where it certainly
has too wide a field, and has led everv few years to
disastrous financial embarrassments.

Sir Robert Peel, by his act of 1844, authorized
the Bank of England to issue £14,000 of notes with-reserving specie to meet them, assuming that the
amount could not under any contingency be with-
drawn from circulation. Bevond £14,000" the Bankrequires to reserve gold for everv note issued. Ex-
perience since 1844, embracing the orisis of 1847 and1857, has established that the amount is well within
limits, as the circulation has not on anv occasion
been within £19,000,000. The principle is sound to
some extent, but by restricting the issue of notes to
the minimum denomination of £5, the real working
circulation of the country is not supplied bv paper.
The increase of wages and the business of the coun-
try have absorbed many millions of gold, exceeding
the increased accessions from Australia and Califor-nia, uselessly and mischievously.

It has led to bankruptcy and demoralized trade byplacing its results upon a foundation, the workings
of which cannot be foreseen or calculated. The gold
absorbed in trade is ol no use and cannot be recov-
ered, unless an extension of paper issues of a small-
er amount than £5 is resorted to. If £1 notes wereallowed, it is estimated that be'ween £20,000,000
and £30,000,000 would be at once redeemed. It
should never have been so sunk, and has cost the
nation much more than the figures denote in theevihit has created. By continuing the restriction
the history of commerce in England will continue
to run through a few years of feverish speculation,
terminating in a season of general prostration, to be
followed by a term of distrust and absence of legiti-
mate enterprise and energy inbusiness.

Individuals and corporations of very large capi-
tal will grow in wealth, but the man of moderatecapital in trade will inevitably meet ruin sooner or
later and the seasons of trial willbear their wholeweight upon the working-man, until a time comeswhen the burden will prove too heavy, and thephysical power ol the nation will become dangerousPanic regarding paper money is not probable inEngland, but the want of circulation to carry out
the business of the country must be felt periodical-
ly, and its danger at a time of bad harvests cannot
be overestimated.

In this country distrust in the paper currency is
likely to arise periodically, as the foundations upon
which the issues are made are not sufficient to main-
tain its credit at all times. Even the Banking law
of the State of New York does not afford sufficient
security for the notes, such as was designed bv itsadoption. In a season of embarrassment the stocks
deposited as security for the notes could only be
?old for gold to a limited extent, and the balance of
the notes could only be redeemed in stocks. It is
not my object, however, to present an argument
against any particular system now in operation,

Fifth Paper currency should be based upon Na-tional credit alone, directly, and not by the intervention of Stocks. The notes should'be a legal
tender for all payments, and while they are main-tained as such, they can never be distrusted in anindustrious country. Ifa nation goes backward
what may be a safe amount of notes at one time'willbe found to be an excess at another, but no lawbeyond the virtue and intelligence of the people can
guard against that contingency. It is impossiblefor laws to protect the individual in the event of a
national downfall.

Sixth? The rule of issue should be based upon thepopulation or taxable value of property, and be insuch amount as experience will show can maintainitself at par with gold. Men want no more security

than to know that they can pay their way with thenotes, hence redemption in specie is an illusion.These I hold to be the main principles to be ob
served and 1 shall now add a few general remarks.

Firs*?As to the seenrity of Stocks. In such a
system notes redeemed aggravate the pressure intimes of distrust. In the crisis in October between
three and four million dollars of the currency ofthis State were withdrawn from circulation anddestroyed.

Second. ?Under a second system of national or
State currency, such as I hare indicated, Hanking
would be confined to receiving deposits and dis-
counting and exchange business. The secure pa-
per money of each State would greatly facilitate
exchanges and prove a great economy in business.

Thtrd. ?Excess of circulation over the leo-ai
Amount would be in gold, but it should be closelvwatched, as there is as much danger in too limited
a circulation as in an over issue.

As to dealing in gold for foreign pavments, thetime has come when it would be a great oconomv
and safeguard in business if the leadiug nationswould adopt an international coin of, say one ounceweight and upwards, guaranteed of the same quali-
ty, whether coined in the United States, England
France or any other nation adopting it. The pres-
ent system by which the coins of each nation mustbe returned to it or melted down abroad involves
serious loss. Uniting with such an arrangement aplan of depositing gold upon certificates, great sav-ing and additional security would be attained inthe working of Foreign Exchanges. The late crisiswas in 110 small degree aggravated by the distrustof private exchange, leading to remittances of gold

from England to America, and at the same timefrom America to England.
In my recent visit to the Western States, the posi-

tion of matters I witnessed, has confirmed all my pre-
vious impressions as to the true principles ofcurrencyA more deplorable spectacle than these Western
States present at this moment, could not be im-
agined. There is everything man wants for pros-
perity but a sound credit system. Food is supera-
bundant, the soil so fertile as to insure the highest
reward for labor; plenty of work to be done," and
hands to do much of it, hut all is at a stand for wantof the proper machinery to set it in operation. As
an illustration of how erroneous the views of theprinciples of currency are. I will mention the pro-cess by which the State of \Y isconsin lias got a verymeagre circulation. In the desire for a sound sys-
tem, the banking law of New York was adopted.
VV isconsin has nodebt, (only S 100,000,) consequently
no stocks ot her own; she therefore, through herbanks, in effect lends the State of Missouri $2,500,000,
as a foundation for her circulation.

n this reality be equaled in any imagined ab-
surdity? I need not follow up the* entire folly ofher system, suffice it to say a inagnificicnt country
is now prostrated by it, and the progress it is nat-
urally capable of cannot be attained so long as thelaw is as it is.

I have written this hurriedly, but I dare say you
will think I have embraced enough for one oeca"
sion, and I shall be happy to consider carefully an"
remarks you may make upon my views.
