
THE LECOMPTON QUESTION.
Having already, furnished our readers with an i

abstract of the Report of the majority of the Senate
Committee on the subject of the Lecompton consti- ,
tution, we to-day publish the utore important por- I
tions "of the minority report of Senator Douglas, j
which exhibits very fully the views entertained on
the other side. The following abstract contains all |
the important points made by Mr. Douglass and in j
his own language:

I am constrained to withhold my assent from the
conclusion to which the majority of the Committee
have arrived, for the reason that there is no satisfac-
tory evidence that the Constitution formed at Le-
compton is the act and deed of the people of Kansas,
or that it embodies their will. In absence of all af-
firmative evidence, and in opposition to the over-
whelming majority of the election of January 4th,
1858, it is argued that the Convention was consti-

tuted with full authority to ordain a Constitution
and establish a government: consequently its pro-
ceedings must be presumed to embody the popular
will,notwithstanding its being overthrown by most
conclusive evidence to the contrary. As the right
of Congress to accept the Constitution depends upon
the assumption that its proceedings were technical-
ly regular, it is necessary to inquire whether it was
duly constituted and clothed with full power for or-
daining a Constitution and establishing a State gov-
ernment to the exclusion of the preceding Acts of
Congress.

Did the Territorial act of Feb. 19, 1857, have the
effect of authorizing the Convention to substitute a
State government, lor the Territorial?

The Committee in their reports have held that the
sovereign power of a Territory is held in obeyance
by the National Government intrust for the people
until they shall become a State, and that this power
cannot b"e transferred to the Territory without con-
sent of Congress. The Kansas Nebraska act invest-
ed the people of the Territory with the right of
self-government in obedience to the organic act,
but did not authorize them to annul thatact without
consent of Congress.

The President seems to think that the Kansas-
Nebraska act authorizes the people of the Territo-
tories, or any portion of them, to form a constitu-
tion at any time without authority from Congress,
suspending the authority of the Territorial Legisla-
ture, at least to the extent of depriving it of the
power to submit a constitution to the people before
itshould be deemed the act of the people. Neither
the provisions of the act, nor the understanding of
its authors support this position.

President Pierce held no such theory. In 1856,
he sent a special message to Congress, recommend-
ing an Enabling Act as a remedy for existing evils
in the Territory.

The Committee on Territories, to whom this
message was referred, were of the opinion that the
recommendation of the President furnished the ap-
propriate mode of satisfactorily adjusting the ques-
tions at issue, and so reported, thus indicating that
they, as well as the Chief Magistrate, did not re-
cognize the right of the people of a territory con-
taining but few inhabitants to form at pleasure a
Constitution and State Government. The House of
Representatives, however, refused to comply with
the President's recommendation.

That the Senate were of the same opinion, is evi-
dent from the passage of the Enabling Act for the
people ofKansas, July 2d, 1856. No Senator who
nad voted for the Kansas-Nebraska Act voted
against the Enabling Act, and none opposed it, on
tne ground that the Organic Act was sufficient to
authorize the people of a territory to ordain a con-
stitution at pleasure.

The Kansas Legislature, by the act of February
19, 1857, did not and could not confer upon the Le-
compton Convention, the sovereign power of ordain-
ing a Constitution, in place of the organic law pass-
ed by Congress. The Convention, conscious of
want of power, seek to supply the deficiency bv re-
ferring the Constitution to tlie people at an election
on the 21st of December, ''for ratification or rejec-
tion," with a provision that "this Constitution shall
take effect and be in force from and after its ratifi-
cation by the people." From this it is clear, that
the Convention did not openly assert the authority
to ordain the Constitution by virtue of inherent
sovereign power, but rcferred'its ratification to the
people, under the supposition that the popular will
expressed through the ballot box might impart val-
idity to it. Before the time of election, the Territo-
rial Legislature interposed its authority by passing
a law, providing for holding the election on the 4th
of January. The reasons for this were?-

1. That the mode of submission prescribed by the
Convention was unfair, rendering it impossible for
the people to reject it.

