The army bill, at least in its present shape, ap-
pears to have gone by the board. The last vote in
the Senate would seem to be decisive of its fate.
Congress refuses to pay for any more buttons and
feathers, and consequently, we must go without
the necessary swords and bayonets. Poverty is
the excuse?a plea which ill accords with our cus-

tomary boastings about the inexhaustible wealth
and resources of our country. It is a "penny-wise,
pound-foolish'' policy, such as has too often char-
acterized our national legi -lation. and which will
cost double in the end. We have not heard that
any of the great leaks in the treasury have been
stopped?that an end has been put to all corrup-
tion and extravagance in different departments of
government expenditure: only in this single mat-

ter of ari increase of the army?a measure of posi-
tive necessity, involving the honor of the Republic,
and the integrity of our empire, does a most mis-
taken spirit of economy seem to he awakened. It
is true, many Senators profess not to see the neces-
sity for any additional force in Utah, and therefore
regard an increase of the army asa useless expense.
The fallacy of these views wo have sufficiently ex-
posed.

We have reviewed the Mormon question in its
more important aspects, and indicated alike its
present difficulties and future dangers. But apart
from the fact that we have a formidable rebellion
on our hands, of which we have as yet seen not so

much as the beginning of the end, the vast extent

of our frontier and the exposed condition of our
border settlements, inqieratively require an addition
of at least five regiments to our present military
establishment. It is to lie hoped that an early
effort will be made to obtain from Congress a re-

consideration of the subject, and a compliance with
tiie recommendations of the President.

The thirty-ninth article of the Declaration of
Rights proclaims "that monopolies are odious,
contrary to the spirit of a free government, and the
principles of commerce, and owjht not to he suffer-
ed.'' The gas monopoly at present existing in this
city, is no exception to the general rule. We are
glad, therefore, to notice the introduction, in the
Senate and House of Delegates, ofbills incorporat-
ing two new companies, one to he styled the
'? I'nion fins Light Company," ami the other the
"People's Gas Light Company of Baltimore."
Competition will go far to mitigate, although it
may not wholly remove the evil effects of the pres-
ent system. If, as some contend, the increased
cost to the consumer be occasioned by the inferior
quality of the gas itself, the rivalry between the
different companies v. ill impose upon each the ne-
cessity of using better material in its manufacture.
If, however, consumers wish to be protected against
inaccuracy in the measurement, as well as deterio-
ration in the quality of gas, the remedy can onl\ be
found in the passage of a law providing for the in-
spection of meters. This done, the interests of
consumers will be effectually secured, both as re-
gards quantity and quality, and a guarantee lie
afforded, alike of good gar and good measure.

The Senate took up for consideration the bill entitled, "An act to incorporate the Railroad Trust
Company."

Mr. Kimmel submitted the following amendment:
Strike out all after the enacting clause, and in-

sert:
Sec. I. "Be it enacted by the General Assemby

of Maryland, That George W. Hughes, Duff Green
and Silas Seymour, and the persons who may be-
come the owners ot the shares herein authorized to
be issued, be and they are hereby made a body cor-
porate, under the name and style of the American
Improvement Company, and in that name may have
perpetual succession; and may purchase, have, hold,
use and acquire, by any lawful means, estate real
and personal, and the same may use, sell, lease, let,
mortgage, transfer and convey", and otherwise dis-
pose of, and may sue and be sued, plead and be im-
pleaded, contract and be contracted with, and have
and use a common seal, and the same may change at
pleasure, and may make by-laws and regulations for
the management of their affairs, and mav have and
use all the powers, rights and privileges," which are
or may be necessary and proper for thein to have,
as a Company incorporated for the purposes hereinstated.

Sec. '2. And be it enacted, That the purpose of
this act. is to enable practical engineers and con-
tractors, to associate as an incorporated tompanv,
and to obtain, by snpscriptions, a capital to enable
the company, as such, adrantageouslr to contract
for the building and equipment of railways, public
works, and internal improvements, and to authorize
them, as a company, to construct railways, public
works, and internal improvements, and to manu-
facture iron and manchinery, and rolling stock,
and to make the requisite contracts, ami to re
eeive and hold on deposit aud in trust, in as full andample manner as any individual may or might do,
property estate, and with frill power and authority
to sell, and dispose of any property or estate, which
may be placed with them in trust, including the
bonds and obligations of States and of individuals
and of companies and of corporations, without pro-
ceeding in law or inequity, and in any market inthe
United States or elsewhere; and for such price and
on such terms as may be agreed on by contract be-
tween them and the parties contracting with them;
and also to endorse and guarantee the payment of
the bonds and obligations of individuals and of
States and of corporations and of companies: and toissue and sell in like manner their own bonds of de-
nominations not less than five hundred dollars, butbefore issuing such bonds, the said Company shall
tile with the Treasurer and Comptroller of this State
satisfactory security that the said bonds will be
paid.

