
LOSS OF SCHOONER MAGYAR,
OF BELFAST MAINE,

"irn AAttT OF HER CREW?RESCI'E, AFTER LONO SUF-

FERING, OE THE REMAINDER.

I he schooner Magyar, ('apt. Havener, sailed from
Baltimore October 2( th. for Antigua, with a full
earg-o of flour, corn, Ac., and no tidings since re-
ceived until the present, which were brought by the
last steamer from Havre, whither the survivors hadarrived. They consisted of the mate, Kid ridge S.
1 nomas, John Edwards, seaman, and a boy named
John Siccaro. ('apt. Havener and the steward,
John \\ inder, of Baltimore, were washed overboard
and drowned, and later, two of the crew, John Da-
vis and John Lindsay, died from exhaustion.

from the protest which was received hereto-day,
it is stated that the schr. on the 7th November en-
countered a violent gale from X. K-, were obliged
to scud the vessel under reefed foresail; same night
was thrown on her beam ends in a sudden squall,
and to right her cut away the mainmast; the gale
continuing without abatement, the foremast was
cut away to prevent her being again thrown down.

The sea was running high all the while and break-
ing over the vessel in all directions. All hands tried
to lash themselves to avoid being washed overboard:
notwithstanding this, the captain, mate, (Eldridge
S. Thomas.) steward, (John Winder,) and Siccaro,
(a boy,) were washed overboard, and Captain Ha-
vener and the steward drowned; the mate and boy
succeeded in getting on board the wreck again,
where they remained for twenty-eight days.

During the first fourteen days, without anything
to eat; at this period they succeeded in getting into
the schooner's hold, and obtained three bags of corn,though completely saturated with salt water for
fourteen days. In the meanwhile, John Davis and
John Lindsay, seamen, the only ones who had notbeen washed overboard during the gale, expired
from long suffering; they died lutein November.

Ihe only water that was drank for a period oftwenty-eight (lays, was that received during one
day when it rained. Several vessels passed during
this long period, but without perceiving thein. On
the 4th December, the French hark Pauline, ('apt.
Lepentais, from Gonaives, bound to Havre, hove in
l-Ti '''' 11 , :lil down to the wreck, rescuing as above,
Eldridge S. Thomas, mate; Henry Edwards, sea-man. and the boy John Siccaro, and landed them at
Havre, Jau. 22.

The Magyar was owned in Belfast, Maine, and
uninsured. Her cargo was shipped bv Messrs. Knox
& Co., of this city, and is covered bv insurance in
New l oik.

LENT.
A writer in the \\ ashington (Vfoie, discourses as

follows on the observances of Lent. ''Lent" he
says "is a time of mortification during forty days,
in u hicli ( hristians are en joined to fast, in commem-
oration, as it is generally believed, of our Savior's
miraculous lasting for "that period in the wilder-ness, and also byway of humiliation and prepara-
tion Iafore the feast of Easter.

The Roman Catholic church, and some of the
Protestant communion, maintain that it was always
a fast yd forty days, and, as such, of apostolical in -
stitution. Others think that it wasof ecclesiastical
"RRhution. and that it was variously observed in
different churches, and grew bv degrees from a fastof forty hours to a fast of forty days.

In the ancient Latin church. Lent onlv consisted
of thirty-six days. In the ninth century, it is said,
four more days were added. This change in time
was generally adopted inpractice, though the churchof Milan is said to observe only thirty-six (lavs.

Those who contend that Lent was instituted bv the
Apostles, argue that whatever is generally receivedthroughout the whole church, and the institutionof which we do not find in any council, must be con-
sidered to have been established bv the Apostles,
and that such an institution is the feast of Lent; forits establishment is not spoken of in any council,
while many of the ancient councils, and some of the
oldest fathers, speak of it as of some standing.

The reformed churches generally, with the excep-
tion of the Episcopal church, hold" Lent to be a su-perstitious institution, set on foot bv some vain en-thusiasts, who dared to undertake to ape the mira-cles of Christ.

Some say it was first instituted bv Pope Telesphorns.
in the second century. Others, whoown that therewas a kind of abstinence observed in the ancientchurch before Easter, vet contend that it wasentirely
voluntarv, and never enjoined by anv law tillthethird century.

