for the safety and welfare of the people: but when
it sends tliem clearly without the pale of those au-
thorities and limitations, unconstitutionally to op-
press the people, as is the ease in the so called army
sent to Utah, it commits a treason against itself
which commands the resistance of all good men, or
freedom will depart our nation.

In compliance with a long-established custom in
appointing officers not of the people's election,
which the Supreme Court of the United States :
would at once, in justice, decide to be unconstitu- i
tional, we have petitioned and petitioned that good I
men be appointed, until that hope is exhausted;
and we have long enough borne the insults and out-
rages oflawless officials, until we are compelled, in j
self-defence, to assert and maintain that great Con-
stitutiona. right ofthe governed to officers of their
own selection and local-laws of their own enact- '
uient. That the President and counsellors, aiders ,
and abettors of the present treasonable crusade ,
against the peace and rights of a Territory of the j
United States may reconsider their course and re-
trace their steps is earnestly to be desired, but in
either event our trust and confidence are in that
Being who at liis pleasure rules among the armies
of heaven and controls the wrath of the children of
man, and most cheerfully should we be able to abide
the issue.

Permit me to tender vou my entire confidence
that your deliberations will be distinguished by that
wisdom, unanimity and love of justice that has ever
marked the counsels of our legislative assemblies,
and the assurance of my hearty co-operation in
every measure you adopt for promoting the true
interests of a Territory beloved by us for its very
isolation and forbidding aspect, for here, if anv- j
where upon this footstool of our God, have we the -
privilege and prospect of being able to secure and
enjoy those inestimable rights of civil and religious j
liberty, which the beneficent Creator of all mankind i
has, in his mercy, made indefeasible, and perpetuate
them upon a broader and firmer basis for the benefit I
of ourselves, of our children and our children's 1
children, until peace shall be restored to our dis-
tracted country.

Resolved, That we hold ourselves, our means and
influence in readiness to sustain his Excellent', Gov-
ernor Young in every act he may perform or dic-
tate, in accordance with the Constitution and con-
stitutional laws of the United States and the laws !
of Utah, for the protection of the lives, peace and j
prosperity of the people of this Territory.

Resolved, That the neither the present nor any j
future Administration of the General Government
shall enforce profane, drunken, and otherwise cor- i
rupt officials upon us at the point of the bayonet;
and that the attempt so to do, by the present in-
cumbent of the Executive chair of our nation, has
incurred that contempt and determined opposition
of all good men, which such an act of usurped au- i
thority and oppression so richly deserves.

Resolved, That while we deprecate the bitter hos- j
tilitymanifested toward a most loyal and innocent i
people, by the present Administration of the Gene- !

THE GAS QUESTION ABROAD.

Baltimore, it appears, is not the onlycity in the
Union where the gas monopoly is felt to be an op-
pressive burden upon consumers, justifying and re-
quiring legislative interposition. The Cincinnati

Daily Gazette of Saturday, under the editorial head-
ing of "Complaints about Gas," has the following
remarks:

It is somewhat singular that in most of the lead-
ing cities of the United States, gas consumers have,
for some time past, been complaining loudly, and
bitterly because of an unexpected and unaccount-

able increase in their gas bills. Everywhere, it is
said, the greatest economy has been practiced bv
consumers, but this did not check the advancing
tendency in the charges ef the Gas Companies.?
Down went the lights'andup went the bills. In Cin-
cinnati, complaints of this character are universal.
Nine-tenths of the consumers, we have reason to
think, believe they arc paying for a great deal more

fas than they consume. They cannot be made to
elieve the consumption increased in proportion to

the charges. Neither can they explain the apparent
discrepancy.

The state of the meters was carefully noted from
month to month, and the figures were found to agree
with those rendered by the Company. So far, there-
fore, as the meters indicate, everything appears to
be correct. What then is the mater? There is
something wrong. It is useless to denv this. It is
hardly possible that private families' and others,
without any increase in the number of burners, in
spite of every effort to economize, and with the aid
of all the modern contrivances, for reducing the
flow of gas, could consume from thirty-three to fifty
per cent, more gas, than inthe corresponding month's
last year. What, therefore, we repeat, is the mat-
ter?' Is there no scientific man among us that can
throw light on the subject? Will the Gas Companv
favor the public with an explanation?

The Harrisburg Herald ofyesterday, also contains
some remarks which are applicable to our own
case?

