Husaxiry 1o Horses.—A person who has had
some experience with horses say

“When a horse has fallen, from the slippery
state of the ground, the readiest method of enabling
him to rise is to place an old rug or carpet under
his fore feet, and he will be able to get up at once.
Many horses are seriously strained by their efforts
to rise on slippery ground, and this is most particu-
larly the case with those of high spirit, and fre-
quently those of greatest value are so frightened by
the fall that greater injuries to themselves, as well
as danger to those in the carriage, ensue from vain
efforts to get them up than by the fall.
