j pondent C. were it not that your own remarks aud
his comment tend, if not replied to, to create a be-
lief that Mr. Bowen is seeking to organise "a mo-
nopoly" in Central Africa similar to the monopoly

: of the East India Company.
Now the facts are that Mr. Bowen is a Baptist

i Missionary, who having spent some six years in
Africa has applied to Congress for an appropriation

| to explore the Niger, and in a letted to the Com-
mittee of the Senate, and in publications in Hunt's

I Magazine, the African Repository, and in a book,
one of the most interesting ever published in rela-
tion to Africa, has labored to induce others to unite
with biin in the great work of disseminating the
Gospel in Africa.

He tells us that the missionary, the school master,
the mechanic and the trader, are each indispensable
to this great work, and demonstrates that each and
all can be usefully and profitably employed. He is
a missionary, not a trader. He has no wish himself
to become a trader, but he believes, as I do, that it
is indispensable that the trader should go with the
missionary. He had failed to enlist the co-operation
of any trader having requisite capital, and having
read his book, I advised him to apply to the Legis-
lature of Maryland for a charter, believing that he
could find many who would willinglyappropriate
small sums, which, under a charter, would enable
him, with the aid and co-operation of such a com-
pany to demonstate that the plan which he proposes
is the only feasible plan of colonizing Africa, and
ridding us of the free black population?measures
which, it is hoped, you and your correspondent both
approve.

But you both censure the bill because of powers
asked for, and your correspondent seems to think it j
monstrous that the company should be permitted to
trade "elsewhere than in Africa." Commerce is an j
exchange of commodities, and what harm could ac-
crue if one of the company's ships should go from
Africa to Europe, and from Europe to Baltimore ?

Again the sum of §10,000,000 startles your corres-
pondent. Does he know anything of the number of
persons or the amount of the products of Central Af-
rica 1 Does he know that the company willfind the
British, French and Portuguese already engaged in
this trade, with much more than ten millions of capi-
tal, and protected by fleets and armies whose annual
cost is much more than ten millions of dollars ? Has
he any conception of jealousy and rivalry which our
missionaries will encounter ? I do not believe he has
the information either as to the object and purposes of

the bill or of the means by which these objects can he
obtaincd,if he be as you say. an intelligentand right
minded citizen of the State.

But you and he too seem to think that it will be
time enough for the Legislature of Maryland to
grant =uch a charter when your own merchants ask
for it.

I can well suppose that you, as citizens of Balti- 1
more, wish to promote the welfare and commerce of
Baltimore, and do not complain that you ask that
your own merchants should be preferred. I can
speak for myself, and venture to speak for Mr. Bow-
en. Neither of us have any wish to prevent any
merchant ot Baltimore from.taking as large an in-
terest in this Company as he may wish to take, and j
surely it would be worse than the "dog in the man-
ger" to refuse to permit others to do that which, j
being tendered to you, you refuse to do. If you j
wish to profit by the Company, take the shares, and
it willbe your Company. Mr. Bowen does not wish |
the charter for himself, but for others?for your !
Baltimore merchants ifthey will.

A word as to the amount of capital asked for. 1
know that ten millions of dollars is a large sum, i
but it does not follow that that sum will be sub-
scribed. It may be wanted, and ifso, the company j
should have the privilege to obtain it. It will hot ,
be subscribed unless it can be profitably employed, j
and if it can be profitably employed, there can be
no reason why the capital should not be equal to the
wants of the trade.

The competition is not with the merchants of Bal-
timore, now engaged in that trade, but with Brit-
ish, French and Portuguese traders, backed by the
fleets, and protected by their respective govern-
ments.

