
PROM THE PLAINS.
The St. Louis Republican publishes the following

letter, dated Westport,- (M0.,) February 23 :
Mr. Kitchen, freighter, arrived here oil 22d in- 1

-taut, having started fromTeealote, New Mexico, on
the 20th of January.

He came down the Ciinarouo route, affording good
dry grass for animals and willow twigs for lire. At i
the Upper Cimarone Spring he met about 150 Kio-
was. They tvere friendly, and after a short inter-
change of good relations, passed on up the river to
where the great body of the nation was encamped.

At the lower Cimarone Spring he met a large war
force of Catnanches. A long Indian talk ensued.?
They expressed the best feelings for the white broth- ;
er. Said they had heard there would be a heap of !
trade carried on by the white man across the plains ,
next season. So far as their people were concerned, i
the trains would not he disturbed, neither would I
any demands ever be made again upon the white ;
people. Ifthe tireat Father choose to send them j
on presents they would gratefully receive them, >
but would not think hard il they were neglected.

What seems to have softened down these Indians
was, that they had heard much "big talk" about
the white soldiers going to wipe out the Mormons, i

Coming on the Arkansas river, and when within
fifteen miles of Pawnee Fork, he suddenly met about i
250 Arapahoe warriors, all armed with lance, gun
and pistol. Never were Indians better equipped.?
He was ordered to halt, which he did with des-
patch. Storm, the chief, with a few chosen, gath-
ered around on the ground, lit the calumet, Kitch-
en in their midst, and then talked a la savage.?

Storm related that be had just had a big fight With
the Pawnees, on Pawnee Fork, the day before.?
The contest was a bloody one. Ten Paw nees were
killed, some taken prisoners, and almost every one
who escaped was wounded. Ten bleeding scalps
were displayed by Storm to prove his assertion. ?

Stonn also displayed a letter written by Win. Bent,
a trader, in whicli he was endorsed as a popular and j
brave Indian in the Arapahoe tribe, worthy of the I
bounty of travelers.

Mr. Kitchen was thus politely compelled to re-
lease himself of j) great part of "his provisions. He
was then permitted to pass on. That night he
camped at Pawnee Fork. Some of the boys, in
bunting wood to build the camp fire, found "many
dead horses lying about, dreadfully gashed, and
also picked up two Paw nee Indian Lands that had
been lopped oft' in the fight. It was the battle-
ground described by Storm.

Mr. Kitchen found in the Little Arkansas river,
further on, ten dead Pawnee bodies. Some of them
were submerged in the water and life-like, others
on the verge were in a state of putie 'actii n It is
supposed tnev were killed by the Kaws.

The weather from New Mexico to Pawnee Fork
was summer-like?from thence to this point cold,
snowy, and extromely disagreeable, but lost no
mules.

AFRICAN SLAVE TRADE OPENED AT THE

SOUTH.
Some startling and insignificant facts have come

to our knowledge. We have hesitated to disclose
them, but after inquiry, examination and consulta-
tion, we are convinced that both duty and policy
demand disclosure. The facts, we say, are start-
ling: they are crucial. They will surprise and en-
courage many in our counting rooms and ollices,
and many on the plantations and in the towns, but
most of all they willastound the Cabinets of West-
ern Europe, and eminently assist to confirm between
the genial French people and our own Nor man or
Huguenot South, an unwritten but hearty, magnan-
imous and unconquerable, league against the allied
avarice and envy, cant and rapacity of England
and the Northern States.

Although the foiled and furious enemies of our in-
stitutions may shake up, uncork and pour out on
our battered brows the foaming rials of their wrath;
although the President may be shocked and embar-
rassed; and although the great parties of the coun-
try may be bitterly disappointed and iuibrangled,
let it go forth that Southerners have taken into
their own hand the law, and opened the African
Slave Trade with the South; that Africans are now
imported into Mississippi and other seashore States;
that in Mississippi there is a market for African
slaves, and that on plantations in that great and in-
trepid State, negroes recently imported from Africa
are at their daily work. The authority on which |
uemake this announcement is indisputable. We ;
even have advices that in Mississippi Henrv Hughes
and some of his party now privately urge the Labor
Immigration movement, not to open the supply of
Africans, but to legitimate, moralize, regulate'and
equalize the supply already opened and luiposiible
to be closed. We have some further details. Some
negroes are disembarked 011 the Atlantic coast and
brought overland to the Mississippi cotton helds.
but the Mississippi seacoast's peculiar facilities for
landing and secreting cargoes, and the conveniences
of Pearl river as a channel for distribution, are not
overlooked.

