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Father Unvignan, tlieloquent preacher, so well '

known in the fashionable churches of Paris, is dan-
gerously ill.

Official despatches from St. Petersburg say that
Gove/mnrnt and many of the nobles aie really hon-
estly bent 011 the emancipation of slaves.

The mission of the Neapolitan diplomatist Prince
Ottajano, to Paris, has failed. A reconciliation be-
tween France and Naples has not been achieved.

There is mischief brewing at Madrid. O'Donnell,
Serrano, Concha, and Kos de Olano, all senators,
took care tp he out of the way when the address
was voted the other day.

The king of Naples has sustained another disap-
pointment. The projected marriage between liis
son, the Duke of Calabria. and a sister of the Em-
peror of Austria, is broken off.

Turin letters say the runaway American captain,
Durham, has gold his clipper Adriatic to the Russian
government, or a Russian lirin, and had gone to
Southampton in an English steamer, on his way
home.

The works of the railway from Gaen to Cherbourg
have been carried on with much activity since the

beginning of the year that it is pretty certain the
line will be opened for passengers in the month of
duly next.

For the first time in the present century the river
l"o has been frozen over at Ferrara for some time,
admitting the constant passage of man and beast.?
The unusual severity of the winter in that part of
Italy has caused great mortality.

Lord Cowley had an audience of the Emperor
and Empress of' the French on the 15th to deliver
an autograph letter of the Queen of England to the
Empress, announcing the marriage of the Princess
Royal and Prince Frederick William of Prussia.

Accounts rom Asia Minor describe snowstorms,
in one of which a Greek monastery was buried, and
the five monks had to be excavated by the Turks.
At Malta the snow, which had fallen since the Kifc-
sian campaign of 1812, was some feet high, and ac-
companied with hail and tempests.

The Porte had written a circular despatch to the
governments of all the Great Powers on the naviga-
tion of the Danube. The object of the reasoning is
to assimilate the Danube to the other rivers which
tlow through and separate several States, such as
the Weser, the Kibe, the Scheldt, and the Rhine.

THE CARNIVAL AT PARIS.?A Paris letter, dated
Sunday evening, the Hth, says :?'-The Carnival,
which has been rendered trinte by the grippe and the
comparative absence of foreigners, is now, in its ex-
piring, but always most brilliant moments, gay.?
Pierrots are numerous. Crinoline is the favorite
theme for caricature indress. 1 have seen on the
Boulevards to-day men dressed up as women, with
huops which must have been stolen from the great
barrel of Heidelberg, and who took up as much room
as half a dozen ordinary individuals. They were
followed by laughing crowds.

COMMERCE OK BELGIUM.? The Journal den Debate,
in a review of the trade of Belgium during the last
twelve months, comes to the conclusion that it has
suffered only slightly from the effects of the finan-
cial crisis, which has overrun both hemispheres.
In the majority of articles of export, there has been
an increase rather than a falling off. Belgium has
become one of the principal furnishers of rails for
Europe. She possesses several establishments capa-
ble of producing 1,500 tons of rails per month. The
establishments have, it is said, contracted to supply
Russia with 170,000 tons of rails in the course of
the next four years.

THE GENOESE INSURRECTION-. ?The trial at Genoa
still proceeds. A report made by artillery officers
shows that preparations for an' insurrection had
been made 011 a grand scale. Bags of gunpowder
were found, with fusees attached, that were intended
to blow up buildings, and so forth, and 24,000 car-
tridges were also discovered. A quantity of letters
in the hand-writing of Mazzini, fell into'the handsof the authorities, which shows that he was a party
to this attempted outbreak. The Timet' corre-
spondent, however, says "It is feared that the
evidence will not be sufficiently strong to warrant
the condemnation of Mazzini to death, a sentence
it would be desirable to pass upon him, if possi-
ble."

CANTTI.LON'S PENSION'.? Mr. W. Stirling, M. P.,
thus recapitulates the main facts bearing on the
legacy of Cantillon, which he has been able to dis-
cover in the official organ of France: "In the Moni-
teur, Sunday, August 14, 1853, No. 226, it is stated
that no legatees, except some servants, of whom
Cantillon was not one, had at that date been paid
in full. In the Monitcur of Sunday, May 6, 1855,
No. 126, in the list of 64 legatees, Cantillon appears
to have received, of 'capital and interests,' 10,343 f.
or 343 f. more than the original legacy. 31 persons
had received sums to account; 82 had as vet been
paid nothing. One legatee only had received, or
was to receive, his full legacy, and that one was
Cantillon, who had received more than his legacy."

THE WEATHER IN TURKEY AND GREECE.?CONSTAN-
TINOPLE, Feb. 3. ?Snow has fallen, until yesterday,
without any interruption for 15 days. 'There has
not been a winter of equal severity tor more than
twenty years. The snow has extended to Smyrna
and the adjacent district of Asia Minor, and eventhe Greek Islands are clothed in white?an appear-ance most unusual and remai kable. The naviga-
tion with Odessa is entirely closed. The disasters
in the Black Sea, Sea of Marmora, and the neigh-
borhood ot the Dardanelles have been numerous.??i he casualties have been chiefly among native craft
and Greek vessels; but there have also been a few
losses of British ships. The sufferings of the poor
are very acute; their habits and habitations are notprepared to resist so inclement a season. Many of
the poorest dwellings have tumbled down from" theweight of snow on their roofs, for they are littlemore substantial than castles of cardboard, and
very few are weather-tight.

