The spies followed him
while he made his professional calls; waited outside
until he re-appeared in the street; and never ceased
to pay their attentions to him until he returned
home at night. The magistrate could, of course,
give him no protection against this annoyance.

THE CHARTIST CONFERENCE IN ENOI.ANP.? Theworking men and members of the middle classes,
who met in conference, have agreed to unite their
efforts on behalf of reform. The Chartist partv,
while co-operating with this united agitation, will
maintain a separate organization.

THE NEW CAPITAL OF CANADA.?The London Morn-
ing I'ost considers that in the selection of Ottawa as
the future capital of Canada, mere military and
commercial advantages have had less influence upon
her Majesty than the future extension of British
settlements in the western portion of Canada. "We
do not believe," observes our contemporary, "that
the cities which have unsuccessfully claimed me-tropolitan honors will,without respectful remon-
strance, submit to her Majesty's decision. Quebec,
with its historical associations, its gav society, its
trade, and its impregnable defences; Montreal," withits enterprising population, its rapidly growing
commerce, and its Victoria Bridge which is about
to span the mighty St. Lawrence; and the busy and
thriving cities of Kingston and Toronto,' can
scarcely be expected to witness without a murmur
the elevation of a comparatively new and insignifi-cant town to the dignity of the future not
only of Canada, but of British North America."

DISCOVERY OF A ROMAN HISTORIAN.? WhiIe classi-cal scholars deplore the loss of considerable portions
of Livvand other Roman writers, accident has ledto the discover jof certain fraemruh of an hiMot 1-
an whose name is scarcely known?viz: Gaius Gra-
mas Licinianus. In 1853", Dr. Pertz, of Berlin, wellknow n in the literary world, had occasion to exam-
ine some of the Syriac manuscripts brought over in
1847, from the convent of St. Mary, in the desert of
Xitria, to the northwest of Cairo, and now deposit-
ed in the British Museum. Dr. Pertz, perceiving
a palimpsest (a parchment from which a formerwritinghas been effaced, inorder to make room for
a subsequent one) among the number, examineditmore closely, andsucceeded in reading a few of the
words imperfectly scraped out. Convinced thereby
that the palimpsest must contain some historical frag-
ment, he obtained permission to treat it with cer-
tain chemical substances with which old and faded
writings may be brought to light again. The
operation succeeded, but the labor of deciphering
was considerable, because, in many places, the
Syriac characters covered and coincided with the
lines of the Roman ones. At length, with the aidof his son, the work was completed, and it has just
been published at Berlin. Licinianus wrote beforeLivy, and appears to have flourished about the timeot Julius C:esar. The fragments hitherto publish-
ed, are interesting in so far as they confirm or ex-
plain certain obscure passages of"other authors.
The palimsets from which they have been obtained,
was all written over thrice, so that the difficulty of
deciphering them may easily be conceived.

STOI.KN PICTI RKSRECOVERED. ?The stolen pictures
from the gallery of the Earl of Suffolk have been re
covered; one night inOctober 185G,the mansion of the
Earl, at Carlton Park, was entered, and ten valuablepaintings, worth £lO,OOO, taken from the frames andcarried off. A recent advertisement produced theinformation that a Leonardo da Vinci, of the "Vir-gin and Child," had been bought from John Far-
bon, messenger at the war office. This Farbon was
formerly valet to the Earl. Farbon having been ar-
rested, acknowledged that he had committed therobbery, and disclosed where he had sold, pawned,
or hidden the pictures.

ROYAL PRESENTS. ?Among the many presents made
to the Prince and Princess of Prussia, at Berlin, on
the occasion of their entrance into that city, were a
model of the British man-of-war Wellington, fully
armed, equipped and flagged, constructed entirely
out of cigars; and a caged bullfinch, that had beentaught to sing "God save the Queen."

NEWS ITEMS.

FIRE.? Three Lives Lost. ?A fire broke out be-

tween one and two o'clock this morning, in the three
story brick building, No. 12G Tchoupitoulas street,
which was occupied by Daniel Murray as a grocery
in the lower story, ana as a residence in the upper
ones. Mr. Murray was absent, we believe, at

The fire is supposed to have origi-
nated in the store. Mrs. Murray, who was
sleeping in one of the upper rooms with her
four children, the eldest a girl about fifteen
years, and the youngest a small boy. As she was
awakened by the smoke, she caught hold of her
three youngest children and rushed down stairs.As they met the smoke, the two eldest chil-dren broke away from her hold and ran back. The
mother rushed on, still clinging to her youngestbom, and, key in hand, endeavored to ..pen the
front door. In her haste itdropped from her hand,
and she was unable, on account of the smoke,
to nick it up. She then turned and ran to
the back door, and by almost superhuman efforts,
rolled away the heavy barrels which were used Un-
fastening the door, and at last escaped, almost suf-focated, into the open air with her child. By this
time the whole building was in flames, and she coulddo nothing but look on and moan. The eldest
daughter of Mrs. Murray, who was not awakened
at the time her mother was, as soon as she saw her
position, and all hope of escape below cut oft', jump-
ed out of the window from the seeond story upon
the pavement beneath, badly injuringher spine. A
young man, a cousin of Mrs. Murray, who was
sleeping in the second story, also jumped, and
fortunately reached the ground in safety. A man
named Patrick Innis, and the two children who
broke away from the grasp of their mother, as sta-
ted above, aged ten and twelve, perished in the
flames. Cosgrovc and Boyle's trunk manufactory,
and James Brooks liquor store, on each side, had'
portions of their roofs destroyed. A search' was
being made among the ruins this morning.
