ambition may lead, will permit such “peace and
quiet” to be long or seriously di:‘turln-.}. The dewm-
agogue is ever found wherefreedom exists, but what
cares he for the danger or ruin that way be in the
path of his schemings? Selfish from his nature, he
plots to attain his ends, wholly regardless of fhe
danger or the destruction in which these may in
volve the very freedom which alone gives impunity
to himself.

All good men will approach the present erisis
a different temper and with patriotic impu
With them, the sole inquiry will be, how is it safely
to be passed through ?  Kansas is the locality of the
danger. The excitement has its origin there, and
the question is, how can it be best and most speedily
arrested? On such a proposition, it is not to be
wondered that differences of opinion should hon
ly exist.

Mistakes in the past way, and no doubt did occur.
But it is with the present we have to deal. What
is the shortest and wisest mode now of removing
the cause of the disquiet? Is it to admit the Terri-
tory as a State, and leave it to the people of the
State, thus safe from the intrusion of extraneous
power, because then left to their own government,
to provide for themselves in their own way? To
submit to them what will then be their unguestion-
ed power, to change altogether, or to modify their
Constitation, as well as their laws, as they chall
think most condacive to their own interests, and
most protective of their own rights? Regard-
ing these inquiries without prejudice or pas-
sion, and with the aid of reason alone, one would
suppose that they could only be answered affirma-
tively. If a majority of the people of Kansas are
for ““peace and quiet,” is it not manifest thatby this
mode, they can have them? And when our very ex-
istence as a nation is supposed to be coutingent on
such a result, how can patriotism fail, not only to
see the wisdom, but the duty of such a course?
