On Satur-
day, the dulness and monotony of a night debate
in the Senate of the United States was ag 3
enlivened by an interchange of vulgar insults and
low-bred personalities between two Conscript
Fathers of the Republic, for which their subsequent
apologies cannot offer the slightest atonement.
The wound inflicted upon the honor of Senator
CavMERON may be healed by the assurance on the
partof Senator GReex that, in calling him “‘a liar,”
he meant not the slightest personal disrespect to
the distinguished Senator, and the breach in Sena-
ator GREEN's self-respect may be repaired by a
similar explanation on the part of Senator Cawe-
RoN, that the insulting language used by him was
intended only in a “Pickwickian' sense. But the
dishonor inflicted upon the good name of the
Senate, and the fair fame of the Republic, can not
be removed by these soothing applications of ex-
Planation and apology. An evil example has been
set, which, it seems, other legislative bodies have not
been slow to follow. A telegram from Albany,
published in yesterday’s paper, informs us that in
the New York Assembly, on Thursday, an inge-
nious application of the argumentum ad hominem was
resorted to in 2 controversy between Messrs. Ciar-
FIELD and DELANEY, “by the former seizing the
latter by the throat, and choking him until he
became black in the face.””
