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Some ten years ago General QUITMAN,then Mili-
tary Governor of the City of Mexico, strenuously
advocated the permanent occupation of that Repub-
lic, of which the United States had acquired pos-
session by right of conquest. The act was re-
garded as defensible, the occasion propitious, and
the utter suppression of all possible opposition
placed beyond a doubt by the brilliant series of
victories, untarnished by a single reverse, which
had been achieved by the gallant little army of

regulars and volunteers under Major General
SCOTT.

But though the advice tendered to his country-
men by the gallant QUITMAN, with respect to the
future of Mexico, met with popular acceptance in
the South and South-West. and although President
POLK was for a brief period inclined to adopt the
hold suggestion, the many and serious complica-
tions, both at home and abroad, in which the
I nited States might have become involved, liefore
and during the process of extending her jurisdic-
tion over so large an expanse of territory, led to
the adoption of more moderate counsels, and on the
2d of February, 1848, a treaty of pence was signed
at Guadalupe, by Mr. THIST, on the part of the
I nited States, and Messrs. CONTI, ATRISTAIN and
CUEVAS, on the part of Mexico.

Though '-masters of the position"? to use a pop-
ular phrase of the day?we took no advantage
whatever of our feeble and defenceless enemy. We
paid the liberal sum.of twenty millions of dollars
for the additional territory we acquired?one half
of which is utterly worthless to ourselves, and all
ot which was ot no possible advantage to Mexico
and immediately the treaty was ratified we re-
stored all the public property, Castles, Cities, Forts
and munitions of war of which we held possession,
and left the Mexican people to frame such a gov-
ernment as they might deem best adapted to their
local wants and the exigencies of their condition.

Of the twenty millions of dollars paid by the
Government of the United States, in accordance
with the stipulations of the treaty?fifteen millions
passed Into the exhausted treasury of Mexico.
Placed thus by the generous liberality of the con-
queror, in a condition superior in some respects to
what they were at the commencement of the war,
there was reason to hope that under a firm, pru-
dent and patriotic ruler, the factious spirit which
had so frequently convulsed the Mexican Republic
would be conciliated or suppressed. But that
hope was not destined to be fulfilled. Three days
after the forces of the United States left the Capital
of Mexico the standard of revolt was unfurled by
PAREDES at Queretaro, and even after BUSTAMENTE,
an honest, high-minded and patriotic man, was
elevated to the Presidency, disaffection continued
to display itself in various Departments of the
Republic. Old feuds were revived?old jealousies,
suppressed during the progress of the war of in-
vasion, broke out with additional acrimony?the
most opposite plans of government were advocated
by the chiefs of the various military factions and,
as usual, the only solution of their differences was
to be found in an appeal to arms.

In 180 l and in the midst of the anarchy and
confusion thus produced General ARISTA assumed
the reins of government but scarcely had he taken
the oath of office before pronunciamentos were
issued by CARVAJALand CANAI.ES and the whole of
northern Mexico was in rebellion. After main-
taining his position under constantly increasing
difficulties throughout the year 1852 a new Revolu-
tion organized by the friends of General SANTA
ANNA proved successful and ARISTA resigning the
position he was no longer capable of holding,
SANTA ANNA was recalled with enthusiasm.

For three years this "veteran soldier of the Re-
public held with a doubtful grasp the reins of Gov-
ernment, now compelled to make uncertain head
against ALVAREZ in the south, and now turning his
forces with equally dubious result against VIDAUR-
RI in the north. At length in 1857 he too was
compelled to succumb before the triumphant pro-
gress of the "panther o the South;" and while
SANTA ANNA was on his way to his old place of
exile, General COMONFORT sustained by the power
and influence of ALVAREZ was chosen President of
the Republic. The boldness and decision of Presi-
dent COMONFORT exerted for a brief season an ap-
parently salutary influence upon the wavering for-
tunes of the Mexican Republic which even the con-
tinued opposition of VIDAVRRI in northern Mexico
did not_ seriously affect. Finally however this
restless but enterprising chieftain gave in his ad-
hesion to to the new ruler and for a season it ap-
peared possible that a period of peace and indus-
trial progress was at hand. But these appearances
were soon found to be illusive.

