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In describing the administration of criminal law j
in the city ofBaltimore as "rotten and inefficient,"
we do not wish to be understood as confining our

strictures solely to our own community; nor in

speaking of the growth and prevalence of crime in
our midst, do we mean to imply that in this re-

spect Baltimore is guilty above all the cities of the
land. Everywhere throughout the country, courts

and juries, aud the restraints of law appear wholly
inadequate either for the prevention or punishment

of crime. Apart from the cases of embezzlement

and corruption, the frauds and cheats, the robberies
aud swindles which daily occur, indicating with

f earful distinctness the gradual decay of jrivateand
public morality in the land, the deeds of blood and
violence which fill the columns of the daily press,
are unhappily not confined to any one State or
city. Crimes against the person are, if possible,
even more common than crimes against property.
License and toleration have been given to the right
and practice of private vengeance unparalleled
perhaps in the history of the world. In certain
cases of aggravated wrong, for which, perhaps,
the law may have failed to provide an adequate
remedy, public opinion and the verdicts of juries
have confirmed the right aud enforced the duty of
assassination. To chronicle the progress of crime
throughout the United States is not, however, our
present purpose. Our business is with crime in
Baltimore. To dwell upon the packing ofjuries in
Philadelphia, or the manifest corruptions that have
crept into the administration of the law in New

York or New Orleans, would not reach the end
which we have in view. Our object is to inquire
into the condition of things at home, in our own
city, and in our own courts, and to hold up to
public view the sins of omission and commission
of our own officials. To say that things are no
better, or even worse, elsewhere, does not disprove
the fact that they are bad enough here. IfState's
Attorneys and Magistrates and Judges fail to do
their duty in other cities, that is no excuse for the
men who hold those responsible positions in Balti-
more. To them, and to an exposure of their de-
linquencies and short-comings, we mean to ad-
dress ourselves in a spirit of justice, of fairness and
of impartiality, but with a strict determination to

ferret out and bring to light every act of guilty
connivance at crime, or yet more guilty coniplicitv
with criminals on the part of those ministers of the
law who are charged by virtue of their office, and
of the popular trust confided in them, with the
solemn and august responsibility of conservators 6f
the public peace, and guardians of the lives and
persons of their fellow-citizens. In alluding to the
case ofImhoff on Wednesday, we were not influenced
by any considerations peculiar to that case. It
was of recent occurrence, and is but one example
out of many. We simply wished to contrast the
public interest manifested in regard to an attempt
upon the life of a foreign despot three thousand
miles away, and the public apathy.in regard to a
similar attempt iqMjn the lite of an American Citi-
zen in the streets of Baltimore. The exalted posi-
tion of Locis NAPOLEON upon the throne ofFrance,
and the humble position of GEORGE M. IMHOFF, as a
citizen ofBaltimore, is no reason why the journals
of this city that dwelt so largely upon the crime of
ORSIXI and his confederates, should have preserved
such an ominous silence in respect to the guilty
imitators of those assassins in Baltimore. The
practical question which we have in view, and in
the satisfactory solution of which every citizen has
a deep personal interest, is?how shall the recur-
rence of such crimes be prevented? The gene-
ral answer is?that is the business of the po-
lice; and a vast deal of abuse and oblo-
quy has been heaped upon the police because
of the constant recurrence of such crimes. Now,
we do not propose to bike up the cudgels
in behalf of the police, or to become their
apologists or defenders. At the same time,
we do not believe them to be any more culpable
than any other partisan police is likely to be. A
mere change of men, without a change of the sys-
tem, would probably provide us with no better
substitutes. Many unfit men?notoriously so?-

have undoubtedly been appointed policemen, and
are still retained in place by Mayor SWANN, and
for this the Mayor is greatly and justly censurable:
but the constant removals and suspensions made
every week, by Marshal HERRING, is evidence of
his desire, at least, to purge the force under his
command of its unworthy members, and to make
the best of the material which the Mayor has
placed at his disposal; and for this and for a very
commendable degree of zeal and activity in the
discharge of his own duties, we desire to accord to

Marshal HERRING all due praise. But after all,
the system is a bad one?radically and incurably
bad. Never ?until policemen are appointed, not
as a reward for partizan services, but on account
of their personal qualifications, and retained in
the service, not during the brief administration of
the civic functionary by whom they are appoint-
ed, but during good behavior?can we hope for
any better police corps. But the evil of which we

now complain is not attributable solely or even
chiefly to the inefficiency of the police They are

but part of the machinery of justice contrived for the
prevention and punishment of crime. Their duty
ordinarily begins and ends with the detection and
arrest of offenders against the laws, and the num-

ber of arrests which are daily made, for all sorts
of offences, and the personal risk and danger which
the police not unfrequently encounter, in the dis-
charge of their duties, extending sometimes even

to loss of life or limb, is evidence of some degree
of fidelity on their part, in the performance o*
their official functions. Take, for example, the
very case of the man Imhoff, the particulars of
which we published on Wednesday. After each
successive attempt upon his life, we are assured
upon the highest official authority, all the parties
charged with, or suspected of complicity in those
attempts were arrested. Since the last attempt,
two policemen have been specially detailed to pro-
tect Imhoff from further molestation, and to guard
him, not from the secret enmity of some unknown
foe?against such, princes set their guards and
spies?but from the threatened attack of known
and notorious scoundrels, who were constantly
and openly waiting for an opportunity to elude
the vigilance of the police, and renew their infa-
mous attempt at assassination, and whom yet the
police were instructed by the legal functionary by
whose advice they are guided in the performance
of their duties, that they were powerless to arrest.
These facts are a sufficient commentary in them-
selves upon the present state ofaffairs in our city.
Only think of two policemen being required to
guard the house of a Citizen within a few steps
of the Mayor's Office, the City Hall, and the Police
Station, and right over against the High School,
where through the bounty and under the auspices
of the Corporation, the youth of the city are
trained up in the principles of good government
and in the love and veneration of republican in-
stitutions 1 Should any curious reader ask who
is this IMHOFF, who is the occasion of all this
solicitude, we answer, that we do not know, and
do not care. Itis enough for us that he is a Man
and a Citizen, and descrilad bv the Sun, from
whose columns we obtained some of the facts
which we published Wednesday, as "a quiet or-
derly citizen." Ifthe foregoing facts be true, and
the assassins were actually arrested by the police
how happens it that the attempt was renewed, and
twice repeated? A brief recapitulation of the
facts will perhaps throw some light upon this ntvs-

