A meeting of the supporters of the Government
in the House of Commons, summoned by the Earl
of Derby, was held yesterday at noon, at the offi
cial residence of the noble lord. The Evening Her-
ald says that upwards of two hundred and twenty
members responded to the invitation, and that the
“‘greatest unanimity” prevailed.

Mr. Roebuck hasreceived a challenge from the
Count de Ligny, an officer in the French army.—
The Count gives Mr. Roebuck notice that he will
remain in France ready to meet him at any place
he may appoint.

It was announced that the
Henry Lawrence is to be ci ed a baronet, and
that the East India Company propose to give him
an annuity of £1,000 a year.

—for we agree that the national honor is of great-
er moment than the stability of a ministry, and
there are blunders which must'be treated as crimes.
Yet, it is well to consider how natural and excusa-
ble was the error into which the last Cabinet fell.
As events have directed the course of the new min-
istry there is no room for praise or blame. They
came in to write an answer to Count Walewski, and
they have written it, and, as it was not worth while
for the two nations to go to war on the matter, they
have received a gentle reply.

However, it certainly seems a little singulnr thx}t,
after turning out a minister for not sending a spir-
ited answer, it is found that Lord Malmesbury could
be successful by means of very conciliatory language
and that Mr. 1)’ Israeli laid before the House of Com-
mons in triumph a dispatch declaring that the cele-
brated one from Count Walewski of the 20th of Jan.
had not at all the meaning which he and his friends
attributed to it. 7T'he great achievement of the
Derby governmentis to obtain a declaration from Count
Waléwski that his former dispatch ought not to hare
been resented.  But, if this was the case, then Lord
Palmerston was right in not resenting it, and the
late opposition were wrong in passing a vote of cen-
sare. ‘But the fact is that events gave to a missive
of the French government a complexion which at
first was not visible. Lord Palmerston, having had
to act immediately, and being early compromised,
was placed in a difficult position, while Lord Derby
has come in expressly to pose himselt in a patriotic
attitude. A

However, whether by liberals or.conservatives,
this country is likely to be well served when the
national honor is clearly shown tobe at stake. We
have now proved our determination not to be con-
trolled by foreign demands, or even to be amiable
under foreign advice. We Lave no doubt that the
French Government is very sorry that among the

attempt on the Emperor should have been number-
ed an_ambiguous dispatch to Great Britain, Jt will
probably be long before the French Cabinet will again
meddle with the obstinate and pertinacious b.roml
which inhabits these islands, Better quarrel with a
dozen governments than with ome politics-loying
and free-spoken people. Cabinet Ministers and diplo-
matists have a language of their own, and in the use
of this language the Continental statesmen are very
apt. But when they have to deal with a nation of
politicians they are confused and powerless, At
the fencing mateh of alternate dispatches the
French government may do well enough, but
the ease is altered when the ' first thrust ealls
forth a host of antagonists, armed with every
kind ‘of weapon, and possessed with a happy
ignorance of the rules of the science. This is an
advantage which a free country has over its neigh-

bors. It can express its official opinions, but it can
express its non-official opinions too. Speeches in
Parliament, indignant, or argumentative, or comic
articles in newspapers, kecping up @ daily bombar
ment to which the assawlted Cabinet can make no re ply
public meetings, caricatures, all teud to give the victory
to the nation which can bring them into play.  The
enemy is so battered by this popular warfare that it
requires but little skill for the minister to strike the
final blow.

This is at least one of the benefits of frec institue
tions, which has been on its trial ms times, and
has never been found to fail. The nch Cabinet
in the present case tried to bring ropular siasm
into the field in theirlegislative assemblies; but how
poor was the display in comparison with that which
responded in England to a supposed insult! Had
we depended on a government alone, either whigor
tory, it is possible that by plausibility or pressure
the French would have had their way.

than to us. Who that has marked the progr
these events can doubt that in power and in char.
ter the French government has been weakened
through the defeat of its demands and the check to
its self-confidence which have been the result of the
late events?

But the whole affair is over, and we shall be glad
to be allowed to forget it. Lord Ma.mesbury had, |
indeed, little to do, for Count Walewski had imme-
diately after the debate declared to Lord Cowley
that the offensive expressions contained in his dis-
patch were not applied to the British nation. Ac-
cordingly, Lord Malmesbury’sletter to Lord Cowley
only asks, in the mildest terms, for a formal repetition
of thedisclaimer, and this is duly given in a dispatch
from Count Walewski,dated thé 11th of March. This
last document is tten with a little stiffness, which
the Count probably thinks due to hisown and the Im-

erial dignity. 'As was natural, Lord Malmes-
ury’s assurance that he took it for granted

the French government meant nothing of-
fensive, produces the reply that Count Walew-
ski sees with satisfaction that the mew Cabinet
is “under no misapprehension ecither to our
intentions or as to the grave nature of the
facts which we_have signalized to the government
of Her Britanic M y.” He also hints that the
Frcnch(l\cnploc:\nnot:\|n|>rw("ﬂvtlu-di retion which
impeded former prosecutions, and, in conclusion,
withdraws from the controversy and leaves the af-
fair inour own hands. Some slight irritation is
visible in the style—natural enough after so many
buffets. But with that we have nothing to do. Suffi-
cient for us is the great fact that the French Zov-
ernment has receded from its demand, and entirely
altered its tone. As we fully agree that the al-
liance can only be lasting on the condition that the
honor of neither nation shall be sacrificed, we must
congratulate both countries on the change of de-
meanor which has been the work of the last two
months. It will enable Parliament with greater
ease to propose a legislative remedy, should the
event of the forthcoming trials prove that any kind
of wrong doing has impunity in these islands.

