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hope of escaping. He wrote to his family two or
three days after his condemnation, and, while the
appeal was still pending, but he wpbte with the
conviction of a man whose account with this world

was closed. He asked that his remains should be

interred in a decent coffin, and the prayer is said to

be complied with., He left a will, but in it there is

nothing of a political character.

Rudio was brought up on Monday, Mareh 15, to
hear the document read by which the Emperor
commutes his sentence of death to hard labor for
lite.

It is said that the heads of both Orsini and Pierri
were steeped in vitriol after death, that no prying
Madame Tussaud or insinuating Claudet might,
would or could photograph the features, which may

stamped upon the banners of Democracy in fu-
ture times.

Gomez and Rudio will be shipped off’ at the cloge

Little short of 30,000 copies of the pamphlet enti-
tled “Napoleon IIT and England” have been sold in
Paris.

The Paris correspondent of the T'imes has ‘‘reason
to believe that the demand which the French Gov-
ernment has made on that of Sardinia, for the ex-
tradition of Mr. Hodge, the Englishman who, it is
alleged, was implicated in the attempt on the Em-
peror’s life, has been refused.” It appears, says
the writer, that an extradition treaty exists between
France and Sardinia, one of the cinuses of which
provides for the extradition of subjects of a third
power, though not a contracting party, if the sanc-
tion of that power can be obtained. ~ The sanction
of England has been requested in the case of Mr.
Hodge, and refused by Lord Derby’s Government.
In the meantime, Mr. Hodge remains in prison in
Sardinia.

The Austrian Government has politely but posi-
tively declined to make, at the suggestion of
France, any change in the Lombardo-Venitian sys-
tem of passports.

SPAIN.

A dispatch from Madrid announces that the Span-
ish Ministry had received a vote of confidence, in
the fact that the budget for 1858 had been voted by
Cortes without alteration. The same dispatch says
that full satisfaction is now offered by the Mexican
Government to Spain.

The Spanish ambassador at London has resigned,
in consequence of the failure of a firm in the
South American trade, the name of which is not

mentioned.
SWITZERLAND.

A dispatch from Rerne announces that the Gene-
vesa Government has dissolved the Italian Benefit
Society in that place; and that the Federal Com-
missioners had ordered the expulsion of twelve
French and seyenteen Italian refugees, while an in-
quiry was going on concerning twelve others.

. USSIA.

The 7imes Vienna correspondent, says that St.
Petersburg advices put it beyond doubt that the
Chinese have commenced hostilities against the Rus-
sians. The Russian Admiral is understood to have
reported in a dispatch that the advanced posts to-
wards the mouth of the Amoor had been attacked
by the Chinese so suddenly and with such force that
the Russians had to retreat thirty leagues up the
river. The Chinese thereupon detroyed the Russian
settlement.

The Bombay mail of the 24th of February arrived
at Suez on the 10thof March. The overdue Calcut-
ta mail had not been heard of at Suez.

Sir Colin Campbell was at Cawnpore on the 12th
of February, awaiting the arrival of the siege train
from Agra. A partof the army had crossed into
Oude, and was advancing towards the Alumbagh,
The Commander-in-Chief was not expected to follow
till the 20th. The bombardment of Lucknow was
expected to commence about the 25th of February,
although the British force, consisting of about
20,000 men and 100 gung, was said to be insufficient
to invest the city.

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We have already referred to the recent publica-
tion in Paris of an important pamphlet on the
Refugee question—a “brochure”’ ostensibly written
by M. DE'LA Guerrovikrg, but, according to the
correspondent of the London Z'imes, ““deriving its
inspiration from a higher source.”” This remark-
able state paper, for such by common consent it is
conceded to be, is a firm but courteous protest
against the inefficiency of the English laws with
respect to conspiracies to murder foreign poten-
tates; and is put forth as a justification of the
stringent measures lately adopted by Louis
Napoleon, and as a quasi apology for the pointed
indignation, hurled by certain portions of the
French army, and entertained, it is alleged, by the
nation generally, against England, for the protec-
tion she accords under her laws to political in-
triguers and assassins.

