SAD HISTORY OF A YOUNO FF.MALE.
1\ e have some painful facts to narrate about a

woman who was recently found in this city in a
most wretched and degraded condition. A simple
sketch of her antecedents will show how rapid is j
one's going downward, after the first step is taken,
and how mercilessly retribution follows after wrong
doing and crime.

The woman in question was, a few years since, a
Young lady in the seminary of Professor Crittenden,
m Brooklyn, New York. She was then a prottye
of Henry Ward Beecher, lived with his family, and
was being educated by him. Of course she was
placed under the most "favorable circumstances, and
had her every want that was reasonable, gratified.
She was surrounded bv the very best or associa-
tions, and had been adopted by Mr. Beecher, be-
cause of her natural'brightness of disposition and
intellect. In the school, though she was regarded"
as an eccentric and wayward being, vet she was
admired by all of her companions lor her superior
quality of mind.

No young lady in Prof. Crittenden's school, (one
of the best in the East) could write so brilliant and
beautiful a composition as she, and all had to yield
to her in intellectual inferiority. We have" this
from one who was a schoolmate of hers, that all her
compositions were gems of thought and language,
and she promised to become prominent as a female
writer. Now comes the first circumstance that poi-
soned her happy heart. It is the old story of love.
She became a passionate admirer of one who re-
ciprocated her affections, but who was forbidden to
tender his hand in marriage. He was already mar-
ried to another. This first disappointment occa-
sioned a violent brain fever, which completely pros-
trated her, and in the course of her recovery she
was advised to resort to stimulants, by which she
acquired a taste for what has since plunged her into
the depths of degradation.

Afterwards she went to Boston, and became a
teacher in a House of Refuge. Itwas an advanta-
geous station for a lady of education and character,
and she is said to have filled it, at first, with great
premise of usefulness. Soon, however, she yielded
to the appetite which she had planted within her-
self, when recovering from her previous illness, and
she was picked up in the streets ofBoston one night
in a state of intoxication. Faritis deecewnit Averni.
Efforts were made to effectually redeem her, but it
is almost impossible to reclaim a woman once dis-
graced. She soon married, and as we have been
informed, married against the wishes of those who
had been her former friends and protectors.

Three or four years cUpscd, and she came with
her husband to Chicago, last year. He found
employment there, but in the great fire of last
fall his situation was lost to him. Pretty much
all winter long he remained destitute of work,
pawning away his household goods and clothing
meanwhile, and when spring came, they determined
to come to Milwaukee. They had one child, and
on their way here that was taken away from them,
at Kenosha. Their poverty had now become la-
mentable indeed, but undoubtedly their situation
might have been much better, but "for the accursed
article <f rum, to which they had both now become
addicted. Having buried their child at Kenosha,
they came on here, and hired a miserable room in
the 3d ward of this city. A few days passed and
the wretched woman, whose career we have been
sketching, was forced to go out and beg from door
to door. In the course of her alms seeking she
chanced upon one who had been her schoolmate in
Brooklyn, and upon another who had known her in
Boston. Fearing the worst, but still ignorant of
what a wretched creature she had become, they
went to her room, where she and her husband were
almost freezing and starving. She confessed to
them that she had had notliing to eat for three
long days, and on their ricketty old bed there
was but a single sheet to protect them from the
cold. There was a single chair, with but three
legs to it, in the room, and scarcely any other arti-
cles of furniture cumbered up the "room.

These friends at once began to exert themselves
in her behalf, got others interested to aid her and
her husband, gave them clothes and food, promised
them both a plenty of work, and it seemed now that
her destiny was taking a favorable turn. The wo-
man wept over her poverty, manifested touching to-
kens of a rcanimation, but here too the tire was only
being smothered a few days, to break out again the
first favorable opportunity. Tile money that was
given her to buy food and clothing with, was spent
in the ruin hole, and when she was next visited
she was tound all demented by intoxication. From
that time she turned her back upon all friendly
offers ol assistance, abandoned her first quarters,
was afterwards found by the authorities in low
houses of prostitution, and has now again probably
left the city, in company with her husband. She
has almost reached the lowest round of misery, and
this once gifted young lady, an adopted child of
Henry Ward Beecher, will soon find that peace in
death which she has been unable to find in the cup
and in the corruption of licentiousness.

The time occupied, in Cincinnati, in fitting up a
steam fire engine, lighting her torches, attaching
the horses, and getting Jhe machine into the street,
does not exceed one minute and a half.

