THE CANAL.?The Directors of the Chesapeake
and Ohio Canal Company met yesterday morning in
lullboard, pursuant to adjournment?L. J. Brcngle,
Esq., President.

holders representing stock to the'amount of $250,-

competent for a general meeting of the stockholdersto change the directory. The Board determined to
act accordig to Mr. Marbury's opinion, and pro-
ceeded to the election of subordinate officers, as fol-
lows :

Wil-
liams, at Philadelphia, August 19, 1857. These wo-
men produced their marriage certificates, and fullv

water until she was dead, when he sunk the body.He gives the names of two men who agreed to assist
in the murder, and says he was induced to committhe deed in order to marry another female, whichhe did in a few days after.
