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We learn from the columns of the London Z'imes,
that the first step of Lord Derby, on entering upon
office, was ‘‘to ascertain the condition of the na-
tional defences.””  From the mails of the Persia we
derive the additional piece of information, that
“‘orders have been issued to put the French navy
on a war footing.”” The first is stated as a fact;
the second as a rumor; but hoth are of significance
at this time as indicating the current of the popu-
lar mind.

There is, indeed, much in the present condition
of France that is well calculated to inspire grave
apprehension.  There was a time when the effectual
crushing out of a single conspiracy gave a renewed
lease of power to an obnoxious government; but
this result by no means appears to have followed
the execution of Orsini and his accomplices. The
perfect fairness, and impartiality, with which the
trial of these men was conducted; the liberality of
Pietri, the Prefect of Police; the unusual latitude
permitted to M. Jules Favre the counsel for the de-
fence, and the authorized publication of Orsini’'s
letter to the Emperor, instead of being attributed
to a generous spirit of forbearance, are sneered at,
by some, as coups de theatre, and ascribed, by
others, to a desire to avert by lenient proceedings
certain damaging revelations which Orsini had it
in his power to make concerning Lovis Napoleon
and his connection, at an earlier day, with the
Carbonari.

Whether true or false, these insinuations have
not been without their effect upon the public mind.

The atrocious nature of the crime committed by
Orsini is half forgotten in the sympathy excited by
his calm and dignified bearing. The heroic traits

in his charaeter are seized upon to elevate him to
the rank of a political martyr, and a dim unde-

fined sense of insecurity seems to pervade France,

which is manifestly calculated to endanger the sta-

bility of the existing government.

It may possibly have been under a consciousness
of this ominous condition of things that Louis
Napoleon was induced to sanction rigorous meas-
ures for the purpose of suppressing the faintest

symptoms of disaffection.

So despotic an exercise of authority by zealous
but unscrupulous agents, has already led to many
acts of the grossest injustice. Innocent persons
have fallen victims to the malice of secret inform-
ers; thoughtless words have been construed to bear
the darkest meanings, and to be suspected has be-
come but a convertible phrase for immediate con-
demnation. These arbitrary acts have deprived
the government, not only of the tolerance of the
lukewarm, but have operated still more mjuriously
in withdrawing from it the support of many who
were its acknowledged friends.

Nor has the prestige of Lonis Napoleon suffer-
ed less by the refusal of Foreign Cabinets to com-

ply with his recent demands; whether as referring,

in some instances, to a more vigilant surveillance of
the public press, or asaffecting, in others, the right
of asylum. To these serious complications may be
added the uneasiness prevailing in the manufactur-

What course then lies before him in the future.
It appears to us he has the choice of but two modes
of extrication. One of these is to provoke an
attempt at revolution, and relying on the fidelity
of the troops, to suppress it with grape shot and a
liberal use of the bayonet. The other and more
inviting mode of withdrawing the people from a
contemplation of their grievances and securing the
attachment of the army is, by plunging into a for-
eign war. From the apparent discontent which
pervades all the Departments of France, and espe-
cially from the increased activity of the Revolu-
tionary Committees, the day seems not far distant
when the Emperor will be constrained to decide
which of the two evils he will encounter, insurrec-
tion athome or a popular war with some rival
nation—perhaps England ; who can tell.
