HOW CORN IS PRESERVED IN RUSSIA.
At a late meeting of the Academy of Sciences,

held .in Paris, a letter from M. de Semchoft' ?a Rus-
sian landholder?was read, describing the manner
in which corn pits are made in that country. The
pit is dug in a dry soil, and instead of masonry, the
sides are hardened bv long continued exposure to a
wood fire. Before the corn is introduced, the air
in the pit is rarified by burning some straw in it,
after which the grain is thrown in, packed close,
and the pit tightly enclosed. Corn has been pre-
served in such pits for forty years. Some of our
western farmers, who raise large crops of wheat
and corn, should try this method of preserving grain
during years when there is a great yield, in order
to lay up a store for seasons of an inferior yield.

Gt.tcosE Aso SYRUP. ?Messrs. Editors : I have
seen itstated in some papers that glucose or grape
sugar never crystalized. This is a mistake. Glu-
cose is made in large quantities from potatoes, in
France and England, and has as fine and crystalline
an appearance as any sugar. For a long time only
svrnp could be produced; but it was found at last
that if the puriiied syrup was rapidly evaporated to
a density of 45° Bauine, and then left to cool slowly
in a warm place, it all crystallized in a solid mass,

but if stirred occasionally, granular crystals
were obtained. This sugar is much used to
adulterate other sugar, but its sweetening proper-
ties are greatly inferior to cane sugar, the ratio be-
ing variously estimated at from two or three to five.
Honey is a mixture of grape sugar and fruit sugar.
The grape sugar in it is mostly capable of crystal-
lization ; it often separates from the fluid por-
tion, and is then said to be candied. This
sugar is often found in raisins in the form of
small gritty crystals, hence its name As to the
value of the Sorgho Saccharum syrup as a market-
able article, lam not prepared to speak, but I do
not think it can be sold here. People buy some of
it from curiosity, but seldom more than once. I
have been assured by those who have the most of it,
that they can find no market for it, and they intend
to distil it, for which purpose it is very well suited.
As many as 225 gallons of moderately concentrated
svrup have been produced here from an acre of ground
planted with the cane.

Interesting reports on the optical and other rela-
tions of crystalline and amorphous grape sugar,
and on the other varieties,have been made during the
past year by Dubrunfait, Biot, and Bcchamp, in
France, and *bv Erdman and Kobill, in German v.

SCIENTIFIC BURGLARY. ?During the last few
months, several of the ordinary iron safes have been
burglariously opened in London and Manchester, by
means of a powerful instrument employed by the
thieves in cutting large holes througli the iron
doors, whereby they have gained access to the works
ofthclock. The construction and operation ofthe in-
strument were unknown until a few weeks since,
when, happily one of them, with all its loose applian-
ces, was secured by the police. It would be obviously
wrong to publish a description of the apparatus;
but, having inspected it minutely, and seen it in
operation, we are enabled to state that great ingen-
uity and mechauical skill have been bestowed upon
its contrivance. Of course the discovery has ren-
dered a coun'er improvement in the safe itself abso-
lutely essential to security; and it is with much
pleasure that we are in a position to announce the
introduction*of such an improvement. By the
courtesy of the Metropolitan Police authorities, Mr.
Chubb, the eminent lock and safe manufacturer, of
St. Paul's churchyard, has been allowed to examine
and experiment with the instrument, and he has suc-
ceeded completely in providing a simple method of
baffling its operation. The improvement consists in
placing throughout that portion of the door which is
infront of the lock, a number of hardened screw steel
plugs, sufficiently close to each to prevent either an
ordinary drill or circular hollow cutter from pass-
ing through without encountering several of the
plugs. These plugs of hardened steel have the effect
of utterly destroying the edge of every description
of cutter which can be used with the burglar's ap-
paratus, and consequently render the safes secure
from its operation. All Chubb's fire-proof safes and
"strong-room" doors are now made with the above
improvement, and old safes may readily have it ap-
plied. It has been protected by Letters Patent.?

GOLD WASHES. ?GoId will not dissolve in muriat-
ic acid alone, although it willbe attacked by chlo-
rine. To dissolve it in muriatic acid, therefore, a
substance must be added to liberate the chlorine.?
Peroxvd of manganese does this, and the gold dis-
solved in such a solution is a sub-chloride. The most
useful and important vehicle for dissolving gold is
aqarregia, (royal water,) composed of two parts of
hydrochloric (muriatic) acid, and one part of nitric
(aquafortis). Gold is dissolved readily in this
liquid; the nitrous gas escapes in dense yel-
low fumes while the gold is being eaten up, or "dis-
solved, and the chlorine is set free, and unites with
the gold, forming the per-chloride of the metal.?
The per-chloride of gold dissolves in alcohol and
ether, in which condition it is employed as a gold
wash for steel instruments. By dipping a polished
steel instrumeut into an ethereal solution of gold, on
the evaporation of the ether, the metal is found in a
pure state adhering in a fine thin coat; delicate cut-
ting instruments are gilt in this manner.

