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There are divers sorts ofbailments known to the
law, and among them is the contract of letting

horses to hire or of receiving horses on livery; and
there are divers sorts of bail known to the law,
and though one so-t be technically described by

the legal designation of common bail, it is not

half so common as that which is popularly known
as straw bail. The contract of bailment is one

which Mr. John Hinesley i 3 frequently called upon
to make in the exercise of his calling as a stable

keeper, but the practice of "givingbail," or of

"trading in bail," is a species ofbusiness not quite
so clearl}' authorized by law, and to the exercise
of which on the part of Mr. John Hinesley, there
are very decided objections. The following is an

extract from the report of Saturday's proceedings
in the Criminal Court, published in yesterday's
Exchange:

In the case of the State vs. Harley, charged with
burglary, John Hinesley qualiGed as bail to the
amount of Si,500.

In the case of the State vs. Charles F. Brooks,
charged with assaulting and resisting Deputy Mar-
shal Manly, John Hinesley offered as bail.

Mf. Pinkney objected to Hinesley as bail, and re-
marked that it was becoming the custom to trade
in bail, and he would not give his consent to the
practice, but wished it broken up. He stated that
Hinesley had gone bail for Harley by taking a mort-
gage of his property, and supposed that he was to
receive a consideration from Brooks also. Hinesley
was asked how much he now stood bail for, and re-
plied that since the first of January he had gone
bail to the amount of $8,500. The Court asked
him how much he was worth over the bail he had
already entered, and on Hinesley testifying that he
was worth $20,000, the Court agreed to take liim
and fixed the bail at $5OO. After Hinesley had
qualified, he remarked that he had as much right
to trade in bail as in horses, and seemed quite in-
censed that the State's officer should urge an ob-
jection.

We do not pretend to say that Mr. John Hines-
ley does not possess the $20,000, which he swears

he is worth, but we most decidedly object to any
such investment of his capiial as that which
is disclosed in the abo'C report. Mr. John Hines-
ley may trade in horses as much as he pleases, but
we think Mr. Dnkney was perfectly right in at-
tempting to ut a stop to his "trading in bail."

We do ''Ot know whether Mr. John Hinesley is

actuate l? solely by motives of benevolence, in thus
rans" m ingfrom captivity, and turning loose upon
society, the rogues and villains whom evil fortune,
rather than any effort on the part of the officers
of the law, has brought into the hands of justice;
if so, we can only regret that he should not have
found some other channel for the exercise of his
mistaken philanthropy. The probability is
that Mr. Hinesley adroitly combines a little pro-
fitable management with the pleasure of doing a
kind action; and that while doing a good turn to
his friends, the burglar and the shoulder-hitter, lie
contrives at the same time "to turn an honest (?)
penny" for himself. This is attested by the fact
exposed by Mr. Pinkney that from the burglar Har-
ley, Mr. Hinesley took a mortgage upon his prop-
erty, byway of indemnifying himself against the
very remote contingency of an execution being
issued against him in case the bail should be for-
feited. This precaution shows that Mr. Juo. Hinesley
is a prudent as well as a humane man. and keeps a
sharp look out for his own interest. Whether Mr.
Hinesley lias any rivals in trade, or whether he en-
joys a monopoly in business, are facts which the re-
port does not disclose. We infer that he nmst find
the traffic pays, from the fact that he was "quite
incensed" at what lie no doubt considered
an unwarrantable and impertiuent interference
with bis rights on the part of the Deputy State's
Attorney. Honest Mr. Hinesley?we sympathise
with him in his virtuous indignation, but at the
same time, cannot help feeling that his "trading
in bail' is not altogether quite so unobjectionable as
"trading in horses," and that, as Mr. Piukney very
properly declared, the practice ought to be "broken
up. We regret that Judge Stump failed to see
the transaction in its proper light, and that this
astute dealer in horse-flesh and bail-bonds should
have been suffered to leave the Court without re-
ceiving a severe rebuke for his conduct, much
more, that lie should actually have been taken as
bail, as appears to have been the case.

AMERICAN ASSOCIATION FOR THE AD-
VANCEMENT OF SCIENCE.

