MISCELLANEOUS NEWS.

The London Neice of the 20th ult., observes :
Should the French Emperor persevere in cer-

tain inklings,too clearly manifested inCount Walew-
ski s last dispatch, the result must be to
England into alliance, hoicever tacit and disowned,
tii/n the irritated democracy of Europe .

It is theposition ot Mr, Canning some thirty years ago, aposition which he did not shrink from avowing, and
which he warned absolutist Europe ajjainst forcing
England to take ltis a terrible alternative. ?

Lut it forced upon England bv wanton and gratui-
tous emnitv and attacks, it is'not we who must bearthe blame, but theprovokers of it.

The Birmingham Daily Press says :
The house lately occupied bv the misguided and

unfortunate Fierri, in Bath row, which, up to thelast few days, remained, nominally, at least, in histenancy, is now shut up. Handbills announcing the
sale ot liis household furniture were, we have un-derstood, issued some days ago,but from some cause,at present unexplained, the sale in question,has not
taken place, and the goods have been removed, wewere told, by the parties whom their late owner leftin charge. Bv w hose authority, or for whose bene-
tit the removal has been carried into execution, we
have not heard. Pierri lias left a daughter, now in
a conventual school at Liecester, to whom, we ap-
prehend, any sums arising from the sale of his effectsare legally as well as morally due.

La Prcsse admits there are fewer foreigners in
Paris than there usually are, hut is uncertain
whether this circumstance' is to be attributed to the
commercial depression, or to the strictness of the
formalities now required from travelers as to pass-
ports.

The Paris correspondent of the London News says:
Two transport vessels left Marseilles for Africalast week?one with 39 and the other with 14 pro-

scribed individuals on board. In the tirst batch
Yvas a professor named Uoudenehe, for whom
George Sand and the Emperor's old nurse solicited
pardon in vain.

The Paris correspondent "of the Afuniiug Past,
writing on the evening of 22d ult., says :

Count de Persigny has had an audience of the
Emperor. Jlis Excellency, who arrived vesterdav,is by no means in a good"state of health*, and pro-
bably will not occupy any official position for some
time to come.

Marshal l'elissier, Duke de Malakoff, was at Bor-
deaux on the 21st nit. On Saturday evening, 20thult., ho was present in plain clothes' at the theatre,
when the opera of the "Huguenots" was given.
General de Tartas and a considerable number of
officers of every rank were at the theatre on the
occasion.

'i lie Paris Patric of the 22d ult., observes:
The various interpretations lent to the law (Con-

spiracy bill of Palmerston i must appear singular
in France, where the language of penal law is so
clear and distinct. We may express astonishmentthat the solution of a question of such paramount
importance, which gave rise to a misunderstanding,
now appeased between France and England; which
overthrew a ministry, and which, at this very mo-
ment, inspires lively anxiety, should depend
solely on the interpretation given to the law by a
judge. Thus are matters conducted on the other
side of the Channel. It is not for us to interfere in
these customs, nor to seek to improve them, how-
ever singular they may strike us. Provided thecause of justice be vindicated, little do we care forthe means or the forms that are employed.

The Paris /We contains some reflections on the
development of public opinion in Prussia:Why should so much political importance be at-
tached to the matrimonial alliance with England?
Have marriages of this sort ever exercised an v great
influence on international relations ? The Emperor
Nicholas had family connections with all Germany;
what was the assistance given him by Germany in
the day of trial 1 No, if the present movement in
Prussia had for signal and standard a matrimonial
alliance with England, it proceeds from a deeper
cause. It is the spirit of the nineteeth century
bursting its bonds and attaining its natural expan-
sion. Prussia had long opposed this spirit, hut she
lias yielded, and others willfollow her example.

Oflicial documents have been discovered in Can-
ton, inwhich it appears that Yell, during the shortperiod of three months, has put to death no less than
the enormous number of 20.000 human deings. This
is a fact beyond doubt, the documents taken sliow-
the name of every man and woman, and for what
tliev were executed.

leh is still on board the Inflexible. He eats and
drinks well, but is not very communicative, and
says "he is tired of waiting for Lord Elgin, and if
he does not come soon, he must really go and at-
tend to the governorship of his province."

