
ANCIENT INSCRIPTIONS OF THE WEST-
GRAVE CREEK MOUND.

As we are about to celebrate the first settlement
of the whites in Ohio, it may not be without inte-
rest to glance at the antiquities of that people who
long preceded the whites. The valley of the Ohio
is remarkable for the vast number of its antiquities.
In every form of fortification, monument, altar,
tomb, tlle'Ohio valley is strewed with the memorials
of an ancient people. The Miami and Scioto \ al-
leys are peculiarly rich in them. Cincinnati itself
was the site of ancient fortifications; and Fort An-
cient, as it now stands on the Miami, is a gigantic
work. The surface of a section through the para-
pet, where the road passes out, is nearly four hun-
dred square feet! When such a parapet is contin-
ued for miles, the reader may imagine with what
labor that work was made. Circleville, Chillicothe,
and Marietta, all stood on the sites of ancient towns,
defended by great fortifications.

At Grave Creek, below Wheeling, is one of the
most interesting localities for these antiquities.
Tumnli and parapets mark the site of some import-
ant place; but among them the Great Mound rises
as the special monument of the place. It is 09 feet
in perpendicular height, 820 feet in circumference
at the base, and 63 feet in diameter at the top. Its
solid contents are calculated at 175,000 cubic feet.
The interior of this mound contained a finished
chamber, and a stone with an unknown inscription.
Thi3 inscription has recently become the subject of
a most elaborate discussion before the American
Ethnological Society, at Now York, in consequence
of a denial by Mr. E. G. Squier, of the authenticity,
or rather existence, ofthat inscription.

Before we notice the proceedings of the Ethno-
logical Society, we should here state that the whole
question was settled at Cincinnati twenty years ago.
In 1838, Mr. Tomlinson, then proprietor of the
Grave Creek Mound, employed laborers to open the
mound, and give it a thorough investigation. Itwas
always supposed that the mound contained the
grave or monument of some great person. In the
interior was found a chamber, which had originally
been lined or ceiled with wood. Some remains of
the same gene al character with those in other
mounds were found. A stone was also discovered,
on which was an inscription.

This inscription has found no interpreter. An
account of these proceedings, with a drawing of
the stone and a copy of the inscription, was prepar-
ed by Mr. Tomlinson for the Cincinnati Chronicle,
and published in that paper. This account was au-
thentic, and has remained unimpeached. The
statements in regard to his inscription had been
laid before the publieby Dr. Townshend, of Wheel-
ing ; Dr. Clemens, Mr. A. B. Tomlinson, pro-
prietor of the Mound; was the subject of an in-
teresting memoir by Schoolcraft; and in Europe
was discussed bv Sir J. E. Alexander, be-
fore the Geographical Society ofLondon; by Pro-'
lessor Raflin, of Copenhagen, and by Mr. Jourard,
before the Institute of Belles Lettres and Inscrip-
tions at Paris. We can, therefore, see that this in-
scription is one of extraordinary interest. In this
work on the "Aboriginal Monuments of the Missis-
sippi Valley," Mr. t. G. Squier had considered this
inscription an imposition upon verv insufficient rea-
sons. At a recent meeting of the "AmericanEthnological Society," Dr. Wells I)e Mass, of
Western 1 irginia, made a demonstration on thesubject, which proved entirely satisfactory to thewhole Society.

One part of itwas not wholly creditable to the
late Dr. Morton's investigation'. Dr. Clemens had
written out this inscription with other particulars
for Morton's work "Crania Americana; 1 ' but Mor-
ton omitted this part of the account, because, he
said, it did not relate to cranioloj/y, and he w as skep-
tical on mound iimcription *. We fear that several of
our eraniological and ethnological inquirers, espe-
cially those who have recently treated of the Origin
of Races, have been equally inaccurate. A deci-phered inscription upon one of the monuments of
America might have put an extinguisher upon some
of the theories derived from crania, as some of the
recently discovered lossils have upon geological
theories of development.

The discussion before the Ethnological Society
was lullof interest. It resulted in an acknowledg-
ment by Mr. Squier that he was mistaken. Theconclusion is given in the N. Y. Herald :

Dr. l)e Mass discussed with great force and clear-ness every point at issue. He touched the subject
in all its bearings, clearly showing that lie had in-
vestigated it in every particular. He supported
his position by letters from many of the most dis-tinguished citizens of North-western Virginia. Hismass of material, under the head of Evidence, is
perfectly overwhelming on all points affecting the
credibility of the inscription. Much of this he could
not read for want ol time. His own paper occu-pied about two hours in delivery.

Having concluded, Mr. Squier rose and addressedthe meeting. He stated, in a few words, that liehad relied upon Dr. Morton as a careful and distin-guished investigator of American Arclueology. Hedisclaimed any personal feeling upon the subject.?
He wished the facts in the case, and now that Dr.lie Hass had with great care and industry collectedthese facts, he was happy to receive them, and will-

dant additional evidence on that head, he submittedthe question to the Society. The response was gen-
eral that the whole question had been fully and sat
isfactorilv settled. The vote of thanks was then put
and unanimously carried.

The inscription on the Grave Creek stone, and
others like it, will we fear never be interpreted.?
The unknown race who settled this continent from
Asia, who (whether the same race found here bvEuropeans or not,) must have brought with themsome remains of civiliza ion; who here built citiesand fortresses; who fought great battles; whosebones the plough turns up amidst the green fields;who, atter a mighty struggle, have perished fromtheir ancient places,?this race, we fear, will liveonly in history.

There was formerly a large and euriou3 bird,
which is now extinct, and a single specimen of
which remains in the British Museum. The time,
perhaps, is not far distant, when the Museums will
contain all that remains of the Indian. The de-scription of the writer,and the portrait of the pain-

ei , may give posterity some idea of his appearance
and character; but the reality willbe gone. Froma civilized point ot view, this is not to be regretted.
Hut we should remember that there were wholelivesol nations bound up in this lost history. Itlurnishes a hint to ourselves, that our history, ourearly records should be written with the point of adiamond, and engraved in lead. This must be done,m the language of a living literature. When Taci-tus wrote, these ancient nations of America werealive and vigorous; but now thev are dead, and helives in immortal history.? Cincinnati (lazette.
