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The City Council has under consideration the
revised ordinance establishing the police force, and
most of the members have something to say re-
garding the defects of the law and the inefficiency
of the men selected to enforce it. It seems to
be conceded that, together with many good officers,
many bad ones have been appointed, and numerous
amendments have been offered, which, the authors
of them suppose, will ensure an improvement upon
the present state of things—one member believing
that & man’s character becomes elevated as the
permanency of his offiical tenure is assured, pro-
poses to appoint policemen during good behaviour,
and as this would bring to a summary close the
services of a number of those now in office, the
suggestion may be made to work profitably, though
not in the way intended.

Another desires to carb their zeal by restricting
their enjoyments of such vicious amusements as
fires and elections, evidently thinking that by some
strange mistake they have assisted in putting out
the former, and in aggravating the latter. But
the gentlemen of the Council, while thus discus-
sing the police and the ordinance, appear to have
overlooked the fact, that no necessary connection ex-
ists between the two. A law is one thing, and the
execution of it another, and the legislative body
that confides powers to a public servant, is in no
wise responsible for the indiscretion or bad faith
with which they may be exercised. If some men,
the annals of whose lives, the criminal calendar
alone can furnish, have been enrolled in the police
corps, is the ordinance by which that corps was or-
gauized to bear all the blame ?

Are the defunct councils of a former time to be
called to acconnt because lawless and infamous
men to-day are clothed with an authority which
they created ?  We think the present Council should
be made to hear that portion of the burthen which
weighs so heavily on the people to-day. If ‘“no-
toriously unfit men’’ have been nominated—who
confirmed them? If unblushing criminals have
been rewarded—who sanctioned the act? If a
long career of vice has led to placeand profit—who
have lent encouragement to the idle and the vile,
by crowning such with success?

We deal in no wholesale condemnations. If it
is true that many respectable and honest men may
be found in the ranks of the police; it is no less
true that some are there who are known to this
community only for the frequent outrages which
they have perpetrated in its midst. If some upright
Councilmen made vigorous protests against their
confirmation, yet certain it is that a majority of
the thirty members constituting that body, accord-
ed them their approbation.

The community has seen these things, and has
been almost silent; yet though it is supine it is not
wholly indifferent. Tt has noted the gradual ten-
dency of municipal affairs from bad to worse. It
has known how selfish ends and party purposes
have actuated men heretofore, and recognizes the
yet more prevailing power of like motives now. 1If
good citizens almost despair of better things, they
will still remember those to whom a duty was en-
trusted only to be left unfulfilled—in whom a con-
fidence was reposed that has been flagrantly
violated.

If in point of fact one single man, with whom it
disgraceful to have come to terms, has been
duly installed as an officer of this corporation, the
principies by which the case should be adjudged
need no further comment.

we detect only such feeble thoughts, stale anec-
dotes, and antiquated jokes, as argue little for the
cultivation or good sense of those who found
pleasure in her discourses. If we had no other
fault to find with these people than that of being
too easily amused, it would bLe scarcely worth
while to take them to task; but when we cousider
the real causes whereby “Hope Chapel’ is “‘nearly
filled”” withan admiring congregation and approv-
ing reporters, they will be found amenable to con-
temptuous censure.  That Lola Montes has flaunted
through half the towns between St. Petersburg and
San Francisco and rendered herself conspicuous in
each by acts from which even bold women would
have shrunk abashed—and that she has won an
unenviable name, and attained to the title of
Countess of Landsfelt, are reasons sufficient for the
pruriently curious persons who throng to her
levees.

A not over-wise king is reported to have said,
two hundred years ago, that “‘a traveling woman
never comes to any good at all,” and without
committing ourselves to this as a truism, we may
cite it as clearly proven in the case in point.

It is a matter of indifference to us whether the
redoubtable Countess cowhided a butcher in Mu-
nich, or threatened a similar castigation to Mr.
Jobson, in New York: nor do we desire, together
with the select company in ‘‘Hope Chapel,”” to
“Jearn the story of her loves.”” Tt is enough to
know that the public has been so busy with her
history for these ten years past, that even ‘‘injured
innocence,’”’ 1n such case, would seek to shun all
further comment.

Yet in quiet towns and tumultuous cities the
lecture-rooms are opened and the benches filled
with enthusiastic crowds assembled to hear a tale,
that differs only from those a thousand miserable
creatures might relate, in its notoriety and its
shamelessness.

The sense of propriety and the pitch of refine-
ment which are evidenced by the success of these
prelections in New York, are, we trust, much
below the level at which society around us now
stands.
