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It will be seen by a notice in the advertising
columns of this paper, that a reward of one hun-
dred dollars has been offered by "Jerusalem En-
campment, Xo. I,' of the Independent Order of

Odd Fellows, "for the arrest and conviction of the

assassin or assassins" of their deceased fellow-

member, Benjamin Jones, who had been missing
from home since the 20th of March, whose body
was fished tip out of the water at the foot ofBowly's
wharf, on Thursday last, and the cause of whose
mysterious disappearance and death is now under-
going investigation at the hands of coroner Stevens.
This reward is declared to be offered "in addition
to any reward offered by the civil authorities," an

announcement which not only suggests the inquiry
whether "the civil authorities" have offered any
reward, but reminds us that in a recent editorial
upon the murder of young Worthington, we did
His Honor Mayor Swann great injustice, for which
we now seek to offer all honorable amends. We
wish publicly and formally to acquit the Mayor of
being open even to the very slight suspicion barely
entertained, and faintly suggested by us, of being
supposed to feel as a magistrate as much solicitude
for the detection of a murderer, as he would pro-
bably manifest as an individual for the recovery of
his property. For a "strayed or stolen" pointer,
His Honor might possibly have deemed it worth
while to offer a reward, but as it was only a man

killed, and the coroner's jury were unable to find
out who killed him, His Honor evidently thought
the matter required no further investigation. We
do not wish to be too hard on the Mayor. Perhaps
the frequency with which such things have hap-
pened since His Honor ha 3 been Mayor, has some-

what blunted his official sensibilities. He has
grown used to hearing of murders and homicides:
and such occurrences, "incidental to all large
cities," have therefore ceased to disturb his repose
or even attract his attention. This may be the
reason why in the present instance he has suffered
"Jerusalem Encampment Xo. 1, of the Independent
Order of Odd-Fellows" to anticipate him in the
performance of his official duty, and why in the
case of young Worthington he let the matter drop

without troubling himself to take any further steps
to bring to light and punishment the assassin of a

citizen. Edward Worthington was killed more than
two weeks ago, and is buried; and since Dr. Busk has
been happily relieved from all "professional" doubts
as to the cause of his death, the evident wish of
"the civil authorities" is that "lie may rest in
peace." They want no ghost of murdered man to
shake his gory locks at them, and reproach them
with supinely suffering his Woody death to pass
unavenged. They find it trouble enough to take
care of the living, and are doubtless perfectly
willingto " let the dead bury their dead." Coro-
ner Gorton has held his inquest over the corpse,
and the jury have given their verdict "that the de-
ceased, Edward Worthington, came to his death
by a pistol shot fired by the hand of some person
or persons to the jury unknown." What more
can any reasonable man desire than that the dead
body should lie recommitted to the grave from
which it had been dug up, and that the murderers
should remain forever " unknown," in accordance
with the verdict of the juryand the manifest dis-
position of "the civil authorities " ?

Benjamin Jones disappeared from home under
circumstances well calculated to awaken suspicion
of foul play, and which {as appears from the evi-
dence before the Coroner, did in fact give rise to

very strong suspicions in the minds of all his ac-
quaintances. Three weeks elapse and "the matter"
according to the Sun, "had ceased to lie thought
of" when a body is found floating in one of
the docks, over which an inquest is held, and a

verdict rendered of "death from accidental drown-
ing." Subsequently the body is recognized to be
that of Jones; another inquest is held which is
not yet concluded, and the "suspicions of foul Jplay," which had all the while been floating in the j
minds of the community, find expression for the I
first time, in the form of a reward offered by a i
benevolent society, of which the deceased had been I
a member, "for the arrest and conviction of his
assassin or assassins." Now, we do not wish to
be considered unreasonable or unjust, we do not

propose to insist on impossibilities, neither arc we

actuated by an insane desire " to break down the
city government," or bring into ill repute the
name of the city in which we live. We simply
wish to call public attention to the insecurity of
human life in this community, and to the supine in-
difference, if not criminal negligence, of "the civil
authorities." That murders will be committed in
large cities, and that murderers will not unfrequent-
lybaffle all the plans of the police and the best
efforts of the authorities for the prevention of such
crimes, and for the detection of the criminals, is
nothing more than what may naturally be expect-

ed?but furnishes no reason whatever why, when
murders are committed, some attempt at least i
should not be made to find out and punish the per-
petrators. If a man is killed in Pratt st. at ten

o'clock in Ihc evening, in the presence of from fif-
ty to a hundred persons, and the coroner's jury
are unable to decide whether the fatal shot was

fired by a "hump-backed man, dressed in a dark
sack coat and a cap on, with a large pistol," or by
"a man in a gray knit jacket and a plush cap.

