Secretary of War has recently addressed the

billowingletter to Jlon. Jarnerf A. Stewart, of the
House Committee on Patents :

NIK : In reply to the resolution of yonr committee
relative to Colt's "revolving-chambered breech-
loading" fire-arms, I have the honor to submit the
following information "touching the value of the
arms manufactured by Mr. Colt:"

The most, and indeed the only conclusive tost of
the excellence of arms for army purposes, is to be
found in the trial of them by troops in actual ser-
vice. Mr. Colt's arms have undergone this test,
and the result will be found in some measure, by re-
ports of Gen. Harney and Capt. Marcy, who used
them in Florida against the Indians, and which are
lierewith'transmitted. There reports, it will be seen,
relate only to "the rifle," but are clear and satis
factory; and as that arm lias been much less used
than the pistol in our service, they become im-
portant.

With "Colt's pistol" the country is perfectly fa-
miliar: it is agreed on all hands, f>y those who have
used them in the field, (as shown" in printed evi-
dence herewith enclosed, Sen. ltep. 257, 21st Con-
gress, 2d session,) that it is altogether superior to
any other, and in fact it lias now become es-
sential to the public service. A board of officers,
recently assembled to consider the best mode of
arming our cavalry, made a report, a copy of which
I herewith transmit, as showing the present appre-
ciation of the arm by officers of the army, stand-
ing deservedly high for their services, experience,
and intelligence.

NAMES OF VESSELS CHANOED. ?The Secretary ol'
the Treasury yesterday transmitted to the House ofRepresentatives, in obedience to a resolution offer-
ed by Mr. Cumins, on the 10th of March, a state-
ment of all the vessels whose names have been
changed under the law of March 5, 1850.

From this statement we learn that fifty one ves-
sels have taken advantage of that law,'and have
had their names changed, as follows;?ships, 10;barques, 7; schooners, 10: sloops, 4; steamers, 12;
brigs, 5; canal boats, 3. Total 51.

The Secretary states that the records of the De-
partment do not show that any of the vessels in the
above statement foundered at sea or were lost, ex-
cept the Central America.

THE NEUROES OF THE MCDONOUII ESTATE.?Thedisposition of the negroes which constitute a por-
tion of this valuable estate, is an embarrassing
piece of business. They are eighty-six in numbei;
the larger part of them young, Wealthy, and able
to make their own way; nine of them are supei-annuated or otherwise helpless, the maintenanceof whom willnecessarily become a chargrc on the
two cities of New New ' Orleans and Baltimore?Seven others, for meritorious services and gen-
eral good character, and in consideration of their
social relations, are recommended by the Commis-
sioners of the estate as fit subjects of emancipation,
ahe balance are physically and morally in every
respect fit for the purpose ol colonization, and it is
very desirable that their destiny should be accom-
plished with the least possible delay. The eccentric
testator directed in his willthat these negroes shouldserve his general legatees 15 years from and after his
death, and that his executors" shall after said service
deliver them up to the Colonization Society to be sent
to Liberia, bearing a proportion of the necessary
expenses of transportation, equipments, etc., joint-
ly. In consequence of the legal interpretation that
has been put upon several provisions of this
strange will, the cities before mentioned can, if they
are so disposed, carry into effect, without any fur-
ther delay, the clearly expressed purpose ofthe testa
tor,and send them to their place of destination forth-
with. Such a step is called for upon every consid-
eration ofpolicy and interest, and upon the higher
principle of humanity. The reasons alleged by the
Commissioners for such a couse are in every way just
and proper and undeniably correct. They are'sum-
marily as follows; Knowing that they are shortly to
be free, these negroes have become discontented, re-
fractory and troublesome. They have incurred the ha-
bitof running away, and have fallen into excesses cal-
culated to deprave their morals and injure their
health. The Commissioners cannot exercise the su-pervision of masters over them, and the consequence
is that they are subject to bad treatment, and some-
times severe punishment. The sum received fortheir hire is a mere trifle f5'2,000,) and 110 adequate re-
muneration for the trouble and expense they afford
the managers of the estate.

The Commissioners recommend that some recip-
rocal understanding should be arrived at forthwith,
between the cities of New Orleans and Baltimoreand the Colonization Society for the transportation
of these negroes to the colonial settlement of Libe-
ria, and that some sufficient sum he applied for car-
rying out the provisions of the will in reference to
the preliminaries for consummating the benevolentpurposes of the testator.? N. O. (Zmmemnl.
