THE MAILS OF TIIE AMERICA.

v ENGLAND.
The operation of stowing the wire for a second

effort to lay the Atlantic Telegraph commenced on
Friday last, 19th, on board her Majesty's ship
Agamemnon, in iveyliam Jiasin. An extra place
for deposit has been constructed on her upper deck,
abalt the foremast, capable of taking 2 l-sth miles
each Hake or layer. Ilere about 140 miles were de-
posited up to yesterday. Thursday evening, at
an average of 27 miles a day. It will contain
together 200 miles, which forms the first por-
tion to be laid. The place of deposit last
year, in the hold, made the coil oval in
one direction close to the kelson, and oval in
the opposite direction above. A different arrange-
ment prevails now; two additional bulkheads have
been knocked away, and the hold presents theappearance ot a basin perfectly circular in even-
part. The cone ill the centre" is 12 feet !incheshigh, and has a diameter of 10 feet at the base and

feet at the top; it will be encircled by 1050 miles of
cable. The remaining 150 miles are to be coiled on
the orlop deck, where the heavy shore end was
placed last year. A new guard has been fitted forthe Agamemnon's stern, to prevent the cable from
fouling the propeller. The cage previously used
was weakened bv its proximity to the copper on theship's bottom, which served as a negative to the iron
The galvanic action of salt water on it during the
last eight months has rendered it desirable to pro-
vide a new one, which will not touch the surface
until the lead line is reached. On board the Niagara
the boats forward on the upper decks arc to be re-
moved, a space prepared of 3:1 feet in diameter,
equal to the reception of from ISO to 190 miles of
cable. For the approaching trial the Atlantic Tele-
graph Company appear to have made very complete
arrangements through their engineer-in-chief, Mr.Bright, who has been some days at Plymouth.

'1 he London Morning Jlrrnlu of March 25th, savs:
"We are sorry to learn that the youthful and only
daughter of a wealthy commoner, and niece of a
noble earl, has, within the last 21 hours, eloped witha nobleman holding a prominent position in society,
and whose name is 'as familiar as household words,'
to our readers, from having repeatedly appeared be-
fore the public. The nobleman alluded to is, we
regret to say, a married man, but for some years he
has been estranged from his wife, who, we believe,
is now residing abroad. It is presumed the guilty
couple have tied to the continent, as they were
traced to Dover yesterday afternoon."

This (Thursday) morning, Watt, the engineer on
board the Cagliari at the time of her capture, and
so long incarcerated in the prisons of the Neapoli-
tan Government, arrived in London by train from
Dover, and was gladly welcomed by" his friends,
who had been in waiting for him.

THE XIAOARA'S ARRIVALAT PLYMOUTH.

This splendid vessel returned to Plymouth on
Monday evening from the United States, and an-
chored in the Sound on Tuesday morning. She left
New York on the 9th inst., and has experienced
very heavy southerly gales during her passage
across the Atlantic. On several occasions the ves-
sel logged over 300 miles in 24 hours. Both steam
and sail were used on the voyage, and the vessel
made some excellent runs, ller arrival was de-
layed, however, from the quality of the coal used
being unsuitable to the furnaces, clogging the flues,
and rendering frequent stoppages necessary in order
to clean them. Since the Xt'igara last left Ply-
mouth no alterations have been made inher internal
arrangements for the reception and stowage of the
electric cable.

MR. A I.l,son's OJ'EBlt TO STAND IIIS TRIAL

We have been informed, on good authority, tliat
Mr. Allso)) lias offered to surrender himself lor trial
ifthe Government willguarantee his expenses. The
part taken by this gentleman in the recent Parisian
tragedy has been entirely misconstrued by the pub-
lic. lie ordered the grenades of Mr. Taylor under
the impression that they were to be used in legiti-
mate warfare, or in so uear an approach to it as an
insurrectionary struggle might be considered. Mr.Allsop's impression was that the grenades were for
the service of the national party in Italy.