2. That the mode of submission did not fully pre-
sent the question of slavery or no slavery.

3. That the Convention possessing no legislative
power, it could not provide penalties for illegal
voting.

4. That by the schedule of the Constitution the
management of the election was taken out of the
hands of the Territorial officers.

The election of the 4th of January resulted in
the repudiation of the Lecompton Constitution by
a clear majority of 10,064 votes. Notwithstanding
the legislative act, fixing on the 4th of January as
the day of election, the friends of the Lecompton
Constitution held an election on the 21st of Decem-
ber, under the pretended authority of the Conven-
tion, which resulted in a majority of 5,574 votes,
cast for that Constitution, "with slavery." 51 ore
than half this majority was cast at very sparsely
settled precincts of "the Territory, and without
doubt was fraudulent. Assuming, however, this
election to have been fair and valid, though not con-
ducted according to law. on comparing the returns

of the two elections, indicate a majority against the
Lecompton Constitution, of 4,490, casting out the
votes declared fraudulent by the presiding officers
of the two Houses of the Legislature, we have a
majority of R,UOO, or four to one of all the legal vo-
ters of "Kansas in opposition to the Constitution.

The President asserts in his recent special mes-
sage. that the election of the 4th of January, was
held after the Territory had been proposed for ad-
mission as a sovereign State, involving the strange
inconsistency of voting against the Lecompton Con-
stitution, while recognizing its valid existence bv
voting under its provisions. By what aiithoritv
had the Territory been thus prepared for admission
into the Union? Not by authority of Congress.
Not by authority of the Territorial'Legislature. It
is a peculiar doctrine that a Territorial Legislature
may assemble a Convention without the assent of
Congress, and empower the Convention to abrogate
the authority of the Territorial Government estab-
lished by Congress. Such a question does not now
arise for the first time.

Under the administration of Jackson, on the right
of the Territorial Legislature of Arkansas, "to pre-
pare that Territory for admission into the Union as
a sovereign State without any express authority
from Congress." Gen. Jackson delivered the deci-
sion of his administration through Mr. Butler, his
Attorney General, that a convention assembled un-
der a Territorial Legislature, without an express
authority from Congress, had no right or power to
prepare the Territory for admission into the Union
as a sovereign State', and thereby abrogate or im-
pair the authority of the Territorial Legislature.?
It follows that the Lecompton Constitution should
have been presented to Congress for acceptance,
like any other memorial or petition.

Ifthese principles be correct, the Convention at
Lecompton had a right to assemble in an orderly
manner, and pray Congress to abrogate the Terri-
torial Government, ana admit them into the Union,
but had no power to establish a government, or do
any other act under pretence of preparing the Terri-
tory for admission. The President is mistaken in
supposing that the Lecompton Constitution did or
could do any act depriving the Territorial Legisla-
ture of the power and right to pass a law referring
the Constitution to a vote of the people on the 4th
of January. The Convention was the creature of
the Territorial Legislature, and as much inits power
on the 17th of December, when the law providing
for the election on the 4th of January was
as on the 10th of February, when the Legislature
called the Convention info existence. Therefore,
whenever the Legislature ascertained that the Con-
vention had devised a scheme to force a Constitution
upon the people without their consent, and without
authority from Congress, it became its imperative
duty to interpose, and it deserves credit for the
promptness with which it acted. Not only were
the people authorised by the Act of December 17th,
to vote for or against the Constitution, but bv an
unanimous vote of both houses, a preamble and re-
solutions, denouncing the Constitution, were passed
and forwarded to Congress.

In the face of all the evidences that the Lecomp-
ton Constitution is not the act of the people of Kan-
sas, we are told by the President of the United
States, that "To the people of Kansas the only prac-
tical difference between admission or rejection de-pends simply on the fact whether they can them-selves more speedily change the present Constitution
ifit does not accord with the will of the majority, or
frame a second Constitution, to be submitted to Con-
gress thereafter."