Sec. 3. An<l be it enacted. That the capital stock
of said Company shall consist of shares of live hun-
dred dollars eaeh; and that George W. Hughes, Dull'
Green and Silaa Seymour or a majority of them,
may in person or by proxy, open bonks or subscrip-
tions. at such times and places as they deem expe-
dient: and when two thousand shares shall have been
subscribed, and ten per cent, thereon shall be paid
in. the shareholders may elect live or more directors
whose terra ofservice, mode of election and powers
aud duties, shall be prescribed by the by-laws of the
Company; and the said directors shall have thepower, in the name of the Company, to exercise the
powers and enjoy the privileges intended to be here-in given: and the directors for the time being mav
from time to .iine, as it may be deemed expedient,
enlargetheir resources by loans,on a pledge of their
property and estate, or without such pledge, or In-new subscriptions, provided the whole subscription's
to their capital stock shall not exceed ten thousand
shares, but nothing herein contained shall be con-
strued to give the said Company banking privileges.

Sec. 4. And be it enacted, That the General As-
semble reserves the right at all times to modify orrepeat the charter herein granted.

See. 5. And be it enacted, That this actshall take
effect and be in force from and after its passage.

GYMNASTICS IN SWEDISH SCHOOLS.
Special pains are taken in the public schools of

Sweden to develop the physical as well as the intel-
lectual powers of the pupils. The following account
is given of the system which the Swedes pursue:

"Every school building has its large high room,
with earthen or matted floor, and all sorts of imple-
ments for developing the muscles?ladders, poles,
wooden horses, cross-bars up to the roof, jumping
places, ropes for swinging, knotted ropes for climb-
ing. Ac. The scholars are not allowed to exercise
on what they wish, but there is a regular, scientifi-
cally arranged system. They are trained insquads,
and move and inarch, sometimes to music, at the
word of command.

At a large public school in Stockholm, 1 saw tin-
lads in their noon lessons of gymnastics. The teach-
er gave the word, and a dozen sprang out toward a
tall pole with cross-bars, and, clambering up it,
each hung with his legs: then, at the word, all to-
gether dropped their heads backward, and hung bv
the feet and ankles, then again recovered them-
selves, and let themselves down. Another party,
one after the other, squirmed up a naked mast; an-
other pulled themselves up hand over hand on a
knotted rope: others, in succession, plaved leap-frog
over a wooden horse; then they marched to the beat
of the drum. The smaller or weaker boys begin
with the lowest grade of exercise, and follow up,
according to a scientific system, arranged for health.
They all seemed to go into it with the greatest rel-
ish, and showed well trained mnscnlar power. I
could not but conclude that the superior physique of
the Swedish men is not entirely due to climate.?
When will America learn that health and strength
have their unescapable laws?"

THE CARNIVALIX NEW ORLEANS.
The grand Catholic fete of Mardi-gras, or the last

day of the Carnival, was celebrated vesterdav in our
city with more than usual celat. I'lie day first ap-
peared in the form of grotesque maskers at thestreet corners with pockets of Hour; and innumera-ble negroes, laborers and bovs whose faces the
maskers bad besmeared with tfour. The boys car-
ried sticks and wore their coats wrong side out and
yet could not elude the license of the day. At noon
the masked figures, males and females, friars and
nuns, Indians and negroes, riding and walking,
drunk and sober, had become more numerous.?
They were street characters, and their business was
to amuse with tricks, modest and vulgar, mental
and physical, the idle throngs which crowded every
street. It was in fact a holiday as to all kinds of
business save that which ministered to the pleasure
of the senses. At 4 o'clock troops representing In-
dians and devils were everywhere galloping through
the public places.

At six o'clock a large party of men and unmasked
women, in men's clothes, alighteci at the St. Charles,
and proceeded to the bar room ; whereupon two
men fell into a fight and battered the phiz of each
other quite savagely.

The grand out-door /io?e of the occesion was the
procession of the " MistickjKrewe of Coinus," in
which the " Classic Pantheon," that is, a very per-

fect succession of masked groups, representing all
the gods of Heathen Mythology, from Jupiter down
to his farthest descendant. 'lt was 300 yards in
length, and excited the intensest interest. A vast
crowd for three hours had been assembling in La-
fayette Sqnare, and by nine o'clock the front of the
City Hall, and the street in front were absolutely
choked up with the multitude. The procession
caused the utmost silence, and the tiaming torchesby which the groups were lighted, renaered thespectacle decidedly magnificent.