Accotding to Anderson's History of Commerce,
Lent was first observed in England bv the Saxons
in the year 640.

Political Lents have often been enjoined by sta-tute and proclamation. King James 1., of England
issued a proclamation against eating flesh inLentim 161J, and another in 1623. A similar proclama-
tion was also issued by Charles 1., in 1627, and an-
other in 1631.

The difference between the Greek and Latinchurches in the observance of Lent is. that theGreeks begin it a week sooner, and allow more (lavs
of intermission than the Latins; those who hold'itseven weeks not fasting on Saturday, a' those dowho hold it but six.

The ancient Latin monks held three Lents: thegrand Lent before Easter; another before Christ-
i,t'le Lent of St. Martin; and a third after iW Int Sunday, called the Lent of St. John the Bap- :
tist. Each of these lasted fortv (lavs.

The Greeks, besides that before taster, had four ;
others: of the Apostles, oi the Assumption, of IChristmas, and of the Transfiguration?but each Ilasting onlv seven days. The Jacobites added a !tilth, called the Repentance of Nineveh; and the
Maronites a sixth, called the Exaltation of the llolvC ross. J i

According to various authorities, Lent is observed i
in commemoration of the fortv days during which jthe world was deluged; or of the'fortv years dur- Iinsr which the Jews wandered in the"\vilde:-ness; orof the forty days allowed Nineveh for repentance: 'or of the forty stripes with which malefactors were !
to be corrected; or of the forty days during whichJloses fasted on receiving the law": or of the fortv
days' fast of Elias; or, more generallv, of the forty
davs' last of Christ.

The word Lent, it is said, is from the Saxonand signifies spring, the fast being held invariably'
ill our day, at that season, before the feast of
Easter.

It has been remarked that the fast prescribed by
the ancient systems of theology have been chiefly-
enjoined to be observed in the spring aad fall, whenthe seasons are about to change and when in ac-
cordance with well-known physiological laws, thehuman body is always benefited by abstinence
This observation, if just, as it seems to be, accords
with a like remark made in regard to the regula-
tions of Moses, prescribing the kinds of food which iwere to be eaten or rejected bv the Jews, and manyot n hich are found to be simply in accordance with
wholesome physical laws. This fact seems to show !
either that the observance ol such fasts is not a mat-
ter of religious obligation, or that, in beautiful de-monstration ot the harmony of spiritual and ma-terial laws, the spirit and the material frame areequal purified and strengthend by obedience to re-ligious injunctions.

01 old, all public games and stage plays, and thecelebration of all festivals, birth-uavs and marria-ges, were prohibited during Lent. "This rule stillholds in theory, but it is much disregarded in mac-
"tmy '/"\u25a0 for example, the opera
ot Don Giovanni was attended in Baltimore by greatnumbers of the members of those churches that ob-serve Lent, though their ministers had, in advance,
strongly denounced the practice.

We are told that, in ancient (lays, Lent wasthought the proper time for exercising uiore abund-antly cverv species of charity. Thus, what wassaved by abstaining from a meal was usually given
to the poor; and leisure time was employed in vis-iting the sick and those in prison, in entertaining
strangers, and in reconciling differences. This isquaintly expressed by Old Herrick, who says :

Is this a fast, to keep
The larder lean,
And clean

Erom tat of voals and sheep ?

Is it to ouit the dish
Of flesh, vet still
To fill

The platter high with fish ?

Is it to fast an hour,
Or rago'd to so,
Or show

A downcast look and soure ?

No; 'tis a fast to dole
Thy sheaf ofwheat,
And meat,

Unto the hungry soule.

It is to fast from strife,
From old debate,
And hate;

To circumcise thy life.
To show a heart grief-rent,

To starve thy sin,
Not bin;

And that's to keep thy Lent.
To all who conscientiously observe Lent, as a re-ligious institution, we commend its observance inthe spirit of these lines; so that, while in obedienceto the commands ofthe church, they do for them-selves what ts needful as well for the body as forthe soul they may likewise bring joy to the" "house-less heads and unled sides "of the poor around them.