In a communication to the New York Daily Times,
Robert Prince, of Brooklyn, X. Y., asserts that all
the meters made in that city, for the gas companies,
are designedly constructed to indicate a consump-
tion of about fifteen per cent, of gas greater than
the real amount. Some years since, he became in-
terested with a manufacturer of gas meters, which
were made with indexes that truly indicated the
amount consumed, but the gas companies would not
purchase them, consequently, the iiianulacturcr re-
ferred to, was obliged to give up the business or at-
tach false indexes to his meters; he now works to the
order of these companies, and is liberally patroni-
zed by them!

In calling attention to this important matter, the
Scientific American remarks that as gas companies
provide their own meters, the persons who consume
the gas are not able to tell whether thev are de-
ceived or not. Mr. Prince recommends that all gas
meters be placed under a competent public "Meter
inspector, ' and that those who use the gas be per-
mitted to purchase stamped meters where they
please. He also asserts that no gas company can
prosecute for debt, as thev cannot prove by law the
correctness of any gas bill, and for this reason thev
never prosecute,"but cut off the supply of gas from
debtors. This is a question which deserves to beprobed to its very core. Ifthe gas meters are made
as alleged by Mr. Prince, of course the public must
be greatly wronged bv the gas companies.

We agree withthe Lancaster Express, "that this
would be a good subject for the attention of the
Legislature ot this State at its present session."?
Perhaps the most effectual way of reforming the
abuse of tlie present system, would be to cause the
person who make- out the bills, give a sworn state-
ment of their correctness, a thing which some peo-
ple doubt somes bat whether some of them could
do under their present liberty, without stretching

their consciences very much.

SENATE.
A communication was presented from the Legisla-

ture ofKentucky ottering a regiment of volunteers
for service in Utah.

Mr. Henderson, of Texas, took his seat.

Several memorials from the Legislature of lowa,
asking lands for rail road purposes, were presented.

Mr. King reported a bill granting Rome Arsenal
to the State of New York. Passed.

Mr. Green called up the Kansas bill.
Messrs. Gwin and Broderick'objected as the Pa-

cific Railroad hillhad priority.
The motion to take up the Kansas bill,was how-

ever agreed to?yeas 32; nays 20.
Mr. Green took the floor, and gave notice of his

intention to offer a substitute for the admission of
the States of Kansas and Minnesota together, hop-
ing that this would expedite business.

He then proceeded to speak upon the subject un-
der consideration, reptying to the positions of the
minority of the Committee on Territories and ear-
nestly advocating the admission of Kansas into the
Union under the Lecompton Constitution.

Mr. Collamer replied against the bill, on the gen-
eral grounds of his minority report from the Com-
mittee on Territories.

Without concluding, Mr. Collamer gave way for
a motion to adjourn.

Adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Messrs. Seward, Harris of Illinois, Grow, Custis,

and Bishop, were appointed the special committee
on the Matteson case. Mr. Harris was excused at
his own request.

Resolutions were received from the Legislature of
Washington Territory, declaring that Governor
Steven's proclamation of martial law was patriotic,

and was required to preserve the peace of the
territory.

Mr. Sherman, of Ohio, offered a resolution which
was adopted, calling for information whether any

money has been paid from the Treasury for the
year ending in June last, for the expenses of the
Legislature, or alleged Legiflaure of Kansas, and if
so, under what act and for what paid.

The House debated for about three hours, the bill

reported from the Committee of Accounts, propos-
ing reorganize the employees, and to arrange their
salaries. The discussion involved the question of
economy.

Pending the question the House adjourned.

FROM WASHINGTON.
WASHINGTON, March I.?The Senate inExecutive

Session to-day, confirmed a large number of appoint-
ments, made during the recess of Congress.

Doctor William Jones, has been nominated as
Postmaster of Washington, in the place of Mr. Ben-
ret. whose commission has expired.

The nomination of Mr. Cook, Postmaster of Chi-
cago, was warmly debated for two hours. The dis-
cussion involved questions concerning his moral
integrity. Pending the question on the nomination,
an adjournment took place.

George Ashniun was before the Tariff Investiga-
tingCommittee this morning. According to all ac-
counts, he said he knew nothing whatever concern-
ing the maters about which he was interrogated.

The Matteson Investigating Committee hold their
lirst meeting on Wednesday.

General Whitfield, in a letter received here to-day-
says that Lane's party has served upon him a no-
tice to quit, threatening that unless lie do so to as-

sassinate him. He has sent his family out of Kan-
sas, but he is resolved to remain. He says that
house burning and murders are frequent in the

county opposite St. Joseph, Mo. Mr. Format) and
his family hare been driven out and several persons
have been killed. Also in the county above, simi-

lar outrages have been perpetrated.