TERRIFIC GALE AT FAYAL?NINE SHIPS |

SUNK.
The following description of a disastrous storm |

off the coast of Fayal, is from a private letter to a
gentleman of this city. It is written by an eye i
witness, the distinguished American painter, Win.
Hunt, of Newport, R. 1., who has passed the win-
ter in Fayal:

FAYAL, January 24.
"We have just had a most terrific gale here.? i

Such a storm has not been known for at least fifty
years. The wind blew from the southeast, which
is here the bad wind. Out of sixteen ships which
were lving at anchor before our eyes, nine of them j
were driven on the sand and rocks at our feet and 1
broken into atoms. For two days we positively
lived on the sea walls- unable to leave the dreadful
scene of destruction for more than an hour at the !
longest.

"Before us lies the bay, where at anchor are all
the ships that put in here for repairs.

"We were called in this morning early, and told
that a vessel had dragged her anchor, and was dri-
ving fast on the sand. Another large vessel had
broken her chains, and soon went beating on the
sands?there were two or three men on board the
first, but they were enabled to throw a rope from
the ship to the sea-walls, and on this they escaped I
before the ship was beaten by the waves into atoms.
The second ship had no passengers on board, and by
three o'clock she was gone. Meantime, as you may
imagine, we trembled for them all.

"The storm raged on, though it did not rain a
drop. In many of the vessels were passengers and
crews; several cut away their masts, and awaited
their fate. Next came the Mareider, a Portuguese
vessel, with four men on board, heading with fear-
ful rapidity directly for the sharp volcanic rocks at
our feet. As they approached, and within, perhaps,
two rods of the wall, i the poor men clinging desper-
ately to a spar or rope,) one was drowned and three
were miraculously saved."

"Night came on, and we feared for all the ships,
for the storm did not abate inthe least. The watches
tried to light tar barrels, and were ready for an
emergency. Two more vessels went on shore, but
ropes were thrown with nooses for the men, and no
lives were destroyed. The next day two other ves-
sels were lost, but no lives, a3 they" ran luckily on
the sands."

"Imagine the vessels one after the other parting
their cables, and dragging their anchors, and driven
upon the sand or rocks. The shores were strewn
with thousands of pieces of wood, but so shivered

and broken that in two days the people had taken it
all away. Now on the bay sparkling with sunlight,
lie only seven of the sixteen ships.

SENATE.

The Senate resumed the consideration of the hill
for the admission of the State of Kansas into the
Union.

Mr. Green stated that on Monday next the friends
of the bill would insist upon coming to a direct vote
upon it.

Mr. Doolittle resumed the remarks which he
commenced on Thursday last against the bill. Hesaid that the announcement which had just been
made bv the chairman of the Committee on Terri-
tories, had placed him in rather an embarrassing
position; for he was at a loss to decide, in view of
the brief time to be allowed to conclude the discus-
sion of this momentous subject, whether to go on
with the remarks which he had designed to make,
or to yield the tloor to more experienced
Senators, who doubtless wished to be heard upon
the subject. There were some things, however,
which had been said upon the other side, and bv the
Senator from South Carolina in particular, [Mr.
Hammond,] which demanded a replv. and lie could
not remain silent. He then proceeded to replv to
the charge of Mr. H. that the North had broken
their faith with the South, denving that such was
the case; he also charged Mr. Calhoun, with being
one of the originators of the United States Bank,
and noticed with some indignation that portion of
the speech of Mr. 11., which designated the laboring
classes of the North as slaves equally with the coL
ored race at the South.

Mr. D. then took up the question of the admis-
sion of Kansas, and argued that the Topoka Consti-
tution was more legal than that formed bv the Le-
compton Convention, repeatingjmany of the argu-
ments which have heretofore been made by his
political associates. Upon the conclusion of his
remarks,

Mr. Foster obtained the floor. He said that he
never could vote for the admission of a slave State
north of 26° 20', believing the ordinance of 1787 to
be still in force. He also cited several of the provi-
sions of the Lecompton constitution which he deem-
ed obnoxious to the people of the free States; and
as he considered them anti-republican, he regarded
that as a sufficient reason why that Constitution
should be rejected.