The profits of the Mississippi slave trade are en-
ormous. We have been so fortunate as to procure
from undoubted authority some interesting details.
They relate to the operations of the Mississippi !
lave trade, and are authenticated bv operators. It !
need not be said in the first place that the bark en- '
gaged in the traffic to the South must be a fast i
sailer, tor this is indispensable to the security of the j
officers and crew, the health of the cargo, and the !
rapidity of the pecuniarv returns. For a trip from Ithe Mississippi coast to Africa and back, there must
be a captain, supercargo, three mates, three cooks, '
steward, and between twenty and thirty first class
seamen. The vessel must be well supplied with
extra running rigging, and also super-
numerary spars, ropes, topmasts, and suits of sails.
An assortment of the flags of all nations will be par-
ticularly desirable, but the most useful is now the
French flag, because British cruisers willnot verify
the colors aud take the same liberties as with the
United States flag.

The fare of the ship's crew must be the verv best,
and their good will must be carefully conciliated,
because, during the voyage mutiny'is disastrous;
and after the voyage, a treacherous or vindictive
information is, to say the least, troublesome and ex-
pensive. To procure the good will of the men,
much depends 011 the mates, over whom the captain
ought to keep a strict wateh. For the subsistence
of the negroes there must be a plentiful supply of
hard bread, corn meal, rice, and an abundance of
vinegar, red pepper, pure water and drugs. In dis-
tributing diet, the greatest regularity is to be ob-
served, and the very first symptoms of diseasepromptly treated. As to the capacity of the supe-
rior ollieer, it may he safely said that a slaver re-
quires in it more courage, "talent, honesty, fidelity,
skill and discretion, than any other ship in" any other
trade. Indeed, the captain and supercargo must,between them, act as navigator and naval officer,
merchant and physician, diplomatist and magistrate,
not to mention the functions of chaplain.

As to the expenses and profits of the voyage, the
latest advices were from the captain of abark°which
sailed from one of the Georgia ports. He has quite
recently returned, and reports that on account of
the vigilance of cruisers, negroes had accumulatedon the coast, and in a manner glutted the markets,
and that in consequence of this the price had fallen
to under thirty dollars per head. The pavment,
however, must be in gold or silver, as the headmen
will not, as formerly, barter for merchandise.

\\ e may estimate a cargo to number seven hun-
dred negroes, although many more than that are
offer carried; but whatever the number, none pur-
chased should be over twenty-five years of age.-
Seven hundred, at an average cost oi' thirtv dollars
a piece, willamount to $21,000, and their price in
this country or Cuba will range from $450 toSI2OO.But ifsold for SSOO, say, the cargo will net $350,-
000. Freely allowing then $150,000 for the entireexpenses of the voyage and all possible loss, theprofits of one round voyage will amount to $200.-
000. Where the profits are so exorbitant,we can well
understand why the business has been begun in the
South. c can well understand the impossibility
of closing the trade now begun, and most of all, wenow can understand that the great question is not
whether there shall be for the South a supply ofAfrican labor, because that is now settled, and "the
great and absorbing question is whether, according
to Hughes' method, the supply shall be so modified
as to be legitimate, fair, regular aud equal.

printed in very good English, brings us the resigna- 1tion of Alfred Wade as Governor of the Choctawnation. The reason assigned for this course, is con-
tinued ill health. The Hon. Tandy Walker, Presi-

nor, for the expiration of the term of Governor
Wade; such being a provision of the Choctaw con-
stitution. He has held the chief executive office of
the nation for twenty years, without interruption.

DEFENCE or NEGRO EMIGRATION.?The Paris :
"Pay?" puts forth the following incident in defence 1ot negro emigration: The King of Yariba, (a vastteriitor\ ot Central Xigritia,) to whom Dahomay
and several other kingdoms pay tribute, waged a
great war in 1851, in the course of which he had
made a,OOO prisoners; but he could turn them to noaccount, and, as he did not choose to be burdened
with them, he put them all to the sword. Thesame prince, waging another war in 1857, took
4 000 prisoners; but having heard, with all Africa
of the advantages to be derived from free emigra-tion, he spared them, and now detains thein at Ka-tonga, his capital. The fact had been communicatedby the last advices from the African coast Itproves that free emigration is not only a usefulmeasure, but also a humane one.