BRIGANDS AND RAILWAYS.?It would seem, says a
letter from Rorrtb, that the brigands of Italy are by
no means disposed to give up their profession in
consequence of the introduction of railways. A
railroad, not more than nine miles in length, con-
nects Rome with Frascati. On the 28th ult. an un-
usually large number of passengers, chiefly of thebetter class, had taken the train for the latter place;
a circumstance, it appears, which the bandits of the
neighborhood were well aware of, for in the inter-
val they surprised one of the signal-inen on the most
deserted spot of the line, and then hoisted a red flagas a signal of danger. The engine driver, on ap-
proaching, saw the signal, and stopped the train;
immediately two men spiangupon biin, and securedhim, while their confederates leisurely opened the
doors of the railway carriages, and rifled the pock-
ets of all within, without the slightest opposition.
After this operation the train was allowed to con-
tinue its route.

THE BERLIN CORPORATION PRESENTS. ?The muni-cipal corporation of Berlin has displayed as muchtaste as liberality in the design of the present which
the city willofter to the newly-married couple atthe hands of a deputation the morning after their
arrival. The present consists of two silver candela-
bra and a silver vase, the latter mounted on a pedi-
ment supported on three feet and resting on a silverplate. The two candelabra and the slab carrying
the vase are arranged symmetrically 011 a stand ofebonv 111 such a manner that the vase and the
candelabra can be removed separately, and used
as ornaments for the table. The two" candelabra
contain a cluster of eight or ten lights each, the cen-tral stem ot each consisting of figures emblematic
ot art, industry, commerce, Ac., while the highest
pinnacles exhibit the figures of Brittania and Bo-
russia. The entire height of these very handsome
branch candlesticks, must be between seven and
eight feet. Hound the main portion of the vase, is
to be chiselled a delineation of the bridal couple's
entry into the town, which willcontain portraits of
all the most prominent persons participating in the
ceremony at the moment of the address being readby the Oberbargermeister; while the coverUo thevase will be surmounted by a figure of Berolina, theallegorical personification of the city of Berlin.
The slab of silver on which the pediment of the vase
rests, is engraved with a plan of Berlin, as the city
is now at the time of the marriage, various portions
of which are also inlaid with gold. The entire cost
of these four ornaments is 30,000 tlialers. the in-
intrinsic worth of the silver contained in them, be-
ing about 14,000 thalers, (£2,100.)

THEENGLISH IS PARIS.? The Englishman in Parisis an object of uncomfortable solicitude, and the
French police annoy him by their excessive vigi-
lance. To what an extent this sometimes proceeds
the following case will prove. Last Thursday after-
noon, about two o'clock, an Englishman was saun-
tering along the Champs Klysees with, happily, oneot Lord Clarendon's passports in his pocket, whentwo French "gentlemen" asked him to direct them
to a certain street, and our fellow countryman po-
litelyreplied that, being a comparative stranger to
Paris, he could not inform them. The gentle-
men passed on, but afterwards returned and de-
manded his passports, which he produced. Lord
Clarendon's autograph did not remove the suspicions
of these vigilant police agents, and thev took the
Englishman to a military guard house where they
rifled his pockets, examined his letters, and critically
scrutinized each compartment of his pocket book.
The functionaries asked liirn numerous questions
about his correspondents and himself. Above all
things they wished to know conld he speak Italian.
He replied "no," but the interrogators thought they
detected a word or two of the forbidden language
in his French. They mistook English for Italian!
fstill the zealous guardians of the empire could not
make up their minds to release their prisoner, and
they told him be must accompany them to the pre-
fecture of police; but, after recrossing the Champs
Elysees, they began to think they had been rather
too smart, so thev set the Englishman free, and con-
descendingly told him he was at liberty to go where
he pleased. They had mistaken him for an Italian
conspirator, of whom they were insearch.

ARREST OF THE OLDEST BANDIT IN SARDINIA.?The
Uasieltt i Popolare of Cagliari announces the arrest
of the oldest bandit of the Island of Sardinia, named
Meludda. He had been the terror of the district of
Orosei since 1829," and had up to this time Jdefied
every attempt to arrest liirn, he having chosen one
of the most inaccessible mountains in Sardinia,called
He Su Augin, for his stronghold. He was at length
arrested on the 28th ultimo, about midnight, by a
party of carbineers who had the boldness to venture
among the precipices of the mountain in question in
utter darkness, the rocks and paths being slipperv
with frost.

The establishment of private expresses for the convey-

States mail is regularly transported, is prohibited, but
letters, &c.. maybe carried by carriers in stamped envel-
opes.