A powerful party supported by influences which
COMOXFORT had unwisely contemned and defied
suddenly issued its pronunciamentos, and after a
short struggle obtained possession of the national
capital and compelled COMOXFORT to take refuge in
the Tnited States. Atthe head of this last success-
ful Revolution was ZULOAGA the present provision-
al President of the Republic. But already new
complications have arisen. ALVAREZ is advancing
from the south; VIDAURRI is in arms in the north,
while the partizans of SANTA ANNA are busily in-
triguing for the return of that ambitious chieftain.
At this present time Mexico is thoroughly disor-
ganized?the new government is powerless?the
treasury is empty?the roads are infested with ban-
ditti, and life and property in the larger cities are
at the mercy of the leperos and other ruffians, who
at all populous points ply their lawless trade almost
with impunity.

ZULOAGA'S tenure of power is destined to lie of
short duration. But what chieftain will succeed
him? 'Whether SANTA ANNA, COMOXFORT, VI-
DAIRRI or some new administration remains for the
present unknown.

From this brief and imperfect statement of theevents that have transpired in Mexico since the de-parture of the troops of the United States in 1848,
and of the deplorable condition towhich this distract-
ed country has been reduced by a constant succes-
sion of revolutions and counter revolutions, the
question becomes a pertinent one as to what might
have been its condition at the present day if the
suggestion of General QUITMAN in 1847 had beenadopted? That much good would have resulted tothe Mexican people from the permanent occupation
of the country by the United States there cannot
be a doubt, but whether this expansion of territory
might not have originated grave questions of poli-
cy with which it would have been found difficultto cope is a a problem which happilv we have notbeen called upon to solve.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
WASHINGTON, March 24.

SENATE.
Mr. Seward presented the resolutions of the Leg-

islature of New York against the Lecompton Con-
stitution which were ordered to be printed.

Mr. Seward quoted the language of the Duke ofArgvle at the Livingstone Rank, denying the opin-
ion that the Rritish Government is tending towards
the establishment of slavery.

Mr. Wilson presented a bill to facilitate commu-
nication with the army of Utah. It provides thatthe Secretary of War be authorized to contract forthe extension or use of American electro magnetic
telegraph from the frontier of Missouri or lowa to
such western military posts as necessary for the pub-
lic service, and be authorized to appropriate a sumnot exceeding $500,000 to carrv into execution thepurpose of said act. Read 'and ordered to beprinted.

A resolution was adopted calling upon the Presi-dent tor copies of the correspondence between this
Government and Chili, in relation to the seizure of
an American vessel by the Chilian authorities.A resolution authorizing Lt. Wm. A. Jeffers, U.
;a ' receive a sword of honor from the Queen

ot Spain, was adopted.
Mr. Fitch offered a resolution, which was agreed

to, instructing the Committee on the Judiciary to
inquire into -the expediency of repealing or aus-pending the laws of Utah, and to report others tobe enforced during the present troubles in that Ter-ritory.

On motion of Mr. Iverson, the Army bill was or-dered to be printed, but he was unsuccessful in hiseffort to have it made the order of the day for to-morrow.
'

A debate then ensued in relation to the order of
business one side endeavoring to take up the Paci-fic Kauroad Bill, and the other the Minnesota Bill,
tor the admission of that Territory into the Union.
Finally the latter measure was taken up, when Mr.Douglas offered an amendment, to give Minnesota
three Representatives in the House of Representa-
tives.

Mr. Iverson, from the Committee on Military Af-
laird, reported back the bill without amendment to
organize a regiment of mounted volunteers to de-fend the Texan frontier.

Also, authorizing the President to call into the
service of the United States four additional regi-
merits of volunteers.

Mr. Brown, from the District of Columbia Com-mittee, reported without amendment the hill pro-
viding tor the arrest and return of fugitives fromjustice in said District.

Mr. Siiutnonds, from the Committee on Claims,
reported a hill for the relief of C. S. Kennedy, Sec-
retary ot the last Census. Itwas read a secondtime.

Mr. Bigler presented tlic memorial of Findley
Patterson tor payment for building the capital atLecompton; also lor indemnity under his contract.

Mr. Kennedy presented the memorial of the Nu-mismatic Society of Pennsylvania asking the estab-
lishment of a medal department at the milt;?all of
which were appropriately referred.

Adverse reports were" made against binding in
book form obituaries of deceased members; against
the petitions of Mary Renner, W. Russell, Captain
McClellen, Martin Hubbard, Capt. Wainwright and
J. W. Brown for firearms.

Mr. Fitch made an unfavorable report on a reso-
lution submitted by unanimous consent to theJudiciary Committee that the Judiciary Commit-
tee be instructed to inquire into the expediency of
suspending the territorial laws of Utah during thepresent difficulties and reporting in lieu of" thelaws thus suspended, such temporary laws as the
exigency requires.