tery, and may partially aid in its elucidation.
Imhoff, as we stated on Wednesday, on the
19th of February, shot Erasmus Levy.
" The bullet unfortunately struck the fore-
finger of Levy's right hand"?says the Sun re-
porter in describing the affair?"raised to protect

his face, and shattering it to pieces, entered the
right nostril, ranged along the cheek, knocking
out four teeth, and came out behind the jaw, pro-
ducing a bloody wound."?(Sun, Feb. 20.) The
Police appear, in this instance, to have done their
duty. "Imhoff was taken into custody by officers
Shaney and Rote, of the Middle District police.
The house was closed immediately after the shoot-
ing, and Imhoff was found in a chamber of the
second story by the officers named, who conducted
him to the lock-up of the Middle Station. He was
arraigned before Justice MKARIS upon the charge
nnd released on $2,000, to appear and answer be-
fore the Criminal Court. Subsequently, he was

re-arrested on a bench warrant, and committed to

jailby Sheriff CREAMER to await the action of the
Grand Jury, and the result of the wounds inflicted
upon Levy."? (Sun, Feb. 20.)

Qn the 25th of February, about eight o'clock in

the evening, "four persons entered the Adelphi
House, and after being waited upon by the proprie-
tor, Mr. George M. ImhofT, one of them remarked
that 'he would settle for it ;' and drawing a re-
volver, fired twice at Mr. Imhott'without effect." ?

(Exchange, Feb. 26.)
Here again the action of the police seems to have

been sufficiently prompt. "Detectives STEVENS and
BARNES, who were passing the house, entered and
seized the party as he was about making his exit,
and conveyed him to the Middle District Station
House, where he was put back to await his exami-
nation."

The next day, however, as we find in The
Exchange , of February 27th, "ALEXANDER LEVY,
arrested by detectives Stevens and Barnes, upon
the charge of shooting at George M. Imhoff. of the
Adelphi House, with intent to kill, was bailed by
Justice Mearis, at the direction of Deputy State's
Attorney PIXKNEY, in the sum of $2,000, to appear
and answer the charge before the Criminal Court."

Here then we have ERASMUS LEVY, shot by
GEORGE M. IMIIOFF, and ALEXANDER LEVY shooting
twice, "withintent to kill," at GEORGE M. IMHOFF.
The offenders have been arrested, am! released oil

bail. What next? The next step, naturally, is
to try them, and if guilty,punish them. Have
they been tried? No. Will they ever be tried?
No. Why? For the simple reason, that both
cases have been compromised, settled, dropped,
hushed up, on payment of official fees and costs.
This has been done by the agency and with the
connivance of the State's Attorney, MILTON WHIT-
NEY, who, therefore, is the man upon whom rests

the responsibility of the renewed attempts at the
commission of a crime, to the perpetration of which
he has given official encouragement by the impu-
nity which his action affords to the jierpetrators.

This, then, is why crimes are of such frequent
occurrence in Baltimore; because criminals go

unpunished, turned loose again by the officers of
the law to pursue their bloody trade, without fear
of punishment, sure of the easy indulgence, if not

positive protection of the State's Attorney.

With this plain statement of facts we leave the
subject for the present, promising soon to return to

it again ; for the work of investigation and expo-

sure which we have in hand, is hut just com-

menced .

THE PRINCF. IMPERIAL UPON HIS "PINS."?It is now

quite a long time since we have heard anything of
I i nfant rheri de la France, the hope ofthe future sta-
bilityof a Napolenic dynasty. As this little impe-
rial bud, ifhis life be spared", has an eventful career
before him, the knowledge that lie is alive and kick-
ingand showing early promising symptoms of his
blood, will be interesting.

A Paris correspondent dishes up the little Prince
in the following.graphic style:

"1 have never seen itstated in print," savs the
writer, "that the Imperial Prince had been seen to
walk alone. Considering what pains is taken to show
his little Imperial Highness to the public, his daily
rides in the Champs Elysees, escorted by a cavalry,'
and his frequent promenades in his goat carriage
in the reserved garden and on the terrace of theTuilleries, it certainly seemed probable that, if hehad been an accomplished pedestrian, opportuni-
ties would have been taken ere this to let the mul-
titude see his perfomances. A notion had there-
fore, got abroad that lie must be more back-
tvatd in regard to walking than children
of his age (nearly two years) usually are.?
I, howeyer, atu now able to Gear witness that he not
only walks well, but is wonderful strong upon his
pins. Happening to pass through the Carrousal,
at guard mounting this morning, I saw his Im-
perial Highness come out of the centre door of the
Pavillion de l'Holroge on foot, walking between
two governesses and followed by a footman.?
He was dressed in a sky blue tunic, with a black
hat and feather and dark gaiters. He walked
southward along the pavement under the windows
of the Tuileries, as far as the little private door in
the Pavilion Ue Flore, then turned and continued
his promenade along the whole length of the pal-
ace, rounded the corner,went as far as the guard-
house near the gate leading to the Rue Rivoli,
and afterwards went back to the centre of the
Palace, where he was put upon the back of a re-
markably fine donkey, which war- waiting for hint.During ine wnole of this long walk he frequently
rejected the proffered assistance of the governesses'
hands, and seemed to delight in getting a little be-
fore them, to show his consciousness that he was a
great personage, and they his attendants. He walked
remarkably quick, with a long even step, putting
his littlefeet firmly on the ground, and every now-
and then ran a little, to leave the governesses he-
hind him. 1 did not see him trip once. It was
the finest tiling in the world to see hint return
the salutes of the sentries, who presented arms to
hint. He raised his hand to his cap in true
military style, just at the proper moment, with
an air or modest assurance, in which there was
nothing playful or childlike. He looked as serious
as Tom Thumb used to do when dressed as GeneralBonaparte. There can be no doubt that this child,
in whom so many and sucli vast hopes are concen-
tered, has already, by the force of education, a pre-
cocious sense of his own importance. He carried
in his hand a little flexible sword, which he bran-
dished continually, with wonderful energy anil de-
terminatian, as if longing for something 'to strike.
As far as the dynasty depends upon the health,
strength and excellent conformation of the heir ap-
parent, the Emperor and Empress have every
ground for hope and confidence.