The Paris correspondent of the Herald says it is
stated that Orsini wrote a second letter to the Em-
peror the day before his execution, in which he ex-
pressed the deepest contrition for the attempt of the
14th January, He acknowledged the heinous na-
ture of his crime, and paid this last tribute to truth
as a means of satisfying the cry of his conscience.

Rudio rendered that restraint no longer neces Yy
and the Governor did not delay a moment in giv ng
orders to free him from it. When the turnkeys who
were charged with the duty entered De Rudio’s cell
they found him buried in sleep. They shook him
once or twice before he awoke: when he opened his
eyes gnd sat up on his pallet he stared fearfully at
them; and for a moment appeared bewildered.

He thought they came to announce that his last
moment had arrived, and he recoiled from their
touch. “Don’t be afraid,” they said, “don’t be
afraid,” we are not going to injure you; far from
it. We bring you good ne you are to have a
commutation of punishment; and we are going
to take off your camisole de foree (strait waist-
coat).” Yon need hardly he told what the
feelings of the poor wretch were. Tt is said
that he hummed an air during the operation, —
If the execution did not ts place yester- |
day, instead of this morning, it was in no wise
owing to the superstitious feeling about Friday:
but it happened that the Friday of this week fol-
lowed the Thursday of Mi-Carame (Mid-Lent,)
and it was very properly felt to be improper that
two men should die on the scaffold at the same
time, in the same suburb, and the same streets that
were thronged with masks, revellers and mummers;
that within sight of the guillotine yawning for its
prey the most fantastic costumes should ficure; that
the joyous sound of horns and trumpets, and the
jibes and laughter of those who were returning from
festivities prolonged till the dawn, should contrast
with the death-knell of the prison chapel; that the
Descente de la Courtille should pass side by side with
the scaffold. For these reasons the execution was
postponed a day,

Since the trial you are aware that the prisoners
were transferred from the Conciergerie to the con-
demned prison known as the Nouveau Bicetre, in the
Place de la Roquette. In former times the Place
de la Greve, now Place de 'Hotel de Ville, was the
spot where criminals were put to death. Indeed, it
might well be called the Field of Blood; its pavement
has been many times stained with the blood of the
victims of all revolutions, as well as of those who
have fallen by the hand of justice.

Since the completion of the two prisons at the
extremity of the Rue de la Roquette, it isin front
of those buildings, and in the small square which
separates them, that the guillotine is erected. The
Rue dela Roquette extends from the Place de la
Bastile to the Barriere d’Aunay on the external
Boulevard, close to the famous burial ground of
Pere la Chaise. About half way, and on the left,
the Rue Popincourt joins it at right angles, and is
continued on the other side in a straight line in the
Rue de Basfroid. From that point of intersection
to its extremity nothing is caleulated to inspire
more melancholy thoughts than that street.

You feel long before you emerge on to the Boule-
vard, that you are approaching the great recepta-
cle of the dead; more than half the upper part of La
Roquette is filled with the shops of dealers in
tnm‘bs. head stones, coffing, and funeral ands in
endless variety. Further on rise gloomily the two
large prisong, and from the,Fri.*nns to the cemetery |
is little more than a step. The population in this
part of Paris is dense; the long streets of Reuilly,
Picpus, Charenton, and last, not least, the famous
faubourg and street of St. Antoine,with their many
tributaries, converge to the Place de la Bastile on
one side, and the Boulevard Beaumarchais.with the
numerous thoronghfares, debouches on the other:
while the Rue de la Roquette, as a mid channel,
runs, as I have said, from the tile to the prisons
For the last two nights the Place dela Roquette
and the streets contiguous were covered with a
multitude, who braved the intense cold and wet to
witness the execution. The crowds that held vigil
the whole of last night were almost beyond ealeula-
tion.

This morning the weather was bitterly cold, and
the ground wet from the snow which had fallen.—
The sky was covered with clouds of a slate color,
and under that dismal canopy dark gray mist,
transparent like funeral crape, were drifting about.
The streets in the more distant part of the city were
deserted, but as you neared the quarter contignous
to the prison, detached squads of sergents-de-ville
might be seen moving towards the same direction,
the occasional flash of bayonets in the gaslight was
discernable and nearer still the vague mass without
form or outline, and heaving to and fro, showed
that the awful moment was approaching. Now and
then a butcher's or a market gardener’s cart, with
its red lamp in front, rolled heavily along, and with
difficulty made its way through the crowd. Many
of the spectators had brought their breakfasts with
them; ihey had their loaves under their arms, their
pipes in their mouths. Some men were grave and
serione. znd spoke in a low tone of voice; others
jested and laughed, and many observed that the
prisoners well deserved their fate.

About fifteen paces from the gate of the prison
the scaflold was erected, and on it rose the instru-
ment of death, the name of which recalls 5o many
terrible associations. There it stood on the plat-
form like a ladder without steps; the block with
the hole for the head to enter, at the lower end; at
| the upper, the heavy knife of triangular shape, with
| its edge like a razor’s; hard by it, the shell for the

body after deeapitation; and in front, the basket
| for the head; the cord by which the blade is_kept
| suspended; the frame-work painted a dull red, just