The writer refers to the policy inaugurated by
Louis Napoleon on his assumption of the imperial
purple; his steadfast adherence to the alliance
between the two nations; his cordial co-operation
in the Crimean war; his conciliatory course in the
Conferences by which it was finally terminated,
and the general loyalty and good faith by which
he has been actuated in all his relations with
England. He then recapitulates the various at-
tempts which have been made against the life of
the Emperor, and, in view of the fact that all
these conspiracies were either planned in England,
or that those engaged in them found there a secure
j asylum against capture, he contends that it was
but natural the French people should ask them-
selves how it came to pass that England tolerated
such proceedings against an ally who had shown
himself so desirous of maintaining the most friendly
understanding between the two nations? Eight
distinct conspiracies, the names of the parties con-
cerned, and the means they proposed to employ to
effect their purpose, are recounted in detail, begin-
ning with the discovery of a manufactory of in-
ferual machines, in June, 1852, and closing with
the sanguinary failure of Orsini and his accompli-
ces. ‘“The Emperor,”” says the pamphlet, ‘‘does
not fear for himself, but for the integrity of the
alliance.””  The hospitality accorded to refugees is
defended and praised. ‘‘Far from attacking it,”
says M. De La Guerroniere, ‘‘we respect it as one
of our traditional institutions,”” and he instances,
as proofs of it, the hospitality accorded by Louis
XIV. to James the Second, of England, and his
descendants. But the writer draws a distinction
between ‘‘the right of asylum which protects the
representatives or the defenders of causes which are
lost,”” and that which shields assassins from the
consequences of their crimes. The one he regards
as a generous sympathy with misfortane, the
other, “a violation of morals and dangerous to
society.” After assuming, as an incontrovertible
proposition, that England never designed that the
noble right of asylum should protect from the con-
sequences of their crimes ‘‘the monsters who are of
no party but the party of assassination,” the
writer concludes his able explanatory appeal in the
following earnest and emphatic words :

“‘We have explained our conduct with respect to
England; we have shown what the Emperor Napo-
leon T11. has been for her. We may boldly say that
England has never found an ally more loyal, more
persevering, and more independent of petty pas-
sions and rancor. That justice was rendered to him
lately within the walls of the English Parliament,
as it will be rendered to him by history; and we
accept that homage for France and for her sover-
cign as an honor. Therefore we have every confi-
dence that the English people will not allow them-
selves to be led away, as difficult to explain as it is
impossible to excuse, and that their good sense,
their patriotism, rising above false interpretations,
the alliance of the two countries will stand the trial
of these last incidents.

“We have the firm hope that it will be so, for it is
impossible that some misconceptions, exaggerated
by an unforeseen incident, can weaken the accord
of two great nations whose alliance is indispensahle
to the future prosperity of the civilized world.
That alliance, in fact, sets aside all ideas of con-
quest. It guarantees the security and liberty of
Europe, the interests of England and France being
identical in every quarter of the globe, wherever
humanity and civilization are in question. Tt is
for these reasons that it was wise to form that alli-
ance, and that it is usefnl for the interest of
all to maintain it. After this explanation, pub-
lic opinion in Europe will judge if France
has understood this obligation, if she has ful-
filled it, if she has the indisputable right to
say that she is without reproach, and consequent-

ly without fear, before the tribunal of public con-
science.”’

The race of Dogberrys has not yet run out. As
a companion incident to that we published yester-
day, of the arrest and imprisonment of a little
orange boy for peddling fruit about the streets
without a license, we extract from the columns of a
facetious contemporary, the following illustration
of the same spirit of petty tyranny which seems to
characterize, almost without exception, the whole
administration of justice, civil and criminal, on
the part of magistrates. A morning paper under
the comical caption of ‘A Bad African,”’ says:

Lawrence Hill, colored, was arrested yesterday
by officer Graham, of the Eastern District, for
breaking a city lamp. His excuse was, he did not
see it. He was taken before Justice Griffin, and
panes taken to convince him that it was not a cor-
poration moonlight night when the act was com-
mitted, brt broad day, when the lamp was easily
discoverable. In default of payment he was com-
mitted.

We need not call the attention of the apprecia-
tive reader to the exquisite drollery shown in this
mode of narrating an incident which, after the ex-
posures we have made of the impunity which great
crimes and great criminals enjoy, only illustrates
the more strikingly the injustice and inequality of
the government under which we live. A joor ne-
gro breaks a cily lamp, and does damage to the
amount, say, of fifty cents; he is forthwith appre-
hended by the vigilant Graham, and committed to
jail by the inexorable Griffin. How funny! We
do not wonder that our contemporary treats this
unwonted display of vigilance and rigor on the
part of Graham and Griffin as a rare joke, and
tells it in its own gracefully jocular style.

Had this fracture been of a man’s skull, instead
of a pane of glass, we doubt whether there would
have been any arrest, or any commital; unless
perchance the offender had been a negro.