Established by the Act of March 3,1855.
For every single letter in manuscript, or paper

ofany kind in which information shall be asked
for, or communicated in writing, or by marks,
or signs, sent in the mail not exceeding 3.000
miles, . . 3 cents.

Upon all letters passing through or in the mail,
except such as are to or from a foreign country,
the postage must be pre-paid, except upon letters
and packages addressed to officers of the govern-
ment on official business, and so marked on the
envelope. This is not, however, to interfere with
the franking privilege.

For a double letter there shall be charged dnu
ble the above rates ; for a treble letter, treble the
above rates, Ac. Every letter or parcel not ex-
ceeding half an ounce (avoirdupois) 1n weight i 9
a single letter, and every additional weight of half
an ounce or of less than half an ounce is charged
with an additional single postage. When advertis-
ed, cent additional is charged on each letter. For
a letter delivered by a carrier, there is an addi-
tional charge of not exceeding one or two cents.

For drop letters, prepayment optional, (not to
be mailed.) each, .....

For all letters or packages ( shipletters ) convey-
ed by any vessel not employed in conveying the
mail. . . . . .

To this charge of2 cents is added cents, when
the letters are not transmitted through the mail,
but are delivered at the post-office where deposit-
ed ; and the ordinary rates of Cnited States post-
age are added when the letter is transmitted
through the mails.

Each newspaper, periodical, unsealed circular,
or other article of printed matter, not exceeding
three ounces in weight, to any part of the United

if the postage on any newspaper or periodical is paid
quarterly or yearly in advance, at the office where the
9ame is either mailed or delivered, then half the above
rates are charged. Newspapers and periodicals not weigh-
ing over one and a half ounces, circulated in the State
where published, are likewise charged but half of the
above rates.

Small newspapers and periodicals, published monthly or
oftener, and pamphlets not containing more than sixteen
octavo pages each, when sent in single packages, weigh-
ing at least eight onnces, to one address, and prepaid by
affixing postage stamps thereto, shall be charged only half
a cent for each ounce or fraction of an ounce, notwith-
standing the postage calculated on each separate article of
such package would exceed that amount. The postage on
all transient matter, unless prepaid, shall be charged dou
ble the first-mentioned rates.

1 closed in their publications, bills and receipts for the same
free of postage. The publishers ofweekly newspapers may
send to each actual subscriber within the county where

| their papers are printed and published one copy thereof
free of postage.

Xo printed matter shall he sent at the above rates, unless
either without any wrapper, or with one open at the ends
or sides, so that the character of the matter may be seen
without removing the wrapper; or ifany written*or print
ed communication is put on the same after its publication
or upon the cover or wrapper, except the name and address
of the person to whom the same is sent; or if anythingelse is enclosed in such printed paper. If these conditionsare not complied with, letter postage shall he charged.

When any printed matter, received during any quarter,
has been in the post-office for the whole of the succeeding
quarter, the postmaster shall sell it, and credit the amount
of the sales as directed by the Post-office Department

The establishment of private expresses for the convey
ance of any letters, packets, or packagesof letters, or othermatter trans mias able in the United States mail (newspa-
pers, pamphlets, magazines, and periodicals excepted) from
one city, town ; or other place, to any other city, town, or
place in the United States, between which the United
States mail is regularly transported, is prohibited, but
letters, Ac., may be carried by carriers in stamped enrel
opes. Contractors may carry newspapers ont of the mails
for sale or distribution among subscribers. A penalty of
$5,000 is imposed on any person taking letters through or
over any part of the United State® for the purpose of be
ing sent out of the United States without the payment of

postage.
Letters addressed to different persons cannot be enclosed

in the same envelope or package, under a penalty of ten

dollars, unless addressed to foreign countries.

Single rate of letter postage by the Prussian closed mail
to Prussia, Austria, and all the other German States 30cents, being full postage? pre payment optional. Newspa-

required. This mail is sent by every steamer, being land-ed at Liverpool by the Collins, and at Southampton hvthe Bremen and Havre lines.

The system of registration of valuable letters adopted inthe United States has been extended to the correspondence
with Great Britain, Prussia, Bremen and Canada. Lettersaddressed to either of those countries willbe registered onthe application of the person posting the same, in the samemanner and on the same terms as those deliverable in theUnited States, provided that the full postage chargeable to
destination, together with a registration fee of Jive cents
on each letter, is prepaid at the mailing office. Such lettershould be mailed and forwarded to the respective United
States exchange offices in the same manner as domestic
registered letters are mailed to those offices.