Lackers are sometimes called gold washes, but
there is not a particle of gold in them. They are
made of lac varnish, colored yellow with turmeric
or gamboge. Applied to polished metal or wood,
they resemble bright brass more than gold. They
arc made by dissolving lac in alcohol?about half a
pound to the gallon ot spirits, adding half a pound
of turmeric and one ounce of gamboge, then strain-
ing the mixture, after it is about a day old, through
a clean piece of cotton cloth. It is then ready for
use, to be put on with a brush, or the article to be
lacqueyed dipped into it.

ANCIENT SILVER MINE.? The Huntsville (Ala.)
Advocate informs us that an old silver mine has been
re-discovered in Hancock county. It was walled up
with solid masonry, which had to be removed by
blasting before the mine could be rc-opened. Large
trees are growing over and around it, showing that
it cannot have been opened for centuries. The ore
is said to be very rich.

RATES OF POSTAGE WITHIN THE U. STATES

Established by the Act of March 3, 1855.
For every single letter in manuscript, or paper

of any kind in which information shall l>e asked
for, or communicated in writing, or by marks,
or signs, sent in the mail not exceeding 3,000
miles, . . ... 3 cents.

Upon all letters passing through or in the mail,
except such as are to or from a foreign country,
the postage must be pre-paid, except upon letters
and packages addressed to officers of the govern-
ment on official business, and so marked on the
envelope. This is not, however, to interfere with
the franking privilege.

For a double letter there shall be charged dou
ble the above rates; for a treble letter, treble the
above rates, &c. Every letter or parcel not ex
ceeding half an ounce (avoirdupois) in weight is

a single letter, and every additional weight of half
an ounce or of less than half an ounce is charged
with an additional single postage. When advertis-
ed, cent additional is charged on each letter. For
a letter delivered by a carrier, there is an addi-
tional charge of not exceeding one or two cents.

For drop letters, prepayment optional, (not to
be mailed.) each, . . .1 cent.

For all letters or packages (ship letters) convey-
ed by any vessel not employed in conveying the
mail, . . . . . . 2 "

To this charge of 2 cents is added 4 cents, when
the letters are not transmitted through the mail,
but are delivered at the post office where deposit
ed ; and the ordinary rates of United States jost-
age are added when the letter is transmitted
through the mails.

Each newspaper, periodical, unsealed circular,
or other article of printed matter, not exceeding
three ounces in weight, to any part of the United

If the postage on any newspaper or periodical is paid
quarterly or yearly in advance, at the office where the
same is either mailed or delivered, then half the above
rates are charged. Newspapers and periodicals not weigh-
ing over one and a half ounces, circulated in the State
where published, are likewise charged but half of the
above rates.

Small newspapers and periodicals, published monthly or
oftencr, and pamphlets not containing more than sixteen
octavo pages each, when sent in single packages, weighing at least eight ounces, to one address, and prepaid by
affixing postage stamps thereto, shall be charged only half
a cent for each ounce or fraction of an ounce, notwith
standing the postage calculated on each separate article ofsuch package would exceed that amount. The postage onall transient matter, unless prepaid, shall le charged dou-ble the first-mentioned rates.

Books, bound or unbound, not weighing over 4 pounds
shall be deemed mailable matter, and shall pay,

For all distances under 3.000 miles, per ounce, 1 cent.
For all distances over 3.000 miles, . 2
Fifty per cent, shall lie added in all cases when not pre-

paid. All printed matter chargeable by weight shall beweighed when dry. The publishers of newspapers and je
riodlcals may send to each other from their respective offi-
ces of publication, free of postage, one copy of each publi-cation ; and may also send to each actual subscriber, en-
closed in their publications, billsand receipts for the same,
free of |>ostage. The publishers of weekly newspajiers may
send to each actual subscriber within the county wheretheir papers are printed and published one copy thereof
free of jiostage.

No printed matter shall be sent at the above rates, unless
either withoutany wrapper, or with one open at the ends
or sides, so that the character of the matter may be seen
without removiug the wrapper; or ifany written or print-
ed communication is put on the same after its publication,
or upon the cover or wrapper, except the name and address
of the person to whom the same is sent; or if anything
else is enclosed in such printed paper. If these conditions
are not complied with, letter postage shall be charged.

When any printed matter, received during any quarter,
has leen in the post office for the whole of the succeeding
quarter, the postmaster shall sell it,and credit the amount
of the sales as directed by the Post office Department

The establishment of private expresses for the convey- !
ance ofany letters, packets, or packages of letters, or other ,
matter transmissahle in the United States mail (newspa-
pers, pamphlets, magazines, and periodicals excepted) from
one city, town, or other place, to any other city, town, orplace in the United States, between which the United
States mail is regularly transported, is prohibited, hut
letters, kc.. may be carried by carriers in stamfted envel-
opes. Contractors ma/ carry newspapers ont of the mails
for sale or distribution among subscribers. A ienalty of
$5,000 is imposed on aay person taking letters through or
over any part of the United States for the purpose of be-
ing sent out of the United States without the payment of
postage.