The twelfth annual meeting of this Association
will he held in this city on the 28th inst. The known
ability of its members, and the high attainments and
distinguished position of many of them, render the
session of this scientific Congress in our citya pe-
culiar privilege, not only for those who are directly

concerned in furthering the objects of the associa-
tion, but also for the public generally. We say the
public; for science, under some form or other, ad-
dresses herself to every one; and as, during the sit-
tings of the Convention, the doors are thrown in-
vitinglyopen, our citizens may embrace an oppor-
tunity but rarely presented.

The Local Committee, of which his Honor, the
Mayor of the city, is chairman, and which was ap-
pointed by the Association, at its last meeting, in
Montreal, have been industriously engaged in mak-
ing suitable preparations for the reception and ac-
commodation of the strangers. The membership of
the Association numbers more than nine hundred,
and comprises European as well as American fel
lows, and hardly were the wants of the Committee
made known before the Board of Managers of the
Maryland Institute, with characteristic generosity,
tendered the use of their entire building, or of such
parts of it as might be needed by the Association.
Animated by the same spirit of hospitality, other
citizens have announced to the Local Committee
their intention to promote the social enjoyment of
the expected guests. The Historical Society will
entertain them, and a steamboat excursion is al-
ready projected, during which Fort McHenry and
Fort Carroll will be visited.

At the proper time we shall publish some further
particulars concerning this association and its move-
ments, and our reports of its proceedings willbe
careful and extended, in view of the high interest
which must attach to the transactions of so distin-
guished a body. For the present it may be sufficient
to state that the Association is divided into sections,
two or more of which work simultaneously?of
course in different rooms. There are also genera*
meetings. The following extract from the Consti-
tution in regard to papers and communications, ex-
hibits the system of sifting by which that which is
worthless or indifferent is excluded and the good
only suffered to claim the attention of the associa-
tion : "No paper shall be placed in the programme
unless admitted by the Sectional Committee, nor
shall any be read unless an abstract of it shall have
been previously presented to the secretary of the
section, who shall furnish the chairman with the
titles of papers of which abstracts have been re-
ceived."

The sessions will continue about seven days. We
append the list of officers of the Association for the
Baltimore meeting: President, Prof. Jeffries Wy-
man; Vice President, Prof. Jno.

Twenty-nine
were acquitted, and 28 sentenced to imprisonment
for from 7 to 18 years.

Four of the parties to the outrage on the Ameri-
can family at Joppa have been convicted.

It is said that the Count de Chambord has re-
solved to abdicate his claims to the French throne
infavor of the Count de Paris.

A direct refusal has been made by Portugal to
the French demand for the expulsion of some re-
fugees from Lisbon.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
WASHINGTON, April 5.

SENATE.
Yarious petitions were presented, among oth-

ers, one by Mr. Seward from citizens of New York,
in favor of the passage of a general Bankrupt Law,
and one from the Chamber of Commerce of New
York against the abolition of the Light House
boardHe also presented the resolution of the
New l"ork Legislature in favor of paying revolu-
tionary debts.

Mr. "Bright moved that the President send a copy
of his instructions to the United States Commis-
siongf to China, Mr. Reed, to the Senate.

A resolution was received from the New Jersey
Legislature asking the President to promote Lt.
Maury.

Mr. Brown brought np his police bill for afford-
ing better protection to lifeand property inthe city
of Washington. The billprovides for patrol of 100
men and other stringent regulations.

The accompanying report from the Committee on
the District, is expressed in the strongest terms in
regard to the state of bloodshed and riot in the city,
and throws on Congress the responsibility of main-
taining order.

A discussion ensued in which Mr. Seward de-
scribed the present state of affairs as a reign of
terror.

Mr. Douglas said that all knew that no man's life
is safe in the city, even inthe most publicof all places,
Pennsylvania Avenue. We must have a reform or
you will drive the community to a worse alterna-
tive which no one can regard without shuddering.

Mr. Fessenden attributed in part the prevailing
rowdyism to the bad example of men in very high
places, and partly to the incompetency of the police
regulations.

Mr. Wilson said he would vote for the bill, and
made severe comments. He said the slate of things
now prevailing was the legitimate fruit of the action
of Judge Crawford two years ago, when a man was
murdered by a Representative of the House.