Baron Stieglitz, of St. Petersburg, has addressed
a letter to the Jiukpenclcnce llelye, in which he con-
tradicts the reports circulated bv sundry journals
of his house being largely engaged in the exporta-
tion of coin and bullion. lie says that his house
has not exported a single gold piece on its account,and does not trallic in half imperials, except at thelegal price of 5 roubles 15 kopeks. Whatever ex-
ports have been made by him have been for the pur-
pose of covering government bills, so as to check
the progressive fall of the exchanges. In this he
has succeeded. No favor, he adds, has been ac-
corded to his house, or to any others; and all that
he rejoices in is the manner in which his signature
has been honored, and thence contributed to facili-
tate commercial operations at a moment of serious
monetary depression.

[Paris [March 19) correspondence of London .Yews.]
NAPOLEON'S MINISTRY AND THE LATE EXECUTIONS.
Ever since the event of January 14 there were

rumors that M. Pictii's position had become uncer-
tain, but it was only, as I learn on Friday last that
he was made to understand that he had nothing to
do but to resign. On that day the Emperor pre-
sided at a council to determine on the fate of Orsini,
Pierri, and di Rudio. M. Pietri, whose position
as Prefect of Police naturally entitled his opin-
ion to much weight, spoke at great length in
favor of a commutation of punishment for all
the prisoners. He did not, of course, attempt
to extenuate their guilt, but he urged many
reasons tending to show that mercy would be
politic in the interests of the Emperor. A re-
prieve would, he said, produce an excellent effect
in France and Italy, more particularly in the latter
country, where, on the other hand, it was to be
feared that the execution of Orsini might produce
great excitement and a rooted feeling of bitterness
which would not be without danger. While dwel-
ling on this latter topic he was suddenly interrupted
by General Espinasse, who exclaimed* loudly in a
sarcastic tone, "Oh! have we got an Italian pa-
triot here? " M. Pietri, who is a Corsican, changed
color at this ominous reproof from the rising star of
the imperial court. He said, with some confusion,
that he was not ashamed .of the appellation, but
then looking at the general illegible countenance of
the exalted personage who occupied the chair, he
read in it distinctly an approbation of General
Espinasse's sally, anil sat down convinced that his
tenure of office was at an end.

Itis quite certain that one among many other im-
partant results of Orsini's bombs was to give a new
directions to the policy of the luileries, which may
be expected to manifest itself bv yet further
changes in the personnel of the administration.?
Both M. Billault and M. Pietri were understood to
represent in the Cabinet what I called the Palais
Royal interest, by which expression is meant that
they were more or less influenced bv suggestions
made by Prince Napoleon or his father. It is
not the first time that jealousies of interference
from that quarter have been spoken of. The
dismissal of M. Pietrie, following closely upon
that of M. Billault, is considered a decided blow to
the Palais Royal, and 1 am assured that it is by wav
of a salve for the vexation caused by it that the
Prince Napoleon has been appointed president of a
commission to define the exact limits between the
jurisdiction of the Prefect of Police and that of the
Prefect of the Seine?a subject upon which there
have been frequent conflicts. The Prefect of the
Seine (M. Ilaussmann) complains,it appears, that the
municipal ityofParis had insome respects less pow-
er than the town councils of other places in conse-
quence of long sanctioned usurpation by the Prefect
of Police. It w ill matter very little now how the
difl'erence may be settled, as in any case the whole
thing is likely to be conducted altogether en famitte,
M. lioittelle being not only an intimate friend of
Counts Moray and Persigny, and an old comrade of
General Espinasse, but also a cousin (by marriage)
of M. Ilaussmann. What is called the "political
direction" of the Prefecture of Police is now to be
absorbed by the Ministry of the Interior, so that the
new Prefect is shorn of a good deal of the old power
and dignity of the olfiee. General Espinasse is in
fact, though not iu name, Minister of Police. lie, I
am told, is very little seen by his subordinates. He
has frequent interviews with the Emperor, works
by himself, and issues his orders in writing.