with a revolver," and therefore conclude that the
deed was done "byparties unknown," ?it is not
necessary that the "civil authorities" should adopt
this conclusion as their own, view the matter in
the lightof "a mystery" and resolve that for all
time to come the assassin shall remain "unknown."
So, if a citizen 'suddenly disappears, and is sup-
posed to have been foully dealt with, it seems to us j
that the duty of investigating the cause of his dis-
appearance should not have been left entirely to a

committee of Harmony Lodge of Odd Fellows, and
when his body had been actually recovered, bear-
ing such marks of violence, the physicians say, as

leave "no doubt," according to the testimony of;
one of them, "but that the party had been mur-
dered, and then thrown into the water," it seems j
to us, that "Jerusalem Encampment" should not I
have been found alone to manifest nn interest in "the i
arrest and conviction of his assassin or assassins."
The aclion of these charitable bodies is altogether
praiseworthy, and we cannot help contrasting
their concern for the fate of their fellow-member, j
with the apathy of "the civil authorities" in re-
gard to the mysterious disappearance and possible
murder of one citizen, and the public and notori us
assassination of another.

MVSTERIOCS ATTEMPT AT ASSASSINATION.? We copy
from the Washington Star the following account of
what that journal very properly calls a "mysterious
attempt at assassination." The whole story of the
birth, parentage and education of the Reverend gen-
tleman to whom it refers is of an equally romantic
character?plausible enough to be true; yet improb-
able enough to be doubted.? EDS. EXCHANGE.

"As the Rev. Mr. Eleazer Williams, who is claimed
to be the son of Louis XVI, and now rightful heir
to the throne of France, was sitting at his lodgings,
No. 474 Pennsylvania avenue, arranging some pa-
pers between the hours of 12 and 1 o'clock last night,
lie was startled by a man suddenly entering his
room and advancing towards him with an uplifted
dagger, who exclaimed through his teeth, 'l've got
you at last, have I?' Mr. Williams cried out 'as-

sassin ! assassin! save me from the assassin!' and
although a man seventj*-eight years of but nev-
ertheless vigorous and strong, he grasped the uplift-
ed arm of the villiauwith an energy of a inandeter-
mined to defend his life to the last extremity, and
continued to alarm the house by cries of 'assassin !
assassin!' The contest was desperate but short
the villain finding that he could not accomplish bis
hellish purpose, and the house was becoming alarm-
ed. with a vigorous effort extricated himself from
the grasp of his intended victim, suddenly left the
room, and fled the house. The cries of Mr. Wil-
liams and the noise of the contest thoroughly
alarmed the house, but not in time to
villain. When the inmates entered the room of Mr.
Williams they found him lying upon the floor total-
ly exhausted, and the dagger of the assassin near
him upon the floor."? Washington Star.

THOMAS 11. BENTOX?SKETCH OF HIS LIFE
AXI) PUBLIC SERVICES.

[Condensed from theproof sheets of the 3d vol. Xem Amer-
ican Cj/ctopeedia.]

Thomas Hart Benton was born near Hillsborough,
Orange county, X. C., March 14, 1782. His father
died when he was 8 years old; his early education
was imperfect; he was for some time at a grammar
school, and afterwaid at Chapel Hill, the University
of Xorth Carolina, but finished no course of study
there, as his mother removed to Tennessee to settle
on a tract of land belonging to his father's estate.?
Thomas studied law, and soon rose to eminence inthat
profession. He was now elected to the Legislature,
serving only a single term, during which he pr ocured
the passageofa law reforming the judicial system, and
of another giving to slaves the benefit of a jury tri-
al, the same as white men. One of his earliest
friends and patrons was Andrew Jackson, at that
time a Judge of the Supreme Court, and subse-
quently Major-General of the State Militia. Ben-
ton became his aid-dc-camp, and during the war
also raised a regiment of volunteers. It was from
that service he derived the title of Colonel, which
has clung to him through life. Xotwithstanding
the close intimacy between Jackson and himself, a
rude and sudden rupture took place in which se-

vere pistol and dagger wounds were given, and
produced a rencontre that estranged them for many
years.