He had no idea that assassination was contem-
plated by his colleagues, or that the Emperor of
France was the person against whom their measures
were directed. So confident is he of being able to
establish his innocence of the charge under which
Dr. Bernard is awaiting trial, that the above-
mentioned offer has been made with the condition
stated. Mr. Allsop is not in a position to encoun-
ter the expenses of a State trial, in which lie could
not recover costs ifthe suit went in his favor.

When we hear that £211,000 has been spent by one
side only on the British Bank trial, we can form an
idea of what a man has to encounter in the way of
costs when he enters into a legal conflict with" the
Government. As Air. Allsop is at present in a
place of safety, he is not likely to rush voluntarily
into so ruinous an engagement, ltut we believe lie
is quite ready to surrender and take bis trial, ifhe
can be insured against pecuniary injury in case lie
satisfies the country of his innocence. We shall see
whether the offer is accepted.

Prom the Rnyte Gazette.
REPORTED ARREST OF ALLSOP.

A man, supposed to be Allsop, who stands charg-
ed with having been one of the conspirators to
assassinate the Emperor of the French, was arrest-
ed at Keaduc, on Thursday last, bv Mr. William
Frazer, architect of that place, The person so
charged was handed over to the police, who at
once brought him before E. K. Tenison, Esq., Lord
Lieutenant of the county, and J. i>. Little, J. P.,
and we have heard on examination, the prisoner not
having satisfactorily accounted for himself, was re-
manded to the care of the police for further inquiry.
The man appears to have been in some respectable
position: his person corresponds exactly with the
description given of Allsop.

LORD PALMKBSTOX AND THE I>ERIIY GOVERNMENT.
?A reply to the Tiverton address, which was
forwarded to his Lordship a fortnight since, has
been received from Lord ralmerston. He thanks
his constituents for entertaining so favorable an
opinion of his conduct while at the head of affairs,
and adds that he cares not on which side of the
House he sits if the present ministry adopt the meas-
ures and carry out the intentions of their im-
mediate predecessors. He intimates his intention
not to give the Derby government unnecessary
trouble.

nal of Valence, which condemned Joseph Desehaux
to imprisonment for two months, for propagating
false news and using seditious language. This in-
dividual asserted in December last, in the presence
of several witnesses, that the workmen in Lyons
were starving and that several of tliem had thrown
themselves into the Rhoite in despair; that they
would do well to force the Government with arms
in their hands to give them wheat, and that he him-
self, in such ease, would place himself at their head.

The same day the court sentenced Pierri Mercier,
a political convict, but who had been pardoned, to
two months' imprisonment, for using threatening
language to a commissary of police in the execution
of his duty. Mercier, who had used violent lan-
guage after the attempt on the Emperor's life on the
14TIT of January, was summoned to the police office
at Montelimart, When there he exclaimed that it
was human flesh the government wanted ? that it
was always wanting fresh victims, and if the au-
thorities wished to arrest him, they would do well
not to send fathers of families to do so, because they
would be sacrificed.

In December last Jean Jeanviere, a liberated con-
vict, circulated a report that Paris was in a state ofsiege, and that the black flag was flying at Lyons.
He was sentenced by the court of Gap to imprison-
ment for five years", and to pay a line of one thou-
sand francs.

The Moniteur of March 25th contains the follow-ing paragraph:
"It is endeavored by the evil disposed to excitemisgivings with respect to the application of thelaw ol public safety, by misrepresenting the inten-

tions of the government. The culpable expecta-
tions which followed the attempt of the 14th Janua-ry imposed on the government the duty of protect-
ing the public security, and W this lias suffered the
arrest of a few men notoriously dangerous. As for
those who remain within the limits"of the law, if
they do not render themselves guilty by fresh mis-
deeds, they have nothing to fear from {he effects ofthis law."

The Paris correspondent ofLondon Jhrnimi lleraid says :

"The people about the Tuilerles assert t'i>at herMajesty the Empress, is once more eiwiente. I sendyou the report, without vouching for its truth.

considered in a state of full convalescence."