There is a practical difference far more important
than the mere question of time, and there are prin-
ciples involved infinitely more important than the
practical difference. There is a serious differenca,
whether the people of Kansas shall be permitted to
make and adopt the Constitution under which they
shall live, or whether Congress will force them info
the Union against their will, and with a Constitution
which they have repudiated bv an overwhelming
majority.

Ifit be true, as the President alleges, that a large
portion of the inhabitants of Kansas have been in
a state of rebellion against the United Statas Gov-
ernment ever since his inauguration, and that up
till this moment they still adhere to their treasona-
ble pertinacity, is there ground for hope that the
speedv admission of Kansas into the Union, underthe Uecompton constitution, would restore peace
and quiet to the whole country? Itis to be lamented
that the President seems to misunderstand the na-
ture and character of the Kansas controversies.?
From March, 1855, when the first annual election formembers of the Legislature and the officers was
held, until the general election in October, 1857,
the Free State party, so called, did boldlv and per-
sistently refuse to recognize the Territorial Legisla-
ture as a legally constituted legislative body, for
the reason, as they alleged, that its members'were
not elected by the people of Kansas, but bv invaders
from Missouri.

Itis not my present purpose to inquire how far
these allegations are sustained by the facts; 1 refer
to them with the view of showing upon whatgrounds the Free State partv claimed that they
were justified in withholding their allegiance to the
territorial government, until a fair opportunity
was afforded the people to elect their own Legisla-
ture. Since the October election, however, all the
opponents of the Lecompton Constitution have re-
cognized the territorial government as valid. The
October election thus becomes a memorable period
in the history of Kansas. Up to this time it had
been generally understood that the Convention had
been called for the purpose of forming a constitu-
tion. and submitting it to the people for ratification
or rejection, and ot sending it to Congress for ac-
ceptance only in the event that it shonhl first be
ratified by a majority of all the legal voters of the
territory.

The President himself instructed Governor Wal-
ker under the date of March 30 :

"When such constitution should be submitted to
the people of the Territory, they must be protected
in the oftheir right ofroting for or agaimt
that instrument, nnd the fair expression of the popu-
lar will must not be interrupted by a fraud or viol-
ence."

Governor Walker, in his official dispatch to the
Secretary of State, under date of June 2, said :

"On one point the sentiment of the people is

almost unanimous, that the constitution must be
submitted for ratification or rejection, to a vote of
the people, who shall be bona fide residents of the
Territory next fall."

And in bis Inaugural Address to the people of
Kansas, Governor Walker said :

'?With these views, well known to the President
and Cabinet, and approved BY THEM, I accepted the
appointment of Governor of Kansas. Mv instruc-
tions from the President, through the Secretary of
State, under date ot the .'loth March last, sustain the
regular Legislature of the Territory in assembling
a Convention to form a Constitution. And thev ex-
press the opinion of the President, that when such
Constitution shall be submitted to the People of the
Territory, thev must be protected in the exercise of
their rights of voting for or against that instrument,
and the fair expression of the popular will must notbe interfered with by traud and violence. 1 repeat,
then, as my clear conviction, that unless the Convention
submit the Constitution to the vote ofall the actual rem-
dent settlers of Kansas, anil the election he fairly andquietly conducted, the CONSTITUTION WILL BE, AND
OUGHT TO BE, REJECTED BY CONGRESS.Relying on such solemn assurances as these, thepeople were lulled into a fatal security, under the
belief that that the frauds in the apportionment ofdelegates would be corrected and rendered barm-
less by the submission of the Constitution to a voteot the people. The October election having dissi-
pated the last hopes of making Kansas a Slave
State by a fair vote of the people, the Conventiondetermined, instead of conforming their action to
the known wishes of the people of Kansas, to form
a Slave State Constitution, and submit it to thepeople in such a form as to render it impossible for
them to reject it.