Alter the "Krewe" had been publiclyreceived by
the Mavor, it proceeded in the inidst of the jammed
street down to the St. Charles Hotel, and then out
to the Gaiety Theatre, where the "Krewe" and the
favored enjoyed themselves in the mazy dance until
morning. Such a day must, of course, be attended
with many abuses of the license, otherwise allowa-ble on that day. The papers this morning, how-ever, report only eight or ten eases of murder, and
numerous fights and arrests. Grand balls were
given at the Orleans Theatre and Odd Fellows' Hall,
as well as in the numerous less noted places.?

: chains. The Cape Aryan gives the following inter-

i esting description of these worthies:
i "Many persons weut on board the steamer to see
| their native majesties during the morning of Thurs

j The visitors for the most part confined their ob-
servations to the chiefs. Macomo presented a very

i picturesque appearance : he was dressed iu a duffel
jacket, fustian trovvsers, and wore an old battered
white hat upon his head; he leaned over the quar-
ter, alternately eating apricots and smoking a dirty
black pipe. He is an old man, apparently between
sixty and seventy; his woolen locks are besprinkled
with gray. There is nothing peculiarly striking
in his features, which are as much like those ofan
ordinary looking South African -nigger' as can "be
met with amongst the coolie gangs of Cape town.
He looked listlessly over the side of the steamer, as
if indifferent to wbat was going on around hiin. hut
he freely answered through the interpreter any
questions that were put to Kirn.

I pon receiving the cane of Washington, which

1 was presented to him at Richmond, Mr. Everett
thus returned his acknowledgments:

'?SIR: 1 want words adequately to express the
j emotions of satisfaction and gratitude with which 1
receive this mo t interesting personal relic of the
'Father of his Country*?invaluable in itself, and
rendered, ifpossible, still more precious, by the cir-
cumstances under which it comes into my possession.
I shall keep it while I live as a sacred trust, and so
dispose of it as best to promote the patriotic inten-
tions with which it has been bestowed upon me. I
acknowledge myself under the highest obligations to
the Ladies' Mount Yernon Association, who have
honored me with this most expressive token of their
approval of my humble co-operation in the great
cause to which, with such fervid energy and noble
enthusiasm, they are devoting themselves; and 1
piay you, Sir, to accept my grateful acknowledg-
ments for the very obliging manner in which you

j have been pleased to express yourself, inperforming
I the office kindly undertaken by you, on this deeply

interesting occasion.
I feel. Sir, that, in reference to an honor so dis-

tinguished, so peculiar, there would be a degree of
arrogance, even in disclaiming any title to it a a
reward of merit.

If to Virginia belongs the incommunicable glory
of having given him to his country, mav not Mass-
achusetts, under the circumstances to which I have
alluded, rollvet with satisfaction that she contribu-
ted all her influence to place that noble son at the
head of the American armies? She remembers,
too, with interest, that the newly elected comman-
der assumed the high trust under the shadow of her
ancient I niversity at Cambridge; that with his
head-quarters established there, hell eld the royal ar-
my for near a twelve months beleaguered inBoston,
and that he achieved his first great military success
from the heights that now command her capital.

Some foreign writers have denied the military
talent of Washington. Massachusetts knows bet-
ter. She vvitnessed the remains of the magnificent
lines of circumvallation, twelve miles in circuit, in
which, with raw reeruits, inadequately supplied for
the field, without ordnance, without munitions, he
held the royal force closely invested for nearly a
twelve months. She beholds eternal of
his military skill in the heights of Dorchester, where
bv a magnificent stragetic combination, lie earned a
place 11 appeal to the gallant chieftan, Gen. Scott)
among the greatest masters of war. A late French
writer has said, that Washington could not have led
the French grand army of 1812?that prodigious
array moving in thirteen parallel columns, each a
host ?led by tributary kings, and heroes of a hun-
dred wars?and got them in safety in Russia. Ido
not know that one has a right to assert this, or take
for granted that he, who did great things with small
means, would not have done proportionablv greater
withample means. Atany rate, whatever superior
ity mav be claimed for Napoleon, on the bare as-
sumption, that \\ ashington could not have conduct-
ed his mighty force into Russia, some deduction
must be made for that superiority lor the historical
fact, that Napoleon himself could not conduct the
army out of Russia.

At all events, sir, Washington himself, in whose
heroic selt-possession there entered not the slightest
particle ofarrogance or presumption, camly contem-
plated the possibility that he might be brought into

| personal conflict with that dreaded Napoleon; and in
that belief accepted the command of the American

i army in 1708. When in the expectation of a war
with our honored revolutionary ally, then distract
ed in her domestic counsels, Washington was ap-
pointed Lieutenant General?a title and a trust
which America, but in a single instance, lias given
to any one of her gallant sons?he more than once
declared that, if the enemy invaded us, he must not
be permitecd so much as to land on our shores.
And in a letter to President Adams, written shortly
after accepting his commission, he makes the signi-
ficant remark that ''tin* French (with whom we
have now to contend) have adopted the practice,
with great and astonishing success, of appointing
Generals of juvenileyears to command their armies,
lie had every reason to suppose, at that time, and
doubtless did suppose, that in the event of a French
invasion, the armies of France would have been co-
nianded by the hero of Areola and Lodi, the young
est and most successful of these youthful Generals.