Prominent Democratic members of Congress have

calculated that the Kansas and Minnesota bills com-
bined will pass the Senate by six or eight and the j
House by about fifteen majority.

DEATH OF THE BISHOP OF DUBUQUE.? The Catholic
Telegraph of this week appears in mourning for the
death of the Right. Rev. Bishop of Dubuque, lowa,
of which melancholy event that journal savs :

The Right Rev. Matthias Loras. D. I)., first Bishop
of Dubuque, for which See he was consecrated in
July, 1837, died on the 19th of February. His .suc-
cessor is Right Rev. Clement Smith, who was con-
secrated in the course of the past year.

Bishop Loras was, we believe, a native of Lyons,
in France. He labored with much zeal for main

years in the Diocese of Mobile, where he was Yicar-
General of his Right Rev. compatriot, Dr. Portier,
when appointed by the Holy See Bishop ofDubuque.
In a temporal point of view, no Diocese in the Uni-
ted States is better provided for than that of Du-
buque : while its spiritual interests were not neglec-
ted. The funeral Of the deceased Prelate took place
last Sunday. May he rest in peace!

RUSSIAN JOURNALISM INENGLAND. ?A very extra-
ordinary fact has just leaked out in London which
sounds like a paradox. Who ever heard before of
a Russian free press ? But sueli an anomaly really
does exist. It appears that two journals?the one
monthly and the other semi-monthly?are publish-
ed in London in the Russian language, and that
some thousands circulate secretly in Russia. The
mvsterv is thus explained. A rich Russian exile,
by name Huzen, is living in London, and to beguile
his leisure has gotten them up. He receives from
friends and anonymous correspondents in Russia
full details of many scandalous abuses against the
government bv sinning officials: and you may sup-
pose the publication of these in a newspaper, that
reaches St. Petersburgh soon afterwards, must
create a terrible rumpus. Mr. Huzen, who is a
vigorous writer, was zealous in his opposition to thelate emperor; but he manifests a decided tendencvto support Prince Gortscliakoff, the Prime Minister
of the new emperor, and in his bold and patriotic
efforts at progress.

CRIMES AND CASUALTIES IN CALIFORNIA.

The California papers received by the Messrs.
Taylor, furnish the following record of murders,
accidents and suicides, which have occurred in this
State since the last mail:

On the 21st January, John McKay, James Cup-
pies, and James McDonald were drowned by the
capsizing of a boat in the Sacramento river above
C'olusi.

January 2f.th an affray occurred near Stockton, in
which a man named Glenn shot two brothers, Fran-
cis and Robert Brubacker. The latter was killed
instantly, and the former expired on the fourth day
after he was shot.

On the 23d dav of Januarv a shooting affray oc-
curred at Snclling's Ranch, Merced county, between
E. P. Barclay, William Stevens, and James Wilcox,(riends of one Edwards, who killed Stelling some
eight or ten days previous, and Charles F. Blood-worth, I)r. J. W. Goodin, and Benjamin White,
friends of Snelling. Some thirty shots were fired,
and Barclay, Stevens, and Goodin were killed.

On the 27th Januarv a shooting affray occurredin the office of a Justice of the Peace at Oroville.
and five persons were wounded.

January 18th, William Frank, a Russian bv birth,
committed suicide at Tomales Bav bv shooting
himself.

January 29th. James McQuade was garroted in
Stockton.

James C. Coger and a cousin, 9av9 the Nevada
Journal, were killed a few days since by the falling
of a tree on a cabin, near Forest City, Sierra coun-
ty. Another cousin was severely though not mor-
tally injured at the same time.

James Wallace was killed at Moor's Flat recently,
while picking out an old blast, by the powder ex-
ploding. He left a wife and several children, who
reside at Mineral Point, Wisconsin.

A Mexican was killed in Bear Vallev, Mariposa
county, by a countryman of his. The murderer
was arrested by some of the citizens there and es-
caped soon afterward.

Francis Acosta, who was found guilty of murder
in the second degree in the District Court of Placer
county, tor the killingof PhillipGeary, was senten-
ced January 27th, to ten years in the penitentiary.

At San Francisco. January 20th, Adolph F.
Branda, a native of Virginia, employed in the store
of Macondra & Co., as book-keeper,"committed sui-
cide by taking strychnine.