Mr. Hamlin obtained the floor for to-morrow; and
Mr. Green moved that the further consideration

of the subject be postponed until half-past twelve
o'clock to-morrow, but subsequently withdrew the
motion, understanding that the opponents of the
bill were Dot anxious that such a course should be
pursued.

After the consideration of executive business,
The Senate adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Mr. Taylor, of Louisiana, asked consent to intro-

duce the following joint resolution :
"Resolved, &c., That the President of these Uni-

ted States be requested to inquire into and ascer-
tain the iacts involved in the said alleged sei7.ure of
the said American barque, [Lvonnaise,] and the
grounds on which the said reported condemnation of
said American barque to pay said damages was made,
and whether there is any law of France requiring
sailing vessels on the high seas to carry lights ex-
cept in the night time.

And be it resolved, further, That ifit shall appear
upon proper inquiry that the said condemnation
was made upon the ground that the American bark
and her officers were guilty of neglect and want of
care because there were no lights upon the said bark
?as required by the laws of France?then in that
case the President of the United States is hereby
requested to bring the facts to the notice of the
French government, with a view to obtain redress
for the wrongs sustained by American citizens in
this instance, and to prevent similar wrongs in the
future.

Mr. Burroughs, of New York, objected.
Mr. Taylor moved that the rules be suspended?-

which motion was agreed to.
The resolution was then referred to the Commit-

tee on Foreign Affairs.
THE PRINTING BILL.

The bill was then read a third time and passed,
?yeas 128, nays 47, as follows :

The following is the bill as passed
A bill to appropriate money to supply deficien-

cies in the appropriations for'paper. printing, bind-
ing, and engraving ordered bv the Senate and
House of Representatives of the ThVty-third and
Thirty-fourth Congresses, and which/has been exe-
cuted.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Represen-
tatives oj the United States of America in Congress as-
sembled, That for the purpose of defraying the defi-
ciencies in the appropriation for the paper for print-
ing, for the printing, and for the binding, engraving
and lithographing ordered by the Senate and House
of Representatives of the Thirty-third and Thirty-
fourth Congresses, the following sums of money are
hereby appropriated out of any money in the trea-
sury not otherwise appropriated.

To pay for paper, one hundred and four thousand
dollars.

To pay for theprinting ordered bv the Senate and
House of Representatives during the Thirty-third
and Thirty-fourth Congresses, fifty seven thousand
six hundred and nineteen dollars' aixl ninety-four j
cents.

To pay for the binding, lithograi'hing, and en-
graving ordered by the Senate during the Thirty-
third and Thirty-fourth Congresses "one hundred
and seventy-nine thousand five hundred and sixty-
nine dollars and sixty-four cents.

On motion of Mr. J.Glancy Jones, of Pennsylvania,
the House again went into' Committee of the Whole j
on the state of the Union, (Mr. Houston of Alabama, !
inthe chair, 1 and proceeded to the consideration of
the bill making appropriations for the consular and !
diplomatic expenses of the Government for the vear !
ending June 30, 1859.

Mr. J. Glancy Jones, of Pennsylvania, explained '
that the bill merely provided for the payment of
the salaries of the consuls and those employed by
the government in its diplomatic service. He hoped
the committee, at as early a period as possible, would
report the bill to the House with a favorable recom-
mendation.