The presiding officer presented a communication
from the Postmaster General, in compliance with a
resolution, stating the expense of the distributing
and separating offices to be, in the aggregate,
$68,000.

Petitions were presented by Mr. Seward, as fol-
lows:?one from citizens of" Minder in favor ofgranting pensions to thesoldiers of the war of 1812;
from 0. Beele, to aid in publishing an analysis of
American law; from certain citizens of Albany, togrant quarter sections of land to actual settlers in
Arizonia; from John J. Rink, to purchase his im-
provements in marine masonry; from citizens of
New York, for a general relief law.

Without making much progress, the Senate went
into Executive Session, and afterward adjourned.Mr. Doolittle, of Michigan, offered a memorialfor a general relief law.

Mr. Slidell presented a memorial from the mer-
chants of New Orleans against the Light House
Board.

Mr. Durkee presented a memorial from the Stateot Wisconsin, for a law to decree to the State theproceeds of the public lands.
HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

The House went into committee cn the deficiency
appropriation bill.

Mr. Clark, of Missouri, replied to Mr. Blair, who
he said ought first to set free his own slaves beforeaccusing slave-holders of being an oligarchy to
strike down free labor. Such a course must have a
most disastrous effect where slavery exists. He
then advocated the admission of Kansas under theLecompton Constitution.

Mr. Blair gave notice that be should reply to Mr.
Clark, his colleague.

Mr. Granger delivered his views against the ad-mission of Kansas, as did Mr. Kiigore.
Mr. Clark, of New York, made a speech againstthe admission of Kansas in the manner now pre-

sented.
Mr. Steuart, of Maryland, addressed the Commit-tee, contending that the House have nothing beforetheni to justify them in disaffirming what took place

in Kansas, inconnection with the formation of theLecompton Constitution. He vindicated the con-
duct of the administration and said that the Presi-
dent could not have pursued any other course than
to recommend the admission ofKansas.

Other speeches were made when the House ad-jounred.

WASHINGTON, March 24.?The Senate to-dav, con-firmed the appointment of Col. Johnston, Command-er ot the Utah Expedition, as Brigadier General.So much interest was felt by the members of the

House in the speech of Mr. Clark of New York, to-day, that they gave unanimous consent to him to
continue his remarks beyond his hour.

The amendments proposed bv the Senate's Com-mittee on Military Aft'airs to the House Volunteer

CONCLUSION OF THE KANSAS DEBATE IN
TIIE SENATE.

THE VOTE OX THE BILL

ADMISSIONOF KANSAS.
.\u25a0I. S??i tc r!'sumell " Tuesday the considerationot the bill for the admission of the State of Kansasinto the Union.
Mr. Green proceeded to replv to the variousspeeches tnat had been made against this bill. Ithad been said on the other side that the friends oftne bill had been driven from the positions as-sumed in the report which he had the honor to sub-nut; but not a single position in jthat report had beenmentioned which its friends had abandoned. These

, general charges and general allegations would notdo tor the Senate of the United States; tliev wouldnot do for a court of justice; thev would hot evendo lor the stump and the hustings. In discussing ameasure, it should he met on the true questions "in-volved, and not prejudiced bvbroad and unsupport-
ed assertions.

He had not heard any argument which would leadHim to change a single one of his positions: not apoint 111 that report had been called in question in-ane- senator who had spoken in opposition, and theonly objection which had been made was bv thesenior senator from Vermont, (Mr. Collamer,) whotook exception to the language as harsh and cen-
sorious because the opposition party in Kansaswere characterized as rebels and contumacious, andas Standing in opposition to the government. li-the facts would not justify that accusation, Mr. G.
said he would take it all back: but everv chargewith regard to the character of the opposition in
Kansas was sustained by olhcial evidence presented
in the report, from which there could be no escape.It was worthy of remark, however, that while the
senator from \ ermont was condemning the lan-guage of the report as harsh, his own colleague hadmade a speech in which there was more denuncia-Gon and severe language than had occurred in thewhole ot this debate beside.