LATER FROM THE Rio DE LA PLATA.? By the ship
Margaret and Eliza, from Bnenos Avies, we have
papers to the 10th of January, about ten day later
than advices previously received via England.

Business w as dull. There were twenty-five Ameri-
can vessels in port, and very little promise of car-
goes for them. The crisis, 'itwas expected, would
reach its height in Buenos Ayres about the 20th of
January, on the arrival of the mail from England,
as it Avas anticipated that a large amount of bills
would be returned from Europe. One house alone
had made shipments of between sixtv and seventy
thousand hides toEngland, on which they would
lose $4.00 silver each. Several heavy failures were
considered inevitable.

Political news is not of much interest. At Monte-
Video the revolution stillcontinued. The town was
in a state of siege, but the war was not prosecuted
with any great vigor. It was a mere fight for pow-
er between two factions, no fundamental principle
being involved. The party of Blanqitillosoccupied
the city, and the Coloradoi besieged the town; thestruggle was carried on a la guerilla, and the com-
munication between the tow n and the country re-
mained perfectly free and open to all except
fighting men. All sorts of provisions tvere in-
troduced into the city, the countrv people
passing through the ca'rnp of the besetgers withperfect impunity. The besieged took matters so
easily and considered their subsistence so certain,
that they levied a small duty upon all fresh provi-
sions brought through the gates. A filibuster ex-
pedition of fifty-two men had been organized in
Buenos Avres, and sailed in the schooner Maipu for
Monte Video to assist the besiegers. The schooner
belonged to the Buenos Ayrean Government, and
an attempt was made in Mo'ntc Video, therefore, to
identify that government with the movement. The
schooner was captured bv the Monte Videan's after
the filibusters had landed.

The United States frigate St. Lawrence was at
Monte Video, anil the American, French, English
and Brazilians had landed large forces of marines
toprotect the property offoreign merchants.

From the interior iwovinees we have but little
news. Everything was quiet in the Confederation.
The paper war against Paraguay tvas waged with
more bitterness than ever; and the preparations for
fighting on the part of Brazil and Paraguay pro-
gressed slowlv.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
WASHINGTON, March 25. j

SENATE.
The business transacted during the morning hour '

was unimportant, except that on the presentation
of the Anti-Slavery Resolutions from the State of
Maine. Mr. Mason objected to them in strong terms,
as disrespectful to Congress, the Judiciary, and to
the President. Mr. Iessenden warmly defended
them, saying that he endorsed them fully.

Mr. Seward presented a similar Anti-Slavery re-
monstrance, but couched in temperate language,
from the Society of Friends assembled at New
York.

Mr. Iverson made an ineffectual effort to take
up the Army Bill, and the consideration of the Min-
nesota Bill was therefore resumed.

The question pending was Mr. Douglas' motion to
strike out the second section of the bill, to the effect
that the new State shall be entitled to one represen-
tative anil such additional as the census may show.
Mr. Douglas' object being to give the State three
representatives, in accordance with the actual pop-
ulation, instead of with the incomplete census re-
turns, which only give two and a moietv.

Mr. Toombs and others proposed technical amend-
ments but without any vital diiference of opinion,
excepting Mr. Brown, who protested against appro-
priating the representation as guess work. He said
he would vote for the admission of Minnesota be-
cause he wished to keep faith in the slavery ques-
tion, but there were many portions of the Constitu-
tion of Minnesota which he objected to, especially
the basis of the franchise, which allows unnatural-
ized foreigners to vote?also half-breeds and Indians
who have adopted habits of civilization;?that is,
who put on pants, spurs, shirt collar, get drunk,
and thus fixed up, fulfillthe constitutional essentials
of the ballot box.

Mr. Mason agreed with the Senator from Missis-
sippi; have only before its the legal evidence of 149,-
000 inhabitants, and said lie did not see why she
should have three representatives. The State of
Vermont, with ,'lOO,OOO inhabitants, has only three.
He was in favor of giving one representative now,
and more as the new census, hereafter to be taken,
should show her to be entitled to?and he made a
motion to that effect. This motion would admit her
now, and she could make a new census and send the
other additional members before this Congress ad-
journs.

Mr. Johnson, of Tenn., was in favor of the sec-
tion as itstands. He denied that the Federal Gov-
ernment can go into a sovereign State and fix the
qualifications of voters.

Mr. Mason opposed granting three, inasmuch as
the constitutional proportion is one representative
for 92,000 inhabitants, while Minnesota has onlv
one official record of 149. Hence it is already for-
bidden by the Federal Constitution to give her an
undue political weight.

Mr. Crittenden was for adhering strictly to the
constitution and giving only one. Conjectural com-
putations would be dangerous. Every Representa-
tive of the old States, now represents large sur-
pluses, and it would not be fair to give a new
State the apportionment for 1858, while the old
ones retain the apportionment of the year 1850.