The capture of black fellows and small boys,
‘‘not more than ten or, twelve years of age,’’ isa
feat which can be performed without any great de-
gree of personal risk, or any danger of offending
anybody, and is one therefore of which the police
are fully capable. But this is not all. In the
police report in the Erchange the affair was de-
cribed somewhat differently. The arrest of Hill,
which was credited, not to the valiant Graham, but
to the not less doughty Freeburger, was ‘‘for run-
ning his wagon, loaded with hay, against one of
the city lamps, and thereby breaking it.” For no
act therefore of wanton or malicious mischief, but
for what may have been an unavoidable accident,
or at worst a piece of mere awkwardness, resulting
in breaking a pane or two of glass in a street lamp,
or perhaps the lamp-post itself, a poor negro is
dragged before a magistrate, and because he has
not in his pocket money, with which, in all of our
courts, high and low, Judge Stump’s or Justice
Griffin’s, guilt may be atoned for and ‘‘cases set-
tled,” he is sent to jail. - We should like to know
by what authority Mr, Justice Griffin visits the
commission of a trifling and probably accidental
injury to the property of the eorporation, with
the punishment due to a criminal offence? If
there be nothing more in the case than the
published particulars disclose, it was an act
of unmitigated tyranny and abuse of power on
the part of the committing magistrate, and isa
fair sample of the petty vexations and oppressions
to which the poorer and more defenceless classes. of,
our community are daily subjected by justices of
the peace, and their underlings, the constables and
policemen who hang about their offices, and prey
upon the unlucky flies whom the web of the law
catches in its meshes, and whom it is strong enough
to hold while wasps break through. Few persons
haveany conception of the abuses to which the juris-
diction vested in magistrates gives rise, or the ras-
calities, the robberies and extortions to which it
affords a convenient cover. Ttis a subject which
will bear probing, and from some of the iniquities
which lie hid therein we mean to lift the veil. In
the meantime, we can only suggest to officer
Graham or Freeburger, to whichever of them be-
longs the honor of having arrested  the breaker of
street-lamps, to fly at some higher game, and try
to arrest some breaker of the laws. = If there are no
greater criminals incarcerated in the city jail than
the litfle fruit-peddler, Kennedy, and this black
fellow, Hill, we would suggest the propriety of a
general gaol-delivery, of . letting out all small hoys
“‘not more than ten or twelve years of age,”” who

4.all negroes who have committed no greater erimes

have done nothing worse than sell oranges, and

[ than that of breaking a lamp, and of putting in a
few of the noted murderers, assassins, ruffians and
desperadoes to whom Mr. Whitney appears to
have given the freedom of the city.

RANDALL'S LiFe 0F JEFFERSON.—Good biographies
are landmarks left by preceding travellers along
the shores of ages. The best possible form in which
the lives of eminent persons can be handed down to
posterity, is the auto-biographical; but very few of
those who have stood prominent in the world’s ey«
have been willing to leave behind them, a faithful
portraiture of themselves. The number of rveally
good auto-biographies may be readily counted
upon the fingers, The choicest extant are the Life
of Bexvexuro Cerniny; the life of Lorp Herserr or
CHErBURY; the MEsoIRs OF GrAMMONT, and the Cox-
FESSIONS OF JEAN Jacques Rovsseav. Boswern's
Lire oF JonNsoy, is the best specimen we possess of
English biography. Its very minuteness of detail,
and garrulous unreserve, while classing it among
the most fascinating works of its kind, has damned
its egotistical author to immortal fame,

Notwithstanding the remarkable events that have
transpired in our own country during the past
three-quarters of a century, American biography
has, heretofore, been the dullest, driest and prosiest
of reading. That eccentric clergymen, Mason L.
Weems, struck the right vein; but he trusted too
much to his imagination for his facts, and iz there-
fore worthless as an authority. Nevertheless his
sketches, spirited and vivacious, semi-dramatic
biographies of Wasminaton, Pexy, and Mawioy,
were wonderfully popular in their day, and
even now may be read with a relish. Jared Sparks
gravely and decorously buried “the father of his
country” beneath the literary eairn that indefati-
gable compiler accumulated in honor of his mem-
ory. Trving, in his recent biography, has done
much towards rescuing WasaiNeron from the strata
of rubbish that earlier admirers had zealously piled
about him; while Parton has attempted, though
with but partial success, to reverse the verdict
which was pronounced against Aarox Buge by his
contemporaries. Immediately succeeding these man-
ifest improvements upon previous American biogra-
phies, we have a Lire or Hamivrox, by his son; and
now, abler than either of the above, because written
in a more philosophic spirit, and exhibiting a more
thorough acquaintance with the annals of the time,
the first volume of Raxpir’s Live or Jer
makes its appearance,

To write worthily the life of so eminent a man
demanded earnestness of purpose; sound judgment
in collating existing authorities; in suppressing ver-
biage, and in selecting, from?a chaos of manuscript,
only those details which were most interesting,
cither as throwing additional light upon the history
of the period to which they refer, or as tending to
elucidate the character of the person by whom they
were written, or whose life they illustrated. Mr.
Randall appears to have fulfilled these conditions to
amore than ordinary degree. The volume before
us brings down the life of JEFFERsON to the year
1791, and will be found as interesting to the gencral
reader, as it is unquestionably valuable to the poli- |
tician and the historical student.