After some debate the bill was passed, substanti-
ally as introduced by Mr. Hrown. Yeas 34, nays 9.

Mr. Douglas, from the Committee on Territories,
reported a bill for the admission of Oregon into the
Union. %

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
The House took up the Senate's amendments to

the volunteer bill.
Mr. Quitman preferred the original number ofRegiments, but as the troops should move immedi-

ately he would, he said, consent to the reduction.
Mr. Hughes suggested that as Texas was to have

a fullregiment, New Mexico ought to have an op-
portunity to raise one in its own defence.

Mr. Otero acquiesced in this view, particularly as
the regulars were being removed from New Mexico
to Utah.

The House concurred in all the Senate's amend-
ments, which would leave it discretionary with the
President to accept one regiment of Mounted Vol-
unteers for the defence of Texas, and two regiments
for the protection and supply of immigrant trains,
and the suppression of Indian hostilities. This was
agreed to by eleven majority.

The House finally concurred in the amendments
of the Senate to the Armv bill for two regiments,
besides those required for Texas.

Mr. Goode reported a bill for the appointment of
one hundred men as an auxilliarv guard of protec-
tion for the citizens of Washington. Referred lor
consideration.

Adjourned.

FROM WASHINGTON.
VASHINQTON, April 5. ?Gen. Sargent, of Cincin-

nati, had to-day a formal interview with the Presi-dent and tendered his regiment of volunteers for
service in Utah, supported by a recommendation of
the Legislature of that State.

It is understood that General Harney respectfully
protests against being placed second'in command
under General Smith in the Utah expedition and de-
sires a command in some other direction.

On the representations of General Kobles, the
State Department has re-issued its former instruc-
tions to prevent the organization or fitting out of
unlawful expeditions within the limits of the United
States for the invasion of the Northern States of
Mexico. Both Governments in Mexico have writ-
ten to him on this subject, but he officially corres-
ponds only with the one recognized by our own.

Col. Benton's health has materially failed within
the last few days. He speaks of his life as draw-
ing to a cheerfully with his friends
on public affairs, and says that the only great
measure is which the Administration has been suc-
cessful in the demonstration of the practicability at
all seasons of the year of a central route to'the
Pacific.

The Senate has not yet notified the House ofits ad-
verse action on the Montgomery substitute, but no-
tice of the fact is expected to-morrow. In the
event of a failure of the Kansas bill under present
circumstances an effort will be made from the
Democratic side to couple Kansas with Minnesota,
making the admission of one dependent on that of
the other.

FROM THE UTAH ARMY.
NEW YORK, April s. ?Advices from the UtahArmy to the 10th of February have been received.

The health of the army was good, and the march
upon Salt Lake would probably commence the 20thof May. The grass was far advanced, and several
hundred recruits had arrived at Fort Leavenworth
previous to the 29th ofMarch. Preparations were
making at the latter place for the early forwarding
of their reinforcements. Col. Hoffman's command
had been met 400 miles west of Fort Leavenworth.
Col. Johnston's supplies would not last longer
than May, but there were at Fort Laramie tour
months supplies for 3,000 men, and a train would
be dispatched from that point to Fort Scott im-
mediately.

ST. Locis, April s. ?Dates to the Ist of March.
Col. Johnston had an effective force of 1,800 men
and 1,000 animals in good condition, with a large
volunteer force and the general impression was that
he would not await reinforcements before making
the attack.

There is nothing known of the Mormon prepara-
tions.

CONNECTICUT ELECTION.

MONDAY, April 5, 1858.

FIRST BRANCH. ?Branch met. Present John T.
Ford, Esq., President, and all the members except
Messrs. McComas and Beacham.

Mr. Harvev presented a petition from Jas. B.
Perry and others, of the vicinity, asking that fish
dealers be prohibited from using the streets adja-
cent to the Lexington market for the purposes of
selling fish. Referred to the Committee on Markets.

Mr. Glanville called up the order of the day?the
ordinance relative to the Pittsburg aud Cohnells-
villc Railroad, which Avas under consideration
during the session" on Friday last.