1 have heard a curious, and perfectly authentic
anecdote, illustrative of the state of things during
the last days of M. Pietri's administration. It is
usual when the Emperor is going out to telegraph
the fact from the Tuilleries to the Prefecture in the
Rue de Jerusalem, and then numerous police agents
in and out of uniform are despatched to the line of
route which he takes. But it very frequently
happens that the notice given is so short that the
Emperor is outside the barrier and in the Bois de
Boulogne before the police have arrived in the
Champs Elvsees. M. Pietri, deeply feeling the
weight of his responsibility, represented these facts,
and asked to be furnished every morning with a
programme of the Emperor's movements, so that he
might be enabled to make proper arrangements in
time. The request was refused.

THE SECKET POLICE OF PARIS.
(From the Paris Correspondence of the London rimes.]

The Jfonileiur says: ?"Every one knows that His
Majesty has changed nothing inhis ordinary habits,
ami that he continues to go out every day without
an escort." It is very true that the Emperor takes
his drives in the Bois de Boulogne, and that his car-
riage is not on those occasions encircled and fol-
lowed by Cuirassiers, Lancers, Gendarmes or Cent
Gardes, armed cap-a-pie, with the earth shaking
under their horses s hoofs. Ifthe Moniteur means
this by "escort," it is quite right. But the author
of this paragraph in the official paper must know
better than any one that there are other escorts
besides those with uniforms, helmets, breast-plates
and sabres. There is the secret escort of police in
plain clothes, with its advanced and rear guard, its
eclaireurs, its flank companies, &c., exclusive of the
ostensible people.

They ride in coupes on horseback, or go on foot,
and a good many have as fashionable an exterior as
any of the professional lions of the Bois de Boulogne.

Their numbers have been considerably increasedsince the attentat, and the Minister of the Interior istoo experienced and too skillful a soldier not to take
care that tliey who form this species of escort are
distributed iii the most effective manner for the pro-
tection of his aujrust master. Ifthe action of thepolice is. as the Monitcur inconsistently affirms the
same as before, I would venture to ask what was
meant by the demand made by the Government and
granted by the Legislative Bodv of 1,200,000f. for
tiiQ service of the secret police? This sum is in ad-
dition to the 2,000,0001'. previously comprised in the
budget on the same account. The secret police ser-
vice under Louis Phillippe was, I believe iust
1,000,0001.

An Englishman, who has resided several rears in
Paris, and who amuses himself during the line
weather by walking in tho Buis de 80100-ne, ob-
served that for several davs lie was followed bv acommon looking man. The surveillance becoming
unpleasant, he turned abruptly on Thursdav on Li's
unwelcome attendant, and presented him his card
on which he wrote, "I am deaf, and perhaps vou
mistake me for Allsop." At the same moment avery gentlemanly looking person issued from the
wood, and, having joined the other, read the ad-
dress on the card. He very politely sainted theEnglishman, aud expressed his regret that he should
have been subjected to any inconvenience. Theparties then separated.

TE DEL'M FOR THE EMPEROR NAPOLEON'S PRESERVA-

TION.
A solemn Te Deum was chanted on the 15th ofFebruary in the Church of the Convent of the

lathers of the Holy Land, in Jerusalem, to thank
God for having preserved the life of the Emperor
ot the French on the 14th of January. FatherValerga, the Patriarch of Jerusalem, together with
the foreign consuls and the entire Catholic popula-
tion, assisted at this solemnity. The same day that
the news reached Jerusalem a mass of thanksgiving
was celebrated in the Church of the Holv Saviour
in presence of the entire community. The Priorascended the pulpit after the Gospel, and demon-
strated. in a pious appeal, the service which Provi-
dence had rendered to France and the Catholicworld by preserving the life of the Emperor Na-poleon, who is the most faithful and steadfast sup-
port of religion.

THE KING OF DELHI'S PRISON.
[ Prom Allen's Indian Mail.)