After the volunteers were disbanded Mr. Madison
appointed Colonel Benton, in 1813, a lieutenant-colo-
nel in the army, but on his way to servo in Canada,
in 1814, he heard the news of the peace and re-
signed. He now removed to Missouri and took up

his abode in the city of St. Louis in 1815. There he
devoted himself anew to his profession. Engaging
in the politics of the day he established the Missouri
Argus, became involved in several duels, in one of
which he killed his opponent, Mr. Lucas?an event he
subsequently deeply regretted. In consideration of
his efforts in favor of the admission of Missouri into
the Union, he was chosen one of the first Senators
from the new State.

From this period his political history may be
said to date as a representative of the west, and
himself a pioneer, sympathising with the hardy
residents of the frontier, he successfully advocated
a reform in the land system of the General Gov-
ernment by which all future sales were changed to

a cash basis, reducing the price to $1.25 per acre.

But this was not all tiiat was needed. First, a pre-
emptive right to all actual settlers; secondly, a pe-

riodic reduction according to the time sections
had been in market, so as to make the prices cor-
respond with the quality; and thirdly, the dona-
tion of homesteads to impoverished but industrious

persons who would cultivate the soil for a given
number of years, and thereby develop the resources
of the country ?these were all points essential to

the needed reform. Col. Benton apprehended the
full scope of these changes, and determined to per-

sist in urging them until they should be accom-
plished. The years- 1824, 182C, 1828, accordingly
found him doing battle for such amelioration of the
entire system. A bill embracing these features
was moved by him and renewed annually until it
at last took hold upon the public mind.

Finally President Jackson embodied similar views
in one of his messages, and from that date the ulti-
mate triumph ofland reform became only a question
of time. Col. Benton next directed his attention to
change the policy of the General Government with
respect to saline and mineral lands, which it had
been customary to withhold from public sale and
farm 'out. By his efforts they were thrown open
to occupancy. During the session of 1829-'3O, Col.
Benton sought to effect a repeal of the imposts
upon all the necessaries of life?regarding these
duties as seriously affecting the prosperity of the
Western States.

In directing adventure to explorations in the Far
West, in fixing the attention of Government upon
the early occupancy of the mouth of the Columbia
in encouraging overland transit from the Atlantic
to the Pacific, Col. Benton was also prominent.?

He first elaborated the project of an overland con-
nection; but as science expanded and knowledge of

the intervening wilderness became more definite, he
strenuously advocated the construction of a great
Central Railway.

Upon the wider theatre of national politics the ca-
reer of Col. Benton was equallyremarkable. When
the charter of theßankof the United States expired,
he studied with his usual ardor the whole question
of finance, circulating medium and exchange, and
proposed as the true remedy for existing embar-
rassments, a gold and silver currency.

The elaboration which he gave to these views
paved the way for subsequent legislation, and did

much to consolidate the sentiment of the Demo-
cratic party in favor of the sub-treasury system.

Throughout the long and critical struggle be-
tween the Administration and the advocates of the
re-charter of the National Bank, Col. Benton was
the main stay of the President and the Senate. As
the mover of the "expurging resolutions" he made
himself especially obnoxious to political opponents,
but fina.ly achieved success, and gained a great per-
sonal triumph.

During the succeeding administration of Mr. Van
Buren, much of Col. Benton's time was devoted to
the defence of the new financial policy, then being
inaugurated. Upon the questions relating to the
Oregon boundary, the annexation of Texas and va-
rious other important matters growing out of our
foreign relations between the Presidential terms of
Tyler and Taylor, Col. Benton took a leading and
influential part. ? On the first of these he differed
from the Democratic Administration of Mr. Polk,
which had declared for the line of 54° 40', but the

powerful effort of Col. Benton, in which he reviewed
the whole controversy, and elucidated the claims of
the United States with much force, was not to be
withstood, and the Administration and party were
content to acquiesce in his views, and accept the
line of49° as the northern boundarr.