The appointment of Marshal Pelissicr, Duke ofMalakofl, as Ambassador to London, in the place of
the Count Persigny, resigned, produced a strong
sensation, as well at Paris as at London. It wascertainly not so much on account of the inappro-
priateness of the individual, as the unexpectedness
of the selection. Since it had become certain that
M. de Persigny desired to be replaced, the appoint-
ment had been generally conceded either to the
Duke de Grammont or the Marquis de Moustier.No one ever dreamed of the old African soldier, ofthe man who was condemned by the English asa heartless murderer because lie suioked the Arabsto death in a cave, for the important diplomatic post
across the channel, liut then adversity and trialschange opinions, and the man who fought side by
side with the English at Sebastopo], and managed
there not to break the alliance, is deemed just the
person not to break the alliance at London.I!ut it seems that in the present state of affairs,
( for no matter what journals in the interest
of Cabinets may say. the alliance is stretched to its
last filament,) something better than a man who
willsimply support the alliance is needed. The po-
sition requires a partisan, a devoted friend. Mar-
shal Pelissier is a man of talent and of fair judg-
ment: hut like every officer of the French army,
he hates the English as a nation, whatever he muv
think of them as individuals, his whole life hasbeen spent in a circle, where imprecations against
England form a part ot everbody's conversation,
and he must cherish in his breast a deep-rooted
prejudice which, at his advanced age, contact with
that nation, especially as he does not speak theirlanguage, will not remove. Moreover, he is one of
the most abrupt and decided public men of the age,
and pronounces an inflexible yes or no on the "in-
stant, and this?perhaps unfortunately?is not the
present style of diplomacy.

Ihe motives which prompted the resignation of
M. de Persigny are tolerably obvious. With thePalmerston Cabinet he was a unit on this refugee
question; with them he agreed conipletelv, and
they were marching together arm in arm. Thehnglish people condemned the policy of the Palmers-
ton Ministry and overthrew them.' M. de Persignv
felt from that moment that his position was com-
promised. Moreover, lie had taken certain grounds
with the Palmerston Cabinet which had been grant-
ed, hut which are denied by the Derby Administra-tion. He therefore found himself incapable of the
tree and cordial intercourse with a Ministry so es-
sential to the position. Again, it is evident that
Count Walewski, perhaps because he is a Pole, is
moiich more sympathetic with the refugees than is M.
de Persignv: and when there is a difference ofopinion
between an Ambassador and his chief, the posi-
tion for the former is no longer tenable. Then
Count Persigny is the most devoted friend .Yapoleon
can claim; he lias no mercy either for men or meas-
ures inimical to the interests of his master. He
firmly believes that what he demanded of England
she ought to accord: he believes lie demanded it in
proper terms, and now that she refuses, lie throws
the blame of whatever may happen upon her, and
retires from the field. His presence at Paris and in
the councils ot the Emperor is not likely to calm
the angry feelings that have been aroused. It is
thought that he will have a place in the Cabinet.?
There is even talk of his supplanting M. Walewskiin the bureau of Foreign Allans, liut since M. de
Persigny has resigned at London, M. Walewski 110
longer talks of retiring from his present place, and
it is not likely that the Emperor will make the
change. It is more probable that M. de Persignv
willhe sent as Ambassador to St. Petersburg, a
post that is now vacant.

The article of the London Time* on the police
surveillance at Paris, and the care taken bv the Em-
peror of his person, to which 1 referred in mv last,
has not ceased to he a subject of comment at Paris.
Not only has the Minister of the Interior replied
officially to the article in the columns of the Mnni-
tenr, but the Emperor by his conduct, seems to wish
to give a public contradiction of the Time*'asser-
tion. Since then his Majesty is to be seen overt-
day in the street, in an open wagon with two horses
which he drives himself, with one of his aids-
de-camp at his side and two lacqueys in behind, or
on foot, in quarters near the imperial residence.
I saw him only yesterday with his open car-
riage, get entangled in " a blockade of car-
riages on the Boulevard, in which he was obliged
frequently to stop, and in which no more attention
was given to him than if he had been the commonest
of drivers. It took him ten minutes to thread his
way through the mass of tangled carriages. All
this, however, may not be pure courage, lor when
he passes thus exposed through the streets without
cortege, his movement is unforseen, and evil-dis-
posed persons cannot be prepared for him. On the
other hand, when he went a few evenings ago to the
Grand Opera, to the first representation of Ilalevy's
new opera, La Mayieienne, he was attended by a verv
numerous mounted escort, and the whole Uuc Le
Pelletier, the scene of the attempt of the 14th Janu-
ary, from the Boulevard to the far side of the Rue
Rossini, beyond the theatre, was kept clear of peo-
ple by a numerous company of policemen. The
houses opposite were also occupied by policemen.?
This time it would have been impossible for a strang-
er to approach near enough the imperial carriage
to do harm.