Ibe Lecomptonites were loyal to the territorial
government as long as they tilled the offices and
controlled its power; but the moment they were
defeated, and the power passed into the hands of
their opponents, they rebelled against it, defied its
authority, and devised schemes to destroy it. Theyproposed to abrogate and subvert the territorial
government, by providing that the people should
vote lor their Constitution, but not against it. ?
\\ hat is this but rebellion: open, marked, undis-
guised rebellion? Where is the difference between
this and the Topeka movement, which the Presi-
dent denounces as a revolutionary government?
The Lecompton, as well as the Topeka constitution,
was declared to take effect and be in force not only
without the consent of Congress, but in detiance
and contempt of the authority of the Territorial

I Legislature established by Congress- Upon what
! principles of fairness, then, can it be urged that we
! should admit Kansas into the Union under the Le-

t The speedy admission of Kansas is urged by the
i President as a question of mere expediency, to'allav

j agitation. In order to reconcile the anti-Slavery
feeling to the admission of Kansas under the Le-

! compton Constitution, the President presents the
| following propositions: Ist, That Slavery already

i exists inKansas. 2d, That it can never lie prohib-
ited except by a Constitutional provision. 3d, That
the people will then be sovereign and can regulate

I their own affairs in their own way. 4th, That Con-
gress may annul so much of the Lecompton Consti-
tution as forbids any amendment before 18(i4, and
requires two-thirds of each House of the Legisla-
ture to authorise the people to vote for a Conven-
tion, and declaring the right of the Legislature al-
ready elected to call a Convention, by a majority
vote, iuviolation of the Constitution under which
its members were elected, and which thev were

| sworn to support.
The President can perceive no objection to this :

j but what right has Congress to intervene and annul,
alter, or even construe the provisions of a State Con-
stitution, and license the members of the Loo-isloture
to disregard their sworn obligations to support theConstitution, under which they hold their offices?

4\ hen a Constitution has once become the su-
preme law of a State, what lawful manner is thereof changing it, except the the one provided andpermittedby the Constitotion ?

I agree with the President that there are two
ways ot doing this; but one is lawful, and tho otherrevolutionary. Suppose the line of policy indicatedby the I resident is pursued, and Kansas admittedunder the Lecompton Constitution, what relief willit be to the oppressed people, nnless Mr. Calhounshould set aside the fraudulent returns from Dela-
ware Crossing and Kickapoo, in order to insure a
majority in both branches of the Legislature in fa-vor of an immediate change?

It is worse than mockery to talk about the right
of the Legislature to make a change at its very first
session. Mr. Calhoun's returns have not vet beendeclared, though more than a month has passed
since the election. Any argument or proposition
founded on the idea that the people of Kansas will
have the opportunity of changing the Constitutionby peaceful means through the instrumentality of
the Legislature, must prove delusive. Should' the
deed be consummated, their only alternative will be
submission or revolution. Revolutions are some-
times peaceful and sometimes bloody; do the history
ol this Lecompton Constitution, the character and
purpose of the men engaged in the movement, furnishthe assurance that tliev willpermit their power tobe subverted ? They will demand the protection ofthe Federal Army, or should it be made a judicial
instead of a political question, would not that courtbe compelled to decide that the Constitution, having
once become the fundamental law of the State, must
be obeyed as such until changed.

Should there be two State governments in Kan-
sas, one organized under the Lecompton Constitu-
tion. and tne other established by the people, whichwillthe President recognize as valid, and which will
he denounce as a revolutionary government, adhered
to with such treasonable pertinacity as to make ithis duty, under the Constitution of the United
States, to put down the insurrection and crush out
the rebellion with the Federal troops? It is im-
portant that this question should be determined, inorder that the people of Kansas may know how thev
are to exercise that great indefeasible right o'f
which the President speaks when he says : "They
can make and unmake Constitutions at pleasure."

Does he mean that inalienable right ofrevolution
to which every people may resort, when their op-
pression is intolerable, and submission is a less evil
than resistance? Ifso, I fear that the bright anti-
cipations of the President would not be fullyrealized
when he imagined that the speedy admission of
Kansas into the l_ niun under the Lecompton Con-
stitution "would restore peace and quiet to the
whole country," and enable him "to withdrawthe troops of the United States tiom Kansas andemploy them on branches of the service wherethey arc much needed."

We copy from the Union of yesterday the follow-