Sir, the occasion which has brought us together
is, in ray judgment, of far greater importance and
significance than anv mere popular pageant. Vir-
ginia lias been called, and justly, the mother of
.States and of statesmen : but this is an honor which
she shares with her sister Republics. From Maine
t< Georgia, every one of the old thirteen has sent
her children to lay the foundation of new Republics
in the rising West; every one of the confederated
States has its list of wise, the honored, and the
brave among its children. But to Virginia alone
belongs the uonor of giving birth to the one man,
wh?-??? pre-eminence all acknowledge without envy,
in whose fame all other States are proud as fellow
countrymen to claim a share.

1 rejoice that in consecrating a monument to this
pure and bright name von have found an American
artist equal to its conception and execution. Oh,
that he could have witnessed this triumphant day 1May its success carry consolation to the heart of his
bereaved partner! He lias left behind him a monu
nient to bis own taste and genius, not less than t<
his illustrious subject. And. Sir, when I content
plate the career of this gifted artist, from its com
mencement to its close: when I trace him thrugh the
earlier productions of his chisel; the busts of living
cotemporaries; the lovely idolatries of ancient my-
thology. Orpheus, Ganvmede, Hebe; bis inaturei
creations, the statue ol Beethoven, the group for the
pediment of the southern wing of the extension ol
the Capitol:?the figures of Henry and Jefferson,
which adorn the ascending platforms of your great
monument ?when 1 see him thus rising by steady
progrc 3to the summit of his art and nis "fame, in
the m< re than imperial form and face of Washing
ton?his true eye guiding his cunning hand from
labor to labor, aucl from triumph to triumph, like.
Phidias of old. who "carved the gods and came to
Jove," I can almost fancy that the delicate sense
was overpowered, at last, by the transcendent gin
ries of that matchless countenance; that the vision
of the accomplished artist, beholding far more than
the ordinary observer under the same outlines and
lineaments?penetrating deeper into the mysteries-
of expression?rising higher, with rapt gaze, into
the brightest heaven of thought, and feeling, and
character, as they flow through the portals of sense
?a revolution successfully conducted: a Constitu-
tion wisely framed: a Government happily adminis-
tered, raving out in each divine glance, 1 can al-
most fancy that the gifted sculptor, like the gifted
poet.

"?'aw. an 1 blasted withexcess of light,
Closed his eyes inendless night "

Sir. I believe in monuments?l believe in them
even as work- of art. To carve the speaking mar-
ble, to mould the breathing bronze, is one of the
noblest effort? uf genius and taste, but a patriotic
monument is a far nobler work. It embodies pa-
triotism, truth and faith; it gives form and expres-
sion to the best feelings of our nature, and while
the noble work which you have this day inaugura-
ted shall brave the snows of Winter and the heats
of Summer, that brazen arm shall point the uner-
ring- road to the welfare of the country more surely
than any arm of living tiesh: aud a fiercer thunder
than that of the elements shall clothe the neck of
the monumental war-house, and strike terror to the
hearts of the enemies of the Constitution and the
Union.

NOTES ON THE PROGRESS OF SCIENCE.
PHOTO CBAPHINP DRAWINGS ON WOOD.?M. Lalle-

mand is the author of a process for photographing
drawings upon the wood on which it is to be en-
graved in relief. The wood is first placed with its
surface on a solution of alum, and dried; it then re-
ceives with a soft brush a coating composed of ani-
mal soap, gelatine and alum upon all its faces.?
When the coating is dry, the surface which is to re-
ceive the picture is placed for some minutes in a so-
lution of sal-ammoniac, then dried; afterwards on a
bath of nitrate of silver of 20 per cent., and then
dried. A cliche upon glass or paper is then applied
on the wood by means of a peculiar frame, permit-
ting the process of the reproducton to be matched;
when satisfactory, the picture is fixed by means of a
saturated bath of hyposulphite of soda?a few min-
utes being enough ?and it is then washed for only

five minutes. Ihe first coating preserves the wood
from moisture: and eight months of experience have
proved that the employment of alnrn and a hypo-
sulphite, in place of destroying the wood, gives it a
great strength, which is peculiarly favorable to the

| engraving.

of tew but large elements. Professor Henry, of

IMPROVEMENT IN MINING LAMPS. ?Mr. Sherwood,