On the 2fith of January, Charles O'Connell, a
native of Ireland, committed suicide by taking
strychnine.

Bet ween the 20tli and 29th of January six at-
tempts at self-destruction were made, which proved
unsuccessful.

January 27th, John Harrison, Esq.. a native of Ma-
ryland, who had been deputy sheriff forfour years in
this city, committed suicide by shooting himself in
the head.

A man named John Monteban, an Englishman,
who, four years ago, came down from the mines
with 540.000. but latterly had become a vagrant,
committed suicide on the'29th of Januarv.

On Saturday night. January 30th, five attempts
were made to fire the citv.

Monday, February Ist, a man named Voorhes,
formerly of Marvsville, committed suicide in this
city. He was a native of Ohio, where it is said he
has relatives.

February 2d, Otto Frank, a native of Prussia,
aged twenty-two years, committed suicide by taking
prussic acid.

SAN SALVADOR.
The Legislature met on the 22d, when President

Campo delivered his message. It opens with a re-
view of the campaign in Nicaragua, and touches
lightlyon Gen. Barnos's attempted revolution. He
t-ecommeuds a revision of the civil and penal codes,
and suggests that the task should be intrusted to a
commission. The public revenue is declared to be
in a flourishing state, and the State debt inow so
reduced that lie hopes it will be paid off in three
years. The commerce of the country has increased,

! and certain restrictions have been taken off.
The President congratulates Congress that the

country is on the best terms with the other Central
American States and with all foreign nations. Theclaims of some foreigners for money due since the
time of the Federal Government have been paid otf,
and the rest will'be settled in a short time.The Committee of Central American bondholders
in London having ordered certain terms, the Presi-
dent made a proposition to them through the Con
sul General in London ; but this not being acceded
to. the matter stands now on the same basis as here-
tofore.

The President gives the following favorable ac-
count of the progress of the country :

The progress of the country, Messrs. Representa-
tives, is a true progress. Notwithstanding the mis-
fortunes of the last six years, we have been able toimprove our legislation, our ports, our roads, andour productions of revenue are increasing evervyear, but what is more satisfactory is that the cus-
toms of the people keep pace with the general pro-
gress. Thus, every year that passes leaves behindfor succeeding ones new elements of order and pros-
perity.

In another place he says"lf 1 dont mistake,
Salvador is the onlyportion of the Spanish Ameri-can Continent that can boast to-dav that none of itssons eat the bitter bread of banishment."
[r-an Salvador. Jan. £S, Correspondence of Panama Herald ]

The Spanish American Alliance question seems toattract very little attention in this countrv proba-
bly on account of the doubts entertained of its beingcarried into effect. Still less do thev seem inclined for a confederation of the five republics uponthe grounds that Salvador and Costa Rica, the twobest Governments and most thriving States would
be compelled to impoverish themselves in order to
support their lazy and thriftless neighbors of Nicar-agua and Honduras.

The Government of Salvador is devoting its at-tention to the roads and bridges throughout theState. Tliis is a good move, and will reward theattention given them, particularlv in a countrv like
Salvador, which presents every element necessary
for developing its resources, excepting capital; landand labor reasonable, and the people docile and wil-ling to work. What more is wanting, excepting
the capital necessary to make a commencement?

Coffee planting on a grand scale is going on in
the departments of Sonsonate and Santa Ara. Thenumber of trees planted in these places Is computed
at 3,000,000. This is owing to the interest taken by
the Government in this product, and also to the
fact that Salvador is, without doubt, blessed with
the most liberal and best regulated Government inSpanish America.

COSTA RICA.
The Cronica de Costa liica says the Republic of

Costa Rica is following its steady course of pro-
gress. Justly judging that want' of proper roads
and the bad state of those already in use is a great
drawback for a country where agriculture is theprincipal source of commerce, the attention of the
Government and private capitalists has been direct
ed to the subject, and the advantages are beo-innino-
to be felt.

Col. Don Francisco Alvarado, who abandoned Cas-
tillo Viejo to the fillibusters, without making any
resistance whatever, has been sentenced to the de-
gradation of four years' confinement in the port of
Moin. The sentence has not been confirmed by theSuperior Court.

The new coffee crop was just coming in: it is re-
ported to be below an average in quantity. There
is some for sale in the market; and as most of the
crop is already engaged, the prices still continue
very high. Some of last year's crop has been sold
at $11.50 to 59.75. Business is reported dull in Pun-
ta Arenas.