Mr. Bocock, of Virginia, addressed the committee
at length in reply to the speech of Mr. Millson, his
colleague, and in favor of the admission of Kansas
under the Lecompton Constitution. One might have
supposed that his colleague's design was to enforce
upon the committee the belief that the South had
not obtained all to which she was entitled by the
passage of the Kansas Nebraska Bill; but after con-
sidering the whole speech, and the circumstances
which surrounded it, that idea would have to be
abandoned. Itseemed that that gentleman had felt
himself called upon to discover so much ingenuity for
the purpose of proving that he foresaw all the
evils which had fallen upon the country; and that
they were the result of the Kansas-Nebraska bill.?
He objected to it on the ground that a proper and
legal construction sustained the idea of territorial
sovereignty. He himself preferred that to the doc-
trine of congressional restriction, because the one
would be the peace of admitted inferiority and the
other the peace of superior right. Under the doc-
trine of territorial sovereignty, they would have
strife in settling their difficulties, but poor as the
chance would be, still they would have their chance,
and the consolation of knowing that ifthwquestion was
decided against them itwould be decided by those most
interested. But he contended that a fair and legiti-
mate construction of that bill did not encourage
the idea of territorial sovereignty. His col-
league had ridiculed the idea that Congress in-
tended to vacate the power to legislate slavery into
the Territory. He argued that the power had been
repeatedly assumed by Congress. The Kansas-Ne-
braska bill aimed to deny the possession of such p. w-
er. The proper construction was, that it was not in-
tended to exclude slavery from any Territory, but to
leave the people free to regulate their own institu-
tions. The objection applied to what was known as
the Badger proviso, which was a concession of the
weaker and oppressed portion of the Union, and
which provided that nothing in the bill should be
construed as putting into force any law protecting
or abolishing slavery. If the Missouri Compromise
was constitutional, by its repeal they removed a pos-
itivebarrier and left an open field, and he would ask
whether they had not gained something by that?
If it was unconstitutional, then it was null and
void, and of no effect ab initio, and did not re-
peal the old French and Spanish laws. It was a
question which had led to considerable discussion,
whether or not the government could exert its
powers so as to limit the property of one section of
the Union, and extend and enlarge the property of
another. The Kansas-Nebraska bill had decided
that question by declaring that the government

i should not so use its powers as to discourage the
i interests of one section to the advancement of the
interests of another. And then came the decision
of the Supreme Court affirming the Kansas-Ne-
braska bill, and declaring that the constitution, so
introduced into the Territories, should stand as a
tower of strength to defend the property of all sec-
tions of the Union. His colleague seemed to think
that the evils which had arisen in Kansas were the
result of the Kansas-Nebraska bill. He would sub-
mit to him that if they were the result of that bill,
these consequences would follow it everywhere.?
The principles of that bill had been applied to Ne-
braska and New Mexico without like results. If
the principles of that bill had been adopted long
ago, everything would have gone off smoothly. It
was in consequence of the extraordinary means re-
sorted to to effect the settlement of Kansas that
had created all the difficulties.

The President had sent a message to Congress
with a constitution, asking that Kansas be admitted
as a State under that constitution. He took his po-
sition to-day in favor of such admission, and was
ready to give his reasons. He was free to admit that

when the constitution came to th -m they had a
right to inquire if there was a sufficient population
to entitle them to admission, but he believed there
was no difference ofopinion 91 that point. All parties
agreed to that. And then they had a right to inquire
whether it was republican inform, and he believed
there was no difference of opinion about that. The
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question then came as to whether it was the consti-

! tution of the people ot' Kansas. He contended thatno constitution was ever submitted to the votes 01all the people to be governed by it. If sover
' eigntv resided in the people it was a unit, and
| could not be divided, and unless all the people

j acted there was no exercise of sovereignty. Ac-
| cording to the doctrine of Mr. Walker, those who
! staid at home authorized those who voted to act for

; them. The convention,and the convention only,were
authorized to speak the voice of the people of Kan-sas. The convention were the representatives ot
sovereignty, and were called for the purpose otmaking a constitution. He did not believe that
there w as a lawyer who would deny that the legis
lature that called the convention was a legally-con-
stituted body; for, if they were elected byfraud, it
was the government of the people of Kansas, andthe legislature that possessed the form possessed
the power. If the law was illegal it was the faultof the people who made it, and if the people
had an opportunity to be represented and wouldnot avail themselves of it, it was now too late,
and they could not take advantage of their own
wrong.

Mr. Dawes, of Massachusetts, opposed the admis-
sion of Kansas under the Lecompton Constitution?-contending that it was illegal, and did not express
the will of the people.

Mr. Keitt, of South Carolina, obtained the floor,
and the committee rose.