The Senators on the other side have told us overand over and again that the constitution ou<rht toembody the will of the people. Well, nobody disputed that, either in Congress or out of Congress-every one agrees that all constitutions nuarht toembody the will of the people; but upon the ques-
tions how that will should be ascertained, and what
steps are to be taken to express that will in a le°-almanlier, have arisen all the difference between thetnends and opponents of the bill. The friends of
the bill contend that the will of the people is legal-ly expressed by the delegates whom the people
elect and clothe with power to act for them, and bythe popular vote taken in accordance with that ac-tion; but, on the other hand, it is contended thatthe willot the people is to be learned bv the actionof an irresponsible mob, or a vote taken withoutlegal authority, and all on one side.Mr. G. replied in a forcible and conclusive man-
ner to the allegations respecting the disfranchise-
ment ot halt the counties in Kansas, and the voteagainst the constitution on the 4th of January
Ihere were the strongest reasons for believino- thata large part ot the ten thousand votes cast on thefourth of January were spurious and fictitious; buteven it we .assume that this was not so, and thatey were nil real votes, it would he subversive ofall the principles upon which our government rests,to recognise that vote as having any effect upon a
constitution which had already been completed! and
finally acted upon. The Democrats inthe Territory
refrained from voting because the matter was settled,and they determined to stand upon their rights; but.
this principle of taking a vote over and over again,as
recommended by the Senator from Kentucky, (Mr.
Crittenden,} would notdo. Nodoubt Col. Fremont
would like to have the vote taken over again on the
presidential election; no doubt every defeated par-
ty would like to take the vote over again; but
when a matter is once decided, it is the duty of all
good citizens to acquiesce in the result until anoth-
er opportunity is legally presented for testing thequestion. He showed that there had been nofrauds
to such an extent as to nullify these elections inKansas; frauds, to some extent, were committed at
every election, and were to be expected as long ashuman nature was imperfect. He also contended
that Senators had no right to consider whether the
free State ticket or the pro-slavery ticket had beenelected; they were only to look at the constitution
to see whether it was republican in form, and not
to inquire into the result of elections.As to the right of property, to which allusion had
been made by the senator from Illinois in animad-verting upon the Washington Union, Mr. G. said hewould state his views. He believed that all men
(meaning white men) were created free and equal,that thev were endow-ed by their Creator with cer-
tain inalienable rights, anil that among those riehts
were life, liberty, and the pursuitof happiness. Thepursuit of happiness includes the acquisition of pro-
perty. These being inalienable rights, a man cannot
part with them, nor can they be taken from him. In
forming political communities and establishing gov-
ernments, these governments possess only so"mnchpower as the people choose to confer upon them, andin no case any power over inalienable rights. Ifthepursuit of happiness is an inalienable right, gov-
ernment can never possess it; a man himself cannot
part with it?much less can the majority take itti oin the minority. Ihen the right of property is
before and above' any constitution. He had a right
to go into Kansas and carry a slave or a clock, or
anv other article of property, and the votes of allthe other men in Kansas could not deprive him of
rns vested right in that property. No man couldbe despoiled of his rights bv numbers; he might heoppressed and trampled upon, but his inalienablerights remained. But in the case of a free State,
alter the community have seen fit to abolish slavery,
if a man goes there with his slaves, he does it with
his eyes open; he is not deprived of his rights, buthe forfeits tliern voluntarily.

Mr. Crittenden briefly replied to some allusions
which had been made to him in the speech of Mr.Green. He disclaimed anv desire to build up therepublican party; but he thanked God that he hadreason and conscience to point out the path of duty
and courage enough to pursue that path.

Mr. Green withdrew the amendment of which hehad formerly given notice, in regard to admitting
Minnesota and Kansas together, saving that al-
though he was friendly to the admission of Minne-
sota, he thought, it would expedite the public busi-ness to pass upon each case by itself. Mr. G. thenmoved to strike out the preamble, and insert the
following:

"Whereas, the people of the Territory of Kansas
did, by a convention of delegates calied'and assem-
bled at Lecompton on the4th day of December, 1857,
for that purpose, formed to themselves a constitu-tion and State government, which said constitution
is republican, and the said convention having asked
the admission of said Territory into the Union as a
State on an equal footing with the original States."

The motion was agreed to.
Mr. G. then moved to amend the bill by adding

after section two, line nine, the following:*
"And that nothing in this act shall be construed

to abridge or infringe any right of the people asser-
ted in the constitution of Kansas at. all times to alter,
reform, or abolish their form of government in suchmanner as they may think proper?Congress hereby
disclaiming any authority to intervene or declare
the construction of the constitution of any State,
except to see that it be republican in form, and not
inconflict with the constitution of the United States."