Finally, Mr. Toombs, moved that Minnesota, be
permitted to have three representatives until the cen-
sus was rectified, and thereafter such number as the
ceusus may show her to be entitled to.

The Senate then went into an Executive session,
and subsequently adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTIVES.
Mr. Stephens, of Georgia, proposed an early day

for the consideration of the Senate Kansas bill.?
He thought it best to have an understanding in or-
der that nobody mav be taken by surprise. Mr.
Campbell said the Mouse had been debating the
question involved in the bill for nine years and
nearly all this session. This Kansas question blocks
up public as well as private business. He was,
therefore, ready to meet the question to-day or to-
morrow, with or without further debate. He
thought it due to the interests of the country thatthe House should come to a vote. He suggested
that by common consent they agree to take up the
bill to-morrow. Mr. Washburn, of Illinois, and
others objected on the ground that the House was
unusually thin, when there was a full attendance
they could by common consent fixthe dav.

Mr. Stephens having been asked by several to in-
dicate a day, named next Tuesday week.

Mr. Campbell suggested next Tuesday.
Mr. Stephens said he thought that too short a

time.
Mr. Campbell said the House having agreed to

the first Monday in June for a final adjournment, it
would he impossible to get through the public busi
ness by that time, unless the earliest possible day be
fixed tor the vote on the Kansas bill.

Mr. Montgomery said he had no doubt that if the
matter was not now pressed, an arrangement might
be made satisfactory to all parties.

Mr. Stephens withdrew his suggestion, for the
present, in the belief that such an agreement could
be made. When the day was fixed, he would an-
nounce it.

Mr. Glancey Jones made an ineffectual effort to
report a bill front tlie Committee of Ways and
Means, regulating the mode anil manner of collect-
ing allll dlsDUrSing the public levunuo

The House then went into Committee on the de-
ficiency appropriation bill.

Mr. "Peyton made a speech on the Kansas ques-
tion.

Mr. Grow, of Pennsylvania, spoke in earnest
tones against the admission of Kansas under the
Leconipton Constitution. He said there could be
no peace in Kansas so long as an attempt to force
on the people an odious despotism and to propagate
human bondage.

Mr. Reillv, of Pennsylvania, maintained the le-
gality of the proceedings attending the formation
of the Lecompton Constitution. It Kansas shall be
admitted into the Union, the Legislature can pass
an act providing for altering or amending it, and

j then submitting it to the people, and no person out-
side the State can intefere.

Mr. Thayer, of Mass., made a speech in opposi-
tion to slavery and infavor of Emigration Aid So-
cieties. Otlier speeches were made, when the
House adjourned.

FROM WASHINGTON.
WASHINGTON, March 25. ?The Senate Committee

on Territories will report at once a billfor a Judi-
cial District inArizona. They so decided this morn-
ing. Senator (twin willmove his territorial bill as
a substitute, and support it by a strong speech.

During the proceedings in the House to-day, Mr.Stephens gave notice that he will take up the Sen-
ate Kansas Bill on Thursday next. This seemed to
be acceptable to all parties, with the understanding
that nothing shall be done with the question before
that time.

WESTERN TRADE.
1 WHEELING, March 25.? The agents at the termi-
nal points of the Baltimore and Ohio line here and
at Benwood and Parkersburg report that 889 cars
of produce have been loaded by them for the East
during the past nine days, the quantity of stuff
forwarded in that time has been 7,556 tons, or on an
average 840 tons per day. There is said to be an
extraordinary business doing, but the capacity of
the roail has not been exhausted, for scores of fresh
cars are now arriving from Baltimore. The river
is still high, there being 13 feet of water in the
channel to-night, and boats are plentywith their of-
ers of low rates to all river points west of us. AtBenwood Ferry, the Central Ohio Railroad has
banded over some forty or fifty car loads per day
for some two orjthree weeks past, and larger install-
ments are reported as on the way from that quarter.

MARINE NEWS.

FIBES.?A lire broke out at half past two o'clock
yesterday morning, in the three-storv brick build-
ing, situated on Lightstreet near Hill, opposite the
Vaux Hall Garden, owned by S. <)wings Hoffman,
Esq., and occupied as a tavern and dwelliug by Mrs.
Ann M. Shercr, which is supposed to have origina-
ted from accident. It was extinguished witha dam-
age to the building of about SlOO. Insured in the
Daltimore Fire Insurance Company, and about s.'>o
on the stock and furniture which is insured in the
Associated Firemen's Office.

Another general alarm was sounded which was
found to proceed from the burning of the soap fac-
tory of Messrs. Cook A Johnson, a large three story
brick, building, on Frederick street, a short distance
south ofBaltimore street. The back buildings, used
for the manufac uring departments, were entirely
destroyed, and the front sustained considerable dam-
age. The lower part was occupied as a room for
storing away candles, and the upper portion as a
dwelling by the families of Messrs. C. AJ. They
have an insurance on their stock, sufficient to cover,
in the Firemen's Office?the furniture is insured in
the Franklin of Philadelphia, and the buildings,
which were owned bv Mr. Win. McCann, are in-
sured in the office of the Equitable Society. The
flames extended to the building adjoining on the
south, known as Arbeiter llall, the front of which
was of frame work and the rear of brick. This was
totally destroyed. It was owned by Dr. lluet, who
has a policy of insurance in the office of the Equita-
ble Society. The building was in the occupancy of
the Arbeiter Hall Association, and the stock and
furniture is covered by insurance in the Franklin
Insurance Company of Philadelphia.