_ Mr. Wood had listened attentively to the discus-
sion already had upon this subject, and having de-
ferred coming to a conclusion until both sides had
been heard, and that being now the case, he con-
ceived that the opponents of the bill had failed to
make out their case, or to shoAV Avhv, by sound
reasoning, the bill should not pass, tie Avas now,
he considered, prepared to A-ote knowingly, and to
A-ote for its adoption, conceiA'ing that, in so doing,
he Avas consulting the interests of the road and the
city also.

Mr. Beale denied the city's possessing the power
to do what was proposed." The State Constitution
declares that the State shall not engage in any suchwork beyond the amount of $lOO,OOO, and any sumbeyond that cannot be recovered by law. The State
cannot do this, under the Constitution, and neither
can the city.

Are we hot, lie asked, citizens of the State ? or
are we the off'-scourings of the world, to ivhom this
State provision does not apply ? If Ave are citizens
of the State, we are violating the State Constitution
by the action proposed.

The ordinance was then put upon its passage, and
adopted by the following Tote :

Mr. Dukehart called up ordinance No. 24, to levy
a taxfor the redemption of the Water Stock, Avhich
was passed.

Also, ordinance No. 25, for levying the direct tax
for the city.

Mr. Talbott moved to strike out the provision levy-
ing a direct tax of "80 cents," and inserting
cents" in lieu thereof.

Mr. Dukeliart considered it an impossibility for
the city Treasury to avoid becoming exhausted,
lotg before the close of the year, ifthe proposed re
duetion was made. The committee on claims, he
said,had sought every means of avoiding an onerous
levy, and conceived that the figures proposed were
the least that could be with safety adopted, unless it
was designed to abrogate engagements already en-
tend into, and to cease any and all improvements
to che harbor. He detailed the claims which the
committee had based their calculations upon, and
urged that it was necessary to pass the ordinance as
reported, to prevent an utter exhaustion of the
treasury.

Tte levy proposed, he said, taking the past as a
criterion of the amount which would be collected,
would leave a deficit of over 5300.000 at the end of
the year. He came to the council determining to
take all the responsibilities of such a position, "and
though called upon to vote a higher levy than usu-
al, he would not shrink from it, and risk the ex-
hausting of the treasury before the end of the
year

Mr. Talbott made the motion after considering
well the effect of the proposition, and he considered
the induction might be made with safety, when it is
considered that the taxable basis for the next year
willhe $140,000,000, which is $39,000,000 more than
at present, and he preferred borrowing if need be
any deficiency, as it could be more easily met du-ring the next year, when the taxable bas'is will be
increased, and the city will also probably receiveher usual revenue from the Baltimore and Ohio
Railioad.

Mr. Wood was prepared to take the responsibility
offcvying all necessary taxationffcnt he could not
agree to the levying of a burtliensome tax for this
year, as there was no doubt but that, even in the
event of the city's being so situated as to need a
loan, the same could be easily secured upon easy
terms.

Mr. Dunnock ho[ftd the imaginary calculations of
the gentleman from the Sixth Ward (Mr. Talbott)
might not influence the action of the Branch. The
Committee on Ways and Means, of which he was a
member, had cut every thing down to the lowest
possible figure, and he'hoped the "dodging" prin-
ciple would be ignored by the members of the pres-
ent Council, and that they would sustain the citv's
credit by voting the levy needed, and with him be
ready to stand or fall in what he conceived their
duty, and not to "dodge" the responsibility of mak-
ing a larger levy than usual.

The amendment was adopted by the following
vote:

Messrs. President, Bandcl, Talbott, Beale,
Cunningham, Hamilton, Drvden, Wood, Addison,

The ordinance, as amended, was passed.
Mr. Dukehart then called up the several addition-

al ordinances levying taxation, as heretofore given
in our columns, "and they were all adopted as sub-
mitted by the Committee.

Mr. Harvey, from the Committee on Highways,
reported an ordinance to open and condemn a thirty
foot street from Ostcnd to West streets, in south
Baltimore. Bead and laid on the table.

The President submitted a communication from
Marshal Herring, relative to the complaint in re-
gard to the nuisance upon the Kimberly property,
alleging that he had examined the property and
considered it in a cleanly condition.