The few remaining years, or rather months, of
the king of Delhi's miserable existence are to heendured amid the savage population of a group ofsmall islands in the Bay of Bengal. Since the year
1824, when the British expedition against Bur'inah
assembled at Port Cornwallis, the Andamans havescarcely been heard of in this country, and even
their position on the map is still comparatively un-

known. The principal island is also the most north-
erly of the group, and extends 140 miles in lengtli
by 20 in breadth. Tho little Andaman, on the other
hand, is the most southerly, but does not exceed 28
miles in length by 17 in breadth. In the centre ofthe Great Andaman the land rises to the altitude of
2,400 feet, forming a well known beacon to mariners?the Saddle Peak.

A few small streams thence descend to the sea.
Various kinds of timber suitable for shipbuilding
are found in abundance; but the only fruit worthy
of mention is the mangrove; the cocoa nut, which
flourishes in the neighboring Nicobars, does not
grow in these islands. Many varieties of fish arecaught off the coast, and constitute the chief food of
the barbarous inhabitants, who also indulge in
lizards, snakes, guanas, and rats. On the "skirts
of the forest which occupies the interior of the
principal island are seen herds of a diminutive spe-
cies of hog, supposed to have descended from a ship-
wrecked stock. V ith the sculls and bones of theseanimals the islanders adorn their huts, and were
thence accused of cannibalism, from a belief that
their favorite ornaments were the indigestible re-
mains of human beings whom they had slain and
devoured. They arc, in truth, a cruel and savage
race. All attempts to communicate with them havebeen repelled by darts and flights of arrows. They
are described as resembling a degenerate tribe of
negroes. They have woolly hair, thick lips, and aflat nose; their stature seldom exceeds live feet;
their color is a deep unshaded black, and their cos-tume that of primeval Adam before the Fall.

Their huts consist of four poles driven into theground, and interwoven with boughs of trees.?
Their chief want is a sufficiency of food, in search
of which they are constantly prowling along the
shores or climbing steep rocks. Their chief annoy-
ance is from the countless insects that infest the
islands, to guard against which thev plaster them-
selves over with mud, and thus render their skin as
impenetrable as the hide of the hippopotamus. Theirwoolly hair is painted with red ochre to an extent
that would excite the envy of the Gael. But wildas is their aspect and fierce tlicir disposition, they
are nevertheless amenable to the laws of polite-
ness and good breeding. That man is considered aboor, and no gentleman, who does not salute hisneighbor in a becoming manner, by lifting one lee
and smiting the lower part of the thigh with theopen hand.

PROVIDENTIAL ESCAPE. ?An accident occurred to

Mr. Philemon Jones, of this village, on Tuesday,
which was accompanied by a more terrible peril,
and vet succeeded by comparatively more trivial
consequences, than any of which we have ever bo-
fore read or heard. Mr. Jones was engaged withhis horse, a nervy, spirited animal, in drawing lows
into the logwav at Woodford's mill, up above ourV est village. It was thus while leaving the logwav,
Mr. Jones holding the whiffle tree in his hand, andguiding the horse without rein, the animal took fright
at some object, and as he sprung the chain,which wasdragging behind, by some singular fatalitv looped it-
self around his ancle, and ina second he was thrown to
the earth and dragged down the rough road at a
frightful rate of speed. At Geo. Dudley's tannery, 1a distance of sixty rods from the point where the \u25a0
horse first took fright, two men essayed to stop him. !
but they only succeeded in turning him across the '
Meadow st. bridge, which here meets the road at a Isharp angle. As the horse turned the corner, stillj
keeping tiis terrific speed. Mr. Jones was whirled in
the air a distance, as credible bystanders tell us, of
over thirty feet, over theside of the bridge, the chain
struck the corner of the solid beam and broke, and
the man fell senseless a distance offifteen feet into the
centre of the rocky stream, where an eddy gave
depth of water sufficient topartially break the force of
the fall. Mr. James Kenyon was first to leap into the
stream to the rescue, and it is due to his activity
tliat the man who had already escaped where a
thousand would not, was preserved from drowning
at last. Mr. Jones remained in a condition of in"sensibility but a few minutes, was taken home, and,