During the Mexican War, also, his services and
intimate acquaintance with the Spanish provinces
of the South, to whose history he has devoted much
attention, proved most useful to the Government.
It was upon his suggestion that the policy of "mas-
terly inactivity" at first determined upon was
finally abandoned, and a vigorous prosecution of
the war urged in its stead. Valuing highly his
counsels, President Polk proposed to confer upon
him the title of Lieutenant General, with full com-
mand of the war, but the project was never con-
summated. In the slavery disputes which followed
the acquisition of new territory. Col. Benton op-
posed the compromise offered by .Mr. Clav.

After the rupture between General Jackson and
Mr. Calhoun, and in consequence of the defence by
the latter of the doctrine of nullification, Col. Ben-
ton, in his close affiliation with the administration,

became the leading Democratic opponent of Mr.
Calhoun on this question, and the personal friend-
ship previously existing between these two Senators,
ceased from that time.

But the position assumed and the viewsenunciated
by Col. Benton at this time and during subsequent
years were gradually arraying a strong party
against him in the State he had so long represented.
Disobeying the instructions of the Missouri Legis-
lature with respect to issues made by Mr. Calhoun
in opposition to the Wilmot-Proviso, Col. Benton
determined to canvass the State, and at the close of
the session of Congress returned to Missouri for
that purpose. The result in 1849-50 was the return
of a legislature largely Democratic, but composed
of opposite wings?the Benton men being in a
plurality. By an arrangement between the whigs
and anti-Benton men Mr. Geyer was elected to
supersede Col. Benton in the Senate.

To vindicate his position, and to break up the as-
cendancy which the so-called nullification party
was thus acquiring, Col. Benton, in 1852, made a
more direct appeal to the people in the Congression-
al district in which he resided, announced himself
a candidate for Congress, and was elected over al[
opposition.

In the session that followed he at first supported,
but subsequently repudiated, the policy of the ad-
ministration, exerting himself with all his strength
to defeat the passage of the Kansas-Nobiaska bill.
In consequence of his opposition, his friends through-
out Missouri were displaced from office, and at the
election which took place in 1854, he was defeated
in his own district by a coalition between his old
opponents and the new American party.

In 1856 he again canvassed his State as a candi-
date for Governor, bnt thongh he was every where
received with enthusiastic applause, and although
the result of his efforts was to restore in a great
measure the conservative feeling of the State and
prepare the way for a more liberal policy on domes-
tic subjects, Mr. Trusten Polk?national democrat
?was elected by a trilling plurality.

In the Presidential election of November, 1856,
Col. Benton supported Mr. Buchanan in opposition
to his own son-in-law, Colonel Fremont. The reason
assigned by him was a confidence that Mr. Buchanan,
ifelected, would restore the principles of the Jack
son Administration, and the apprehension that the
success of Col. Fremont would engender sectional
parties fatal to the permanence of the Union. He
soon after saw occasion to change both opinions, and
although in retirement, he zealously opposed the
Administration of Buchanan, and inclined to unite
with the Opposition that presented itself in the
Republican Party.

After his defeat in 1856, Colonel Benton devoted
his time again to literary pursuits. Even before
that time he had begun his "Thirty Years' View"
of the working of the Government. This was com-
pleted and published in New York in 1854. It is a
retrospect of the period during which he held
a seat in the Senate of the United States, and

presents a"connected narrative times from

Adams to Pierce, developing much of the secret
history of the men and politics of that epoch. Xo
sooner was that off his hands than he engaged in
the still more laborious task of condensing, revis-
ing, and abridging the debates of Congress from
the foundation of the Government to the pres-
ent time. In this work, although at the ad-

vanced age of 76, his daily labors were almost

incredible, and such as few men in the prime
of manly life could support. This was accom-
plished in great part by means of a robust con-
stitution, temperate habits, regular exercise, and
daily resort to the cold bath. His health was still
as perfect, his mind as unimpaired, and his inter-

est in passing events as absorbing as ever. He al-
so wrote in an interval of leisure a review of the
decision of the Supreme Court in the Dred Scott
case, which has attracted great attention. With a
strong industrious intellect, a dominating charac-
ter, and quick appreciation of men, Col. Benton
has exercised a prominent influence upon national
affairs. In Missouri his power was at one time
boundless, and throughout the West he moulded
public opinion to his will for many years. While
adhering to strict party lines he was able to effect
almost everything he attempted, and often standing
forth alone he drew his party with him against the