On Tuesday Mr. Roebuck gave notice of a motion
which it was thought would cause no ordinary stir
when the affair to which it related comes before the
House. A bill has been introduced for disfranchi-
sing the freemen of Galwav, because of their noto-
rious and uniform corruption. When a debate took
place on the introduction of this bill, Sir Thomas
Burke, with the greatest imaginable coolness, rose
and stated how he succeeded in effecting the return
of his relative, Lord Dnnkellen, by the payment of
£250 for a hundred votes. Mr. Roebuck said that
he would move that the seat of Lord Ilunkellen be
declared vacant, and that Sir Thomas Burke be ex-
pelled the House.

In the House of Commons, the Chancellor of the
Exchequer brought forward the Indian bill,which,
in some respects, resembles the measure intro-
duced by the late Government, and in other es-
sentials appears to be a decided improvement.
The number of the Council, for example, fixed in
Lord Palmerston's scheme at eight, is to be raised
to eighteen; nine to be nominated and nine to be
elected. Of the nine elective members, four are
to be returned by a constituency interested in In-
dian stock, or having a practical acquaintance with
India by residence; the five remaining members
are to be returned by the Parliamentary constitu-
encies of London, Liverpool, Manchester, Glasgow,
and Belfast. This change cannot fail to greatly
popularize the new scheme, which was approved of
by Lord Palmerston, and likely to become law,
and which occupied a large share of attention last
evening.

The Moniteur of this morning contains two official
articles intended to calm the public mind; the first
in regard to reported measures that were to he put
in operation against the pardoned politicaloffenders,
and the other in regard to the new passport rigors.
Thus the Minister publishes one day a repressive
law, and the next day he taps the public on the
hack, and says: "Never mind that; the same law
was in force In 1784, in 1804, and in 1818; it willnot
hurt you: at any rate it was not intended for you
hut for your neighbor, who may be a bad fellow."?
This is the sophistry with which the government is
now calming the minds of the excited people.

It appears now that the "little republic of Cha-
lons" is going to escape much more lightly than was
at first supposed. The cause of the ridiculous at-
attempt at a republic was the arrest by the govern-
ment that very morning of a mercantile man very
much loved by the men who revolted, and to whom
they were indebted for many favors. Their object
seems principally to have been to release this gen-
tleman from prison; at least the immediate cause of
the riot was his arrest. The cause of this measure
has not transpired, any further than that it was po-
litical.

EAST INDIA COMPANY. ?At themectingon the 24th,
thanks were voted to the late secretary. The chair-
man said lie was not in possession of any informa-
tion as to the Government's India bill. As regard-
ed the I>cllii prize money, thedirectors would grant
twelve months' batta, extending to civilians in Del-
hi and other parts wlio have rendered valuable aid
to the Government. Medals, with clasps, for Delhi,
Lueknow, and for field services performed under
the late Sir 11. Havelock and other generals, would
be granted to every man in the army who took part
in those exploits, ller Majesty intended to confer a
baronetcy on the eldest son of the late Sir H. Law-
rence, and to be continued to the second son, should
the former die without male issue. The directors
proposed to vote a pension of £l,OOO a year on a sim-
ilar principle. He also said the company had en-
deavored to fully investigate every case of atrocity
and mutilation; but, after the most careful inquiry,
not one had been substantiated. A motion of Mr.
Jones, "That it is our duty to return the kingdom
of Dude to the King, or some representative of his
family," was counted out.