JAMAICA.
We have dates from Kingston, Jamaica, to the

'2oth of February.
The new African Slave trade contracts of Franceexcited the ire and openly avowed hostilities of the

Jamaica press.
The Kingston Horning Journal says ; The truth

is, as far as Jamaica is concerned, there is a want of
labor, and immigration is necessary; but we desire
no quasi slave trade, no following'in the footsteps
of a despotic sovereign, to obtain stolen labor from
Africa. Immigration to this Islahd must be free
and voluntary such as prevails at tlie Mauritius.

The same paper adds: Unless due attention is
paid to immigration?the only means by which the
population can be improved?we must not expect
the prospects of Jamaica ever to progress much be-
yond what they are at present.

MEXICO.

Advices from (luaymas. to the 2!)tli ult., inform
us that Sonora is harrassed with a civil war, which
threatens great disaster to the people of the State.

Some friends of Gandarn have managed to col-
lect a large force of Saqai, I'imo, and Opata In-
dians, and have commenced war against the author-
ities of the State. They make the war support it
self, and pillage the peaceful inhabitants. On the
lfith December, a party of the rebels, numbering
1,200, defeated 000 government troops in battle,
and immediately made an attack on Guaymas.?
1 here were only 180 efficient soldiers in the town,
but they fought bravely, and after two days' fight-ing, the assailants were repulsed.

On toe approach of the rebels, the women and
children, and many of the private citizens of Guay-
mas, to the number of more than 1,000 in all, went
oft to lie islands in the bay, and remained there
until t ie fighting was over.

The rebels, when defeated in their attempt on
Guavn as, at once started in the direction of Her-mosillr, and it was supposed thev would attack that
place.

Gov. Pesqueira is in the interior raising men andmoney tor the war. and as he is very popular, it is
probable that he will soon be strong enough to
drive his enemies from the field.

BOLIVIA.
?Since the accession of Dr. Linares to the Presi-

dency tilings have gone on smoothly. Reports that
Belzu was on his return from Europe to initiate a
revolution has prevented Linares from reducing the
army as he intended. It is said the Government
will no longer monopolize the business in Casearilhi.
The harvest is favorable. Alpaca wool lias serious-
ly declined in price, on account of the crisis in
monetary affairs in Europe, but it is honed it w ill
rise again soon. Linares has formed a liberal and
progressive Cabinet.

CHILI.
The I Mcrmrio of latest date contained

the following summary:
Our situation inpolitics is as yet undefined. Gov-

ernment at\d opposing parties prepare to dispute the
victory in the approaching elections for members of
Congress, Senators and municipal bodies, which
takes place in March next; but the preparations are
made calmly, we might say in silence, although this
must not be taken as a sign that no agitation will
occur at that moment. On the contrary, it being
evident that the Government officers are actively

engaged in striving to influence the result of the
elections, the two opposing parties, conservatives
and liberals, have decided jointly to face the minis-
terial influences, and the field w illno doubt he warm
Iv disputed, although no danger is to be feared if
Government limits its efforts to legal grounds, as is
almost unanimously demanded by the nation.

During this fortnight the followingministers have
been appoin'td, and have taken the customary
oath: Don Senor Rafael Sotomayor, .hotice and l'ub-
lic Instruction, and Don Mafias' Ovalle, Finance,the
Cabinet being, therefore, reintegrated. Cp to this
moment we have not to notice any act which char-
acterizes the political programme agreed upon bv
government and its new counselors.

Our mon tarv situation has not improved sensi-
bly, although this market has been slightly eased
by the dcp >sit ot $150,000 placed by government in
the bank. Government has also restored to circula-
tion in Santiago, the sum of about 5250,000, partly
by payment of interest and capital of the public
debt, and partly by payment of interest and also re-
deemptionof the bills "of the Mortgage office. TU
these moments of pressure tbis measure has contri-
buted to ease the market.

Fortunately, we may consider the produce of our
tields during the present season as secured. From
all quarters we receive news of the abundant crops
of wheat and barley, which promise a rich harvest.
The untimely rain which fell on the 27th of Decem-
ber last, tar from causing harm, as some persons
feared, seems to have been rather favorable than
otherwise, and not a single alarming sacrifice threa-
tens our hopes. It is to be expected that the mone-
tary crisis will mostly disappear when our markets
begin to receive the abundant agricultural produce
promised from every part of the country. As we
have no great institutions of credit however, nor
fictitious values in our currency, a general bank-
ruptcy or uneasiness is limited to the paralyzation
of our commercial activity during more or less
time.