Mr. English, of Indiana, asked consent to intro-
duce a bill to provide for a building at New Albany
in the State of Indiana, for the post office.

Objection being made,
Mr. English moved that the rules be suspended ?

pending which,
On motion of Mr. Burnett, of Kentucky, at half-past io'clock, the House adjourned.

THE LONDON TIMES IN FAVOK OF THE LE
COMPTON CONSTITUTION.

Ihe London Time* of the 17th instant takes the
following view of the Lecompton question:

We are so much bound?not by geographical
links only, but bv policy, alliances, and national in-
terests?to the Old World, that even now, when
the United States have become a first-rate Power,
and British America counts more than three mil-
lions of inhabitants, most of us skim over with in.
difference every piece of news unconnected with
business which comes from the other side of the
Atlantic. The Continent of Europe still maintains
its supremacy in our interest and attention, and a
question relating to some third-rate kingdom, or
some half-civilized and distant province, is discussed
at greater length than the most important concerns
of the New World.

V\ e will not apologize to our readers for supposing
that they have little accurate knowledge of the Kan-
sas question. All of us have a feeling against slav-
ery, and are aware that in Kansas a Pro-slavery
party and an Abolition party have been in deadly
strife for the last three or fouryears. Butof the de-
tails we presume most people are ignorant, r.ot from
want of the opportunity of knowledge, for everv let-
ter from the States is sure to be full of the matter,but from the complexity of the subject and from our
habitual indifference to American affairs. But, as
it is universally agreed that the crisis has come,
and as the question does certainly present many
points "t interest, we may enter for a moment on
the rough and chartless sea of American politics,
and endeavor to discover what is the issue on which
all Republican eves are fixed.

President Buchanan has just sent to Congress a
Message on the affairs of Kansas, in which he takes
the side of the Pro-slavery party on legal grounds,
and advises that Kansas' should be admitted as aState, with the constitution framed bv the Con-
stitutional Convention recently assembled. This
constitution establishes slavery, and was set

tied by an assembly for the members of
which most of the Preesoilers abstained from
voting. The argument of the President is, that
even it it be true, as declared, that the ma-
jority of the inhabitants of Kansas are Free-
Soilers, yet, as they abstained from voting for the
members of a Convention legally called, thev must
be bound by the minority, who exercised their
rights; and, should they wish to overthrow slavery,
they must wait until Kansas is duly constituted a
State, and then strive to have another Conven-
tion nominated to undo the work of the last.?
The President begins by declaring that the
whole party which refuses to acquiesce in the
legitimacy of the Lecompton Convention, and
which sets up the Topeka Constitution as law,
are rebels against the authority of the United
States, and fall little short of the guilt of the Mor-
mons. This is, indeed, a severe blow to the Free-
soil party, which had reconed, with some confidence,
that the justice of their cause would have counter
balanced anv transgression of strict constitutional
law. The President declares that the Govern-
ment would have been long since subverted by
the " insurgent Topeka Legislature" had it not
been for the assistance of the Cnited States troops.
"A large portion of the people of Kansas," says
he, "have been in a state of rebellion against the
Government, with a military leader at their head
of the most turbulent and dangerous character." ?

The fact of the matter is, that from the first settle-
ment of Kansas there have been two factions, each
ready to shed the other's blood. It seems beyond a
doubt that the majority of the firstinhabitants were
opposed to slavery; but a large body of slavery-men
burst into the country from the adjoining State of Mi-
souri, not with any intention of settling, but merely to
force slavery institutions on Kansas, and to deliver
their own State from the dread of a Freesoil neigh-
bor. These were the "Border Ruffians," and the
time of the outrages were the years 1855 and 185C.
The Freesoil party denied the legality of all acts
done under theirinfluence, and assembling at Topeka
passed a Constitution, to which they have resolutely
adhered. Mr. Buchanan shortly after his inaugura-
tion despatched Mr. Walker as Governor to Kan-
sas. Governor Walker was accompanied by a strong
force of regular troops, and under his auspices a
Constitutional Convention has been held, with
which the "Topekaites" would have nothing to do.
Governor Robinson and General Lane, say the des-
patches of Governor Walker, counselled total diso-
obedience to the United States' authoritv. Gener-
al Lane raised volunteers to defend the Topeka
Legislature, and Governor Robinson declared that
the Jjjreesoil Constitution, having been ratified
twice, and followed up by the election of State offi-
cers, was the law of the land, though considered by
the Administration at Washington as revolutionary.