The motion was agreed to?yeas 31, nays 23?as
follows:

annexed to the said constitution." The motion was
agreed to.

Mr. Pugh withdrew the amendment of which he
had previously given notice, and moved to add the
following to the bill as anew section.

"SEC. 4. And be itfurther enacted, That from and afterthe admission of the State of Kansas, as hereinbefore pro-vided, all the laws of the United States which are not lo-
cally inapplicable shall have the same force and effectwithin that State as in other States of the Union; and the
said State is hereby constituted a judicial district of the
United States, within which a district court, with the like
powers and jurisdiction as the district court of the United
States for the district of lowa, shall be established; the
judge, attorney, and marshal of the United States for the
said district of Kansas shall reside within the same, and
shall be entitled to the same compensation as the judge,
attorney and marshal of the districtof lowa."

Mr. Crittenden submitted a substitute for the en-
tire bill, which provides for the admission of Kansas

that class ot citizens, lie regarded this as a victory

ARREST OF AN ALLEGED DEFAULTING GER-
JIAN BANKER.

ONE MILLIONOF GUILDERS MISSING?ANOTHER EX-
TRADITION CASE?THE GREAT STITTGARD BANKING
FRATD, ETC., ETC.
The Gernian newspapers by the last European

i mail were filled with accounts of a great banking
| defalcation which has just came to light in Stut-gard, the capital of the kingdom of \N urtemberg,
: and bv which hundreds of business men were crip-

pled or ruined. The alleged defaulters were thehrm ol Arleder A Weiss, one of the oldest and mostrespected banking houses in the kingdom of Wur-teraberj;. and who were well known in business cir-cles in this city, being the medium through whichremittances from Germans in this country were
sent to their native land. Upto the time of theirdisappeaiance no firm stood higher in the good
opinion of the public than that of Arleder and
Weiss, though it subsequently appeared that, eitherthrough strong temptation, or some dire necessity
which has not yet come to light, they have been

I led to abuse the confidence placed in their integrity,i and forfeit the good opinion the businesscommunity
had of them.

So far as has been ascertained about one millionof guilders have been defaulted by this firm, a sum
equal to about $400,000 United States currency.This money belonged mainly to small dealers, andwas distributed among a number of people. Messrs.Arleder and Weiss disappeared on the eighth of last.lamiarv, at which time it is supposed they took the
Hamburg steamer for this port, and arrived towards
the close of the month. Since then they have beenliving in this city under assumed names, and were

I about taking measures to go into business shortly,
never dreaming that they would be molested by any
of the myrmidons ot the law. But they were mis-
taken.

Among the persons who were robbed by the de-
falcation was Mr. Paul Kolb, of Stutgarcl, whosebrother, Frederick Kolb, lives in this city. As
soon as the flight ot the bankers was known, Mr.

I Kolb suspected they had come to this cityand wrote
j on to his brother telling him to keep a look out and
have them arrested, if possible. A short time since
parties informed Mr. F. Kolb that Arleder was seen
inthis city, whereupon application was made tothe Supreme Court, and Judge Clarke issued anorder for the arrest of the alleged defaulting bank-

Annexed is the affidavit of Mr. Kolb, under which
the order was issued :

City and County <>l Sen) Yuri-.?Frederick Kolbbeing sworn said, that the above named defendantswere bankers at Stutgard, in the kingdom ofWurtemberg, for several years prior to the Bth of
January last; that in their said capacity as bank-
ers, and in a fiduciary capacity, they received from
the above named plaintiffa large amount of uionev,
to wit: the sum of twenty-one thousand guilders,
of the currency of said kingdom of Wurteniberg,
being of the value in the currency of the U uited
States of the sum of SB,BB, which they received
and agreed to hold for the use and benefit of the
said plaintiff, as his agent; that on or about the Bthday of January, 1858, the said two defendants ab-sconded, leaving the said city of Stutgard clandes-
tinely, and carried away with them the said twenty-one thousand guilders of the plaintiff; and also, as
deponent is informed and believes,ia large amount
of money, being upwards of the sum of one million
guilders, belonging to other persons, as also appears
from the columns ot the public newspapers; and
that the said defendants fraudulently, and with the
design of cheating and defrauding the plaintiff,
carried oil or concealed all of their property ofeverv kind and description, as deponent is informed
and believes; that the defendant, Ferdinand Arle-
der, is now, as defendant is informed and believes,
concealed in the city of New York under an as-
sumed name. FREDERICK KOLB.