The roof of the three story brick building, No.
7, next adjoining, and also, that of the back build-
ing, owned and occupied bv Dr. Johnson, were
burned off'. Insured in the Firemen's Office. No.
9, a three story brick dwelling occupied by the
Harmony Club was damaged by the burning "of the
roof, no injury having been sustained in the interi-
or. It belongs to Henry White, Esq., and is in-
sured in the Equitable Society.

The rear of several buildings on Baltimore street
and Marsh Market Space were slightly damaged,
and were only saved from destruction by the noble
exertions of the entire Fire Department. Of those
on the Space, No. 6, a three story brick
building, owned by Mr. Wm. McCann, and oc-
cupied as a shoe store and dwelling by Mr.
L. Fried, was insured in the Equitable, fnd
the Stock in the Baltimore Fire Insurance Compa-
ny. No. 10, three story brick occupied by J. Good-
man as a clothing store and dwelling. Stock insur-
ed in the Baltimore Fire and Firemen's Ortiees: house
owned by Mr. Clias. Myers, and insured in the Equi-
table Society. No. 12, three story brick, occupied
by Mr. A. Warnitz, as a clothing "store and dwell-
ing, owned by Mr. Simon Frank. Stock insured in
the Firemen's Office, house in the Equitable S> ciety.
No. 14, three story brick, occupied by Mr. S. Myers
as a store and dwelling, owned by Mr! Hirsch Pi less.

House insured in the Equitable Society, no insur-
ance on stock and furniture. No three story

brick, owned and occupied by- Mr. M. Rosenthal;
house, stock and furniture, insured in Lie Baltimore
Fire Insurance Company. No. 10, three story brick,
occupied by Mr. L. Sonnehill, ownec by .Mr. K.

The buildings on Baltimore street vere: No. 27
three story brick, owned by Mr. Richard Colvin,
and occupied as a dry gooils store by Mr. Jos.

?three story brick, owned by Mrs. Ridgway, oc-
cupied by Mr. Henrv Smith. House insured in
the Equitable. No. 33?three story and attic brick,
owned by M. I. Cohen, Esq., occupied by Mr. S.
Bowman! House insured in the Baltimore Fire
Insurance Company.

The total amount ofloss is estimated by Fire In-
spector Boyd at from S'i.ooo to $8,000: the latter
figure it will hardly exceed.

The firemen are deserving of the highest credit
for their perseverance in extinguishing the flames,
as from the position of the buildings it is a matter
of surprise that the loss had not been double.

The railing of the south end of the Maryland In-
stitute was at one time on fire, but was fortunately
discovered intime anil extinguished.

The tire is supposed to have originated from sparks
from a blacksmith shop beneath one of the back
buildings of Messrs. Cook and Johnson, which
communicating above smouldered to a late hour and
finally ignited to some combustible material which
was contained in the building. A lady residing in
the neighborhood saw a light in the upper part of
the house between one and two o'clock, but took no
particular notice of it.

The alarm of tire about 12Jzj o'clock, P. M., yes-
terday, was false. A dense smoke was seen in the
western part of the city, which caused the ringing
of the bells, and attracted the fire department to
that section.

About half past four o'clock yesterday afternoon,
an alarm of fire was given, which was occasioned by
the burning of some bed clothes, in the second story
of a house on Sterling street, near Madison, occupied
by colored persons. The tire was accidental, and
rvas soon extinguished.

The alarm last night at 10 o'clock, arose from the
burning of a pile of shingles on Block street, east of
the drawbridge. Icendiarism the cause. Damage
not ascertained.

SAD OCCURRENCE?FALI.INOOF A WALI.?Six CHIL-
DREN CAUGHT IN THE RUlNS.?Considerable excite-
ment was occasioned about one o'clock yesterday
by the announcement that a wall that had been left
standing amid the ruins of the tire of the morning,
had fallen and buried beneath it some dozen or
more persons, several of whom had been killed.?
As usual, rumor magnifies the affair largely, and
after the bricks and mortar had been removed six
bovs, the eldest not over fourteen years of age, were
taken n-uui tho pit... Five were taken to the
Apothecary store of Mr. E. Laroque, corner of
Baltimore and Harrison streets, where their inju-
ries were dressed by Drs. Whitridge and Lynch
assisted by Mr. Emile Laroque.

The one most seriously injured and who, it is
thought, cannot possibly survive, was a little fel-
low named John Doyle, aged nine years, whose pa-
rents reside at No. 12 Swann street, near Marsh
Market Space. He was completely buried underthe heavy mass, and received a severe cut on the
right temple, severing the temporal artery. His
right ear was nearly cut off, a deep cut over the
right eye, penetrating to the bone, a severe contu-
sion oh the back of the head, and otherwise inter-
nally injured.

Joseph Morgan, aged fourteen years, received
severe scalp wounds upon the forehead and hack
of the head, besides being bruised upon the bodv.
He was removed to the corner of Mercer and
Grant streets, and subsequently to his parent's resi
donee on Webb street.

Isaac Malheuse, aged eleven years, (parents reside
at No. 25 Albemarle street,) received a severe wound
in the centre of the forehead, between the eyes, ap-
peared to have been done by some sharp instrument,
fracturing the external table of the frontal bone.?
His spine is seriously injured from which the physi-
cians think paralysis is likely to ensue. He is other-
wise bruised about the bod*.

Charles and Edward Bothwick, aged ten and
twelve years, parents reside on Eager street near
Bond. The elder brother received a cut on the up-
per lip, extending into the nostril; nose badlv mash-
ed and body bruised. The younger received only a
few bruises, the inost serious of which was on the
left thigh.

The sixth is named aged ten years,
he was conveyed from the place of accident imme-
diately to his parent's residence, on Smith's alley,
leading from Frederick street to Gay. He was at-
tended by Dr. Dunbar. His injuries consisted of a
serious cut over his left eye, from which it is thought
he will lose the sight, back injured and badly bruis-
ed upon the limbs.