DIABOLICALATTEMPT TO MURDER A CITIZEN?EX-
PLOSION OF AN INFERNAL MACHINE AND MUTILATION
OF THE INTENDED VICTIM.?A diabolical, but fortu-nately futile attempt was made, at about 8 o'clockyesterday morning, to murder Pryor P. Lee, engi
ncer of the Cincinnati Type Foundry, in the engine
room of that establishment, on Centre street, westofVine. Aninfernal machine, consisting of a piece
ofgas pipe seven-eighths of an inch in diameter,and
nearly eight inches long, welded with wrought-iron
plugs at either end, and tilled with explosive mate-
rial, was the means by which the hideous crime was
sought to be completed.

At the hour mentioned, the inmates of the foun-
dry up stairs were startled by a detonating sound
in the engine room, like the discharge of a heavily
charged musket. Supposing the boiler had ex-ploded, several artisans hastened to the head of thestairway leading to the engine room, and met Mr.
Lee on the topmost step, covered with gore and en-
veloped in flames. \\ ater was thrown upon his
garments and the lire extinguished. Mr Lee then
tainted, and messengers hastened for medical aid.?
Meantime it was discovered that the sufferer was
wretchedly mutilated, his left hand being literally
torn to shreds; his body, between his thighs and
waist, badly burned, besides being punctured with
severe wounds, both eyes burned and the flesh aboutthem much lacerated, and one of his ears shockingly
mangled.

Mr. Lee was removed, his left hand was ampu-
tated, and his remaining wounds dressed. Yester-day afternoon he was able to converse a little, and
informed Mr. Wells, ofthe type foundry company,
that lie was engaged in cleaning up shavings, and
other litter about a carpenter's bench in the engine
room, where he was wont to devote his spare time
to the manufacture of type boxes, and picked up
the infernal machine from the floor, under thebench, and laid it upon the bench, when it
exploded in his hand. The force of the explo-
sion was terrific. The thick pipe metal was shat-tered into a dozen pieces, and twisted into odd
shapes. Some of the fragments perforated inch
plank, and imbedded themselves in the plastering
ot the wall. The largest fragment, consisting of
about one-third of the machine, went whizzing
through the engine room, like a missile shot froma cannon, into an area eighty feet distant and, strik-
ing a stone wall, rebounded six or eight feet. Two-
tliirds of the fragments of the pipe Avere found, and
the fabrication of the machine is conclusive evi-dence that it was made by some one familiar Avith
iron manufactures. The explosive substance Avas
inserted into the machine through a small vent
hole near one end, and evidently was so manu-
factured that a slight disturbance would cause anexplosion. The author of this fiendish attempt is
unknown, and the superinducing cause is a pro-
found mystery.

THE CHESAPEAKE AND OHIO CANAL.?On Saturday
last the old Hoard of the Canal Company met at the
Canal Office in the City Hall, W. P. Maulsby, Esq.,
in the chair. All the members were present. They
fully endorsed the action of their President in hiscontroversy with the new Board.

Notice of an application for an injunction wasserved on the members of the new board by theirpredecessors on Friday last, in which the time for
hearing the parties therein was set for this morning
at 11 o'clock. This is to enjoin them against
taking possession ol the books, documents and
offices of the Canal Company; the old Board deny-
ingthe validity of the new Board's election. Nor is
this all, for the controversy has extended to the subor-
dinate administration of the canal. The collector at
Cumberland under the old Board, has been instructed
not to yield up his office to the collector newlv
elected, whilst the latter has been directed by his
friends in the new Board to qualify and take imme-
diate possession. The old collector at Cumberland
has also been ordered to allowno boats to pass with-out first paying him toll. The new collector there
has been commanded to keep the canal free, and to
use force against all who may resist his efforts.?
Hence it is well that, for the sake of the canal and
those who navigate it, the differences between the
two Boards are to be so soon brought to some
judicial determination, ifindeed our District courts
shall decide the matter to be within their jurisdic-
tion at all.

A good deal of coal is beginning to arrive at
Georgetown and Alexandria, and shipping is pretty
busy. Some considerable quantities of wheat and
flour are arriving.? Nat. Intelligencer.