WESTERN PRODUCE. ? THE GROWING WHEAT CROP.
?ln collecting our statistics of pork packing, we
have heeu furnished incidentally with information
from all sections of the Western States regarding
the extent and present prospects of the growing
wheat crop. The-quantity of laud sown witliwheat
in the fall was larger than the previous year, the
weather during September being especially favora-
ble for it. At the commencement of winter the
growth was more forward than for many years; the
winter was quite favorable in all the States, ami the
prospect of an abundant crop was never more favor-
able at the close of the month of March. Many ex-
press the fear, however, that the plants are too
thick on the ground, and that with favorable grow-
ing weather during Apriland May the growth w ill
be too rapid, producing a weak plant and inducing
rust or "lodging." It seems to be generally con-
ceded that the crop is past the dangers of winter,
and that it willdo well until about the first of June,
when the next crisis of the crop comes.

STEAM NAVIGATION TO EUROPE. ?The Hon. J. Y.
Mason, in a letter on the proposed line between
France and Virginia, and the arrangement with the
Orleans Company to run a line of steamers between
St. Nazaire, at the mouth cf the Loire, and Nor-
folk, says:?The French Government is construct-
ingthe inosP magnificent artificial harbor in the
world. Opening to the ocean, a ship sailing be-
tween that point and Chesapeake Bay, avoids the
channel, and will find her route shorter by a consid-
erable time than between Havre and the same point.
He adds, that the Orleans Company lias a large cap-
ital, is the best managed concern" in France, and
owns a net-work of railroads, which covers one-
third of the empire, connecting I'aris with the
ocean, and connecting with other lines to Switzer-
land, Italy, and Germany.

An unusual and fatal accident occurred on Mon-day last at a saw mill on the premises of Mr. Bee-
tor, near Williamsport, in Pickaway county, Ohio,
by which Frank Hurst, aged twenty-three rears'
lost his life. The deceased had charge of the mill',
and was instructing a now hand in the manner of
doing his work. A log had justbeen placed on the
carriage and iun through once. As the carriage
was returning he jumped upon the log, and through
inadvertence was caught by the saw. The saw was
a circular one, about five feet in diameter, and was
running at a high speed. It struck the unfortunate
voung man just above the knee, and caused him to
tall with his body upon its edge. A single revolu-
tion of the saw split the leg from the knee to the
body; and almost severed the body from the hip to
the opposite shoulder. A small piece of the skin on
tile back, and a portion of the backbone alone held
the mutilated remains together.

wheat, last October, was so far below the estimateset upon it bv its owners, that they refused to sell,
preferring to hold it over until spring for betterprices; but in this they will be, it is now prettv cer-tain, sadly disappointed. The wheat is still in" their
hands, but whether they will part with it at pres-
ent rates?4or<}6o cts. per bushel, is exceedingly
doubtful. B

Many of our correspondents say that notwith-
standing the large amount of corn damaged last
winter, partly by being frozen before it was ripe, as
was pretty generally the case in the northern sec-tions of the Western States, and partly by being
put incrib before it was dry, there will be as mucK
sound corn in the country on the first of next June,
as ever there was in any previous year, the sound'having been carefully preserved, whilst the dam-aged has been fed to hogs, and stock of all kinds,
with a lavish hand. The intense anxiety to pro-
cure old corn for seed, which existed last Decem-ber, has all subsided.? (Cincinnati Price Current.

The Scott Legion, of Pittsburg, held a meeting
on Monday evening, when a letter was read fromJudge S. W. Black, favorable to the erection of a
monument in honor of the dead who fell in Mexico.Also a letter from John Grayson, Esq., an old sol-
dier of I*l2, acknowledging the receipt of a notice
oi his election to the Scott Legion as an honorary
member, and enclosing $5O. By an unanimous vote
of the members present, the services of the Scott
Legion were tendered to the President to serve in
the war in Utah against the Mormons.

Prof. Pelton, of Harvard University, claims to
have discovered among Dr. Abbott's collection of
American Antiquities, in Broadway, New York,waxen tablets which were used by the school boys
of Alexandria, in the time of the Ptolemies. The
inscriptions upon these tablets have been deciphered
by the Greek Professor, and they prove to be such
proverbs and apothegms as are how current in the
literature of the day, and often set as copies upon
the writingbooks of pupils in our public schools.?
What is more interesting perhaps, about these an-
tiquities, is the fact that they are three or four hun-
dred years older than the oldest to be found in any
European collection.