policy ol Presidents and Cabinets. In his last at-
tempt of this kind, however, he failed, and was
forced to relinquish office as a consequence: but this
crowning struggle was a testimony to his indepen-
dence and sense of duty that willcontribute no less
to his fame with posterity than the honors which he

received through party allegiance.
Colonel Benton was married, after becoming

Senator, to Elizabeth, daughter of Col. James Mc-
Dowell, of Rockbridge county, Va. His surviving
children arc four daughters?Mrs. William Carey
Jones, Mrs. Ann Benton Fremont, Mrs Sarah Ben-
ton Jacob, and Madame Susan Benton Boileau. now
at Calcutta, wife of the French Consul-General.
Mrs. Benton died in 1854, having been struck with

paralysis in 1844, and from the time of that calamity
her husband was never known to go to any place of
festivity or amusement.

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
MFRDER os THE HIOH SEAS.? Some days since a

seaman of the ship Terese made complaint before
Justice Audoun, charging John Finch, the mate,
with inflicting cruel punishment upon him during
the recent voyage of that vessel. During the in-
vestigation the fact was elicited that a seaman, by
the name of John \\ ilson, had died from injuries
inflicted by order of the captain, and that his treat-
ment was of the most brutal and inhuman descrip-
tion. The witnesses were held to testify of the
matter before the United States Commissioner,
and on Saturday morning an examination was had
which disclosed the followingparticulars Captain
Holmes gave Wilson two severe blows on the head
with a belaying pin, after which he ordered four of
the men to tie him up to the rigging by the handsand feet. While thus suspended the men were di-
rected to whip him, and blows were inflicted until
there was not a spot on his whole body from which
the blood did not issue. Bv order of" the Captain
he was then taken down and another of the crew, a
hov by the name of Reed, was compelled to satu-
rate a broom with salt water and scrub his face
with it. Wilson then went to his berth in the cabin,
and the men were again directed to bring him on
deck. He beseechea them for God's sake to lethim alone that he might die, but thev obeyed theCaptain's order and brought him on deck, and be-
fore any further punishment could be inflicted theman died and was thrown overboard. Two of the
men who participated in these inhuman proceedings
were before the Commissioner, and were committed
to await the action of the Grand Jury. Their
names are George Purrington and Charles Grant.
Captain Holmes and the other two men have not
been arrested.

FIRE. ?Yesterdavmorning, shortly after 1 o'clock,
fire was discovered in the frame carpenter shop of
Mr. Gerard Sappington, situated on Holland street,
between Aisquith street and CentrM avenue. The
flames spread rapidlv, and in a short time it was
entirely consumed. Mr. Sappington's loss in tools,
finished work, and lumber, is about §3OO, on which
he has no insurance.

The two two-story and atick brick dwellings west
of the carpenter shop also took fire, and for a while
burnt quite fiercely. The one adjoining the carpen-
ter shop was occupied by Jacob Stievel; his loss on
furniture, by fireand water, is considerable. He has
an insurance in the Firemens' office of 5450, which
will cover it. The family of Mr. Stievel were com-
pelled to leave the house in their night clothes, ow-
ing to the rapidity with which the fire spread. The
other house was occupied by Mr. Clayton Garwood,
who sustained very little damage, his furniture be
ing safelv removed. The houses belonged to Mr.
Francis iDavidson, and were damaged totheamount
of about SSOO, which is covered by insurance in the
Emiitable office.

The residence of Mr. Thomas McCormick, ad-
joining the shop on the East, also took fire on the
roo£ which was considerably burnt. Mr. McCor-
mick sustained much damage by water, which was
necessarily thrown upon the house. His loss is esti-
mated at SSOO on house and furniture, which is
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covered by insurauce, in the Equitable ami Associa-
ted Firemen's offices.

The brick stable of Mr. J. J. Turner, in the rear
of the Carpenter shop, was damaged on the roof to
the amount of about §3O, which is covered by insur-
ance in the Equitable office. This fire was of' incen-
diary origin, the carpenter shop having been fired
from the alley on the west, by placing combustible
materials between the weather boarding. Resi-
dents on the opposite side of the street, state that
parties were seen leaving the premises just before
the flames were discovered.