FRANCE.
Tin: NOMINATIONOP PELISSIER.? -The Paris corres-

pondent of the London Timet says: ?The Duke de
MalakofT was never supposed to possess any partic-
ular taste or talent for the science of diplomacy.?
But he is said to be a man of sense, and unlike his
predecessor, St. Arnaud, there is little of the theat-
rical in his character. Aman of plain common sense
will be any day a match for the mere professional
diplomatist. There is no reason to suppose that he
will not be well received in England. The visit to
your country and frank intercourse with its people
will be ofbenefit to him, particularly if he is, as is
said, already disposed in your favor. If he shares
inthe vulgar prejudices common inFrance about you
he will have an opportunity of getting rid ofthem.
He will meet in England with his old comrades of
the Crimea, and renew his acquaintance or friend-
ship with them. He willfind among those who gov-
ern England men, who, whatever party they belong
to, look to their country's welfare rather than their
own personal interests. Among her public minds
he will find honor, integrity and patriotism. Among
her titled aristocracy he willdiscover no equivocal
Marquises, Counts anil Barons?the nritioeratir j>n*-
liche that swarm on the continent?but rather the
sterling grand seigneur, too proud to be vain?edu-
cated, accomplished, unaffected, generous, but not
ostentatious?wealthy, but laborious patriotic,
brave, free ?admirable in his very errors, and the
very antithesis of the charlatan.

TheDnke de Mal-
akoff will there find good society, and no doubt he
willprofit by his opportunities. On the whole, the
choice is not" considered a bad one. If he is really
well disposed towards England, he will, I trust, re-
turn to France a warmer friend to the alliance than
when he set out.

The dissatisfaction inSwitzerland against the new
regulations on the passport system continues, and
may yet be the cause, if the affair is not speedily
arranged between France and England, of serious
trouble. It is felt that France has asked too much.
Of the seventy-one dangerous refugees in Switzer-
land, about one-half have been expelled or have vol-
untarily left the country, many of them going to
London to swell the list of the disaffected and dan-
gerous in that city ofrefuge.

The French journals again declare that the Amer-
ican contract to restore the sunken ships in the port
of Sebastopol is a complete failure. The sloop Sil-
verKey and steamer Gen. Knox, belonging to the
American Company, arc said to have abandoned
the project as impracticable.

Anthonv Allen, a sailor belonging to the Ameri-
can ship Zenobia, was stabbed and killed a few
nights ago in the streets of Havre. A Scotch sailor
named llobert Wright, who was in Allen's compa-
ny at the time, was also stabbed, but not seriously.
The assailing parties were not known.

The election for Deputies to flic Legislature in
the three vacant Republican districts of Paris, will
take place the 18th of April.

The French Government has sent to the Legisla-
ture a much needed bill, which will undoubtedly
soon become a law. It is to the following effect :
"Any person, who shall have publicly worn a cos-
tume, a uniform or decoration, or shall have as-
sumed for himself without right a title of nobility,
shall be punished with an imprisonment of from six
months to two years, and shall pay a line of from
500 to 5,000 francs. The Court may also order the
insertion ofthe judgment in whole or inpart in the
newspaper at the expense of the condemned."?
The law will bring to the ground scores of false
Counts and Princes that arc now flourishing in the
aristocratic world, and among the rest, strange to
say, an American.

"(Jen. Thomas, Assistant Secretary of State under
Mr. Marcy, died a few days ago in this city, of
typhoidfever.

The first orders for goods from Xew York since
the erisis have arrived in Paris this week, aud cre-
ated some sensation in the commercial world. Com-
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mercial affairs, however, are but little better, and
the tunds at the Bourse have not varied a sous, per-
manently, for a month.
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h if'H.r the army manufacturers, there arehut three firms that will he affected l.y the tax.-ul. the expor trade is to he free of tax also, sothat the hunters and aristocratic classes alone ofthe country will be affected. These three firmsproduce annually 830,000.000 caps, of which (i"0000,000 are exported and 210,000,000 arc consumedat home. One centime on each of these will give
the State a revenue of 1,500,000 francs.