The merchant steamer Catapilco, was wrecked
on the Bth inst., off the port of Picliidangui, the
crew and passengers being happily saved.

The market of Valparaiso, as regards articles of
importation, is well supplied. The sales have been
small in articles of export the past fortnight, and
only on account of the fall in prices in Europe and
the United States, but also from the great scarcity
of money which prevails. Flour is held at SG to
$0.50 per quintal, six months' credit. The stock is
sufficient until the new crop is milled. American
lumber is plenty and hard of sale. Bar Silver is
worth $10.31 per marc. Copper has fallen SI the
past fortnight, so that sales are now effected at $lO
cash. Freights?Ores from Caldera to Swansea,
£2 155.; to Liverpool, £2 10s.: to Hamburg, £2 15s.
Freights to Atlantic States nominal.

December.
Governor Alcina had returned from the frontiers,

leaving them in a state of defence. A froth inva-
sion of the Indians on the North hadbeenannounced.
and measures were taken to drive them back.

The remains of Gen. Lavelle were about to be
brought from a foreign land, back to his native soil,
Buenos Ayres, and preparations were being made to
receive them with great pomp.

There was a scarcity of provisions, but the ap-
proaching harvest promised to be abundant.

The price of hides had fallen in consequence of the
commercial crisis which has visited all the world.
In Brazil the pressure was already felt severely.

The most remarkable event in the Confederation
was tiie well-founded rumor that the Republic would
join Brazil in the war with Paraguay. Although
this has not been officially declared, it has been pub-
lished by facts, as Paraguay has occupied certain
points in the Brazilian Territorv with a force of
10,000 men. Itappears that the Confederation will
furnish 5,000 horses as its first contingent, iu ihe
approaching struggle.

The ostensible object is to exact the performance
of the treaties with Paraguay : but the result will
be to drag that countr\ from the isolation establish
ed and preserved there by the Jesuits, and bring it
into contact with commerce and civilization. We
hope Brazil will this time adopt a more liberal pol-
icy than that which she pretends to support respect-
ing the nav ration of the river Amazon. Buenos
Ayres has L clared itself neutral in the conflict.

As to th rest, the Confederation continues in
peace. On 5e Ist of February the Manna Bank,
with a capit I of $BOO,OOO, which in June would he
increased to 2,800,000, was to be installed in Ra
sanio.

The civil ar broke out in Montevideo: but it
was soon ov rcome. The Government party was
enabled to tr imph in the election by means of in-
spiring a gen al terror; but the reactions have be-
gun and will nimbly continue, as the political and
economical si lation was much too stringent, (tri-

Kirby stood by the stove a few
minutes, apparently laboring under much excite-
ment. Suddenly be advanced towards his wife,who
told him to keep off', as she did not desire his com
pany. He replied, "Perhaps she didn't," and turn-
ingaway, went back to the stove. In a moment af-
terward he advanced toward Stanton and plunged
a knife into his sid, shoving it in with both hands,
and leaving it sticking in the body.

He exulted in tltf act, and said he was only pre-
vented from killing his wife also bv the two men
who were in the room.

The wife is higMy esteemed, and has given no
cause for the jealously of her husband.

NEW V ORK DRY Croons MARKET.? There has been
a lair amount of ssles during the last week, and at
steady prices.

There is considerable appreciation going forward in
the price? of eottoi fabrics, owing to the steady
riseof the raw material. It the woolen wholesale
trade a good business is reported with the interior
of this State, and with the East. The near by trade
will be relied on chiefly this Feason ?exclusively bv
many who previously gave large credits West and
South-nest. There is a disposition to confine sales
more within easy reach of collections, and to di-
tricts which have suffered least in the late troubles,
proportionally to their population. This is notori-
ously the case with this State. Parties who have
made their old winter stock serve them during the
past season will be better prepared to renew their
summer purchases. The sales of men's summer
goods have been comparatively large, foreign
goods in desirable styles are in better demand. Rich
silks are hardly to be found -the entire importa-
tion having been sold. .New styles of spring iib
bons are also scarce and high.

Iri the ensuing month, the purchases made on a
credit ot eight months, in July last, imade before
any trouble was foreseen,) will fall due; and the six
months' renewal of paper which ought to have been
paid in September will also mature; but these to-
gether will not make the money market so active as
usual, as the subsequent month's business was out
short altogether. Some few failures areoccurring.
but the great abundance of money will aid all sol-
vent houses easily through with their payments.