The President absolutely denies the authority
of the Topeka Legislature, and" declares that the
Constitution which has been lately voted, and which
he presents to Congress, is the legal expression
of the wishes of Kansas, and must De received as
such; but it rests with Congress to accept it or not.
By the fundamental law ot the United States, any
region within its jurisdiction which is sufficiently set-

tledmay be declared a territory and when itattains a
certain population may be admitted as a State,
on the demand of a properly constituted Conven-
tion. Now, even allowing that the Convention
which framed the Lecompton Constitution was
duly constituted, the question is whether Congress,

looking to the circumstances of the case, should
admit it. The South is, of course, eager in the
affirmative. The admission of Kansas would, for
the present at least, give two Pro-slavery votes in
the Senate. A more moderate party is for rejecting
the Constitution, and passing an "enabling Bill"
to give Kansas the power to form another. Mr.
Buchanan is for the former cour c. He shows that
it is an inherent right of a Territory to meet in
convention as Kansas did. and that it would be un-
just to refuse to acknowledge the Constitution it
adopted or to contest the claim to admission. More-
over, Minnesota anil Oregon are waiting also for
admission, and Kansas, which has waited longest,
ought to be disposed of first.

Yet it must not be supposed that Mr. Buchanan
is anxious that Kansas should be a Slave State. He
merely says that the Constitution which the Con-
vention lias established enacts slavery, and that
Kansas must come into the Union with this Consti-
tution, and change it afterwards, if it pleases. The
question of slavery was dulysubmitted to the people
on the 21st of last December.

The Freesoilers abstained from voting, as not re-
cognizing the assembly which put the question. It
they had chosen to vote, savs the President, the\
might have made Kansas a free State; as they ab-
stained they must take the consequences, and reme-
dy the evil by another vote after the territory has
become a State. The late judgment of the Supreme
Court, which ha scaused such astonishment at
home and abroad, is cited to show that Kansas,
being United States' Territory is from that
very fact slave soil. "It has been solemnly adjudged
by the highest judicial tribunal, that slavery exists
in Kansas by virtue of the Constitution of the Uni
ted States. Kansas is therefore at this moment a.;

much a Slave State as Georgia or South Carolina."
So there is nothing in the facts of the case, or the
law of the country to forbid the admission of the
territory with its present Constitution.

There can be no doubt that the President has
much reason on his side, and that the Freesoilers
have acted of late with imprudence and intem-
perance. They were at first overpowered by the
"Border Ruffians," and might naturallv refuse to
acknowledge assemblies elected by violence: but
when the Federal Administration interfered, and
gave them an opportunity of showing their nu-
merical strength, they might well have given
up their Separatist Legislature, and marshaled
their forces for a fair constitutional contest. They
are now branded by the highest authority
with the guilt of rebellion, and it is officiallyde-
clared that their acts necessitate the presence in

i the territory of a large body of troops, which
are much wanted elsewhere. That their cause will

have the sympathy of a large class both in their own
country and inEurope, we have no doubt, but that
they willhave to yield seems equally clear. Resistance
to the Central Government is the highest of crimes
in the eve of every true American, and when the
Chief of the Republic calls upon the citizens to sup-
port his authority he will be responded to from every
side. Perhaps the best solution of the question is
what the President proposes?that Kansas should
be admitted with her present Pro-Slavery Constitu-
tion, and that then the Freesoil party should, de-
mand a Convention, and endeavour by- legal means
to abolish the institution they detest.