There appears to be a desire on the part of many
to attach blame somewhere. The children had been
driven from the spot at least a dozen times during
the morning, and like children usually are in such
matters, when the officers turned away, would go
back. Among those prominent in seeking for the
injured and conveying them to Mr. Baroque, were
Mr. Robert Knight, President of the Friendship,
Henry R. Eisenbrandt, John H. Council, Patrick
Kavanaugh and Thomas Wiley, of the same com-
pany; Joseph McCann, Henrv Claridge, Charles
Dahle, John Fopless, W. H. Weigh and WilliamH.
Wolfe, of the Pioneer. They also, after the boys
had their wounds dressed, carried them to their
homes upon a comfortably arranged litter, for
which act of humanity they have the thanks of the
entire community.

ODD FELLOWSHIP IN MARYLAND.?From the an-
nual reports of the subordinate Lodges to the R. W.
Grand Lodge in January last, this truly benevolent
institution appears to be in a highly prosperous
condition, and now stands in the front rank of the
charitable associations of the country. We are in-
debted to Jos. B. Escavaille, Esq., Grand Secretary
of the Grand Lodge of Maryland, for the following
statistics, showing the condition of the Order up to
January Ist, 1858 : Xumber of Lodges in the State,
90; number of initiations during the year 1857,
1,000; admitted by card, 100; whole number of
members, 13,152; annual receipts ofLodges, $90,000.
During the year there was expended for relief as
follows: Number of members relieved. 2,300; paid
for relief of same, $29,700; number of widowed fam-
ilies relieved, 300; paid for relief of same, $17,500:
number ot members buried during the year, 135;
amount paid for burying the dead, $9,900. There
was expended for the education of the orphans of
deceased members of the Order, the sum of $5,000;
making a grand total expended for reliefduring the
year, of $62,100. The above statement does not in-
clude the Patriarchal or Encampment Branch of
the Order, which, we are informed, is also in a flour-
ishing condition, and dispensing annually large
amounts for the relief of its membership and to the
widows and orphans of deceased members.

Should any car of a train run
off or overturn, the coupling immediately detaches
it from the rest, so that it does not drag the rest of
the train oft' the track, as is often the case with the
present mode of coupling, thus insuring greater
safety to passengers, and saving a vast amount of
property.

George Tretwell plead guilty of selling liquor
without a license. Fined $lO and costs, 'iotal
$16.45.

State rs. Adam Whittle and William Battinger,
jointlyindicted for assaulting Christian Briel, John
Hartman, Sr., and John Hartman, Jr., with intent
to murder, alleged to have been committed on the
11th day of October, 1857. The indictments em-
brace counts against each party.

John Hartman, Sr., sworn and testified in sub-
stance as follows: Witness lives at the corner of
Baltimore and Poppleton streets; went to Mount
Olive Cemetery; just as he arrived at the gate some
person struck him in the back with a brick, and he
turned round and asked the prisoners what they did
it for; one of them said "lets killthe d?n Dutch;"
witness' son replied, "if my father is a Dutch-
man, he is as good as anv of yon;" when they beat
witness, his son, and Briel who was in company
with witness. The occurrence took place about 3
o'clock, P. M., and there were some twenty others in
company with the prisoners. Before they left wit-
ness the whole twenty beat hiin and his son with
bricks, and then left them on the ground bleeding.
Witness seen Battinger making at his son with a
brick in his hand.

John Hartman, Jr., testified the same as his father
and identified the prisoner in court.

Christian Briel testified that when they arrived
at the gate, the party said "there is the d n
Know-Nothing Dutchman," and threw a brick at
Hartman, struck him in the back, then Whittle
knocked voung Hartman down, and when witness
went to liberate liim, the party also knocked him
down and beat him over the head with bricks, cut
his hat and head, and the wounds were visible for
eight days.

On the part of the defence, Godleaf Hollock tes-
tified that he was present and that the prisoners had
not arrived at the gate until after the tight was
over, and gave them a good character; neither of
the prisoners threw a brick or struck any person.

Julius Thomas testified the same a3 Mr. Hollock.
Louis Layman, George Younger, and several oth-

er witnesses testified to the good character of the
prisoners.

The case was here brought to a close and submit-
ted to a jury, who returned a verdict of "not
guilty,"on the several counts, and the parties dis-
charged. Mr. Thomas for the defence.

State vs. Weight, Ford & Reynolds, indicted for
keeping a gambling house. Stetted.

State vu. B. Marsh, oho* B. Marley, indicted for
shooting Deputv Sheriff Evans in the left shoulder
with a musket loaded with shot, alleged to have
been committed on the 11th day of March. The
prisoner was arraigned and the plea of insanity put
in on the part of the defence.

The evidence on the part of the State, was to the
effect that the prisoner had ill-treated his wife; she
procured a warrant tor his arrest, and when officer
Evans went to serve it on him, the prisoner had a
gun in his hands and warned the ofticers not to en-
ter, and if he did, he (the prisoner) would blow his
brains out. Evans showed him the warrant, and
attempted to enter the door, when the prisoner
fired, the shot taking effect in Evans' shoulder,
tearing away a large portion of the flesh, and a
small portion of the collar bone. Mr. Evans was
not in court, but his physician testified that he was
now out of danger and entertains strong hopes of
his recoverv-

Dr. Counsellman, Mr. Miller and Mr. Shipley es-
tablished the insanity of the prisoner, and the jury
accordingly rendered a verdict of "guilty, but the
prisoner was insane at the time the act was com-
mitted, and is still insane." Messrs. Milliganand
Wheeler for the defence.

State vi. William Black, indicted for the larceny
of one pair of pantaloons, valued at S5, the proper-
ty of William Lowman, Yo. IS4 West Pratt street,
alleged to have been committed on the 31st of Oc-
tober last.