FIRE IN CAMBRIDGE, MASS. ? GREAT DESTRUCTION
OF LAW PUBLICATIONS. ?A large wooden warehouse
connected with the Riverside Printing Establish-
ment in Cambridge, was set on fire by an incendia-
ry about one o'clock this morning, and a heavy loss
of property ensued. The building contained a
very large and valuable stock of the printed sheets
and bound volumes of most of the prominent law
works published by the well known house of Messrs.
Little <fc Brown, of this city; and the entire stock
was completely destroyed, cither by the flames
and smoke, or by the deluge of salt water from
the river, which was necessarily thiown in order
to prevent the fire from spreading. We leavn
that the property is insured for 875,000, chiefly
in a number of offices out of Boston, and some
of which are in England; but whether this amount
is sufficient to cover the loss, has not yet been ascer-
tained. The Cambridge E ire Department worked
well on this occasion, and notwithstanding the com-
bustible nature of the contents, saved the building
with a damage of only $5OO to SlOOO. The insur-
ance on the property of Little, Brown & Co. is as
follows : Royal Office, England, SI0,000; Liverpool
and London Office, SlO.OOO ; Eliot, Quincy and Shoe
and Leather Dealers of Boston, §5OOO each ; Charter
Oak and City of Hartford, $5OOO each: People's
Mutual and Merchants' and Farmers', of Worcester,
ssoooeach; Providence, Washington, $5OOO : How-
ard, Philadelphia, $5000; Howard, of Lowell, and
City of New Haven, $2500 each. Total 575,000.

MYSTERIOCS. ?A correspondent of the Alexandria
Gazette, from near Wheatland, Loudoun county,
writes some facts of a rather singular nature, which
have justcome to light in that neighborhood:

"Two negroes, belonging to the estate of Mr. B.
Whitaker, liaveheen noticed for some time to be in
possession of more money than it was deemed they
could come honestly by. On Saturday last,
Mr. W., becoming convinced that something
was wrong, charged them with stealing, when
they produced a trunk containing nearly
sixteen hundred dollars, mostly in gold.
They say, that as they were passing through the
woods, in the neighborhood, at night, some month
or six weeks ago, they heard the sound of horses'
feet rapidly retreating from them. A short distance
further on, they found the trunk in the road, which,
on opening and finding its valuable contents, they
attempted to conceal. Beyond these facts, there
rests a deep mystery. No one has been known to
havp met with"any "such lose. The trunk bears no
mark."

A case of great importance, involving not only
heavy sums on the part of the litigant parties, but
some legal questions which concern the general
commerce of the lakes, is now in progress in the U.
S. District Court, before Judge Druuiinnnd, at Chi-
cago. The plaintiff's, Hough & Co., of that city,
have sued the Western Transportation Company, of
Buffalo, for damages caused bv a fire which coin
municated from the propellor Palcon to the wharf,
warehouse, and packing-houses of the plaintiff's.?
The Chicago Press, in explanation of the principle
involved, says, on the evening of the 17th of Octo-
ber, 185G, the Falcon, having taken a load for Buf-
falo on board at Cragin &. Co.'s packing house, on
the South Branch, near Bridgeport, dropped down
the river in a thick fog till she came to Hough's
wharf, where she tied up, contrary to the orders of
the watch, it is alleged, and about 2 o'clock took
fire. The fire spread to the wharf buildings, de-
stroying both them and their contents, to the value,
it is alleged, of SlOO,OOO, for which he claims
damages.

ILN'TEO STATES RAILROADS.?The average cost of
all the Railroads in the country, in'bonds and stock,
has been about forty thousand dollars per mile,
making the aggregate cost amount to the enormous
Wi" $1,040,000,000. Of this cost about $500,-
000,000 is represented by subscribed stock, and on
this amount the whole profit or dividend paid tothe stockholders during the past year has not ex-
ceeded $10,000,000, or an average of 2 per cent, on
the amount of their investment. The HartfordTimes further says that the interest on over $145,-000,000 of railroad bond has also not been paid dur-
ing the past year, and on a considerable portion of
this amount no more interest will ever be paid.?
This is the present position of the railroad interest
in this country, in the aggregate, as a profit-paying
investment to its stockholders.