SCIENCE AND ART.
5 AH'ABT.EFRENCH DISCOVERY. ?Mr. Kuhlmann,ot

Paris, is the discoverer of a process for the forma
tion of chlorated silver by the humid wav, and
which has received the favorable attention "of the
French Academy of Sciences, lie fills a bottle or
globe with a solution of nitrate of silver, and closes
the orifice with some porous bodv; the bottle is then
reversed, and the orifice plunged in a bath ofehlo-
rohydric acid?taking care that no air penetrates
into the bottle containing the solution of nitrate of
silver?in such manner that the porous stopping may
have one side in contact with the solution of nitrate
of silver, and the other in contact withthe chlorohv-
dric acid. After a short time the two fluids meet; and
then there is found on the top of the stopping, inside
the bottle, a thin layer of chlorideofsilverprecipita-
ted. The reaction is continued slowly, and gives rise to
an arborization of chloride of silver. The chloride
is first white, and afterwards becomes of a brown-
ish violet hue, and semi-transparent. The fracture
is conchoidal and vitreous; it is of a soft consistency
and as fusible as ordinarily found chlorated silver.
M. Kuhlinann has inferred", from this discovery, that
as native chloride of silver is often found with me-
tallic silver, the formation of this metal results from
the reduction of a portion of the chloride; for it has
long been well known with what facility chloride of
silver gives up its chlorine tohydrogem as the latter
is evolved.

TUB ART or PAINTING IN ENAMEL.? The Philo-
sophical Magazine contains an interesting paper on
the beautiful art of painting in enamel, in which
the writer says that Ihe ancient ruby glass, onbeing exposed to the heat of a glass kiln, preserves
its color unimpaired, while the modern gutters con-
siderable injury,and in some cases becomes almost
black. Hence the latter cannot be painted upon, as
the heat required to fix the fresh color would de-
stroy the beauty of the original basis. To obviate
this" difficulty, the artist paints upon a piece of
plain glass" the tints and shadows neces-
sary for blending the rich ruby glow
with the other parts of the picture, leaving
those parts untouched where it is desired that theruby should appear in undiminished brilliancy, the
ruby-glass being fixed in the picture behind thepainted piece. Colored transparent glass is applied
as enamel in silver and gold bijouterie, previously
bright cut iu the metal with the graver. The cuts
reflecting the rays of light from their numerous sur-
faces, exhibit through the glass, richly stained with
gold, silver, copper, cobalt, Ac., a gorgeous display of
prismatic colors, varied with every change of as-
pect. The artist in enamel has obtained from mod-ern chemistry, preparations of the metals platinum,
uranium, and enronium, whichfurnish four of the
richest and most useful colors of his palette, being a
most valuable addition to the materials employed in
this art.

NEW SAFETY PII>E FOR STEAM BOILERS. ?A new
and improved mode of applying the fusible plug to
steam boilers is proposed so as to secure the greater
certainty of its action and to remove one of the
principal causes of boiler explosions?-that arising
from shortness of water. The principle upon which
the improvement is based is, that if the plug or
plugs are inserted in a small flue or pipe, through
which a current of the hottest gases taken immedi-
ately from near the fire is made to pass, such
flue* or pipe being same time at a high-
er level than the bouer surface over the fire,
the fusible plugs willbe melted out with great-
er certainty, whilst at the same time the boil-
ers, not being overheated, will be uninjured. An
elbow pipe, four inches in diameter, is fitted to the
bottom of the boiler, or to the top internal Hue of
a boiler, and is made the means of carrying the
heated gases from the furnace to the side or exit
flue, the upper part of the elbow pipe being per-
forated with conical holes, five-eights of an inch
diameter, and filled with fusible metal plugs, sim-
ply driven in. By this arrangement, should the
water fall below the upper surface of the pipe, the
fusible plugs, being eonstautly exposed to the cur-
rent of the heated gases passing through it, im-
mediately melt, and thus preserve the boiler from
injury.