ALARMS.?The alarm of fire on Saturday night
between 7 and 8 o'clock, arose from the burning of
some curtains, which accidently took fire, from theexplosion of a camphene lamp in the store of Mr.
Ilecht, on Broadway, near Eastern avenue. Dam-

FATAL ACCIDENT FROM FIREARMS.?A lad named
Wm. Henry Itider, aged fifteen years, son of Mr.
Henry Rider, residing on Ostend street, came to his
death on Saturday morning while gunning in the
woods near the Marine Hospital. With three com-
panions he left for the above place in a boat, and
while they proceeded into the woods he remained to
complete some arrangements, intending to follow in
a few moments. They had gone but a short dis-
tance when the report of a gun was heard and two
men observed running in the direction of the boat.
On arriving back thiv found their friend in the
arms of Dr. De Butt,of the Marine Hospital, and
Dr. Murray, who were conveying him to the house.
In handling the gun, having the muzzle toward him,
one of the hammers sceidentally struck a seatof the
boat causing it to be discharged, the load taking
effect in the left side Tear the region of the heart,
from which he died in about ten minutes. The ac-
cident was seen by D s. De Butt and Murray, who
at the time were seated at one of the windows ofthc
Hospital looking out upon the bay. Coroner Ben-
son was summoned to hold an inquest, but refused
on the ground that there was no mystery connected
with the affair, it being clearly accidental.

STABBED.?An affray occurred on Monday night,
on board the ship Ann E. Hooper, Capt. Walter
Simpson, which arrived here on Friday, the partic-
ulars of which are these: On Monday night last,
about nine o'clock, when outside Capo Henrv, the
mate, named Lester Davis, gave certain orders to
one of the sailors, named \\ illiam Sutton, who re-
fused to obey them, whereupon the mate took hold
of Sutton as if to conpel him to do his duty, when
Sutton immediately drew his knife and stabbed the
mate. Davis, it is said, then struck Sutton with a
belaying pin, who again attempted to use his knife;
at this time the cry of murder w3 raised, which
brought Captain Simpson on deck, and the affray
was stopped. The kaife entered the left side of Da-
vis,.between the lower ribs and near the kidneys,
inflictinga very severe wound. On his arrival he
was attended by Dr. Devinelle, and is now recover-
ing. Sutton, who belongs to Haiti more, was arrest-
ed on the charge of assaulting the mate with intent
to kill,and committed to jail by Justice Audoun for
a hearing before the IT. S. Commissioner.

much gratified with their visit.

DOMINGO.?It is stated that dispatches
have been received from St. Domingo City, con-
taining a statement of facts relative to the treaty
made by our Consul, ceding to our government the
Bay of "Samana for a naval station, and for other
purposes named in the secret articles. We are to
have the Bay of Samana forever for a naval station,
the right to erect all the necessary buildings,fortifica-
tions, Ac.; to colonize the territory adjoining the bav,
and in fact to become owners of the entire Spanish por-
tion of the island by occupation, for a small sum.?
The dispatch also gives the proceedings of the con-
sular corps upon the announcement of President
Baez that he would not guarantee the protection of
Ihe Consul of the United States, or its citizens.?
Cpon this Capt. Dunlop, of H. M. ship Tartar, in-
formed him that the so-called republic was no lon-
ger a government, and that it would become neces-
sary for Baez to immediately issue a proclamation
relative to their protection, in default of which he
would prepare his ship for action and take posses-
sion of the city in the name of her Majesty's gov-
ernment, and protect them himself.

MEXICO?A PROTECTORATE. ?The New Orleans
Delta learns "that two movements are on foot
against the Zuloaga Government. The first move-
ment is to concentrate a body ofAmericans at Vera
Cruz, designed to assist Juarez in recovering the
power vested in him by the constitution. Rumor
has it that a well-known citizen of New Orleans is
enlisted in the cause, and will soon make a descent
upon the City of the True Cross. The second move-
ment, in which the gallant General Henningsen is
said to be engaged, is to push across the Rio Grande
a force to assist Vidaurri in putting down the Zu-
loaga Government, or forming the three States of
Tamaulapas, New Leon, and Cohahuila into an in
dependent republic.