AUSTRIA.

A letter from Vienna, of the 19th, in the Coloq?t
Gazette , says :

"Two days back Sir Hamilton Seymour deliver-ed to Count de Buol a note from the English Cabi-net, in which the Lord Malmesbury notified the
Austrian Minister of Foreign Affair's its entranceinto office, and requested, in the most cordial mann?'A.' ol '""'selfand his colleagues, the continuationof the same friendlyrelations between Austria andEngland as had existed under the previous admin-
istration.

"It is said that this note also states that under ex-isting circumstances a complete accord betweenEngland, Austria, and Prussia on all questions
would be most desirable, and that the new Cabinetwas desirous of establishing such an agreement.
This news caused great satisfaction to Count de
luol, who on the following dav communicated thenote to the Emperor, who also received it withgreat
pleasure."

Another letter from Vienna, in the Zeit of lierlin,says : "The Emperor has addressed an autograph
letter to the Minister of Finance, in which he re-quests a report to be immediately presented of the
new source of taxation which rnav exist; he at
the same time desires that no fresh taxes mav be
levied of a nature to iiritate the people, and thatthe amount ou each tax-payer may not be increased
in any sensible degree."

The Frankfort Journal, which is very intimately
connected with the Austrian officials, publishes a
\ ienna letter on the extreme danger of the Imperial
policy in France. The editors of the Berlin jour-
nals have been officiallycautioned to be very guard-
ed in their remarks oii French politics, it is not

known whether this has been done by initiative of
the (rovemment, or in compliance with the desireof the French Cabinet.

1he A ienna correspondent of tiie Time* savs thatthe publication of the letters of Napoleon I' in theJloniteiir has given great offence to the highest cir-cles of the Austrian capital. One of the documents
given in the Jlonileur is Napoleon's address to theTyrolese, in which he points out to them that they
were the victims of the passions of one singlefamily,
llie court of A'ienna is greatly incensed at this.

RUSSIA.
A letter from Warsaw, of March 21, states thata camp of 100,000 men will be formed there towardsthe middle of May. This measure is considered to

be a manifestation against Austria. A great agita-
tion prevails in Russia, in consequence of the oppo-sition of the nobility to the emancipation of the
serfs. Many great proprietors have lied to St. Pe-
tersburg in fear of their lives.

A dispatch from St. Petersburg savs Russia iswatching with great interest the relations of Eng-
land and France. The Russian navy is fully
manned, and ship-building largely increased.
Russia lias no intention of accepting English and
French consuls in the Black Sea. All suspicious
vessels on the Circassian coast willbe seized.

Russia will not speedily forget or forgive the treat-ment she received from Austria during the late war,
and annoyances of every sort will be the reprisals
she will indulge in. lt'is stated in a letter from
AVarsaw that a camp of 100.000 men willbe formed
towards the middle of May, expressly contrived as
a demonstration against Austria, the nobility of
Russia have taken a strong stand against the libera-
tion of the serfs, and great excitement in consequence
prevails in St. Petersburg.

TURKEY.
CoxsTAN'Tivon.E, March 17.?The Russian ambas-

sador has sent dispatches to his government an-
nouncing that the ministers of the Sultan refuse to
submit to the treaty for the navigation of the Dan-ube. The Conference of Paris insists that the Con
ference has only to take note of the convention con
eluded between the Rivcrian States.

Fund Pacha has been nominated Plenipotentiary
to the Paris Conference.

Several irregular corps are being organized in
Ilnsnia by wealthy Turkish Bevs. One influential
land-owner, a most deadly eneiiiv of the Christians,
has volunteered to raise 1,200 horsemen.

'1 BIKSIE, March 25.?A Turkish screw-line-of-bat-
tle ship and two other vessels ot war, having on
board 15,100 troops, under the command of Kadre
Pacha, arrived yesterday in the Bay of Kick.