The evidence on the part of the State was to the
effect that Mr. Travel's, a grocer, residing imme-
diately opposite Mr. Lownian's store, saw the pris-
oner take the pantaloons from a hook infront of the
store, fold them up and put them under his coat.
He was pursued, and when he found that he would
be overtaken by the owner, threw the pantaloons
down the cellar of the Maltbv House. There was
no evidence offered on the part of the defense and
the case was submitted to a jury, who returned a
verdict of "guilty." Not sentenced. Mr. C'arr
for the defence.

CHURCH MUSlC.?There are very few congrega-

tions in this vicinity, we are persuaded, where the
singing in the public worship of the Sabbath is con-
ducted in better taste, or with a more skillful and
successful adaptation to the true purposes of sacred
psalmody, thanin the Eliot Congregational Church,
under the ministry of Rev. J. IV. Wellman, at New-
ton Corner. The singing, sustained by a choir
of respectable numbers, supplied wholly by
members of the congregation and largely by
members of the church, and enjoying the indefat-
igable tuition and inspiriting guidance of a leader
in whom both these important qualifications meet,
and of an organist whose chaste and accu-
rate handling of that noble instrument furnishes a
true aecompaniameut and support to the soul of
harmony inthe vocal parts, unites in an uncommon
degree the requisites of artistic culture, lyrical sim-
plicity and spiritual unction, so essential to the
genuine effects of sacred song. This choir furnished
a very pleasing entertainment, on a recent evening
of the week, by a public rehearsal, to which the
the congregation and other friends were invited ;
when various selections of church psalmody, fol-
lowed by more elaborate compositions, were ren-
dered in a style of execution which gave the
most vivid satisfaction to the large auditory in at-
tendance.

i During a brief period in the singing, Kev. Mr.
| Weltman, thepastor, ottered some pertinent remarks

on the subject of Church Music, taking for his
theme, in the commencement, the following extract
from Luther's Table-Talk:

"1 always loved music. Whosoever hath skill in
J this art, the same is of good kind, fittest for all

things. We must, of necessity, maintain music in
, schools. A schoolmaster ought to have skill in

I music, otherwise I would not regard him. Neither
I should we ordain voung fellows to the office of

( preaching, except before they have been well exer-
I eised and practised in the school of music. The

j youth ought to be brought up and accustomed to
j this art, for it maketli fine and expert people."

J After dwelling brieflv on the topics suggested on
| this pithy utterance of the Reformer, who, by the
I ministry of this heavenly art, accomplished so
| "much for the Reformation which he led on
among the populace of Germany, Mr. Wellman
proceeded to speak of the subject ot congrega-
tional singing. He acknowledged himself to be,
on some accounts, much in favor of this method
of conducting the praises of the sanctuary; but,
at the same time, he fully recognized its inevita-
ble liability, when left to the ordinarv tenden-
cies in a congregation, where counteracting means
are not employed, to run down into a degree of
degeneracy not to be endured. He would not re-
commend congregational singing, without the
continued maintenance of a well trained and com-
manding choir to lead and sustain the assembly
in the service. This he very justly regarded as
indispensable to its success or its proper spiritual
effect, for any considerable time, in our churches.
In the qualified and considerate views of the sub-
ject thus presented, we presume that most per-
sons, even among the music loving world, would
be ready to concur; while at the same time we
may express the conviction, which we feel, that
if choral singing were everywhere as truly sub-
servient to the ends of spiritual worship as in the
church to which we now refer, there would be no
very urgent call inany quarter for a return to the
practice of congregational singing. Indeed there is
a most important sense in which the singing by the
choir, in this church, in congregational, for, as we
have said, the choir is raised wholly from the con-
gregation and mostly from the church and is,
for instance, but a concentration of the availa-
ble musical talent of the people thus worshipping
together, in a sufficient embodiment to give just ex
pression of the sentiments of praise in which all
unite. We regard the choir, as constituted and
conducted at Newton Corner, as anexample worthy
of being commended to all our churches.? Puritan
Recorder.

WA.XDKKINUS OK AN INSANE WOMAN.?About eight
vears ago Martha French, of Pembroke (X. H.),
became insane and has continued so up to the pres-
ent time. She received medical treatment at home,
but, receiving no benefit therefrom, she was re-
moved to the Asylum at Concord. After remain-ing there for some time without any apparent im-
provement. she was taken to her mother's house at
Pembroke, and confined in her room. In April,
185G, she escaped, and her bonnet was found upon
the bank of the river, and this was the only tracethey could find of her. It was supposed that she had
drowned herself. In order to satisfy themselves more
fullyupon this they called in the aid of mesmerism.The medium required some article belonging to thesupposed deceased, and was furnished with a pair of
stockings. On receiving them the mesuieriserbegan to tremble, and exclaimed, "Oh, how cold it
is down here. Here she is on the bottom." This
settled the question in the minds of many whosecredulity was greater than their common sense,and nothing more was heard of her.

Last spring, the Xew England Farmer copied a
P°jl®e 0111 a irginia paper that a maniac woman
had been taken up and committed to jail in Hano-
ver county, in that State. It also stated that shebelonged to Massachusetts, had worked in the Low-
ells Mills, aud had been in the Insane Asylum at
Concord twice. Her name was not given."

Some one acquainted with Miss French sent the
paper to her mother and sister at Pembroke. The
sister wrote to the jailor, who answered that he
could not learn her name, and that she had been
transferred to the hospital at Williamsburg. The sis-
ter then wrote to the attending physician there, and
he answered that there was no person of that name
there, but that they had a stranger who gave a dif-

ferent name, and he knew not where she belonged.
The sister then wrote for him to ask her if she ever
had a cat, and if so, what was its name. This was
done, and she answered, as the physician under-
stood, that its name was "Little." He communi-
cated this to the sister. She used to call her cat
Lvdia, and the sister thought he might have mis-
understood her. This, together with the descrip-
tion given ot' Ihm 1 |,y the superintendent, led her
friends to believe that the person there confined was
Miss French.