CHINA.
The telegraphic advices from Alexandria repol I.

an arrival from Canton, with dates to the 15th Feb-ruary. Canton was quiet. America and Russiahave joined the alliance, and a course of common ac-tion has been agreed upon. The four represents
tives were about to proceed to a rendezvous at
Shanghai. Trade had re-opened at Canton, and
the site of the new factories had been marked out.The Chinese authorities receive the duties.

The 70th Sepoy regiment had [arrived, and was
quarteted within the walls of Canton. No other re-
inforcements had arrived.

The Tunc* has received its correspondence, dated
Canton and Hong Kong, January 29th. In Can-
ton, neither in words nor gesture, was there any
symptom of hostility or dislike. Canton is as safe
as the streets of London. The mixed commission
for the government of the city works well.?
A police force has been organized, one-half
consisting of Europeans and the other half
Chinese. The Chinese (iovernor wrote to LordElgin complimenting him on the state ot' af-
fairs, and suggesting that as the Chinese were now
such excellent friends, it was quite unnecessary tokeep soldiers in the city. This polite impertinence
produced a reply, reminding the Tartar General
of a stipulation'that the arms of the Tartar sol-diery should he given up, and it was thereupon
enforced The Chinese loss during the bombard-
ment had been ascertained not to exceed 205. The
presence of Aeh in Canton River was considered
as exercising an unavoidable influence on our deal-
ings with the Chinese, and it was probable he
would be sent Calcutta.

A Government Gazette, published at Hong Kong,
January 28, notices that the blockade of the port
and river of Canton was to be raised February
10th. The city and suburbs were to be open to
foreigners, under certain conditions, and martial
law was to continue during the occupation by the
allied forces.

The correspondent of the Tones writes as follows:
"Jan. 29. Their Excellencies Lord Elgin and Bar-
on Le Gros still keep their stations at the city. It
is said the ambassadors will proceed north as early
as practicable. One or two regiments of native
troops are expected here shortlvTrom Bengal."

NAPLES.
The King or Naples, tinding that the capture of

the Cagliari was illegal, has released Park and AA'att,
the two English engineers, who were seized on
board, and who have been kept for nine months in
a confinement which at tirst was so loathsome as to
throw AVatt into a state of insanity, from which it
is doubtful if he willever recover. " At first it was
supposed by our government that the capture of the
vessel had taken place in the Neapolitan waters,and
that the men were consequently bound to submit to
all the horrors of Neapolitan jurisdiction. Butsome
evidence brought to lightduring the trial which is
now proceeding has shown, apparently beyond all
question, that it was effected outside the legal limits.
Sardinia has accordingly made an imperative de-
mand for the restoration of the ship, and there was
a prospect that the House of Commons would force
the Derby Cabinet to show similar vigor with re-
gard to the English engineers.

The King of Naples is perhaps disposed to defy
Sardinia hut not England, and still less Sardinia
and England combined. He has, therefore, endeav-
ored to cut away the prospect of a joint action on
the part of the two states by hastily surrendering to
our requirements. AA'ith Sardinia he doubtless
thinks he can now deal alone. It is to he hoped,
however, that the English Government willstill en-
force an item of the account which remains to be
satisfied, that of granting compensation to the in
jured men. AA'hat the amount of compensation
should be for causing insanity is a hard question.

PIEDMONT.
An interesting and spirited controversy is going

on in Piedmont as to the possibility of successfully
acliieving the daring task of cutting a tunnel
through the bowels ol Mount Cenis. The contemplated tunnel will be eight miles long, and about a
mil" below the summit of the loftiest mountains in
Europe.

THE DANISH PROPOSITIONS.
BEULTN, March 25.?The new Prussian Gazette de-

clares that the late Danish propositions arc un-
acceptable, inconsequence of their containing notb-ing precise. It demands from Denmark positive
concessions, with a guarantee for the accomplish-
ment of the results ot the negotiations. The new
regulations relative to telegraphic communication
have been published.

L.VST OF THE COLLINS STEAMSHIP PROPERTY.?The
remaining property of he Collins Steamship Com
pany was sold on Saturday bv order of the sheriff.