Dr. Simpson, of Lowell, bad been well acquainted
with her, and the friends engaged him to visit the
hospital, and provided the means to bring her
home, should he find her. Week before last he
visited the hospital aud made known his errand to

the superintendent. They went in, and the super-
intendent sent for her to come to the room. On
entering she exclaimed, "Why, why!" He askedif she knew that man, and she replied, "Why, Ves-
lie used to doctor me; it is Dr. Simpson." The
Doctor recognized her at first sight. She would
answer all questions rationally. On being askedhow she came there, she replied, "On a boat."
This was true. To another question she replied
that she traveled on foot a part of the way, and
rode in the car some on her journey from home.
She said they gave her a bonnet, shoes, and other
clothes on the road. As soon as she had an-
swered a question her mind seemed to wander most
strangely.

The Doctor offered to take her away, but on be-
ing told that nothing would be charged for her
board there until the room was wanted by patients
belonging to the State, he thought best to let her
remain.? Lowell Courier.

"Sartaroe, ' a new tale by J. M. Maitland, recently
published, we alluded to an extract from a com-
mendatory letter, alleged to be by Washington Ir-
ving, which the publisher had placed upon the title
page. '1 he authenticity of this letter was denied bvG. P. Putnam, the Xew Aork publisher of
books. We notice by a statement in the New YorkTribune that Mr. Maitland has acknowledged that
the letter purporting to be trom Washington Irving
is a forgery! Mr. Peterson, publisher of the work,
has satisfied himself of this fact, and subscribes to
the accuracy of the following statement by Mr. Put-nam:

1. That the letter advertised as written by Mr.
Irving to Maitland, dated November 1, 1857, is a
forgery from firnt to luet, the original being found
to be a clumsy invitation of Mr. Irving's hand-
writing.

2. That the second letter, dated December 12, as
copied in part by Mr. Maitland for his publishers,
was altered and interpolated by said Maitland.

3. Maitland's admission that the first letter is a
forgery is hereto annexed. The partial forgery of
the second is proved by the original itself,?a copy
of which is published in our advertising columns.

4. That the only interview Maitland ever had with
Mr. Irving, was one of a few minutes in October
last.

5. That the only letters ever written to Maitland
by Mr. Irving, were (1) a short answer in July,
1857, to his earnest request to permit a dedication
of a forthcoming book, and (2) the letter of Decem-
ber 12, written in answer to repeated requests for a
notice of his own book.

G. That the original documents and facts all clear-
ly prove that both Messrs. Fetridge & Co., and T.
B. Peterson, of Philadelphia, have been the victims
of a gross fraud, of which they could have had no
suspicion.

Mr. Maitland, in his confession, says he was egre-
giously deceived by some person or persons, who
wantonly and wickedly sent him a false letter. We
would charitably suppose that this is true, for he
must have known that so glaring a forgery would
have been detected at once and exposed. Alto-
gether, this is the most remarkable literary fraud
which has recently come to light.

A LETTER FKOM MR. CHOATE.? In the Senate, yes-
terday afternoon, in the course of his speech in sup-
port of the resolve making an appropriation to Win.If. Ela, who was injured bv the soldiery at the time
of the Burns rendition, Mr. Ingalls submitted a let-

LITERARY INTELLIGENCE
[From the London Publishers' Circular, Feb. 15.]

A new paper, in competition with the long-estab-
tished litnitrated New*, has made its appearance,
and claims rivalry in everv respect with its elder
brother: It is called the 111nitrated Newi of the
World.

The Standard newspaper, for so many vears the
organ of the extremely Conservative and Protestant
party, and latterly published at twopence, without
advocating any positive political views, is now re-
duced to one penny, and is the largest London jour-
nal at that price, though not larger than several of
the New York papers, which, though published at
as low a price, are understood to be greatlv remu-
nerative to their proprietors.

A new journal, devoted chiefly to foreign subjects,
and to be called the Contiieental Review, is an-
nounced for publication weekly in tf?e course of the
present month.

The long agitated question of International Copy-
right between this country and the United States
appears likely to be settled by the latter country
taking the initiative, and enacting regulations for
securing the rights of Authors without reference to
the interests of any publishers whatever. The pro-
posed measure is prepared without reference to any
particular country, and will only affect the authors
ofsuch countries as reciprocate the rights conceded
to American authors. The effect of an Internation-
al Law on the terms proposed, if agreed to by this
country, will be as follow.-:

An English author will be enabled to secure a
copyright, for a period not exceeding fourteen
years, in the United States, on certain conditions;
these are, l*t, that lie shall give notice three months
before publication, that he shall publish in the Stateswithin thirty days alter publication at home; 'ldly,
that his work shall be published in the States
by an American citizen, who shall comply
with certain foims as to notice, &c.; 3<Ry, that
the work shall be printed in the States and
on American paper; 4 tidy, that this privilege shall
not extend to periodicals; and lantly, that recipro
cal privileges shall be extended to American au-
thors bv Great Britain. These tua ybe modified
during the process of legislation. But as the recog-
nition of the principle of international Copyright is
a step in the right direction, and as it is not at all

likely that we shall get it exactly on our own terms
it will be wise to meet the proposition in a friend-

ly spirit, and, unless we can propose any other plan
likely to be accepted, to devote our attention rather
to improving than to combating it. YVhateversug-
gestions may be made should be tendered in a spir-
it of conciliation and of friendly counsel, although
at first sight English interests may not appear to
gain to the extent it was expected thev would by
an International Copyright. A point of great im-
portance in connection with the subject is the state

ofour law with regard to the importation of English
copyright books, printed in America, into our Colo-
nies.
